V. R. Bganba developed the social-philosophical concept of
an environmental problem, and methodological aspects of its so-
lution, on the basis of a systems approach to social-economic
and ecological development, the historical analysis of evolution,
and the theoretical and practical relationship of a person to na-
ture.

Vitaly Reshovich Bganba has made an essential contribution
towards:

— Definitions of the basis of classification of separate directions
of ecology;

— The revealing of philosophical-methodological and logical as-
pects of the genesis of ecology;

— A substantiation of the status of social ecology as a science of
post-non-classical type;

— The foundation of common ecological concepts, which has al-
lowed the unification of ecology to be shown, as well as the strong
connections of its separate lines;

— Specification of the scientific-theoretical substance of ecologi-
cal education at various levels;

— The adaptation of young workers to activity conditions within
innovative enterprises. Their valid place and the role of psychosocial
adaptation in its intrinsic displays are revealed.

As aresult of complex research into the axiological, psychological
and didactic components of the process of adaptation, the Concept
of Psychosocial Adaptation (which is new theoretical knowledge)
providing effective functioning of managing subjects and promoting
the all-round self-actualization of a person is proven.

According to the Concept of Psychosocial Adaptation, the system
of principles and the rules providing the possibility of development
of a component of psychosocial adaptation at the innovative enter-
prises are developed.

V. R. Bganba as a scientist and teacher gives special attention to
the formation within students of philosophical and economic think-
ing, ecological culture, and ecological ethics as well as to the speci-
fication of the purposes and problems of ecological education.

The conceptual approach offered by Bganba to a course of “Gen-
eral and social ecology” has found its reflection in a number of his
educational and methodical textbooks. It essentially strives for an in-
crease in the efficiency of teaching, and assumes as a basis the State
educational standard of Moscow State Social University (MSSU).
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The principles of ecological education adopted by him have pro-
moted specification of the content of ecological education in Russia,
have found a positive response in a number of the CIS countries and
have formed the conceptual basis of a variety of textbooks on ecol-
ogy.

The signature stamp “permitted” was given to his book “Social
Ecology” by the Ministry of Education of Russia (Methodical De-
partment) as the textbook for students at higher schools in the Rus-
sian Federation, and the book was printed in large numbers by the
Moscow publishing house “Higher School” in 2003-2005.

V. R. Bganba is one of those happy people who find pleasure in sci-
entifically pedagogical work. The confirmation of this is his successful
book “Philosophy. Ecology. Economy. The Noosphere”. This is a
textbook which consists of a number of sections, with a total of 1656
pages. We will briefly examine the essence of some aspects of his work.

V. R. Bganba in the book “Cosmogenesis and the Noosphere”
questions the origin of the Universe, the evolution of life on Earth
and distinctive features in the development of a person’s mind. In
his opinion, throughout all cultural history a vision of the world has
been formed by people. In the beginning they believed stories about
the sensual perception of invisible beings who were settling down
into a symbolic hierarchy. Then, in the process of understanding his
place in the world, new representations about the world and about
himself arose. The spirituality of a person is formed in the unity of
rhythms of local and outer Space which are displayed in the rhythms
of the Universe, of Nature, of the Person and of Society.

To V. R. Bganba, the real world of a cosmo-planet person, ad-
equate to his bio energy information nature, represents the unity of
three worlds — physical, emotional and spiritual. The physical world
is the world we can see, and the emotional and spiritual worlds are
invisible. If a person’s familiarity with the physical world is made
on the basis of sensual perception, then his knowledge of the emo-
tional and spiritual worlds leans towards supersensitive perceptions.
Knowledge here is gained by a person’s contact with these worlds.
Such knowledge is described as spiritual.
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In an interesting summary he opens the concept of the leptono-
sphere of a person, which together with the leptonosphere of nature
makes a system of spiritualised Space in which the leptonosphere
of the planets, stars, star systems, Universe and Space is formed,
possessing collective reasoning and consciousness. Live organisms
are sources of various material formations in kinds of micro-lepton
streams with clots bearing the thoughts, feelings and emotions of
the corresponding organisms; for a person these will be forms of
thoughts, sounds, feelings etc.

Further, he considers the cosmo-biorhythms of a person which,
in his opinion, represent on the one hand the unity of physical, exis-
tential and mental rhythms, and on the other hand the unity of emo-
tional, rational, intellectual and activity rhythms, the forms of which
act according to planetary rhythms, rhythms of human life, and the
rhythms of the creative and vital activity of a person. The spheres of
human activity in the natural world represent historical forms of the
development of the cosmosphere of the earth which can be defined
as a supersphere. Each person exists with the Earth and Space in
unity and integrity: Space supplies the person with information, the
person learns and will transform the Earth and comprehend the laws
of Space.

V. R. Bganba’s “The Bases of Abkhazian philosophy” is the
first theoretical scientific philosophical literature. (He is the founder
of theoretical Abkhazian philosophy). In this book he proves that the
philosophy of Abkhazians was created throughout a millennium and
it was preceded by a double-sided proto/before/philosophy. First of
all, it is an artistic-mystic-religious complex — a ‘fruit’ of expression
of basic vision and the result of “a great metaphor” carried over to
the nature of external properties of the person and a patrimonial soci-
ety (anthropo-socio-morphism). Due to these the supernatural world
of myths and real life supplying knowledge — the fruit of a practical
mind, intelligence, with the logo as “reasonable words” — are formed
as opposed to myth-producing “mythos”.

Integrally, the philosophy of Abkhazians was directly preceded
by “proto philosophy”. Proto philosophy is the result of the increas-
ing influence of a mystic-religious complex of the second part of
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proto philosophy, expressed in the description of anthropic (people
— people), mystic — anthropic (gods — people) and even mythical
(gods — gods) situations, in “terrestrial” real knowledge, in the pro-
duction description, and in a cult of rationality. As a result of this in-
fluence, such an element of philosophy as the Abkhazian epos arises
in an art-mythical, intellectual-mythical complex. The genesis of the
philosophy of Abkhazians should be understood as a movement of
thoughts from a myth to a philosophical scheme, due to logos.

With the origin of Abkhazian philosophy, a simultaneous origin of
the Abkhazian philosophical terminology starts. The origin of all ex-
istence in ancient Abkhazian and Adygian philosophy is “ps — spirit”
and “psa — water”. “Adzy apsy — Spirit of water” is understood as a
global spirit of water, vital energy, something immortal and spiritual
and a vital beginning. It covers the Universe and nature, and operates
the destiny of people and spills life on the Earth. Abkhazians also be-
lieve in immortality and soul resettlement. People, in their opinion,
like other live beings originated from fish.

