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Uwe Berbemen

Uwe Berkemer studied at the “Hochschule for Musik und Darstel-
lende Kunst Frankfurt” in Germany. Educated as a conductor (Prof. Hans-
Dieter Resch and Prof. Aloys Ickstadt) and as a concert pianist (Prof. Joachim
Volkmann) he wastalented very early to give concerts in both categories.
He was engaged for Concerts, broadcasting- and TV-Productions as a solo-
ist, partner in chamber music and conductor in many important cultural
centers and festivals in Germany, England; Ireland, Italy, Belgium, France,
Poland, USA, Canada etc.

As a conductor he has worked together with important musicians, like
Liana Issakadze, Wladimir Krainjew, Anatol Ugorski etc.

Several CD-productions confirm his international career.
Since 1989 he is teaching a pianoclass at the University of Mainz (Ger-
many). Since 1993 he has founded two festivals of music in the near of
Frankfurt (Germany). In 1999 he became director of the “Internationales
Musikfest Dietzenbach”, where he met Liana Issakadze for the first time; in
2001 there will be an intensive cooperation between the Dietzenbach-festi-
val and the Borjomi festival of arts. As a composer he published works for
choir, several compositions for orchestra and chambermusic, which all are
internationally recommended.

In 2000 he became Principal guest conductor of the Georgian State
Chamber Orchestra.

The “Fantasie for Streichorchester”, composed in 2001, is dedicated
to the wife of Uwe Berkemer, Bela Makharadze, and to the Georgian
State Chamber Orchestra.

The Georgian State Chamber Orchestra (GSCO) founded more than 35 years
ago.

Since 1981, when the world famous violinist Liana Isakadze was appointed
as its Artistc Director and Princiaple Conductor, the orchestra had toured dif-
ferent countries of Europe, America and Astralia with great success. The GSCO
with its Artistic Director founded several important international festivals: “Night
Serenades” in Bichvinta and Eichstatt (Germany), “Musicians jocke™ in Tbilisi
and Moscow. The GSCO has made lots of recordings with “Melodia” and
“Orfeos” (Germany). Several TV movies has been made about the orchestra in
Georgia and Germany.

In 1990-1997 the orchestra worked in Ingolstadt, Germany.

In 1999 the Ministry of Culture of Georgia was reorganised the orchestra
again appointing Ms.L.Isakadze as its Principle Conductor. The GSCO in working
again in Georgia. The orchestra already had succesfull tours in Europe and
planned to perform next 2 years in Germany, France, Italy, Switzerland, Spain,
Russia and America.

In April 2000 the GSCO under the patronage of the President of Georgia
Mr. Eduard Shevardnadze made the “Piligrimage from Europe to Jerusalem”
which started in Georgia via Germany, Italy, Greece, Turkey and ended in Jerusa-
lem on Easter.

The orchestra had a successful perfomance in September, 2000, at the In-
ternational Music Festival held in Dietzenbach, Germany. Its art producers are
Liana Isakadze and German Composer, Conductor and Pianist Uwe Berkemer.
In May and September, 2001, the chember orchestra was again invited to take
part in this festival, it was considered to be one of its main participants.

Since 2002 with support of Liana Isakadze and Uwe Berkemer Dietzenbach
summer festival was taken to Borjomi, as to autumn, it will be held in Dietzenbach
again with the name “ Borjomi-DietzenbachInternational Art Festival”.
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
