Bridge 
of Peace

Construction of huge glazed pedestrian
Bridge of Peace started in old Tbilisi in November
2009. The project, funded from municipal budg-
et, cost 12.5 million lari. The bridge weighs 760
tons and is 156 meters long; this unusual con-
struction (usually, the bridge is rather associat-
ed with streets, though this roofed bridge leaves
an impression of a complete building) is illumi-
nated with 50 thousand lamps at night.

As regards Michele De Lucci, author of this
new bridge – he is a famous Italian architect
designer. We believe that having studied histor-
ical and cultural context of Tbilisi, its perspec-
tives and development axes, the experienced archi-
tect decided to add a modern highlight to the
historic background.

Michele De Lucci’s glass and iron master-
piece connects left and right banks of Mtkvari
(Rike and Sioni Cathedral areas). As we already
mentioned, the bridge is pedestrian. According
to architect Michele De Lucci, the Bridge of Peace
will become a cultural symbol of Tbilisi.

The bridge was built by Italian company
“Perma Steliza”.

Using this opportunity, we would also like
to inform you that a new 1270 m. tunnel was
built to connect Rike area from Baratashvili
Bridge with Ortachala hydropower station area
in order to relieve the overground traffic in Tbilisi. 

After completion of reconstruction works, the
whole Rike area will be pedestrian, which will
enable construction of cafes, bars, a leisure park
and amphitheater there.

Agency of Protected Areas at the Ministry of
Environment Protection and Natural Resources of
Georgia took a decision to update infrastructure of Sataplia
Nature Reserve. Based on mutual cooperation agree-
ment, reached by the Agency and construction com-
pany “Industry Company”, Sataplia Reserve infrastruc-
ture upgrade project was developed by architectural
design company Georgian Project Ltd.

Development of Sataplia Reserve infrastructure is

funded by a 3.5 million USD grant. When this project
is realized, Sataplia, conveying million years of natu-
ral history, will transform into a nature reserve of new
type.

Construction works under the project started in May
2010. Launching ceremony was attended by President
of Georgia, who took active part in laying of the foun-
dation.

In the upcoming tourist season Sataplia Reserve

will be closed down, because full rehabilitation of its
infrastructure has to be finished by November 2010.
Access road leading to the reserve is already over-
hauled; at the time being, pathways, parking lot and
ticket boxes are arranged within the Reserve.

Under the project Sataplia Reserve with be equipped
with a central gateway; a pavilion with glass roof will
be built around the dinosaur’s footprint for better con-
servation.

A Jurassic
Park with moving dinosaur models will be set up as a thematic complement to the dinosaur’s
footprint. Children and school pupils will be able to play in the game court and visit the edu-
cation center, arranged specially for open lessons and conferences. The territory will also con-
tain promenades and picnic points.

Sataplia cave is a unique natural monument, frequented by tourists. Advanced infrastruc-
ture will further increase the public interest toward this place and offer numerous income-gen-
eration opportunities.

“Imereti Cave Reserves” was founded in 2007 at Sataplia State Nature Reserve with the

goal of protecting and developing unique paleontological and speleological natural monuments.

On March 16 2009 “Imereti Cave Reserves” joined International Show Caves Association in

order to facilitate access to monument protection, management and technical servicing expertise.

Second stage rehabilitation works in Kutaisi started in 2010. Total cost of this project (funded from the central gov-
ernmental budget) reaches 20 million lari, of which 4 million are allocated for project design. Second stage rehabilita-
tion works imply reconstruction of central square of Kutaisi.

Central square rehabilitation also covers Niko Berdzenishvili Museum of History and Ethnography. As the existing
museum facility (historical construction with total area of 1000 sq. m.) did not satisfy museum requirements any longer,
more than half a million of museum exhibits were scattered in different buildings.

New museum project was developed by architectural design company Georgian Project Ltd. based on archive mate-
rials in cooperation with foreign specialists. The new museum (total area – 10000 sq. m.) will comprise several exposi-
tion and administrative facilities, including the existing building.

Museum complex contains several interesting design themes, systemized around exposition areas. “Ethnographic
space” equipped with up-to-date communications and equipment (lighting, air conditioning, ventilation systems) will soon
house the historical exhibits from all over the West Georgia.

