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GEORGIANS - THE ANCESTORS OF THE
SUMERIANS

Sumerians are the tribe of unknown origin, which appeared in Meso-
potamia (today’s Iraq territory) in VI millennium BC. It is confirmed by
the samples of fine art found there. And according to the written sources,
Sumerians appeared in III millennium BC.

Who are these unknown tribes that appeared in Mesopotamia in VI
millennium BC and whom the world today calls the Sumerians?!

By today’s notion of historiography, the Sumerians did not exist de-
spite the fact that they had myths and epics, hymns dedicated to the gods,
proverbs and fables; they had a collection of Law Codes of Hammurabi and
Lipit-Ishtar in Sumerian language; Sumerians did not have absolute sover-
eigns and they asked influential citizens for advice on all important matters
at important meetings. One of such “parliaments” was convened 5000 years
ago. At that time the country was called Sumer. Even the above mentioned
is enough to consider that the Sumerians were highly civilized people, but
it is strange that the historical genre of literature in the form that the ancient
Jews and Greeks had was unknown to the Sumerians. Writers of archives of
temples and palaces in Sumer were recording records of political, military
and religious nature, which were considered worthy of attention, on clay
tablets. But these records have not proven enough for continuous and con-
sistent narration of history of the country. Recordings of historical genre
did not exist in Sumer.

Also, as early as in the beginning of Adam’s civilization Georgians
had Georgian alphabet — knowledge of the genetic code of biblical Kab-
balah, according to which the Georgians at the beginning of civilization
of IV cycle of Adam started chronology “since Adam” as early as 8,000
years ago. Georgians knew when the “flood” occurred and with this started
to count down chronology “since the beginning”. They knew that Christ
came 2000 years ago and that date was 5604 “since the beginning”, i.e.
“since the flood”. The birthplace of “Kabbalah”, that is, the beginning of
consciousness of Kabbalah, is the Eastern Georgia. We, the Georgians had
our individual and unique mythology, ethnography, archeological material,
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symbolics representing cosmic processes of the world. Traces of the Geor-
gian alphabet can be traced in historical monuments and mythologies of
nearly all the nations of the world ancient civilization. Today, the periods
of reign and history of the Parnavaziani dynasty are not known in the his-
tory of Georgia, one of the representatives of which was the king Parnavaz
(2288 BC), who “spread the Georgian language ...”

According to the Bible, it was the “king” of Canaan Georgian Hittites
who granted the first “inch” of land to the Jewish people “at the promised
land”. During the times of Abraham, the state of Canaan Hittites had a high
civilization: they had a “king” and state laws, according to which the people
of unknown tribe were forbidden to bury the deceased on this earth. We,
the Georgians were the owners of Canaan state. We called it “Canaan” in
accordance with the Georgian alphabet letters “Khan” and “An” (secondary
names of letters “Kh” and “A”). And according to the sacred scriptures, the
letters of alphabet are the God himself. Therefore, since ancient times Geor-
gians often used secondary names of the Georgian alphabet.

The Sumerian goddess of love and war was also especially worshiped
by the Hittites who were the first in the world to start extracting and using
iron and making chariots for horses. They were the first to draw up the con-
stitution, to sign a peace treaty and to worship the gods of fertility. We, the
Georgians are the Hittites, whom the world has not yet found. We are Ka-
kheti , Ku- kheti, Mes — kheti, Java- kheti and Kol- kheti. And we called
the capital Mts — kheta. The word “kheti” comes from the Georgian word
“khe”, i.e. tree, which is mythologically associated with the Tree of Life .
There does not exist people in the world in whose language the word “khe”
be used in the meaning of the tree. According to the above mentioned,
Georgians, Sumerians and Hittites are one and the same people.