”Ps — spirit”, “psa— water”. “Adzy apsy — Spirit of water” is envi-
ronment, the agent and a principle of general conception and genera-
tion. But conception demands both a female, and a male: from here
arise two aspects of the mythologem of water. “Psa — water” acts in
a feminine role as an analogue of a parent bosom and a belly, and
also an impregnated egg, and recovering penetration, “ps — spirit” is
identified with the impregnating man’s seed forcing water to “give
birth”. There is a formation of the Word by the flesh, and the flesh
finds the spirit to behold secrets — the spirit of water.

Thus Beings receive life from two concepts: “ps — spirit”,”psa —
water”, Adzy apsy — Spirit of water. In accordance with “sperm logo-
ses*”, all things come into existence, in which a god-logos acts as
the law of the organization and development of individual «nature.

* Spermatozoon (spermatozoid) - in translation from Greek means: “sperm” - “seed”, “zoon” - “a
live being” and “oids” - "kind". The spiritual and material essence of a person - PSA - (water),
Adzy apsy - (the coded Spirit of water) is coded in each spermatozoid. The portion of a man's
sperm ejaculated into the female during sexual intercourse contains from 350 to 500 million
spermatozoa, but only one of them manages to reach the top part of a fallopian tube, passing
the high acid environment of the vagina, and both impregnates an ovule and gives rise to
someone’s destiny. (Natural selection at molecular level is improbably great).
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Space develops cyclically: at the end of the period “ps — spirit»,»psa
—water”, Adzy apsy — the Spirit of water, absorb other elements, but
in each following cycle the world revives from “ps — spirit”, “psa —
water”, Adzy apsy — Spirit of water, a proto substratum of a former
kind. Creative “ps — spirit», «psa — water”, Adzy apsy — Spirit of
water, — “nature”, acts as a higher demonstration of a god-logos or
pneuma (pervasive breath, “soul” of a space organism).

“Ps — spirit”, “psa — water, Adzy apsy — Spirit of water as origin
correlate with the meaning “Sacred water” for the act of cleansing,
returning a person to a state of original purity. Ritual washing is
like a second birth, a new exit from the mother’s womb. Accord-
ing to Abkhazian opinion, necessity rules the world. The “adhe-
sion” of reasons in the Universe is understood by Abkhazians as
“anasyp — fortune”, and its necessity as “alakh’intsa — destiny”.
“Fortune”="necessity”’= “ps — spirit”, “psa — water” as Adzy apsy
— Spirit of water, acts like “will”, purposely settling the Universe.
The Spirit of water prevails in ordinary life and gives it a certain
uniformity similar to blood circulation. Thus according to Abkha-
zian opinion the origin of all existence — the water spirit — is the
total of preserved human wisdom.

V. R. Bganba in his book “Philosophy” (a short essay on the his-
tory of philosophy) presents the most important stages and trends
of world philosophical thoughts from their beginnings to modern
times. In his lectures on ancient philosophy, about Descartes (Car-
tesian thoughts) and Kant (Kant’s variations) he analyses the essen-
tials of philosophical thoughts as the language of “real philosophy”,
behind which there are certain phenomena of consciousness and im-
age structure. On the one hand, there are the exemplified acts of con-
sciousness of those or other thinkers and philosophers, and on the
other, acts in which the generating structures of European thinking
took shape — Plato’s theory of recall and his abstraction of rational
structure of a thing (“idea”), the “cogito” principle and Descartes’
theory of continuous creation, the aprioristic forms of intelligible
Kant, Marx’s concept of the transformed forms of consciousness
and concept of “practice” — these philosophical paradigms, from his
point of view, being a certain treatment of the phenomenon of con-
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sciousness — substantially constituted an ontological field of philoso-
phy and the European type of rationality.

The area of philosophical interests of V. R. Bganba is not limited
to the history of philosophy. He considers a person has some pos-
sibility or potential of self-realization. Formation of self-realization
of a person in such a sense is impossible outside of the intelligible
space supporting self-realization, and at the same time, out of effort
of the person on restoration of reliability of consciousness and effort
of thought on his own behalf. Analyzing the non-real existence of a
person, he notices that strong concern with the present transforms
human life into “timid efforts”, eventually leading to vegetation. The
basic reason for such care is to aim (both practically-active and theo-
retical moments) at commodities, at world transformation. On the
one hand, this aiming is anonymous and faceless, and on the other
it immerses the person in the impersonal world, where everything is
anonymous. In this world there is not and cannot be a subject of ac-
tion, here nobody solves anything, and consequently does not bear
any responsibility. Anonymity “prompts” people to refuse their free-
dom and to cease to be themselves, to become “as everyone”. The
world is being built in alienation practice; in this world all are “oth-
ers”, and even in relation to himself a person is “another”; a person
dies and individuality is dissolved into averageness.

The main characteristic of the daily routine world, in V. R. Bgan-
ba’s opinion, is an aspiration to be kept in the present, and to avoid
the coming event which is death. The consciousness of a person can-
not relate death (an extremity, making life temporary) to himself. As
a daily occurrence death is always the death of others, and people
always separate themselves from death. This leads to blurriness of
consciousness, to the impossibility of finding out and reaching one’s
own essence (ego). The daily way of life is characterized by empty
talking, curiosity and an ambiguity which forms “hopelessness to
the world”, and disillusion in life on the whole. An attempt to escape
from groundlessness, to clear conditions and possibilities of exis-
tence can only be carried out due to conscience which causes people
to lose their anonymity, and gives such people their “own ability to
be egocentric”.
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According to V. R. Bganba, behind a seemingly casual chain of
events it is necessary to see the deep reasons for them. The external
world is reflected in the consciousness of people on the basis of ac-
tivity of the mind generalizing the results of experience. Accidents
can be explained by the reasons for them, but in his opinion, this is
not the main thing; it is important that the most varied customs and
thoughts of people can be united in a set of certain typical groups. A
variety of social laws is explainable in that they are actualized owing
to reasons of a mostly objective character. As for the rational laws
of the reasonable world influencing a person, they can be ignored
by him because some rational beings are limited by their nature and
consequently are capable of being mistaken, and because, on the oth-
er hand, they operate according to their own instincts. Therefore they
do not invariably observe rational laws, and do not always submit
even to those laws which they create for themselves.