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Alaverdi Monastery was founded in the 6th century by Joseph
Alaverdeli, one of the 13 Syrian Fathers. The present-day St.
George Cathedral was built in the first quarter of the 11th cen-
tury by King of Kakheti Kvirike the Great in place of a small-
er church. This cathedral (41.7 m wide, 26.4 m long and over
50 m tall) is one of the largest in Georgia. Since the 11th cen-
tury, Alaverdi Cathedral had been the center of Alaverdi Diocese
and the siege of Alaverdi bishops; after disintegration of Georgia
the leader of Alaverdi Diocese, endowed with a high title of
Metropolitan Bishop, actually kept the religious life of the whole
Kakheti under his charge. Starting with about the same time,
Alaverdi also became the burial place of Kakheti royalty. On
numerous occasions the cathedral was damaged during inva-
sions and earthquakes. It underwent first large-scale rehabilita-
tion in the 1480-ies, during the reign of Alexander, King of Kakheti.
After an especially disastrous earthquake in the 18th century
rehabilitation of Alaverdi was started by Queen Tamar in 1742
and finished by Erekle II in the subsequent years. The restored
parts of the cathedral are built with brick. In the end of the 19th
century the whole interior of Alaverdi was whitewashed.
Restoration works in 1966 revealed several layers of mural paint-
ing of which the earliest and most important date back to the
11th century. In the southern wing of the church have been
discovered 15th-16th century frescos, while the western and
northern walls bear traces of 16th-17th cc murals. In spite of
numerous redecorations, the cathedral still preserves its initial
look. This cruciform domed construction is built of large Shirimi
stone slabs and cobblestone and faced with yellow tuff slabs.
Initially, the church had blue tile roofing, fragments of which still
survive, as well as inscriptions on the walls. Alaverdi was first
a friary; in the 17th-18th centuries a nunnery was also estab-
lished here. Alaverdi was a powerful center of cultural life, a
place where many Georgian scholars, calligraphists and writ-
ers worked.

Nowadays Alaverdi houses the chair and residence of the
Bishop of Alaverdi – currently Metropolitan Bishop David; the
friary is still functioning here.

Architectural complex of Alaverdi, surrounded by the 17th-
18th cc outer wall, contains constructions of different periods.
One of these is very well preserved three-level Episcopal palace,
one of the most notable among the Georgian constructions of
this type. Large vaulted hall in its ground floor used to serve
as a refectory in the 16th-17th centuries. The brick summer

palace of Peikar-Khan was built around 1615; its main element
is a large octagonal vaulted construction with fountain and wide
arches, to which a low-ceiling rectangular room is attached. Other
important parts of the monastic complex are the belfry (cylin-
drical construction built in the 19th century over the Southern
gate; apparently there used to be a belfry before, of which the
cubical lower part still remains), the wine cellar (standing in about
50 meters outside the northern wall), several other residential
constructions and a brick-and-cobblestone bath, located 80 meters
to the north-east outside the monastery walls.

Alaverdi is one of the most popular religious and cultural
centers of the country, an important symbol of revival of Georgia.
Episcopal center of Alaverdi has a big potential as the possi-
ble venue for cultural and scientific meetings and folk art fes-
tivals. Considering the deplorable status of this historical mon-
ument, Architecture, Art and Restoration Center of the Georgian
Patriarchy in cooperation with the Ministry of Culture of Georgia
decided to launch large-scale rehabilitation of the complex.
Coordination and project design activities were implemented by
the Georgian Patriarchy, Ministry of Culture, Monument Protection
and Sports of Georgia, and Badagoni Company.

The project covered not only restoration of historical con-
structions, but also holistic development of Alaverdi complex as
an urban and architectural entity. Consequently, apart from restora-
tion of the existing constructions as such the rehabilitation process
also implied their adaptation to the modern urban context and
rehabilitation of underground and overground infrastructure in pre-
selected areas in order to protect the historical constructions from
humidity and other damaging factors. In the long run, rehabili-
tation works are intended to restore the infrastructure to its ini-
tial appearance and make it more attractive visually.

Rehabilitation of St. George monastic complex in Alaverdi
started in 2005 based on the decision, taken by Architecture,
Art and Restoration Center of the Georgian Patriarchy, and the
permit issued by the Ministry of Culture of Georgia (archaeo-
logical part of the project was implemented by Sh. Bolkvadze,
K. Tsereteli, M. Tsindeliani and architect P. Nutsubidze).