Sumerians are the people who created the most ancient culture of man-
kind. Researchers and art historians are still searching: “Who are the Sum-
erians? Maybe the history of our civilization begins exactly since then? At
the same time, we know nothing about their origin and their language is not
similar to any dead or living language known to us. We can answer quite
confidently that the original Sumerian language is similar to today’s living
language — Georgian. The names of cities and states, lakes, rivers of Meso-
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potamia: Akkad, Babylon, Baghdad, Nippur, Insin, Larsa, Basra Mukhtari,
Uri, Uruk, Kerbela, Mosul, Vani Lake, Urmi Lake, Diala River, Kerkhe etc.
were adopted by this language.

According to the materials given here, Georgia and Georgians are the
people with highly civilized original gene. But despite this, like Sumer-
ians, the Georgians and Hittites of that period did not write their his-
tory. They better understood the cosmic processes occurring in the world,
they did not violate the law of naturalness and harmony. Therefore, we,
Georgians, Hittites and Sumerians do not have the history of that period.

During archaeological excavations the clay tablet of 23X23 cm was
found in Sumer, which is 5000 years old, consisting of more than 600 lines.
“Enmerkar and the Lord of Aratta” is written on it with tiny signs. Ac-
cording to it, the town of Uri was in the Southern Mesopotamia, which
was ruled by the Sumerian hero Enmerkar. According to the legend, the
state of “Aratta” was located to the north of Uruk. Uruk and “Aratta” were
separated from each other by seven mountains. “Aratta” was famous for its
wealth, various expensive metals and holy stones. “Once, many years ago
... “ Enmerkar, son of sun-god Utu, asked his sister, the goddess of Sumer
Inanna, the almighty goddess of love and war, to bring the gold, silver, la-
pis (lazure) and other precious stones to Uruk “from the Holy Land of
“Aratta”, in order to build the temple of God of land and water Enki.

Goddess Inanna that inhabited in the country of “Aratta” , warmly re-
ceived the messenger. On the instructions of the Goddess Inanna, Lord of
“Aratta” sent gold, silver and other precious stones to Uruk. All this in-
dicates to the fact that “the country of Aratta”, which, according to the
Sumerian legend, is located north of Uruk ‘beyond the seven mountains’, is
a “shrine” and the place of stay — the birthplace of the goddess Inanna.
Gold, silver and other precious stones, taken from the holy land “Aratta”
are considered the relic, of which Enmerkar built and decorated the temple
of Enki in Uruk .

Today the world intellectual community is looking for “Aratta” coun-
try, which, according to the Sumerian myths, is considered the original civi-
lization on earth.

The words appearing in the Sumerian myths, “Aratta” — Land of the
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Sacred Laws, “great country of great laws”, “queen of many laws”, point
us to the country that is the “Land of the Sacred Laws”, named “Aratta”.
At the same time, these “sacred laws” and “many laws” are “divine laws”
of Sumerian “Me”, which are the possessions of the goddess Inanna, and
the myth mentions her as “the queen of many laws”. The “Land of the
Sacred Laws” means exactly the birthplace of biblical knowledge of
“Me” divine laws — Kabbalah — Georgia, as the divine laws of “Me” are
the Georgian Kabbalah corresponding only to the Georgian alphabet . Ex-
actly with these “divine laws” — the genetic code — there occurs the cosmic
process of circulation of the universe. Georgian alphabet is the genetic code
of the universe.