V. R. Bganba affirms that the social system assumes the pres-
ence of three subsystems: the personal system (operating actors),
the culture system (separable values which provide continuity and
a sequence of norms with the status roles appointed to them), and
the physical environment by which society should be guided. To
survive, any system should meet a number of functional require-
ments: adaptation (to the physical environment or to the economy);
achievement of its purposes (facilities for the creation of reserve
for the achievement of those purposes and receiving satisfaction; a
policy); integration (the form of internal and external coordination
of the system). However, the spirit will be opposed to society and
its claims to define all the life of a person. The destiny of the person
will be opposed to the theory of progress — democracy can appear to
a person as a form of tyranny.

The basic sphere of a gnoseological problem is outlined by: inter-
pretation of the subject and object of knowledge and the structure of
informative process; a question of truth and its criteria; an issue of
forms and methods of knowledge, etc.

As a special role in this process, a methodological reflexion of the
development of the humanities has been undertaken. Interaction of
the researcher with the investigated reality in humanities differs in
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comparison with natural sciences. Here the author proceeded from
an assumption about a specific determination of human life, first of
all from the senses and meanings of culture, correlated with the tar-
get mechanisms of human activity set by hierarchies of values. Be-
hind these hierarchies of values he saw a corresponding hierarchy of
life “graduated” from non-existence to “more-than-life”.

The following axis of the analysis is a parity of the understanding
of life by epochs and the understanding of life by an actual person.
Thus the basic determination of human life goes not from the past
and proceeds not from the present, but from the “point” of absolute
life. This is determination by means of freedom. He considers that
the essence of freedom consists of the ability to overcome the inertia
of actual life and open oneself to the absolute.

V. R. Bganba underlines the exhaustiveness of the subject-ob-
ject scheme for understanding modern socio-cultural processes and
shows the crisis of the European concept of “life-in-nature” based on
this scheme. He offers the “life in the capacity of nature” concept in
which a person “helps” nature to actualize itself as its own structure
as “the truly initial system is not so casual and senseless”.

V. R. Bganba also managed to reveal the nature of objectively-
real time and to answer the question: “What is time?” In his opinion,
objectively-real time, existing irrespective of the person, his con-
sciousness, is a function of concrete final material objects, processes,
but not of the general form of life substance. The times of all con-
cepts known before are postulated, thought up by a person.

Objectively-real (in his terminology, functional) time is formed
as a result of consecutive changes of conditions of concrete termi-
nal material processes and as a result of these processes themselves
(each object is a process). As functional time is formed by concrete,
real-life material processes from the moment of their nascency and
until their disappearance, it is always the present (the past and the
future times do not have the status of reality). Thereupon only pres-
ent functional time has any physical sense and physical value.

In his opinion, every concrete material object or process forms
its own present time, in which only it exists (not in any postulated
time). The term “own time” is used in the relativity theory as well,
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but with reference to mechanically moving objects, whereas Bgan-
ba’s own time concept is a result of the qualitative changes which
lie at the bottom of formation-nascency and the disappearances of
material objects.

“Own time” in the theory of relativity is measured with so-called
“good hours”, but own time in the functional concept is possible to
measure only in ideal hours, capable of repeating exact rhythms and
durability, and created by consistently replaced conditions of the ob-
ject and the forming time process. Objectively-real (functional) time
is essentially irreversible, because of the matter of its non-material-
ity (time is neither a substance nor a field), and it cannot turn back
even if the process forming it should begin to progress backwards.
Non-substantial functional time can neither be slowed down nor be
accelerated — only the processes forming time can slow down or ac-
celerate; because objectively-real (functional) time is formed with
only concrete final material micro-macro-mega processes, and it is
always terminal, which is why eternity is not an infinite time. Non-
substantial functional time cannot have its own properties — it only
specifically reflects the property of the process forming it.

In reality time is a function of a process, not vice versa as it is con-
sidered in science (i.e. that a process is a function of time.) In its turn,
from the above-mentioned the necessity follows to change radically
the approaches to investigation of many problems in various spheres
of scientific theory and practice for their more effective solutions.

V. R. Bganba also considers problems of the infinity of the Uni-
verse as a whole (the Universe, including all objectively existing
worlds). So, according to his opinion, if the Universe pulses the
so-called Big Bang should occur each time it achieves its greatest
possible density and on the contrary, a cycle of compression of the
Universe should begin at its reaching a certain degree of tenuity as
it is known that the total energy in the Universe is always constant.
Both the next cycle of expansion of the Universe, and the subsequent
period of its compression should repeat absolutely as only under this
condition can the consecutively replaced cycles of the pulsing Uni-
verse be equal. In any other case, one of the two specified conditions
of the Universe would be the first.
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According to V. R. Bganba, in the global Universe, even if it does
not pulse, an absolutely complete repetition of the periods of qual-
ity changes should occur, producing as a result the formation and
disappearance of concrete forms of substance. He proceeds from an
indisputable fact that all material objects forming the Universe are
terminal without exception; hence a number of potentially possible
changes and transformations which can happen should be terminal
as well. To the extent that in each previous period the possible num-
ber of changes and transformations of various material forms should
be completely exhausted, in the subsequent period, for the reason
that Universe cannot be created or destroyed, there should be a full
repetition of both qualitative and quantitative characteristics.

V. R. Bganba comes to the conclusion that substance does not have
uncountable sets of “degrees of freedom” of change, so it cannot have
an endless set of forms of existence. Hence, in a non-created or non-
destroyed Universe an infinite repetition of its finiteness should occur.

V. R. Bganba in his book “Seocial ecology” analyzes “a crisis
of environment and the crisis of a person in the modern world”. In
his opinion, harmony between life and its environment is starting
to break up, hence questions arise: Why have connections between
live organisms and the environment surrounding them started to col-
lapse? Where was the beginning of the disintegration of the eco-
sphere’s components? How far can this process continue? How can
we restore the broken connections? He considers that if we want to
survive, we should understand the reasons for the approaching eco-
logical catastrophe.

He shows how globalization transforms the modern world order
and the world’s future, bringing chaotic elements into its develop-
ment. As the crisis proceeds to undermine the vital foundations of
people in modern society, this produces disorientation in those peo-
ple, who are incapable of finding their valid place in these changing
natural and social conditions.

A person loses his or her integrity, individuality and uniqueness,
turning into a passive being. That person’s characteristic features be-
come spiritual bankruptcy, estrangement, depression, mental insta-
bility, personality breakdown and moral unscrupulousness.
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To V. R. Bganba, preventing an ecological crisis demands a new
attitude, a new system of values, a new philosophy, a new way of
life, and a programme of precise actions at all levels. The interdisci-
plinary character of modern science and its universal meta-language
create a new channel for the development of a new methodology and
scientific progression to a post-non-classical type.