First stage of the project implied archaeological research
of the constructions belonging to the architectural complex. The
research became necessary both because important part of the
standing constructions and ruins was hidden under debris, earth
and litter covered in a thick blanket of weed. At the very onset
of the excavation works it became apparent that the piles of

debris were not a one-off deposition but contained numerous
artifacts and objects, dropped there at different times up to the
end of the 20th century. In the 20th century the area adjacent
to the outer wall of the monastery was used as a dump, which
is corroborated by different things, found in numbers on the
surface and various strata of litter depositions: Soviet-time coins
and other typically modern articles like tin cans, factory-made
bottles, cup chips, plastic objects, car and tractor parts and even
details of collapsible debris used during Alaverdi restoration works
in the 1970-ies, etc. Removal of vegetation and litter from the
research territory cleared up understructure of the monastery
walls significantly below the expected level. Territory of the
monastery was completely cleared during the archaeological
research; it should be noted that the excavation works result-
ed in discovering of St. Joseph Alaverdeli’s tomb and ruins of
the royal palace. One of the constructions forming part of the
complex – so-called “lower chambers”, presumably dating back
to the 6th century, is considered to be one of the oldest parts
of the monastery. The construction has been restored under
the project and now houses the bishop’s residence, refectory
and several other facilities. Unique ecclesiastic museum will be
launched here in the nearest future. 

Monastery wine-cellar represents one of the important com-
ponents of Alaverdi rehabilitation project. Economic activities of
various types, including winemaking, used to form significant
part of monastic life. Special cart road linked the monastery
with adjacent vineyards from the time immemorial. Archaeological
research proved that the wine cellar used to play central part
in the life of the monastery; considering this, relevant research
was dedicated to this construction at the earlier stage of the
project. Results of archaeological research exceeded all expec-
tations: the scientists managed to uncover the whole infrastruc-
ture of marani – several dozens of wine amphorae, a system
of clay water pipes, brick reservoirs and several auxiliary facil-
ities. Presumably, Alaverdi wine-cellar used to produce 30-40
tons of wine per annum. Archaeological materials discovered
during the research, their analysis and processing of archive
materials suggests that the wine cellar was bu8ilt in the 16th-
17th centuries.

With Metropolitan Bishop David’s blessing, it was decided
to restore the wine-cellar in its initial form architecturally (which
is feasible, considering the results of archaeological research)
and functionally.

The ancient Wine-cellar of Monastery
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Authors of Alaverdi wine cellar rehabilitation project are archi-
tects Gia Chanchaleishvili, Zaza Svanadze, Vakhtang Chelidze
and Paata Nutsubidze. The project was implemented under imme-
diate supervision of Metropolitan Bishop David. 

The set goal – full functional restoration of Alaverdi wine
cellar – required implementation of the following objectives:

To preserve the amphorae (which proved impossible, because
almost all the amphorae were damaged). The working group
only succeeded in restoring the unique 4-ton amphora and clay
pipeline, serving for water supply. The amphorae, which could
not be removed from the cellar, were filled with earth (i.e. they
were recultivated);

To restore architectural image of ruined wine cellar and
match it to the historically formed environment of the monastery
without disrupting the visual  highlights of the architectural com-
plex;

To revive the history by restoring the wine cellar its initial
function of traditional Georgian wine making. Parallel to the above,
considering the present-day reality it was also decided to equip
the winery with an up-to-date technological line.

The architects involved in the project realized that imple-
mentation of the above would require consequential restructur-
ing of the existing space and that results of this process would
show on the exterior of the building. Complexity of the task lay
in the requirement to implement the internal structural changes,
motivated by modern technological processes, without destroy-
ing historical value of the construction, uncovered as a result
of archaeological research.

Rehabilitation of an ancient construction is a complex and
labor-consuming process. Surviving details, highlighting individ-
uality of the space require double attention on the part of the
architect, engaged in this activity. While working on Alaverdi
wine cellar rehabilitation project, the architects showed a care-
ful approach toward the historical heritage by finding an archi-
tectural solution integrating the past with the modernity. Traditional
distribution of wine cellar rooms is adapted to the present-day
practices. Simple but elegant style is based on flawless pro-
portionality. Originality of general planning composition is high-
lighted as much as possible. Interior is unpretentious and com-
fortable. The architects tried their best to use traditionally Georgian
construction materials – cobblestone, Georgian brick, silt, mor-
tar, clay tiling.