The Sumerian myth calls Kabbalah “Sacred Laws”, “Great Laws”
and the birthplace of these laws calls “great country” . According to the
myth, “a great country of great laws” is Georgia, the birthplace of the
biblical knowledge of Kabbalah. Georgian people are native inhabitants
of the Caucasus and did not come from anywhere. Caucasus — Georgia is
the birthplace of the biblical Kabbalah: a great part of eastern Georgia was
anciently called “Kabbalah”, which was part of Alvani of Caucasus, the
capital of which was the city of Kabala (Kabali). The words “Alvaneti”
and “Kabali” are Georgian words. The people speaking in the Georgian
language gave them these names. According to this Sumerian myth, the
country of Aratta is similized to Sumer. The fact that Sumer is a part of
Georgia is proved by the following materials: the Sumerians have the god
of the heaven “An” and the god of water — “E”, but the Sumerians have no
the Georgian alphabet, from which the words “An” and “En” — secondary
names of Georgian letters — were taken. Sumerians have cuneiform, which
has nothing to do with the Georgian alphabet. Sumerians do not have the
word “Me”, although it is called the “su -me- eri” and, at the same time,
they have the most important thing — the divine laws of “Me”. Conse-
quently, Mesopotamia is not the birthplace of the divine laws of “Me”
and this knowledge was brought there from Georgia. According to the
Georgian language, in the word “Sumer” — “su -me- eri”, “su” — means the
middle, “me” is “me” ( I, me) , which is not in the Sumerian language,
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eri” — “erti” — “era” — are identical Georgian words. The very name of the
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goddess “Inanna” “In-an-a”, consists of secondary names of the Georgian
alphabet and represents the unity of the energies of the two first principles
“yin” and “yang”: goddess “Inanna” is a warrior during the daytime and
the goddess of love at night -, i.e. she is of dual nature . All of the above
statements at the same time indicate that as early as VI millennium BC this
cosmogonic knowledge was brought from the Caucasus — Georgia to Meso-
potamia by people speaking the Georgian language — the Sumerians, whose
descendants are the people whom the world today calls the Sumerians.

According to the myth, “Aratta” is the “Land of the Sacred Laws”.
Kings of Georgia are referred to as “The King of the Abkhazians, Geor-
gians, Runs, Kakhs , Gers ... “. The historic “Rani” mentioned here is a
southeastern Georgia, which was earlier mentioned by name “Aran”. The
words “Aratta” and “Aran” come from the root of one word “ara” and we
must acknowledge that the country of “Aratta”, the same country of “Aran-
ta”, is the historical southeastern Georgia. The gold deposits of Kazreti and
Sakdrisi village of Bolnisi district distanced from it by 15 km were found
exactly at this territory. Today, the international expedition operates here.
The great discovery was made in Sakdrisi: they found a 5400-year-old
gold deposit (IV millennium BC). No one has ever found such an ancient
gold deposit in the world. The mined ore was being processed. There were
also found the gold processing tools. They seem to have a high-quality pro-
duction. The scientists took a sample of gold from the discovered mine and
made a proper laboratory analysis. According to the gold data taken from
the mine, they checked almost all the old gold jewelry of that period and
found that only the gold products found in Sumer were made of gold
of old mines of Sakdrisi village. German scholars called this discovery a
world sensation. It represents the most important evidence that the mytho-
logical process mentioned in Sumerian myth “Enmerkar and Lord of Arat-
ta” is a true story that has been transferred into real life and applies only to
Georgia — a country of “Aratta” — “Aran” (“Ran”), from which, according
to the myth, they made gold products at the site of gold mining and carried
them to Sumer on the instructions of the goddess Inanna. According to the
above mentioned it turns out that exactly Georgia is the country “chosen by
the sacred heart of Lord”, “the country of great laws “, “Aratta”!
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Sumer-Akkadian stone print (3400 BC)

Sumerian myth compares the country of “Aratta” with a “paradise”
where people “glorified one God in one language”. Georgians have a pre-
diction of X century: “During the Second Coming Lord will judge the
world in the Georgian language”. Consequently, the Georgian language is
considered as a language of the Judgment Day and the language of Lord. If
the Georgian language is the language of the Judgment Day, then it is also
the language of first principle, as everyone and everything in this world
returns to the origins.

Today, European scholars confirm that civilization started in the
Caucasus and that the Georgian language is the original language of
the world.

Is “Aratta”, the land of Georgia, a biblical “heavenly country”? Be-
sides Sumerian myths it is proved by the fact that the peoples of the East
called Georgia and Georgians “Gurjistan” and “Gurji”, which, according to
the encyclopedia of mythology, means “paradise”. Thus, East of the world
from the earliest times knew that the land of Georgia was a country
of Biblical “paradise”, and Georgians were the people of “paradise”,
“paradise” — is the goddess itself — mother of the world.