The world-vision basis of such a concept can serve as ecosophy,
i.e. a philosophy of the harmonious interrelation of a person with
the surrounding systems. It is a question of penetration into science
of an ecological approach which includes bio-ecological as well as
ecological ideas and knowledge. The eco-human orientation of sci-
ence allows for the removal of the traditional contradiction between
“anthropocentrism” and “cosmo-nature-centrism”.

Social ecology brings an essential contribution to the process of
the integration of modern scientific knowledge. It changes scientific
thinking, developing new theoretical approaches and methodologi-
cal orientations by representatives of various sciences, promoting
the formation of a new ecological philosophy.

V. R. Bganba’s “social ecology” is the result of long-term research
and teaching activity. The author develops the process of formation
of social ecology as a science, reveals its features, concept, subject,
method, principles and laws, and also shows ways for the ecological
development of society.

In his book “I-concept: the structure and content”, V. R. Bgan-
ba considers the questions concerning the mode of a person’s self-
perceptions (I-real, I-ideal, I-possible, [-avoided and I-the-past) in a
context of self-actualization. The content of the mode is estimated
by means of three indicators: positivity, force and activity. The in-
terrelation between estimations of modes using these indicators of
self-actualization of a person is described. It is shown that this inter-
relation has various characteristics in subgroups of men and women.

In 2001 — 2003 V. R. Bganba conducted research for “I-concept:
the structure and content” devoted to the study of the self-perception
and self-actualization of people. From 1996 to 2003 V. R. Bganba
worked as a professor at the Moscow State Social University. The
research was conducted at the Moscow State Social University and
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the empirical base was students of MSSU (legal, economic, social,
sociological, psychological and linguistic faculties), aged 19 — 21
years and totalling 123 women and 115 men.

The data obtained allows for a changing point of view of the con-
tent of advisory work directed towards the creation of conditions for
personal growth and self-actualization.

Firstly, basic attention within the boundaries of the book should
be directed to an understanding of the I-real and I-possible, their
advantages and faults, unique possibilities and defined potentials.

Secondly, in his opinion, comprehension of the strengths of the
I-real and I-possible (as well as the I-ideal) should serve as basic
reference points in this process. At the same time the psychologist-
adviser should help a person to understand his or her possible imper-
fection, which is a discrepancy in the standards of a “good”, “posi-
tive” person.

Thirdly, the opinion given by many researchers about the im-
portance of factors interconnecting the self-actualization of people,
their perception of themselves as strong, active and positive people
and adherence to this point of view during all-time modes of “I”’ (in
the past and possible future) is proved by him to be true.

Fourthly, perception by a person of his “I”” in the past, in his opin-
ion, can also possibly be considered as an important element of self-
actualization. Though for men it is important to perceive themselves
in the past as strong and positive, on the contrary for women their
perception of the past “I”” as weak and passive is significant.

V. R. Bganba in his book “Psychosocial adaptation of a person”
considers the process of the adaptation of individuals as a psycho-
logical basis of professional training, as well as the formation, self-
actualization and competent activity of trainees.

He critically analyses existing concepts of the adaptation process,
starting from which he creates models of psychosocial adaptation
and their contents. These models are based on recognition of the
interrelation and interdependence of assimilation and accommoda-
tion, orienting towards allocation in adaptation, self-adapting and
de-adaptation of self-perceptions and self-actualizations, etc.

On the basis of a critical analysis of existing approaches he devel-
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ops a model of the psychosocial adaptation of trainees to activities
in high technology areas, in which appear the main determinants of
periodic cognitive escalation and cognitive de-adaptation.

In his opinion, the process of psychosocial adaptation demands
appropriate organization, control and periodic updating. Only in that
case is it possible to level fluctuations, to reduce their amplitude, to
give great smoothness and dynamism to all processes, and finally to
provide a route to a higher level of psychosocial adaptation.

The phenomenon of psychosocial adaptation is ambiguous, and
it is necessary to consider its support from systematic positions on a
uniform conceptual basis. Using such an approach the overall aims
of self-actualization during psychosocial adaptation by specialists in
the field of high technology manufacture are indicated in the book.
These purposes predetermine the qualities of a person which it is
necessary to form (develop) during psychosocial adaptation.

On the basis of such an approach the model of psychological-
pedagogical content in the psychosocial adaptation of specialists is
developed in the book. Professional job analysis, according to the
author, should be based on a substantial psychological approach to
the classification of professions. The central place in the study of the
structure of necessary knowledge and abilities, as well as profes-
sionally important qualities of specialists, belongs to the methods of
gathering empirical data and to polls.

An important element in the system of psychological support of
psychosocial adaptation is vocational counseling, organized and car-
ried out for the purpose of rendering assistance with the choice of a
job by the specialist.

It is shown by the author that it is possible to attain the greatest
success in a professional consultation using accurate interrelation,
preliminary diagnostics, the consultation itself, subsequent supervi-
sion, psychological selection, and also the creation of conditions for
self-perception by individuals.

In the book the professional consultation procedure is developed
with each stage allocated specific criterion functions and realized
using certain ways and methods. The central place among these is
occupied by technicians of Neuro-linguistic programming.
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A system of measures on the use of technologies of Neuro-lin-
guistic programming in vocational counseling to provide effective
social adaptation is developed.

The use of technologies of Neuro-linguistic programming in the
context of social-psychological selection is considered beneficial by
the author if these technologies are applied at a pre-test stage but
after test conversations.

The formation of new qualities of mental development of a per-
son and new mental abilities should be the main result of profes-
sional preparation, according to the author. On the basis of such an
approach, fundamental rules of providing an effective professional
preparation for specialists, and also a method of updating their ac-
tivity through the application of the technique of Neuro-linguistic
programming, are developed in the book.

On the whole, the objective estimation carried out by the author
confirms the high efficiency of the application of principles and tech-
nologies of Neuro-linguistic programming in the professional adap-
tation of young specialists.

The activities of a person being a basis of psychosocial adaptation
is shown in interconnected phenomena, one of which is personal and
professional self-determination.

In the concept of Neuro-linguistic programming, self-determi-
nation (including professional) is shown in the organization of a
person’s own thinking, under which the individual accurately and
boldly understands his own beliefs, system of values and purpose.
The important place in this process of providing of activities for a
person is occupied by professional socialization.