Wine cellar was conventionally divided into several zones
– lobby, European-style winery, the hall with amphorae and cognac
and spirits halls. Especially noteworthy is enoteca (wine repos-
itory). Considering the strict temperature regulation requirements
it was decided to position the repository underground. However,
since the depth of underground waters on the whole territory
of Alaverdi Monastery is 1.8 cm, the enoteca had to be equipped
with a waterproof reinforced concrete shell and a water divert-
ing well, from which water is pumped out and used for monastery
needs.

Metropolitan Bishop David is delighted with the result: seem-
ingly small medieval wine cellar, organically merges with its his-
torical surroundings (the Monastery, Alazani groves and
Caucasian mountain ridge in the background) and incorporates
two different wine making technologies – Georgian and
European.

Alaverdi wine cellar was launched in October 2007; open-
ing presentation was timed to the first anniversary of Badagoni
Company.

After almost two hundred years of inactivity, grape juice
was first squeezed in the historical Alaverdi wine cellar and by
now the monastery already has a stock of its own wine. It is
also intended to plant a collection vineyard. Participants of
International Wine Congress, appointed in Alaverdi 2010 will be
able to take a look at historical Georgian grape varieties and
see traditional Georgian methods of vine growing.

New up-to-date construction was recently built for Institute of Botany and Herbarium
on the territory of Tbilisi Botanical Garden. Total cost of the project, started in December
2009, amounted to 4 million lari. Project design tender was won by young architects
Sulkhan Sulkhanishvili and Givi Machavariani, whose project also became the lau-
reate of Architectural Award 2008.

The authors adapted their project to the relief of Botanical Garden in order to
ensure maximal integration of the new building with its surroundings. In spite of its
unordinary design, this reasonably uninhibited, unpretentious construction became a
natural part of Botanical Garden landscape and added a special emotional highlight
to the place. Free planning and geometric precision of the forms, textures and col-
ors of construction materials, striking aestheticism of volumes and shapes, highlight
originality of the building and turn it into a style highlight.

The new construction is three-level. It contains herbarium collection, offices of
Botanical Garden and the Institute of Botany, several scientific departments, labora-
tories, library and botanical museum. Each level of the building opens onto a wide
terrace, offering impressive vistas of old Tbilisi.

By 2011 the building will be fully outfitted and landscaping of the adjacent ter-
ritory will be finalized.

Tbilisi Botanical Garden is one of the old-
est in the world. Its history starts with early 17th
century (Y1636, to be more precise). Precursor
of the Botanical Garden was the “Royal Garden”
of decorative and curative plants (a.k.a. Fortress
Garden, Seidabad Garden), developed in 1636
to the south of Sololaki, in the lower stream of
Tsavkisistskali River (Legvtakhevi area). On May
1 1845, based on the decree of Caucasian viceroy
Mikheil Vorontsov, this garden was officially trans-
formed into Tbilisi Botanical Garden; in 1896-1904
this garden was further expanded toward the west.
Main entrance into the Garden is located in the
end of Botanical Street, under Narikala Fortress.
In 1909-14 a tunnel was cut in Sololaki hill and
the second entrance to the Botanical Garden was
opened from Lado Asatiani Street.

The Garden is divided in two by Tsavkisistskali.
There are several bridges on the river, of which
the most notable is the vaulted bridge thrown over
the waterfall, built in 1914.

In the 1930’ies Tbilisi Botanical Garden
launched a wide-scale research in the spheres
of botany, plant physiology and selection. These
activities caused creation of botanical scientific
research institute, from which in 1934 segregat-
ed Institute of Botany (controlling Botanical Garden
herbarium, library, plant physiology laboratory
and plant selection department) and later Institute
of Plant Protection, Institute of Zoology, Agrarian
Institute and Plant Selection Station.

In 1986 Botanical Garden celebrated its 350th
anniversary. Several years after, the Garden –
like whole Georgia – had to face grave prob-
lems: chaos and poverty, which the country
experienced in 1990ies, brought this unique
place to the brink of destruction. However, in the
2000ies the situation gradually changed back to
normal. In 2007 Georgian government integrat-
ed Tbilisi Botanical Garden with Niko Ketskhoveli
Institute of Botany. Very soon, you will be able
to enjoy the wonderful world of Tbilisi Botanical
Garden with its waterfall, bamboo forest, old vault-
ed bridge, Angels’ Grove and many other attrac-
tions again.