And on this basis, Georgia is a country fallen by lot to the “Eternal
Virgin” — “Paradise”.

In the territory of historical Georgia — Hereti, at the result of archae-
ological excavations, there were found burial mounds of IV millennium
BC. Utensils and other items found here are identical to the archaeological
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materials found in Mesopotamia. This suggests that the creator of both cul-
tures — Sumerian and Georgian — is one nation. According to the Sumerian
myths of that period, the country of Aratta is referred to as the motherland
and “birth place” of the goddess Inanna. And according to the Chris-
tian belief, Georgia is a country fallen by lot to the Mother of God.
As it turned out, this question is connected to the distant cosmogonic
consciousness. “Aratta” country — Georgia is referred to as the “Land of
the Sacred Laws”, which was chosen by the “sacred heart of Lord”.
The goddess Inanna herself is the queen of “many laws” and that exactly
“Aratta” — Georgia is meant as motherland of Inanna and the “Land
of the Sacred Laws”.

Georgia is not only the country fallen by lot to the Mother of God, but
it is the birthplace of the Sumerian goddess Inanna as well. The land of
Georgia, Georgian gene and the Georgian people since the creation of
the world are considered to be paradise, a country fallen by lot to the
Great Mother of the world and the holy land.

The country of “Aratta” referred to in the Sumerian myth “Enmerkar
and the Lord of Aratta”, by all the aforementioned features is Georgia and
the Georgian people. Sumerians are the Georgian people who came from
the Caucasus. This is confirmed by the studies of the Georgian-Sumerian
mythology and archaeological materials.

The impression of stone print (3400 BC) found in Sumer depicts the
cosmic process in which the Sumerian gods do not correspond to today’s
mythology of Mesopotamia. It depicts the sons of God of Georgians — Ko-
pala, Baadur, Tergvauli and Dobiliani lahsar (Iahsar with his sister) ac-
companied only by animals. Only the last 64" son of God joins with his
second female half. This cosmic process is also described on the Sumer-
ians stone print. Sumerian sons of God have simultaneously both their
animal origin and the other female half, which violates the cosmic es-
sence of civilization of Adam. The purpose of civilization of Adam is
to connect two — male and female first principles, which is breached in
today’s Sumerian myths. Thus, the mythological knowledge depicted
in this stone print in Mesopotamia was brought by people, who came
from Georgia to Mesopotamia in VI millennium BC. Sumerian myths

known today are modification of the cosmogonic knowledge, while in
Georgia the myths of that time are still preserved intact.

According to both Georgian and Sumerian mythology, the goddess
must also be the Queen of the Earth. This is exactly the perception of the
woman that is the matter, after which the soul and matter merge with each
other and there will be no death.

Like Georgians, Sumerians also had the sons of God. But they have
no 64, but 50 sons of God, who are 50 “faces” — the manifestation of the
supreme god of the Sumerians — Marduk. 64 sons of God of Georgians that
are eternal, immortal gods and the main creators of the world are directly
connected to the 64 nucleic acids of DNA cells. Also, the 64 hexagrams of
Chinese Kabbalah are related with it.

Georgian mythology is earlier. Compared to Sumerian and Ak-
kadian mythology of III-II millennium BC, it deeper and more realisti-
cally reflects the cosmic processes occurring in the world.

Today’s Sumerians of II millennium BC were not conductors of the
original gene and knowledge. They took this cosmogonic knowledge from
more ancient people — the Sumerians, who came to Mesopotamia from
Georgia in VI millennium BC.

The original gene does not extinct in the world, otherwise the world
would not be able to return to the origins; and then starts a new cycle of
life.

The above issues clearly show the first principle of the Georgian gene
and the Georgian people that will help future generations to more deeply
explore, to understand the world and show the cosmogonic knowledge of
the first people.

Beginning of everything is a Georgian gene, Georgian language and
Georgian alphabet.

The issues considered in this work are sufficient proof that Georgians
are the ancestors of the Sumerians.
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