In the book, communicative and identification elements of so-
cialization, and also methods of professional socialization in the
workplace with the application of techniques of Neuro-linguistic
programming, are considered. Activization of a person in the course
of psychosocial adaptation is impossible without motivation.

The undertaken analysis of theories of motivation known to the
author allowed him to conclude that the majority of them consider
motivation as a system of incentive reasons for human behaviour in
both theoretical and practical activities, but do not consider motiva-
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tion as a process of stimulation of incentive reasons or as a series of
measures of psychological influence on a separate person or group
of people.

According to the author, professional self-determination cannot
be considered separately from self-actualization. The process of self-
actualization of a person is difficult, multi-plan and ambiguous, and
proceeds in close connection with such phenomena as self-realiza-
tion and self-determination in a professional area, relating to the psy-
chological features of the person.

In the book, a model of the interrelation of self-perception and
self-actualization of a person is developed. According to the given
model, this interrelation follows from the nature and functions of
self-perception which, on the one hand, reflect qualities and proper-
ties inherent in the subject and reflect the results of self-actualiza-
tion; on the other hand, they can be considered as a basis for self-
actualization, a motivation source in the area of personal growth, and
a source of models for orientation in a given situation as well as for
development and self-change.

The given model specifies available representations about the na-
ture of the interrelation of self-perception and self-actualization of a
person, and develops scientific representations about conditions of
self-actualization and mechanisms of the given process.

On the practical level, the given position opens up possibilities
for the creation of a technique of work with self-perception leading
to the creation of conditions for personal growth and self-actualiza-
tion of a person.

It is shown that there is an interrelation between the maintenance
of modes of self-perception and level of self-actualization of a per-
son. It is empirically confirmed that acceptance by the person of both
positive and negative characteristics can also be interconnected with
a high level of self-perception. Gender features of the given inter-
relation are revealed and described.

The obtained results develop and specify scientific representa-
tions about the role of modes of self-perception in the course of self-
actualization of a person, and also create a basis for the design of
techniques of work with the modes of self-perception in a direction
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promoting the creation of conditions for personal growth, taking into
account gender specificity.

There is an interrelation between distinctions, between the modes
of self-perception of a person and the level of self-actualization of
a person. It is empirically proven that the given interrelation has a
nonlinear character.

In the book it is shown that the basic directions of support in the
process of self-actualization of young workers are: training to psy-
chological techniques of personal perfection, the organization and
carrying out of psychological training, the organization and carry-
ing out of psychological consultations, and the use of corresponding
psychological technologies inducing a person to self-actualization.

The basic form of professional consulting work directed towards
the activization of processes of self-actualization of young special-
ists is a professional consultation.

As a working method in the given sphere, updating techniques of
the Neuro-linguistic program “Well Generated Result” are used i.e.
the consecutive formation of a client’s positive intentions in life is
proposed, the essence of which consists of the formation in a client
of an understanding that changes should occur in him, instead of in
the world around him.

Additional techniques in this phase are: the technique of Neuro-
linguistic programming, work with “perception filters”, work to-
wards the mastering of new information about oneself and about a
problem; work with the “time line” of a client, promoting a reduction
of the degree of step-type perception behaviour by a young specialist
of the course of his life, and techniques of work on changing limiting
beliefs.

With a view towards empirical acknowledgement of the above-
mentioned positions in the area of providing for the self-actualiza-
tion of young personnel, the author carried out special experimental
work, the results of which testify not only to expediency, but also to
the necessity of realization of purposeful actions to prompt the de-
velopment and support of the process of self-actualization of young
specialists, in the interests of their successful psychosocial adapta-
tion.
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Using experimental techniques of Neuro-linguistic programming,
he managed to provide in the shortest terms the start of a permanent
process of self-actualization by young workers. The estimation of
the efficiency of a complex of techniques was carried out using a
system of indicators including four groups of natural and cost in-
dexes where expenses for payment of the managers participating in
the professional selection of young specialists, general expenses for
the hiring of young workers, expenses for the payment of special-
ists directly providing the psychosocial adaptation of young work-
ers, losses from any inefficient activity of young specialists whose
qualities were defined incorrectly during professional selection, and
so on, were considered.

In V. R. Bganba’s book “The Complex estimation of the activity
of banks in the conditions of integration into the world financial
system” an historic-economic analysis of processes of integration of
domestic banks into the world financial system is carried out, models
of the integration of banks into the world financial system are pre-
sented, and the external and internal factors influencing the stability
and reliability of commercial banks are analyzed.

In chapter 1 modern models of the integration of banks into the
world financial system are developed and demonstrated. On the ba-
sis of an analysis of domestic and foreign scientific literature, prob-
lematic questions of international credit are defined.

In the book, the process of integration of Russian banks into the
world financial system is structured and its modern models of devel-
opment of the banking establishments developed by the World bank,
together with the Central bank of the Russian Federation and the
Ministry of Finance of the Russian Federation, with the assistance of
Russian and foreign commercial banks, are presented.

The following concepts revealing new tendencies in the course of
the integration of banks into the world financial system are defined
and entered into a scientific analysis: the international integration
activity of banks, the integration chain of the world financial system,
and the international integration rupture.

On the basis of an analysis of materials from domestic and foreign
scientific literature, the author shows the macro-level structure of the
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world financial system, in which the position of banks integrated
into this system represents a micro-level structure of the world fi-
nancial system, using a system of elements and economic relations
between a certain bank and other participants in the world financial
system arising in the course of granting bank services to a client.

In the book the system of economic relations is presented and
four levels of integration of banks into the world financial system
are defined:

The first — elementary — level is a granting of simple international
settlement-payment bank services which basically assume the orga-
nization of economic relations in the banking sector of the world
financial system.

The second — initial — level s a granting of services of the first level
plus services in the financing of foreign trade operations of clients, ex-
hibiting letters of credit, participation in large-scale projects of leading
foreign banks on rendering of the international investment bank ser-
vices to national clients who assume more difficult economic relations
in the banking sector of the world financial system, and economic rela-
tions with export agencies and foreign partners of the clients.

The third — advanced — level is a granting of services of the previ-
ous levels, plus consulting services in investment in the international
financial markets, plus an establishment of relations with foreign
banks on the organization of investment projects for the client, with
investors, with various news agencies, and with stock exchanges and
off-exchange participants in trade and financial activities.

The fourth — global — level is a granting of all spectrums of the
international banking services, which assumes the presence of vari-
ous economic relations with many participants in the world financial
system.

In the second chapter on the basis of the retrospective analysis
of development of the banking system in Russia, the importance of
the role of commercial banks as regulators of the monetary flow and
centres of accumulation of monetary resources and their redistribu-
tion is shown. This assigns to them a large civil responsibility.