Laboratory, equipped with modern analyzers and
technologies, enables over 100 different kinds of lab-
oratory research.

160-seat conference hall is the main place for shar-
ing knowledge and experience.

The clinic has a library containing diverse medical
and non-medical literature and giving access to a dig-
ital network database of reference materials. To com-
plement the infrastructure, the clinic has also been pro-
vided with a cafeteria.

Ultramodern new MediClubGeorgia center has
three suites for foreign guests – visiting specialists from
partner organizations, coming to the clinic in order to
share their knowledge. In case of necessity, these rooms
also accommodate the patients’ relatives.

Architecture of new MediClubGeorgia center (exte-
rior, interior, furniture) has been designed by architect
Davit Tsutskiridze. By considering technical and aes-
thetic requirements and standards related to ultramod-
ern medical establishments and based on his own pro-
fessional knowledge, the architect created a relevant
ultramodern construction. Architectural graphics of the
building, subtle variance of masses, colors and shapes,

as well as striking aestheticism of décor highlight orig-
inality of exterior and interior design.

Modular composition of clinic interior with lobby serv-
ing as dominant architectonic element – is both func-
tional and artistic.

Designing of interiors for public and limited access
zones in a multifunctional establishment requires a sub-
tle approach. Considering this subtlety, the author cut down
the use of decorative details but applied laconic color con-
trasts. Especially interesting in this regard are operation
rooms with Stendal-esque black and red color highlights.

Unexpected design features and custom-made
furniture add lightness and comfort to the interior. Individual

character and functionality of each space stand out clear-
ly against the general stylistic background. Integrity of
constructional and decorative details visually increas-
es the interior, highlights its forms and accentuates depth
and intensity of colors.

This confirms that the architect successfully coped
with the challenging task he was given and found the
exact combination of functionality and aestheticism to
form a comfortable space, which is a physical expres-
sion of the author’s professional credo and
MediClubGeorgia’s motto – “Innovation, Vision,
Professionalism”.

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St. George Church
Construction of St. George church was recently finished in Marabda Street,

upper Vake district, Tbilisi. Author of the project – architect Tengkz Makharashvili
– successfully scaled dimensions of the construction and efficiently adapted it to
the complex relief.

The church, perched on the hilltop in upper Vake, can be seen from different
parts of the city. Visibility of the construction is facilitated by its simple, unpreten-
tious forms and skillful distribution of masses. 

Leading constructional element of the temple is a slightly elongated central
dome. In spite of its small size, the interior and exterior of the church are monu-
mental, highlighted by greenish stone facing and subdued décor: ornaments around
door and window openings, cross on the eastern façade and bas-relief composi-
tions above both entrances.

Following the complex sloping relief, the temple stands on a stratified base.
From terraces around the church you can enjoy breathtaking vistas of Tbilisi, includ-
ing Sameba Cathedral.

Construction of the church went on for several years and was funded by local
population and private donations. However, the project is not finished yet. In the
long run, the complex will contain belfry, refectory, Sunday school, art studio and
several other facilities. The territory around the church will be landscaped.

Construction process was organized and coordinated by local resident Mr. Zurab
Dvali.

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An architect wishing to design a residential con-

struction faces a challenging but complex task – to

create a comfortable space tailored to personal traits,

taste and lifestyle of people who are going to live

there.

In this particular case house owner got active-

ly involved in discussion of design ideas and con-

cepts, which enabled the designer to efficiently con-

sider his taste and preferences while developing the

project.

Architecture of the resulting house is explicitly

modern and cosmopolitan. Efficient choice of mate-

rials, accessories and details turns the apartment into

a comfortable, peaceful and environment-friendly place.

The house, sitting on a horizontal site, is spacious

and light. Multiplane breakdown of exterior contours

and careful landscaping of the site catches the eye,

highlights architectural merits of the house and

makes it even more attractive. Front courtyard is dec-

orated by an elongated swimming pool.

Spiritual Architecture
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Planning of the house is based on a highly original structure. The ground
floor contains a living room, a dining room, recreation area, kitchen and the
study. Exquisite design of the interior is highlighted by a staircase with a nar-
row stream of water underneath. The streamlet flows out into the courtyard,
and the staircase connects basement with entresol. The basement compris-
es a wine-cellar and a garage, while the entresol, overlooking the living room,
is integrated in the general interior space. The roof over this part of the house
is glazed – so that the house is filled with sunlight and air; from the entresol
you can enter comfortable bedrooms and a spacious balcony.