In this connection commercial banks should be as transparent as
possible, controlled by bank supervision bodies and constantly aim-
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ing to strengthen their stability and reliability. This means the main-
tenance of their own capital at a sufficient level, implementation of
an effective credit and investment policy, a reasonable control of
liquidity, orientation to an optimum level of profitability and good
management.

The most essential of all the components of the reputation of
a credit institution is the bank’s financial position. However, not
enough attention is paid to questions regarding the analysis of vari-
ous indicators of the stability and reliability of commercial banks,
taking into account their segmentation in the financial markets and
the use of new information technology for developing forecasting
models of the stability of banks.

The solution of this multi-plan problem gains a special urgency in
conditions of a transitive economy when Russia should create both
a banking infrastructure and organizations to estimate and provide a
league table of credit institutions.

In all the variety of activities of a bank, the major factor in
its estimation lies in the interaction ‘profitability — liquidity’.
How the bank manages to resolve this contradiction, to balance
between these aspects of activity, is what the general condition
of its stability finally depends upon. Any attempt to be limited
to the approaches used in this or that country, or to copy the
international experience without various adaptations to Russian
conditions of transitive economy, is fraught due to the construc-
tion of an erroneously estimated model of the results of bank
activities. In this connection, indicators which can be considered
for a bank assessment of its activities should reveal those activi-
ties in their optimum states.

In the third chapter, proceeding from the analysis of techniques
used in Russia in the given sphere, the conclusion is drawn that they
show some limitation in their methodological plan. Therefore in the
submission of a complex estimation of technique many factors influ-
encing the work of a credit institution are sometimes not considered,
those or other methods of analysis of conclusions about the rating
of banks and their stability in some cases are incorrect, or are not
absolutely correctly and reasonably used.
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In the chapter, the formation of bank ratings is analyzed, namely:
the basic types of variables are defined at the information analysis,
criterion and indicators of comparison of banks, methods of forma-
tion of a summary rating on the basis of an expert approach, the
basic types of scales and methods of reception of the expert informa-
tion are defined, and an analysis of methods of choice and resultants
of relations of preferences is made.

The most informative are quantitative variables when the possi-
bility is given to an expert to define precisely by how many standard
units one object is more preferable than another. The place for se-
rial and rank variables is similarly defined. As criteria of indicators
of comparison of banks, the following can be considered: liquidity,
stability, business activity, risk, profitability, and the condition of cir-
culating assets.

On the basis of the preliminary analysis in the chapter it is shown
that one of the basic methods of receiving a quantitative estimation
of private indicators from experts is the method of a ball estimation
of alternatives. Within the limits of the given approach, in the chap-
ter techniques of a choice of resultants of relations of preferences on
the basis of a ball estimation of the alternatives having likelihood but
indistinct distribution are developed. In view of the importance of a
rating estimation as one of the ways of forming a summary rating of
banks on the basis of an expert approach, in the chapter the method
of a direct ranging of alternatives using the results of expert estima-
tions is developed.

In the chapter it is shown that one of the essential indicators is the
estimation of bank risk in the conditions of an active interaction with
business enterprises in the region. Considering this, in the chapter
the technique of defining the probability of a steady functioning of a
bank, in the conditions of a competitive environment and an unstable
social and economic development in the region, is developed.

In the fourth chapter the analysis of substantive provisions of
strategy for the development of the banking sector of the Russian
Federation, as an intermediate-term prospect, is made. It is shown
that the major problem is the adequate estimation of activity of sepa-
rate banks and bank system as a whole. However, the features of
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bank activities, a considerable number of the indicators used at an
estimation of their activities, the uncertain character of the initial
data, and the ambiguity of communication between indicators and
the estimated parameter do not allow the existing methods of deci-
sion-making support to be used effectively.

In the book, by using the universal system of information acqui-
sition, an estimation of bank activity is offered. Use of a principle
of multidimensional hierarchical random classification allows an es-
sentially lowered probability, if not avoidance, of an error in deci-
sion-making on the quality of the activity of a bank.

In the book the concept of bank service as a result of integration
of a bank into the world financial system is introduced. The author
makes an analysis of the structure and tendencies of development of
finance and banking services of leading banks of the world.

In particular, in the book the holistic concept “bank service as
a commodity” is developed. This consists of an analysis of the life
cycle of an assortment of bank services, the formation of a commod-
ity policy, a search of optimum commodity niches (segments), the
development and realization of a strategy for the expanded services,
the formation of demand for new bank services, and an analysis of
the competitiveness and quality of bank services.

The prospects of the development of services of the Russian banks
in the course of their integration into the world financial system are
connected with their increased involvement in the sphere of the in-
ternational trading operations of clients, with the further expansion
of international investment bank services, with the introduction of
services for the securitization of external currency receipts of large
export-focused companies, with the use of the experience of lead-
ing foreign banks in the development of international correspondent
relationships, with the placing of stocks and shares of clients in the
world financial markets, and with the organization of bank business
as a whole.

In the fifth chapter the description of knowledge bases and the
results of calculations of scales of classification are given, being
examples of estimations of the stability of banks. Executed in the
chapter on the basis of real data, a computing experiment allows the
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conclusion to be drawn that realization of the approach developed
in the book towards an estimation of the stability of banks provides
the probability of decreasing ranking, and provides conformity of
estimations to target priorities of development of the banking sys-
tem. The defined Central Bank of the Russian Federation is opened
for replenishment of knowledge bases, provides effective internal
control of its consistency, and allows the priority lines of activity of
the bank to be revealed, answering to the purposes of development
of the banking sphere for the given and predicted period of time.

Such an approach demands a certain revision of the organization-
al structure of the supervision of the Central Bank of the Russian
Federation, which assumes the creation of specialized structural di-
visions carrying out the monitoring of activity of banks of the Rus-
sian Federation and providing calculation of the parameters of scales
of classification using all kinds of basic indicators of an estimation
of the stability of banks, which are obligatory for use in supervision
systems for a certain period of time.

One of the most acute problems in the economic development of
Russia is maintenance of dynamic economic growth on the basis of
investments. However in the conditions of transition of the Russian
economy to the market, banks did not become the locomotives of its
development or active investors. They did not manage to accumulate
the national capital sufficiently and to transform it further through a
crediting mechanism to industrial investments.

V. R. Bganba’s book “Conversations” is written in the form of
questions and answers, and includes interviews of the author on
banking.