Interior of the house opens up to the surrounding world due to the amply
glazed surfaces. The construction looks especially efficient in dusk, when the
lights are turned on.

The interior is simplistic and laconic. The architect maximally used the
potential of dominant elements – one might think that the house was creat-
ed from nothing in one single motion. Integrity of architectural curves and
lines intensifies melodious sequence of dominant pastel colors. At the same
time, the residential space is highly functional. Though it is fully open, all
zones are skillfully differentiated.

In spite of their piquancy, architecture and design are uninhibited and
devoid of excess expressivity. Integral spaces are perceived with a relevant
emotional charge, based on their respective functions, and each of them fully
conforms to the residents’ taste and lifestyle.

De part et d'autre de cet élément central de l'appartement,
Ludovic a crée deux pôles de nuit ou détente : une suite parentale
disposant de sa salle de bain privée et de son dressing attenant,
et à l’autre extrémité, comme un jeu de miroir, un autre espace
avec 2 chambres disposant de leur salle de bain et de leur
wc indépendants. Cet espace a été traité comme un petit stu-
dio permettant de recevoir les amis en toute intimité : une porte
coulissante encastrée dans une double cloison au fond du salon
permet d'accéder à cet espace dédié aux invités ou aux enfants,
si la famille est plus nombreuse.

L'ART DU DESIGNER OU LE JEU DES CONTRASTES
Les murs des salles de bains viennent reprendre le même

carrelage afin de contraster et mettre en lumière la pureté et
la blancheur des éléments forts de ces pièces (baignoires,
meubles, …).

Dans cet appartement, le blanc et le noir se mettent en
valeur l'un l'autre, plutôt que de s'opposer, ils se complètent et
donnent à l'ensemble ce caractère unique. Le blanc confère douceur,
luminosité et pureté à l’espace. L'architecte d'intérieur s'amuse
avec ces deux couleurs dominantes : on peut remarquer la chaise
noire Werner Pantom Vitra siégant aux côtés des autres chais-
es blanches et venant ainsi mettre en valeur le mur en Corian
noir et harmoniser, par une rupture, l'ensemble.

On peut également noter le souci du détail avec le papi-
er toilette noir.

On April 20-23 2010 Tbilisi State Academy of Art in cooperation

with Florentine Romualdo Del Bianco Foundation hosted regional festi-

val “Degree and Profession”, virtual exposition and international confer-

ence – “Life Beyond Tourism”. The motto of Romualdo Del Bianco

Foundation is “cultural dialogue and international integration”. The

Foundation aims at supporting the sharing of knowledge between differ-

ent countries and cultures, by organizing international integration programs

for students, professors and young scientists.

Tbilisi State Academy of Art started cooperation with Romualdo Del

Bianco Foundation about 5 years ago. Media Art Faculty was the first

to sign the cooperation agreement, but it was soon followed by the whole

academy. On the Georgian side, the project is managed by Media Art

Faculty of Tbilisi State Academy of Art professor Nana Iashvili (expert of

international Romualdo Del Bianco Foundation).

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Successful

Dialogue Complex
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This article refers to “villa”'s, interior and household

(in Mkhatvari street in Nutsubidze plato) recently created

by architect Merab Gujabidze. In this space, diversity of

functionally organized, highly refined and diverse design

and utmost efficiency of forms are merged into a credi-

bly integral space. Lighting, coloring, choice of accessories,

proportions, flexible graphics, with delightful pond – unor-

dinary composition, formed by combination of these ele-

ments, is much more meaningful than an artificial high-

tech structure would be in its place.

Quiet and respectable look of the interior, where there

are no distracting details, allocates a special function to

every detail. The space is perceived as an entity – not

just because of classical forms and refined color solu-

tion. Carefully chosen finishing materials, textures and warm

tonalities of the furniture accentuate the imposing char-

acter of the atmosphere. And the main point is that the

complex dialogue between newly-created and existing ele-

ments in this interior has been quite successful.

Little dancers, women leaning into the bread-baking ovens,

meetings of Georgian and European delegations, children din-

ing and kindergarten personnel fussing in the kitchen – these

and innumerable other moments, reflecting everyday life of peo-

ple, who had to abandon their homes as a result of Russian

intervention… The series of 40 photographs, conveying the life

of IDP settlement in Tserovani, was exhibited in the Youth Center

of Sameba Cathedral on April 29 2010.