V. R. Bganba in his book “A person is the banker of his own
life” shows the life of a banker, his psychological and ethical world,
the character of his business and his struggle in the competitive fi-
nancial environment.

V. R. Bganba in his book “The ecology of the soul” (Nonviolence
— a way to the future) exposes the thought that any application of
violence should be estimated as something essentially undesirable
and tragic. Even if the violence seems possible (sometimes smaller
and consequently necessary) harm, it always remains harm, just as
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it is impossible to praise a war. Enthusiasm concerning the murder
of people (even if those people are enemies of some kind) cannot be
co-ordinated with a humanity principle at all.

V. R. Bganba in his psychoanalytic book “The dream of mind
or a thread of life” shows the evolution of the physical, mental and
spiritual level of a person, and cognition of the visible and invis-
ible world. The author reveals immemorial existential problems of
human existence and spiritual life and gives an answer to the main
question — what does human reality consist of? In his opinion, the
concept of existential consciousness is temporality of changes; in-
crease in the complexity of processes in connection with progressive
changes, and the novelty of situational contradictions and condi-
tions; the transition of a situation in an unstable phase, being an exit
to the limits of critical threshold; generation by changes of dangers
and threats (failure of activity and destruction of systems); a satura-
tion of a situation with uncertainty of some changes because of their
temporality, unexpectedness and novelty; an increasing of intensity
for subjects in an extreme situation (in respect of their judgments,
decision-making, reactions), etc. However the preservation of a cul-
ture involves the loss of a subject, as in the final analysis a subject
dies, absorbed by the culture.

In V. R. Bganba’s book “The Rhapsody of thought”, centuries-
old human investigations into the field of thought are generalized:
What did Space begin with? What is life? How is mankind’s devel-
opment progressing? Where are we being taken by evolution? The
author reveals how each human’s private world is divided into emo-
tional, logical, spiritual and so on.

V. R. Bganba in the book “Symphony of mind” reveals, in
the form of a dialogue, that evolution of the Universe led to life
on Earth and, finally, to the formation of human beings. Each
historical period has left some kind of marks indicating unre-
solved problems. Knowledge assumes not only an interaction
between learning and having learnt, but also that this interaction
creates a distinction between the past and future. (The surnames
and names of participants in the conversation have been invented
by the author).
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V. R. Bganba’s book “Aphorisms” includes aphorisms and
statements written and published by the author at various times.

V.R. Bganba in the book “A family tree of life”” has made an attempt,
using as an example the genealogical tree (in schemes) of his own family,
to develop the given problem. He asserts that the heredity of a person is
a systematic and multi-plan phenomenon. To modern science only one
biological form of the heredity carrier which is the gene — a part of DNA
formed by various combinations of the four-letter genetic alphabet — is
known. By means of genes, only characteristics of parents which are
stable and fixed during the course of evolution could be descended. At
the same time there are many other factors testifying that a person can
receive acquired characteristics from their parents as well.

Acquired characteristics in the form of life experience are fixed
at an energy-information level that is a vital genotype. A field astral
genotype acts as an addition to the vital heredity form. This genotype
preserves positive individual experience at the level of a phenotype
which is not predetermined in genes. A similar mechanism of hered-
ity considerably accelerates the evolution of a person. By means of
this there occurs a perfection of a person as a human being, gaining
such models of human behaviour as mutual aid and tolerance.

The next means of transfer of individual features to a person is
mental heredity, as a basis of which the mental genotype acts. Fi-
nally the highest form of heredity in all of its aspects is the spiritual
genotype in which Eternal Reasonable Ideas of the Universe act as
a data carrier.

To V. R. Bganba, the structure of the hereditary memory of a per-
son is compiled from biological, vital, astral, mental and spiritual
memory. If the memory gene of DNA keeps the hereditary signs
obtained by a person through ontogenesis during the course of his
individual development, then memory of the soul keeps all chains of
embodiment of the soul, and together with mental memory they are
the keepers of phylogenetic signs.

So V. R. Bganba considers that this theory of the heredity of a per-
son practically solves the only problem — the transfer of all his he-
reditary signs included in the memories of all generations through a
chasm of space and time. Inheritance through a system of genotypes
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provides a variety of forms of live organisms on various planets and
a spiritual unity of the Universe that has huge value in the develop-
ment of the planetary culture and of space culture of the Universe.
“The Author’s Educational Programs for Higher Schools” by
V. R. Bganba contains a number of programs on courses: “Basics
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of Esoteric Philosophy”, “History of Philosophy”, “Philosophy”,
“History of Ethics”, “Psychology”, “Ecology”, “Social Ecology”,
“Ecological Law”, “Financial Law”, “Economics of Wildlife Man-
agement”, “Basics of Banking”, “Organization of Activities of the
Central Bank™ and “Dictionary of Terms”.

“The Basis of Esoteric Philosophy” (similar work is developed
for the first time by the author) is a textbook for those who have risen
on the road of spiritual search and who have decided to expand their
representation about the visible and invisible world.

In the program “History of philosophy” in a condensed form the
major stages and processes of world philosophy are stated. It is a
textbook for students of humanitarian faculties of the higher educa-
tional institutions studying the given course.

In the program “Philosophy” the major stages and processes of
world philosophy are stated. The most modern directions of philoso-
phy are covered: phenomenology, hermeneutics, and an analytically-
philosophical modernism.

In the program “History of ethics” stages and processes of world
ethical thought are stated. Philosophical systems of morals are con-
sidered from the point of view of their theoretical and practical con-
tent and normative conclusions.

In the program “Psychology” the author gives to students a sys-
tem representation about the development of the basic psychological
concepts, as well as leading schools and directions in psychological
science. He shows a continuity in psychology development through
various stages of its existence, and also the close connection of psy-
chological science with other natural sciences, with humanitarian
cycles and with their practice.

In the program “Ecology” the author gives an accurate definition
of the subject of ecology, the concept of an “ecosystem” is analyzed,
different levels of its organization are considered, and the principles
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of development and evolution of ecosystems are established. The
author notes that ecology development began with the study of in-
habitancy of separate kinds, and had reached its blossoming by the
time a person in the biosphere was studied. The borders of studying
environmental problems expand together with the process of the en-
vironment’s destruction.

The program “Social ecology” gives to students a systematic rep-
resentation of ecological knowledge, the problems of interaction be-
tween society and nature, and the possible consequences of techno-
genic influence on environment and wildlife management, and also
discusses ways for an exit from an ecological crisis and prospects of
safe social development.