Project “Tserovani Photo Diaries”, launched by Association

of Photographers of Georgia, lasted for over two months. Twelve

Association members were involved in photo sessions, aiming

at capturing of the life, emotions and activities of internally dis-

placed persons, populating Tserovani.

These people, who lost their homes so tragically, have the

roofs over their heads; their zest for life has not waned, they

still hope to return to their villages and still preserve the ability

to continue to work for the bright future – this was the key mes-

sage of the exhibition.

The project was unique in that the photo sessions were

performed in black and white and printed by participants man-

ually, using the optical printing technology. Considering that Tbilisi

had not hosted exhibitions of manually printed photos for over

10 years, this exhibition became an important statement in mod-

ern Georgian photography. 

Project “Tserovani Photo Diaries” was carried out with the

support of Ministry of Refugees and Settlement of Georgia. The

project also provides for creation of special web page

(www.tserovanilife.ge), which will feature both exhibition materi-

als and the photo and video clips, TV news releases and news-

paper publications, reflecting implementation of the project.

“Unusual Exhibition” is tourist exhibition of artists-

1980’ers, which is regularly arranged in different loca-

tions all over Georgia since 2007. The idea and project

was conceived by artist Mikheil Iashvili, representative

of the 1980’ers’ movement. In summer 2008 (almost over-

lapping with war period) Unusual Exhibition took place

in Mestia, Svaneti; in 2009 the event was hosted by

Ambrolauri, Racha.

This year, Unusual Exhibition was arranged in Zugdidi

Art Gallery with participation of 59 1980’er artists.

In Mikheil Iashvili’s opinion, the works of Georgian

artists should be exhibited in all regions of Georgia, so

that the public – and especially the younger generation

– can get familiar with modern Georgian art, the art

1980’ers learned, created and paid as a tribute to their

home country. 

The tourist exhibition, arranged in various locations

all over the country, fully comply international standards.

This is plausible in itself, though the fact of each exhi-

bition having taken place is much more important. It is

noteworthy that half of the paintings, exhibited at Unusual

Exhibition in 2009, were passed to Zugdidi Art Gallery

as a gift. The same happened in previous years in Telavi,

Mestia and Ambrolauri. Results exceeded all expecta-

tions – legacy of the tourist exposition was enriched by

local artists and grew into constantly ongoing exhibitions

of modern art in each locality.

The artists are determined to take their exhibi-

tion to Khevsureti, Guria and then Tusheti. Step by

step, Unusual Exhibition will tour the whole Georgia,

so that everyone has a chance to take a look at the

1980’ers’ art. 

Mikheil Iashvili is also determined to collect paint-

ings of artists originating from the regions, covered by

his project, and arrange the Unusual Exhibition of these

paintings in Tbilisi. His other plan is to publish this high-

ly important project as a book.

trative center of a province on the out-

skirts of the Russian Empire, often used

as a place of exile for unreliable, unruly

citizens. Names of many such disloyal peo-

ple are connected with revival of art and

science in the 19th century Georgia – they

introduced European approach into many

different spheres of culture and acceler-

ated scientific development. One of the

easiest examples coming to mind is geo-

physical observatory in Tbilisi.

A highly scientific research on histo-

ry and architectural description of Tbilisi

geophysical observatory was recently pub-

lished by Maia Mania.

Ms. Mania’s research is closely with

creation of the German colony in Tbilisi.

German nationals, evicted into Georgia in

1817, 1818 and 1819 launched several

fundamental projects in Tbilisi and other

locations countrywide. One of the most

notable representatives of the German com-

munity was scientist Arnold Moritz, who

established a magnetic-meteorological

observatory in Tbilisi. The complex was

built in old Kukia district (crossing of pres-

ent-day David Agmashenebeli and King

Tamar Avenues near the bridge – at that

time this area belonged to Kukia).

Ms. Mania carefully studied materials

stored in Georgian national archive,

Museum of Georgian Geophysical

Sciences, Hydro-meteorological Institute,

Georgian National Museum, National

Center of Manuscripts and National Library.

Her research, published in two languages

– Georgian and English, is intended for

a wide range of interested public. The pub-

lication was supported by Goethe Institute,

based on the decision of director of which

believed it important to publicize the con-

tribution of German community to the life

of 19th century Georgia.