The program “Ecological law” includes the ecological require-
ments of the legislation, produced for nature management users for
the purpose of protection of the rights and freedom of citizens in
ecology and the protection of the surrounding environment. The ma-
jor features of Russian and foreign ecological rights are considered.

In the program “Financial law” the author takes up questions of
budgetary law, state and municipal funds-in-trust, the finance of the
state and municipal unitary enterprises, the tax law, bank activity,
monetary circulation, and currency control.

The program “Economy of wildlife management” reflects the
place and value of the given course in the preparation of economists,
the position of the economy of wildlife management as an economic
and natural sciences interdisciplinary problem, and possible conse-
quences of the techno-genic influence on the environment, and em-
phasises the economic mechanism of wildlife management.

In the program “Bases of banking” the author examines the
function and bases of mutual relations between the Central Bank of
Russia and commercial banks, monetary circulation, and the active
and passive operations of banks. Questions of an analysis of incomes
and expenses, the profit and profitability of a bank, its capital etc. are
studied.

In the program “Organization of activity of the Central Bank”
the author develops the key questions regarding the theory and prac-
tice of banking. The functions and bases of mutual relations between
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the Central bank of Russia and commercial banks, the monetary cir-
culation organization, and active and passive operations of banks are
considered. The essence of the theoretical and methodical bases of the
analysis of the results and efficiency of bank activity are explained.
In particular, questions of the analysis of incomes and expenses, the
profit and profitability of a bank, its capital, etc. are studied.

In “Dictionary of terms” the author in a popular form has stated
the basic ecological terms and concepts for students and all those
who are interested in ecology.

The above mentioned successfully developed textbooks by the
author for under — and post-graduate students and teachers at higher
schools contain thematic plans and recommendations for the con-
ducting of seminars, themes of essays, courses and diplomas, and a
list of questions for examinations and tests is offered, a list of refer-
ences is given, and a dictionary of terms is included.

In the book “About the Author” the reader is informed about the
biographic events and the scientific and pedagogical activities of V.
R. Bganba.

V. R. Bganba’s “Philosophy. Ecology. Economy. A Noosphere.”
is a textbook appropriate for students, post-graduate students, teach-
ers at higher schools, science officers, and also a wide range of gen-
eral readers.

In his books V. R. Bganba estimates the condition of mankind in
its interaction with the planet’s biosphere. The author pays much at-
tention to the orientation of mankind to new moral values.

This certainly does not mean that V. R. Bganba is a pioneer in
the understanding of global problems. But he considers that to turn
events into the necessary channels is possible only within the limits
of the thoughts on global strategy in which a basis of uniform uni-
versal solidarity lies.

This means that the content of V. R. Bganba’s works shows a care
for the destiny of civilization and culture, an openness to the future
which promotes improvement of the spiritual climate of mankind,
and a preservation of peace and life on the Earth.

Analyzing V. R. Bganba’s works in their entirety, it is possible to
attach a voice to the wave which is generated by his creativity. Now-
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adays this wave has reached its peak: he is called “a gifted scientist”.
This does not raise any doubts, not least because of the unprecedent-
ed range of his heritage and his stylistic originality. This traverses
from antiquity to the present and it is easy to recognize that “we are
not ready yet to begin serious conversation about his heritage”.

It is much more difficult not to become puzzled in the situation
caused by these two moments (it is difficult to embrace his heri-
tage, especially, when you are at the initial stage of perception), and
to ask yourself the right (probably vital) question: why and what is
important for us — on the verge of centuries, at the beginning of the
third millennium? To give the full answer to these questions will be
possible only when we wish to and can seriously start to study his
heritage. But time does not endure, and we can try at least to outline
contours of the answers to these questions.

In V. R. Bganba’s heritage a great synthesis of the past is carried
out: his ever-active thought processes are constantly being updated
and are many-sided. The idea of eternal philosophy is realized in
his works, but realization of this idea means, at the same time, its
preservation. He is modern and is concerned neither with one mod-
ern philosophical direction nor one “ism”: his concern is that true,
deep present which, at the same time, lives and breathes eternity! An
unexpected miracle is realized in his works: modern philosophy is
simultaneously (and in essence) also eternal philosophy.

Vitaly Reshovich, developing his individuality, began to under-
stand that different people see different truths and different true; de-
veloping space consciousness and approaching with other people, he
confirms the individual life.

Vitaly Reshovich, evolving whilst perceiving all collections of
works of previous generations, starts to surpass that immense group
of people surrounding him and, due to him, and appearing out of a
current of causes and effects of environment, he entirely lives within
himself, and has focused upon the accumulated information of cen-
turies.

Vitaly Reshovich notices, perceives, beholds, feels, thinks,
speaks, operates, creates, composes, expresses, compares, divides,
connects, argues, guesses, transfers, and thinks as if everything is
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dictated to him or he is inspired by a certain spirit, an invisible being
of the higher sort.

His distinctive signs are his inimitableness, instantaneousness,
revelation, individuality, originality, independence and impossibility
of imitation. These properties impose on him an absolutely special
coloring. While any person searches for acknowledgement of the
words out of themselves and, having been convinced of their value,
always aspires to convince others, he, on the contrary, has the crite-
rion of their validity within himself.

Vitaly Reshovich, first of all, is a synonym for enormous devel-
opment of individuality. Owing to this, his activity and thinking are
always extremely sated by individuality. He expresses himself origi-
nally and this reflects, first of all, in a clear and distinct conscious-
ness of his value. He often says: “I do not assume that I have found
the best philosophy, but I know that I have learnt true philosophy”.

With his ardent aspiration he pours an infinite force into the
searches of other people, informs them of his indestructibility of be-
lief in the business, and gives them clear consciousness that they are
not alone in their searches for a true path. Whatever Vitaly Reshov-
ich may be, he is certainly not a product of his environment, but on
the contrary serves as a natural embodiment of any aspect of abso-
lutely perfect synthesis existing for a given group.

In Vitaly Reshovich Bganba’s person that ideal has already been
carried out, to which everyone aspires (should aspire!) in a deep,
maximum understanding of this word. Here very little has been told,
if we do not forget about whom we speak. But we can probably tell
considerably more when we start really serious development of the
heritage of this scientist.

This book is the first example of theoretical scientific philosophi-
cal literature. V. R. Bganba is the founder of theoretical Abkhazian
philosophy. In the book he shows that the philosophy of Abkhazians
was created throughout a millennium and was preceded by two-sided
pro/before/philosophy. As a result of this influence in an art-myth-
ical, reasonably-mythical complex such elements of philosophy as
the epos of Abkhazians arise.
