“The Knight in the Panther's Skin” with the perception of
Mykola Gulak
Letter 1

“The Knight in the Panther's Skin” is considered to be the
masterpiece of literature that attracted not only Georgian but also
Ukrainian writers and creators.

In the second half of the 19™ century Mykola Gulak - a young
Ukrainian fighter against King’s autocracy moved to Georgia. Before
this he had to lead a life of many difficulties.

Mykola was a graduate of Derpt University faculty of law and in
1843 he successfully passed candidate’s examinations.

In 1844 Gulak worked at Kiev, Podolsk and Volonin governor-
general’s office and was actively participating in Kiev’s literary life.
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While considering different ways to release Ukraine from op-
pression M. Gulak, N. Kostomarov and V. Belozersky came up with
the idea of releasing Slavic people from coercion.

“Cyril-Methodius Society” was created in Kiev in 1845. The
main goal of this society was to deliver Ukraine from serfdom.

Mykola Gulak was arrested in 1847 and was strictly punished.
After the imprisonment and couple of exiles Mykola came to Tbilisi
in 1867.

In 1884 Gulak gave a lecture about “The Knight in the Panther's
Skin” and the text of the lecture was published in a journal and shor-
tly after that it was printed as a book.

One of the major issues of the lecture was the origin of the
poem. While discussing the origin of the poem the Ukrainian rese-
archer had already referred to Rustaveli’s works and scholars of
Georgian literature. He was aware of their opinions regarding the
origin of the poem and while discussing the sources Gulak was sup-
ported by Vakhtang VI, Mari Brose, D. Chubinashvili and others. It
has to be denoted that Mykola not only followed the only existing
opinions, but also proposed his own ones regarding the above men-
tioned issue.

Gulak indicated that — “in the poem traditions and ideals of the
old Georgia are discussed.” According to his opinion - “in the whole
poem the Georgian elements are scattered as the scent of the rose.
That is why it is very popular in Georgia”.

Mykola thinks that in the poem denoted Arab; Indian and Chi-
nese states aren’t places where actions actually take place, they are
just used to transfer the role of ideal state.

Gulak also thinks that there is nothing in common between
foreign countries and the poems characters’ names.

He considers that the traditions and national games that are
described in “The Knight in the Panther's Skin” are genuinely Geor-
gian.

There are also many different aspects and arguments that My-
kola Gulak discusses and supports the idea that the poem “The
Knight in the Panther's Skin” is Georgian.

Meter and Rhythm of “The Knight in the Panther’s Skin” as a
Challenge of a Translator
(On the Example of M. Khvedorovich and A. Zvonak’s
Translation)

In 1966 famous Belarus poets Mikola Khvedorovich and Ales
Zvonak made an interlinear translation of Sh. Rustaveli’s poem “The
Knight in the Panther’s Skin”. Initially, the translators came across the
problem of a meter. It often becomes difficult to adhere to the size of the
original. However, a partial adherence is always necessary.

Belarus translators chose a choree and translated the poem via
using the 8-feet trochee. A choree (not the 8-feet one) is an organic
meter of the Belarus poetry and has been met in Pashkevich’s works
since the 17" century. A poetic rhythm, which is based on a trochee,
facilitates the creation of a joyful, funny mood. Hence, the multi-feet
choree was successfully used by A. Kulishov for the creation of a
philosophic-epoch poetry. Therefore, the translator’s choice was qu-
ite justified.

The poem is translated via using quatrain. The entire translation
presents the cross rhythm aBaB, where aa is a female rhythm, while
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BB is a male one. However, the rhythm aaaa is presented only in
several exceptional stanzas.

Two tonalities (high and low) of Rustavelian quatrain/Shairi are
specific peculiarities of the Georgian verse. Their direct “transmis-
sion” to the Belarus language is impossible, because the stanzas writ-
ten “with high and law Shairi” sound similarly in Belarusian. Ho-
wever, sometimes the translators try to achieve a different intonation
via using other poetic means. For instance, in certain passages they
use an inner rhythm with a great tact and moderateness. This tech-
nique greatly suits the dynamic passages of “The Knight in the Pan-
ther’s Skin”.

The enjambment is alien to Sh. Rustaveli. The translators did
not notice this fact. Therefore, the “movement” of a poetic phrase in
the interpretation does not follow the regularities.

One of the greatest problems, which emerged during the trans-
lation of “The Knight in the Panther’s Skin” was the difficulty of the
“transmission” of Rustvelian verse - the formal elements of the
poem. The given difficulty was facilitated by the essential diffe-
rences of the systems of Georgian and Belarus prosody.

Among different views on communication studies (from those
declared in “Communicative papers” — to Baudrillard, Deleuze, Lyo-
tard, Jameson, Chang, Mambi) (Kevin, 2003: 211-215), I’ll focus on
opinion, grounded by J. Anderson, who admits the authors’ personal
models creation, considering “the diversity of their background”
(Anderson, 1996). Recognizing different aspects, which embrace “the
field of communication”, researchers also name “the writer’s initi-
ative”, “motives and purposes ... of interferences” that have an effect
on communication specificity (Literaturna entsyklopediya, 2007).
Intercultural communication is regarded as “creative force of modern
knowledge” that “forms various boundary lines of research”, and con-
siderable part which is concentrated “on the exposure of peculiarities
of poets’ communicative behaviour in different languages and cul-
tures” (Batsevych, 2007).

I will make a few remarks about Yevhen Malanyuk, one of the
most talented Ukrainian poets (1887-1968), and “the greatest poet of
Ukrainian literary emigration”, whose slogan during the whole life
was “art in general and poetry in particular are always the force me-
asurers of the nation’s national spirit”. From 1820 he emigrated to Po-
land, Czechoslovakia, Germany, from 1948 — to America. The author
of several dozen collections of poetry, among which “Stiletto and
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stilos” (1924), “Herbarium” (1926), ‘“Mundane Madonna” (1934),
“Fingerring and crosier” occupy special place; a number of literary
and critical works, considerable part of which forms “The book of ob-
servations” in two volumes (1962, 1966) (reflections on works by
T. Shevchenko, 1. Franko, Lesya Ukrainka, writers of the Executed
Renaissance (Rozstrilyane vidrodzhennya) and the early twentieth
century poets). He took a great interest in artistic translation, especially
from Czech, Polish, French, Russian poetry. The author of social and
political essays, among which are “Sketches to cultures typology”,
“Outlines to the history of our culture”, “Petersburg as a literary-his-
toric theme”.

Yevhen Malanyuk is one of the brightest representatives of the
Prague school, the members of which were Yu. Daragan, Yu. Lypa,
L. Mosendz, O. Teliga, O. Lyaturynska, O. Stefanovych, O. Olzhich
and the others. Their creative work strengthened the new — strong-
willed, purposeful, intellectually developed character in literature,
warranting O. Olzhich to declare: “Nowadays Ukraine is making a
separate psychological region in Europe”. There is much common in
Malanyuk’s reflections on European choice for Ukrainian literature
(herein the most definitely they were formulated in 1950 in “Outlines
to the history of our culture”) with M. Khvylovyi’s thoughts in 1920.
Their nature, reasons were the same (Senyk, 2009:218-225).

In the lecture delivered in Kyiv-Mohyla Academy in 2005
1. Dzyuba, pointing out to “obvious contradiction between focusing on
Europe and M. Khvylovyi’s version of “Asian Renaissance”, indi-
cated: “This opposition is taken away by the community of their
mission in Khvylovyi’s conception (actually, political and cultural
projects)” (Dziuba, 2007). For here and there, according to Khvylovyi,
the most important thing is “the search for international context for the

revival of Ukraine. Since Europe is the experience of many ages..., of
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grandiose civilization... The first phalanges of Asian Renaissance
can’t do without this Europe” (“Second letter to the youth™).

In “the mystery”, by which Ye. Malanyuk meant the creation pro-
cess, he was completely focused on Europe. It is no coincidence that
rereading “Stiletto and stilos” M. Khvylovyi “categorically” declared:
“Malanyuk doesn’t believe in Asian Renaissance” (This emphasis
I. Dzyuba made on materials about Khvylovyi). European context is
clearly seen in all composition components. Malanyuk’s artistic credo
is crystallizing in it. Let’s draw attention to the poetical background
written out by T. Salyga, against which “Stiletto and stilos” and
“Herbarium” collections appeared. Starting from 1920 and further,
with the emergence of “Mundane Madonna” collection and numerous
translations, including translations from Russian, Ye. Malanyuk is
strengthening as a poet, consisting of Europe’s “creation reagents”,
apprehended by the poet in “diverse aesthetic experiences”. Ye. Ma-
lanyuk documentally fixed whose creativity he was captivated by
(Salyga, 1994:72), — gathers T. Salyga, — P. Tychyna, M. Bazhan,
M. Zerov, M. Rylskyi, P. Phylypovych, Russian poets of the Silver
Age, European literature. Besides particular attention is turned to na-
tional creation inculcation, as in Khvylovyi’s works, sensing ‘“the
atmosphere of time and typical or untypical thoughts of a man of those
times” (Senyk 2009:266). The environment promoted the development
of European strategy in Ye. Malanyuk’s creation, among his priorities
was the renewal/revival of “geopolitical and spiritual mentality”
through the assimilation of western cultural traditions. “Perhaps we
were the Far East of Occidentalism, but we never were the Far West of
Orientalism”, — wrote D. Dontsov (Kurpach, 2009). It is one of the
principal positions in his national and literary development conception,
peculiar “complex of global ideas” projected on creation. His works

influenced on culturological thought, strengthening Ye. Malanyuk’s
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“stream of thinking”, provoked discussions. “Largely Malanyuk’s
esseism is based on Dontsov’s articles and treatises”, — pointed out
0. Bagan and I. Matkovskyi (Bagan 2009 b:37). He found much
similar in literary and scientific bulletin. Bulletin’s ideas, its European
orientation influenced on Malanyuk’s models of intercultural commu-
nication, theoretically grounded by the author in “Sketches to cultures
typology” and published in 1935 (Ne 2). Considered by researches as
“conclusive” in historic and literary Malanyuk’s observations in 1920-
1930 (Bagan 2009 a: 6-48), its response is heard in later “Sketches of
the literary process”, “South and Russian literature”, “Essays in history
of our culture” and the others. These ideas are continued in the works
of bulletin writers, for example O. Olzhych, Yu. Lypa, especially his
“Black Sea doctrine” (Bagan 2009 b:37). Just from Malanyuk’s posi-
tion we’ll try to retrace one of the communication models, connected
with appeal to the Georgian poet Shota Rustaveli (models/variants
built on Ukrainian — Russian — Polish — Czech and other literary ma-
terial were deeply examined by Ukrainian scientists — S. Hordynskyi,
I. Kachurovskyi, L. Kutsenko, Yu. Lavrinenko, V. Panchenko, T. Sa-
lyga, E. Tsykhovska and the others). The author of the mentioned
work tries to define cultures “semantic peculiarities”, “accepted to
denote by “two symbols” of West and East, their essence, main cul-
tural principles, determinative geosocial diffusion phenomenon, blen-
ding, and synthesis, as “the exact differentiation of really existing cul-
tures between these two types is not always possible”, — considers the
writer (Malanyuk, 2009:314).

Ye. Malanyuk accordingly concludes about European and Eura-
sian continents, besides “we have two expressive “Easts” on Eurasian
continent, — indicates the author, — southern — Black sea — Iranian, es-
sentially educated by Asia Minor Hellenism and impregnated by
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Mediterranean influences, and that’s why it is “not-East”, and Nor-
thern, Mongolian-Altaic, which is more appropriate to “theoretic
“East” comprehension” (“Asian”, according to V. Ivanov, “that is
Russian-Chinese Asia”)” (Malanyuk, 2009:320). “The culture of no-
wadays Eurasia, — sums up Ye. Malanyuk, —is alive modification of
Northern “East”, which unsuccessfully imitated “Western” culture
from the XVIII to the XX century” (Malanyuk, 2009:320). (It is inte-
resting to compare these thoughts with the dictum of the other
scientists). Thus in “Human history” (world history) in volume that
describes “Mediterranean Sea and coastal countries” earl Vilchek
reckons that the region, named by Ye. Malanyuk as “not-East”, is “the
bridge between East and West”, and entitles the book preface/
introduction “On the verge from East to West” (Istoriya cheloveches-
tva , 1987:4). The view of N. Trubetskoyi on “Asian East”, that sums
up the discussion with D. Doroshenko, differs a little: “Russian culture
in future will join the “special Eurasian culture” (Trubetskoi,
2007:555). Probably such “East”, which opposes “Asian East” culture
to West European and synthesizes “the ancient Hellas and antique
Roman culture, inspired by Christianity” (Malanyuk, 1992:15), is des-
cribed in “Essays in history of our culture” by Ye. Malanyuk.
Evidently, the views of Ye. Malanyuk, the “Sketches...” author,
are consonant with the ideas, stated in time by O. Kulchytskyi in
“Characterological features of Ukrainian people”: “Ukrainian culture
... belongs to the European cultural circle”, to the occidental (western)
sphere of spirituality, but embraces the geocultural peripheral charac-
ter against the occidental ... sphere: “Such geocultural periphery
(between European East and Asian West — L.G.) is marked in
reception/perception of western spirituality”’( Kulchytskyi, 1995:715).
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With such disposition (“East” — “not East”) in 1933 in Polish
periodical “Wschod”/orient (Warsaw, Ne 5-6) appeared the prologue to
“The Knight in the Panther's Skin” by Shota Rustaveli in Polish trans-
lation, and Ye. Malanyuk’s four-pages publication concerning the
poem. Published by D. Cheladze in 1933 in Paris in K. Balmont’s
Russian translation it had the preface in Russian, French and English
languages and magnificent illustrations. The fragment of a poem was
combined with the article and signed by cryptonym “Ye.M.” It was
not a part of promulgated Polish prose translation of “The Knight in
the Panther's Skin” by K. Lapchunskyi, printed in “Biblioteka War-
szawska” magazine (1863, IV issue, p. 19-38). M. Gulak, M. Brosse,
0. Lototskyi referred to it repeatedly (Yatsyk, 1966:3).

Adopting Ye. Nahlik’s method, applied to the study of unknown
Polish translation of T. Shevchenko’s intravital biography (Nahlik,
2014:17), I suppose that Ye. Malanyuk was not only the article author,
but also the preface translator (48 lines). These are first twelve stro-
phes in M. Bazhan’s translation (Rustaveli, 2004:47-48).

Georgian Rustaveli scholars are acquainted with the name of
D. Cheladze, founder of the Georgian printing house in Paris, pub-
lisher of the “Native language” (1904) by Ya. Gogebashvili, “The
Knight...” referred to above. This publication found abroad response
in Georgia (“Brdzolis Khma” paper): “The printing is untypical not
only for Georgian reality, but also for European conditions”. Bal-
mont’s preface was also highly estimated: the translator ranks the na-
me of Shota Rustaveli with Dante, Petrarca, Mikelangelo. Publication
in “Wschod” is described as follows: “High level of design made spe-
cial mention of foreign press, for example, Polish magazine “Wschod”
(Wschod, 1933). So the name of “The Knight’s...” researcher — cryp-
tonym “Ye.M.”, it can be confirmed by publication, didn’t provoke in-
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terest at that time and unfortunately still remains unknown for Geor-
gia. Naturally the question about the ways “The Knight...” reached
Ye. Malanyuk arose. First and the most obvious, but unconfirmed by
facts is Yu. Daragan, with whom the poet cooperated in “Rainbow”
(“Veselka”) in Kalish (Yu. Daragan’s mother was Georgian). Such
hints/suppositions are found in T. Salyga’s, Yu. Lavrinenko’s, S. Gor-
dynskyi’s works. During emigration the ways of both poets crossed.
Yu. Daragan’s image appears in a number of Ye. Malanyuk’s works,
there was much “Georgian” in his character and appearance: Georgian
eyes, cheekbones dryness, proud forehead, mountain soul. Ye. Ma-
lanyuk addresses him in poems (“In memory of Yuryi Daragan”, “The
return”) “my friend”, “dear sworn brother”. Personal image of “blue-
eyed Ukrainian” Yu. Daragan (according to Yu. Shereh), created by
O.Lyaturynska’s imagination in ‘“Remembrance”, even outwardly,
indicates the scholar, didn’t coincide with the real figure of the “fo-
reigner Georgian” (Shevelov, 2008).

Ye. Malanyuk “keenly” conveys “the features of human and crea-
tive face” of Yu. Daragan (Istoriya..., 1993), feeling in a poet “so-
mething tender and grievous”. Nevertheless we can only suggest the
connection between Rystaveli and Yu. Daragan. Another approach can
be found in M. Bazhan’s work, by whom Ye. Malanyuk was carried
away: in 1933 on the “Red road” (“Chervonyi shlyah”) pages
M. Bazhan offered the fragments from “The Knight in the Panther's
Skin” Ukrainian translation with his own comments (“Chervonui
shlyah”, 1933:87-91). (Complete text was firstly introduced in “The
youth” (“Molodnyak™) in 1936, Ne 10). It was “The Fellow in the
Ounce’s Skin”. With time M. Bazhan made a lot of amendments in
translation. At the same time Balmont’s translation “The one who
wears ounce’s skin” appeared in Paris in 1933. Bazhan’s translation

was noticed in emigration. The typescript of “The anthology of
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Eastern poetry” (with the handwritten materials), which I found in
State Central Archives in Prague, could serve as confirmation (Bib-
lioteka... F. 4036 op. 1, spr. 31. — 541 s.).

The most probable, Ye. Malanyuk familiarized with Rustaveli’s
Paris publication in K. Balmont’s translation through the members of
“Tank” literary group, founded by Ye.Malanyuk and Yu. Lypa in
Warsaw. Researchers indicate that “Tank™ had its own small centres in
Paris, Krakow, Podebrady, Uzhhorod. Although in 1929 this faction
started falling apart, the “tank” members entered into the other groups.
It is generally known that in 1933 in Warsaw they had their own
publishing house “Varangian” (Literaturna entsyklopediya, and peri-
odicals, in particular magazine “We”, where “at first almost all pro-
minent foreign writers cooperated... ” (Entsyklopediya ukrainoz-
navstva... 1995). In 1930s there were Yu. Lypa, N. Livytska-Holodna,
Ye. Malanyuk, O. Teliga, P. Zaytsev, B. Olhivskyi, Ya. Drygynych,
A. Kolomyets and the others. But who were the Paris representatives?

It is obvious that Ye. Malanyuk — the reader and the researcher of
Sh. Rustaveli — implemented in this work his East, exactly “not-East”
conception, “trying to transfer this theoretical scheme on reality” (Ma-
lanyuk, 2009: 319). The poetry of Sh. Rustaveli, the XIIth century
master, persuasively led to the conclusion about interaction between
civilizations in the Iberian Peninsula, which celebrated orientalist
G. Krachkovskyi stated like that: “When the point is the development of
the world culture, here the past gives us a striking instance of the
boundaries unsteadiness between East and West” (Krachkovskyi,
1956:470). Sh. Rustaveli’s poem undoubtedly came under Ye.Ma-
lanyuk’s model of “not-East”, substantially enlightened by Asia Minor
Hellenism and impregnated with Mediterranean influences”. It was
confirmed by Rustaveli’s education, his talent, by experience of Geor-

gian literature — Honeli, Tmogveli, Chahruhadze, Shavteli, and Byzan-
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tine tradition — Fesalonika, Tsetsi, Prodroma, by different forms of
cultural dialogue. Philosophical and theological knowledge united in the
poem, for he knew East, represented by the names of Firdousi, Gurgani,
Nizami, brilliantly. The poem astonished by skillfully compound plot,
possibilities of low and high Georgian shairi, humanistic content, vision
of man in the world. M. Gulak, long before Ye. Malanyuk, equated it
with the masterpieces of world literature (Gulak, 1968:18-27). Poetic
skills, virtuosic gift of eloquence, comprehension of the word’s high
mission, “field of thinking” (Ye. Malanyuk) are those determinative
features, assumed as a writer’s basis in Balmont’s translation. It
pertained to versification and metaphorics: “Malanyuk’s metaphorical
thinking, — noticed T. Salyga, — served not for traditional decoration, but
for expression” (Salyga, 1994: 56) and certainly “accumulation ... of all
poetic and ideologic elements”, — accentuated S. Gordynskyi.

“The Knight ...” appeared before Ye. Malanyuk like great “mys-
tery”, interpreted by him as the creative process, “organic unity”,
generated, according to M. Zerov, “not by the tendency ..., but by the
common range of moral feelings and temperament that passed
through, while developed into that shape” (Zerov, 2003). All those
“four streams” — invective and philosophical, nostalgic, intimate, re-
ligious and mystical, defined by I. Kachurovskyi (Kachurovskyi,
1991:406-407) and criticized by many researchers of Ye. Malanyuk’s
creation, could be easily found in Rustaveli’s works.

There is an opinion among the Rustaveli scholars, made public by
R. Chilachava, that “The Knight in the Panther's Skin” is a great ope-
ned allegory about the struggle of good and evil: there is original
transformation of the epic motives about Gilgamesh, his struggle with
evil, personified in the images of Huvava, Bull of Heaven, defeated by
Gilgamesh together with Enkid (in Rustaveli’s work there was a
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challenge between Tariel and lions with tigers) (Rustaveli, 2004:8).
These features could also draw the poet’s attention and finally formed
his view on work. It is notable that Ye. Malanyuk thinks over “The
Knight ...”, citing the Georgian primary sources, for example,
Kavtaradze’s research “Georgia”, opinions about contemporaries and
predecessors of the “literature king” Shota Rustaveli, author of the
“undying Vephistkaosani” (Wschod, 1933:78).

For the Origin of Gabaaseba (Debate) Genre in Georgian
Literature

Summary

In 1955 Bidzina Kikodze’s book under the title “For the History
of Gabaaseba (Debate) Genre” was published, in which he deeply
touches upon the history of conception and development of this gen-
re in the world and Georgian literature, where the researcher has
formulated the conclusion as follows:

“In Georgian scientific literature an opinion existed tthat alle-
gedly “gabaaseba” (Debate) in Georgian literature comes from the
Persian one, but researches show that this genre has its roots in Geor-
gian folklore”.

This idea of B. Kikodze, in our opinion, was correctly criticized
by such researchers of Georgian literature and Georgian-Persian lite-
rary relations as were Alexandre Baramidze and Alexandre Gva-
kharia.

There has never been similarly close relations in the two thou-
sand five hundred years’ Iranian and Georgian relations’ history, as
in the 16™- 18" centuries, this period is known in the history of Per-
sian literature as the literature of the Safavids’ epoch, and in the his-
tory of Georgian literature — that of the Renaissance epoch.

This time, especially after the Shah-Abbas the first came to the
rule, in Iran, if the Georgian elite was creating military-political
weather, Persian literature made a great influence on the Georgian
literary life.
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This time Georgian poets were using Persian themes as the
Persians. For example, “Leil-Majnuniani” of Teymuraz the First is
an independent fiction work as the literary works of the Persian-lan-
guage poets - Nizami, Navoy, Jami and others, only the difference is
that it is written not in Persian, — then the dominant language in the
Near East, but - in Georgian.

This time from Persian to Georgian literature via translation,
imitation and transformation came the works of then existing almost
all genres, and an important place among them belonged to the genre
of debate.

In such circumstance, it is not clear why should be sought the
roots of appearance and development of only debate genre elsewhe-
re, and not in the Georgian-Persian literary relations.

Georgian Translations of Imagism Poetry by Ezra Pound
Summary

The present paper reviews two Georgian translations of Ezra
Pound’s poem “In a Station of the Metro.”

Imagism, which sprang up at the beginning of the modernist era,
seems to have had the greatest impact on the development of modern
poetry both in England and in America. The movement commenced
as a strong revolt against the poetry of the late 19" century. It re-
jected such characteristic features of the 19" century poetry as tra-
ditionalism of form and sentimentalism of subject. Imagism was
created by a group of poets which included Edward Storer, F.S. Flint,
T. E. Hulme, Ezra Pound, H.D. (Hilda Doolittle) and Richard Al-
dington, who by means of their poetry created an anomaly: “a lite-
rary movement of great and lasting significance without a great lite-
rature.” Few of those poets mentioned above can really be regarded
as truly Imagist poets according to their own definition of Imagism;
however, their doctrine on free verse, linguistic economy, precision
and eclecticism had an enormous impact on poetry and visual arts.

Imagism developed from a sequence of three groups formed bet-
ween 1909 and 1917, which are labeled by W. Pratt in his book The
Imagist Poem as: the School of Images, Des Imagistes and Amygism.

Each imagist poet had a particular style of his/her own, however
the Imagist poetry can be characterized by the following general
principles:

1. Using the language of common speech and to always use the
exact word and not nearly-exact or decorative.
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creating new rhythms;
allowing absolute freedom in the choice of subject;

presenting an image (hence the name Imagism);

5. producing poetry that is hard and clear, never blurred or
indefinite;

6. Concentration is very essence of poetry.

T. E. Hulme, who became the most important theorist of the
“Image” maintained that “an appeal to the visual” is the main func-
tion of the image.

Apart from Hulme, Ezra Pound, whose ideas inspired other
Imagists, was the greatest theorist of Imagism; he drafted a few lite-
rary Manifestoes. The doctrine of Image was explained by Ezra
Pound in his article “A Few Don’ts by an Imagiste”, published in
1913. The essay opened by Pound’s definition of an image: “that
which presents an intellectual and emotional complex in an instant of
time.” For Pound “poetry is a sort of inspired mathematics, which
gives us equations, not for abstract figures, triangles, squares, and the
like, but for the human emotions.”

Ezra Pound’s Imagist poem “In a Station of the Metro” is com-
monly regarded as a fine example of an Imagist poem. In this short
haiku style poem as an Imagist poet, Ezra Pound does not “dull the
image” with superfluous words.

The poem must be discussed in close connection with its title,
which explains the whole image and should be regarded as a part of
it. The title is important for another reason as well — it illustrates the
contrast between man and his place in the world of machines. In this

poem special significance is attached to the word “apparition”, which
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detaches beautiful faces from the crowd, beautiful faces are descri-
bed as “petals on a wet black bough.” In Georgian translation of the
poem the word “apparition” is not lost but lacks the meaning of “an
unusual or unexpected sight”.

The word “black” is translated as “gloomy” or “dying”. Neither
of the translators translate the word in its literal sense. They both use
the associations from the contexts in which the word “black” is most
frequently used. Thus, both translators are pretty subjective, which is
not against Imagist doctrine.

Neither translator pays special attention to the article usage,
even more they ignore the article “a” “petals on a wet black bough”
which could have been translated into Georgian, (which does not
have articles of any kind) as “one” stressing there are many other
boughs like this.

From the point of view of structure, the poem is an example of a
“double image”; one image is the poem itself and the other emerges
when the vision evoked by “apparition-petal” image is considered in
connection with the title. On the other hand, the poem is based on a
simile-like image with ellipses as there is no exact phrase like “faces
look like or look alike”. Georgian translation avoids phrases like that.

As for structure of the translation, both lines of Georgian trans-
lations end in the way they end in English with the word “bough”.

This small lyric “drawing on Gaugin and on Japan, on ghosts
and on Parsephone, on the Underworld and on the Underground” as
Hugh Kenner calls it, is one of the finest achievements of Imagist

In 1963, in Washington was released the last book of a dis-
tinguished Georgian emigrant and poet Giorgi Gamkrelidze (1903-
1975). The book named “Verses, Short Stories, Translation of Fo-
reign Poetry and Ornithological Profiles” includes 25 translations of
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the foreign poets such as Paul Marie Verlaine, Arthur Rimbaud,
Charles Pierre Baudelaire, Hugo von Hofmannsthal, Heinrich Hei-
ne, Johann Wolfgang von Goethe, Friedrich von Schiller, Hermann
Hesse, Robert Lee Frost and the works of many others as well as
their translations. Among them is worth mentioning the translation of
“The Raven” by Edgar Alan Poe which the Georgian researchers (R.
Chkheidze, E. Mgaloblishvili, B. Bardavelidze, G. Bojgua) paid a
great deal of their attention.

In Georgia, before his emigration, Giorgi Gamkrelidze had pub-
lished two other books by the penname of Grigol Zodeli. He was
publishing his verses in the periodicals and had friendly relations
with the members of the literary club named “The Blue Horns”
(Tsisperqantselebi in Georgian). In 1923 he left for Germany in order
to get education and after that never returned to his homeland. Giorgi
lived in Europe and in the United States of America. He was socially
active person and worked as a translator. Giorgi’s grave is in Munich
where he died.

Translations of the best poems of the famous American poets by
Giorgi Gamkrelidze published in Washington are discussed in this
paper. Among them are: “Fog” by Carl Sandburg, “Trees” by Joyce
Kilmer, “Caliban in the Coal Mines” by Louis Untermeyer and
“Stopping by Woods on a Snowy Evening” by Robert Frost.

In the given paper the data about the genesis of the poems
intended for translation is observed, the information about publica-
tion and about their authors, etc. Mostly the attention is drawn to the
discussion of such poetry parameters like, the structure of a stanza,
standard, metric and rhythmic schemes and rhythms. The lexica,
poetics and contextual sides of translations is generally described.
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For the first time, “Fog” by Carl Sandburg was published in the
author’s first collection of poems (1916 Chicago). As it is known,
Sandburg wrote this poem when he was walking to the court holding
the Japanese Haiku book in his hands and while crossing the Grant
Park the poet saw the fog over the harbor of the city. The poet
stopped there for quite a while. At that moment, at hand he had only
a piece of newspaper and that was why he decided to create some
kind of American Haiku — extremely short poem, targeting to express
sole minute emotions, and the viewing of the subjects.

The prominent poem, “Trees” by Joyce Kilmer (1913) was writ-
ten in Miami. It reflects the emotions and feelings of the poet at
home, standing by the window and watching the woody hills. The
poem is dedicated to the general wooded areas and grooves of trees
that can be snowed under or rained through; however, their branches
can shelter and give nests to the red-crested birds.

“Caliban in the Coal Mines” by Louis Untermeyer was written
in 1914 and was published in “Challenge”, the collection of poems.
The name Caliban poet borrowed from the play “The Tempest” by
Shakespeare, wherein the main character is a wild slave. The poem
represents the appeal and prayer of a miner.

The story of creation of the distinguished poem, “Stopping by
Woods on a Snowy Evening” by Robert Frost (1922) is the follo-
wing: in June, the poet, at home, in Shaftsbury Vermont. He had
been up the entire night writing the long poem “New Hampshire”
and had finally finished when he realized morning had come. He
went out to view the sunrise and suddenly got the idea for “Stopping
by Woods on a Snowy Evening”. He wrote the new poem about the
snowy evening and the little horse as if I'd had a hallucination.

According to the study in the paper we conclude:
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1. The translations of Giorgi Gamklelidze are distinguished by
their equivalency and adequacy to the originals. The thoughts, emo-
tions and the moods of the poets through his translations are ex-
pressed correctly. He keeps stanza structure of a poem as well as
uses ten-syllabic iambic pentameter. His rhythms often are patchy
and thus, effective. Especially, the euphonic side of the translations
is worth to be mentioned.

2. Giorgi Gamkrelidze’s accomplishment in translating foreign
poetry into the Georgian language is undoubtedly appreciated and
praised. He has enriched his native literature by excellent translations
of the best poems of the well-known American poets of XIX-XX
centuries. Moreover, it is the work of a person immigrated to the
foreign countries because of the Soviet regime and thus, is constantly
persecuted by the difficulties of the lifestyle of an emigrant.

The research of the given issues enriches not only the history of
the Georgian emigration, but the translation studies in Georgia as

The Western literary and thinking traditions were repeatedly de-
picted in Georgian literature of the XIX century. Georgian classics of
the XIX century, a number of works of West European writers
translated into Georgian, and plenty of literary parallels that could be
observed.

Ilia Chavchavadze considered literary translation a part of deve-
lopment of national literature. The task of literary relations is con-
sideration of parallel motives, thus we can find out some sources of
national literature.

In the beginning of the XIX century in Georgia existed several
translations of A. Mickiewicz’s “Faris”. After defeat of Georgian
Conspiracy 1832 G. Eristavi exiled to Poland showed special interest
towards the works of Byron and Mickiewicz. First translations of A.
Mickiewicz’s poems belong to G. Eristavi.

In Baratashvili’s times, in 1829, in Georgia two Russian trans-
lations of “Faris” existed, by P.P. Manasein and by K.N. Shchastin.
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During study at the gymnasium the teacher of Russian language
Dementiev often read Russian translations of Mickiewicz’s “Faris”.

Solomon Razmadze should be considered to be the first who
translated Adam Mickiewicz’s “Faris”. In the list of manuscripts
Nel71 of the central archive, along with other manuscripts that were
seized from Gr. Orbeliani, lieutenant of Georgian Grenadiers was S.
Razmadze’s translation as well.

“Romantic” revolt of Georgia in 1832 was somehow related to
1830 Polish Uprising. A. Mickiewicz’s “Faris” translated by S. Raz-
madze was read at meetings of conspirators of 1832 where it had a
great success.

For correct understanding of the events from the history of
Georgian literature we have to consider some analogue events from
the history of Europe, in this case of Poland.

Philosophical idea of “Faris” is such a self-sacrificing rider goes
at full speed on his steed. On his way he encounters a lot of
obstacles, but he never gives up. The rider is united with the eternity
and dissolved in it, the thought learned the essence, and finally he
found his happiness.

In “Merani” the self-sacrificing rider gallops on his steed, his
objective is to pave the impassable way for the descendants. The poet
knows that everything must be sacrificed to fulfillment of the ob-
jective — he will never see his parents, friends, “smooth-tongued”
sweet heart. The poem is musical not only with the alliteration, but
there are thoughts that cannot be expressed in words. “Merani” has a
logical conclusion.

The poem has another, metalogical conclusion that leaves the
sense of infinity, because striving for kindness, towards crossing of
fortune line is endless. N. Baratashvili finishes the poem with a leit-

motiv.
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Symbolically, both poems express striving of a human’s mind
for infinity, the steed and Faris are symbols of spiritual striving for
kindness.

When we speak of Georgian and Polish cultural relations we
should remember St. Gr. Peradze, unlike other European countries
Poland offereded him most convenient conditions for living and
work. Gr. Peradze’s request that Polish Orthodox Autocephalous
Church recognized Georgian Autocephalous Church and friendship
were established between them.

As we have seen, Georgian and Polish relations acquire more
depth from the beginning of the XIX century and continue today.

Paulo Tychyna in the context of Ukrainian symbolism

In Ukrainian literature the dynamic evolutionary and revolu-
tionary changes in the esthetic consciousness of previous historic
epoch have laid ground to diverse polyphonic cover — XX century
Ukrainian prose and poetry.

The basic literary changes of the given period are primarily re-
lated to the birth of Ukrainian modernism, which has actively deve-
loped for the end of XIX century. In difference with the European
modernism, Ukrainian modernism was not only esthetic event, but
cultural-historic and its development was in close relation with Na-
tional-Cultural self-consciousness.

The XX century Ukrainian modernism poetry — this national,
folk traditions and modern European poetry highly literary synthesis.

Modernity as a context: for historical connection between
Avant-garde and postmodernism in Ukrainian literature

In this article author discusses two very important phenomena in
20™ century Ukrainian literature — typological interactions between
Avant-garde and postmodernism. Based on rich materials, author
analyses the preconditions for forming historical Avant-garde and is-
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sues of national literary laws. Modernity in general, as a cultural
context and its Ukrainian national invariant.

When discussing genesis of historical Avant-garde, author ana-
lyses Soviet cultural context as a new colonialism, based on pos-
tcolonial criticism. The researcher considers Ukrainian Avant-garde
as a cultural model of westernization and as an opposition to newly
formed Soviet cultural politics. In this article author uses latest im-
portant researches about large scale repressions in 1920s and 1930s,
which in history of Ukrainian literature is called “Executed Renais-
sance”. The article’s theoretical base is determined by cultural
approaches of colonial and postcolonial studios. Avant-garde and
postmodern writers are reviewed in context of generative principals.
“Category of generation, as a marker of cultural changes” — is a theo-
retical leitmotif.

In this article author agrees with hypothesis of modern resear-
chers: reception of postmodernism in Ukraine is considered as an al-
ternative continuation of modernism/avant-gardism. Ukrainian post-
modernism invariant differentiates from Western postmodern litera-
ture with the fact, that it doesn’t end modernism; on the contrary, it is
the continuation of forcibly terminated Avant-garde. Avant-gardism
and postmodernism display typological connections in different as-
pects: both models are conceived as opposition to Socrealism; Ple-
thora of literary groupings is typical for Avant-gardism and under-
ground culture of 1980s. Modernity is the biggest esthetical context
of the century, which was developing secretly or publicly during to-
talitarism.

Futuristic groupings and underground culture are motivated by
modernity context. Proof of that is neo-futuristic group “red van” in
Post-Soviet Ukraine, also the attempt to rehabilitate repressed futu-

ristic aesthetics by S. Jadan and other poets and lots of other facts.
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Confrontation between traditional culture and Avant-gardism is in
typological connection with postmodern Ukraine (Taras Shevchenko
image in Avant-garde and postmodern perspectives, as a contradic-
tion with traditional / outdated tendencies).

Modernity, modernization tendencies stayed untouched during
the cultural context changes despite the political influences. This led
to “poetic resistance” which lasted throughout the targeted epoch.
Avant-gardists and modernists (executed renaissance) continued the
search for Romanticism as a national identity, but this time they took
cultural context into account. Forcibly terminated aesthetics of “exe-
cuted renaissance”, as modernity became primary cause for 20™ cen-
tury Ukrainian spiritual and creative search, we met segregate mani-
festations in works of dissidents and non-formal literary life begin-
ning from 1960s.

Postmodernism, as new aesthetics made a distinct cultural reac-
tion against modernism and socrealism and simultaneously revealed
tendencies to continue the path of terminated Avant-garde. Some re-
searchers call postmodernism a neo-Avant-garde. At the edge of mil-
lennium in Ukrainian literature postmodernism is seen as a new wave
of westernization, which in turn was a way of expressing modernity
and post colonialism.

Hermetic communiques of poetic text by Emma Andiyevska

Hermeticism as a direction in Ukrainian literature has not been
yet investigated at the right academic level, despite the presence of a
considerable number of hermetic writers. This article gives an over-
view of the hermetic art, its genesis in the international and national
literature. The special emphasis has been made on the hermetic
poetry by Emma Andiyevska who has been living in Munich for a
long time.

Hermetic texts as a material for analysis and interpretation are
the most interesting from the point of view of hermeneutics because
of the expanding circle of the recipient’s interpretive possibilities.
Thus, a dialogue (interaction) between the author and the reader
described by Kristeva is formed. Theorists-rationalists, while explo-
ring this theme, underlined uncertainty and ambiguity as the main
markers of freedom of such a dialogue. At the same time, there is an
important permanent openness to interpretation, which, according to
Gadamer, never has its completion.

In the context of the interpretation of the hermetic poetry by
Emma Andiyevska any small detail is significant — from punctuation
to the number of lines in a poem. At the level of content there are
several determining factors for the reader: general erudition, ima-
gination, knowledge of the language, the level of logical thinking.
Besides the syntactic complexity of the text and the surreal type of
writing, the poems of the author are marked with the cultural vector
that is often constructed with the help of intertextual units: allusions,
references etc. Perception of the text is also complicated with rarely
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used vocabulary, through which the author underscores the com-
plexity of her creative writing.

The article analyzes the specifics of the hermetic text by Emma
Andiyevska on the example of her poetry of the XXI century in the
context of individual author's modification of the sonnet genre as
well as the free verse. The features of stylistic palette, philosophical
and aesthetic aspects of the creative writing are considered. In addi-
tion, various poems of the latest collections are analyzed. The author
offers his subjective interpretation of some passages, thus realizing a
practical aspect of the scientific article.

In the book "Clockless Time" the philosophical categories of
time and space have been investigated individually and in unity; the
book "Cities-Jacks" is analyzed in terms of the interpretation of locus
urbi; in the collection "Marathon race" an emphasis on the dynamics
has been made.

Reflection of collective trauma in postcolonial
Georgian literature

(Chabua Amirejibi, Otar Chiladze)

Since 1970’°s postcolonial researches have been recognized as
one of the most influential interdisciplinary spheres in humanitarian
and social sciences. During the aforementioned period, in European
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culture and the cultures of the countries which were European
colonies before, forming of the new postcolonial worldview began,
the main task of which was the reevaluation of diversity and
distinctness the parts of the imperial-colonial worldview.

The sphere of interest of postcolonial research theoreticians
unites the cultural products of both, the Metropolis and the former
colonies; in additional, in postcolonial researches it is important to
define ethical position, to make emphasis on complex relationships
which have the ability of taking radically different forms — from
assimilation to transculturation.

Number of western researchers (Terry Martin, David Branden-
berger...) claims that formation of postcolonial consciousness in the
literatures of some of the Soviet Union republics quarter of a century
before the collapse of the Soviet Empire, in the 70’s of the 21%
century. After the collapse of the USSR, elements of postcolonial
consciousness appeared in the literatures of Russia and post-soviet
republics; problematic directed at post-soviet consciousness and
postcolonial researches became acute in theoretical researches.

On the eve of the 20™-21* centuries, independently from each
other and based on different arguments, many researchers raised the
issue of studying the literatures of post-soviet republics by pos-
tcolonial methodology; although, their approaches to the issue
different from each other.

It’s worth mentioning, that the representation of the post-colonial
criticism has required the research of the reflex of a collective trauma,
which was caused by the colonization. The post-colonial Georgian
literature presents two interesting literary processes — post-colonial
reflexion and post-colonial mythologisation. These processes are
analyzed on the example of two novels — Chabua Amirejibi's "Gora
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Mborgali" (1994) and Otar Chiladze's "Avelum" (1995) — which dis-
cuss imagological issues from the interesting angle and reveal post-co-
lonial reflexion and mythologisation. In both novels the history of a
nation, its past and subjective memory represent the most important
paradigms, which enable the characters of the novels to indicate their
national identity. On the one hand, these paradigms form a solid foun-
dation, which contradicts non-stable contemporary environment, whe-
re a character cannot realize his/her "ego". On the other hand, these
paradigms require a permanent renovation. Therefore, the Aistory and
memory create the texts, which rise post-colonial writers' desire of
"rewriting" the texts for the purpose of "improvement" and liberation
from the "trauma" of colonialism.

On the Issue of Dinara-Tamar ldentity

The Story of Dinara composed at the turn of the 15™-16™ cen-
turies is a Russian chronicle which is based on Georgian historical
material. At that time Russia, after the fall of Constantinople, dec-
lared itself the heir of the Byzantine Empire and it was interested in
good neighborly relations with Orthodox Christian Georgia that was
considered a future ally.

In Georgia this composition has become known since the 16"
century. Of special interest is the main protagonist of “The Story”,
Queen Dinara who struggles against the Persian king not only for
preservation of her country but generally, for protection of Chris-
tianity.

For years Georgian and Russian scholars have argued over the
historical figure whose prototype Dinara is. Many believe that Dinara
is a prototype of Georgian Queen Tamar and her historical victory in
the Shamkori battle (M.Brosset, P.Butkov, [.Tsintsadze, T.Rukhadze,
V.Shaduri, L.Dzotsenidze). According to different opinion, the com-
position must have had information about a certain Dinar, Queen of
Hereti (Kirion II, L.Shepelova, T. Buachidze, A.Japaridze) and some
scholars hesitate and do not express their opinion with confidence
(T.Papuashvili, G.Paichadze).

The present work deals with historical and literary material
related to Queen Dinar of Hereti who was a representative of Tao-
Klarjeti Bagrationi dynasty, a daughter of King Adarnase II. Her
name is connected with the conversion of the whole Hereti into
Chalcedonianism (meaning Georgianisation of the region) in the
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forties and fifties of the 10™ century. According to the preserved data
from Georgian historical sources (“Matiane Kartlisa” by Vakhushti
Bagrationi) it was thanks to Queen Dinar that Hereti returned to
Orthodoxy. If we take into consideration the circumstance that in
Russia the envoys from the Kingdom of Kakheti who came to the
court of King Ivan III in the first place spoke about Christian belief
of the Kingdom of Kakheti, its orthodoxy and sharing one faith with
Russia, they used to mention Dinara the Queen of Hereti too. The-
rewith, as it was grounded by more than one scholar, in Russia they
had already been informed about Queen Tamar by that time. Thus,
the identification of the names of two historical persons has taken
place. This was added by mixing of a number of facts and names as a
result of which we have got contamination. In our view, it is the
Queen of Hereti Dinar this story is devoted to.

For Zviad Gamsakhurdia's Specific Relation to
Several Aspects of

Ideological-Esthetic literature

Zviad Gamsakhurdia was granted with grace by nature —he was
vested with faith to God, ardour inflegsible will power, innumerous
talents and deep knowledge of various materials, including mytho-
logy, ethnology, hermeneutics, history of religions and others. He
was perceiving Georgia in a different way — that was strongly reflec-
ted on his personal manner to old Ilia-like “sword of swords” ste-
adily, which was sharpened by his distinct instincts.

From the very early period, he used to say: “One of the main
idea of Cristianity and hagiography is to “expose the truth”, that also
is the base of Cristian Praxis. The openness to orthodoxy does not lie
only in its recognition, most of all it means the ability to disclose the
falsehood and evil. Mr. Gamsakhurdia many times experienced the
rightness and sustainability of famous idea from New Testimony:
“Faith without deeds is dead”.

Zviad had spectacular ability of cognition that enabled him to
admit the existence of contradictory emotional expressions, views
and connect them reasonably to each other. In relation with this, he
recalls the images of Pshav-Khevsureti: dare-devil trusted Mindia,
snake — the symbol of heathen wisdom, he points us to remember
“Lamproba in Svaneti * Meziri Sakmisai, Kamerde on one hand and
— Jgrag, Lamara, Kvirike and Ivlite on the other hand.”

Unfortunately, the author died before the publication of the article.
Early spring popular Festival in Old Georgia, mostly celebrated in feb-
ruary 1%,
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The ideology of Zviad Gamsakhurdia was strongly determined
and influenced by the Creed of Cristian Religion, but simultaneously,
he was highly interested in religion—related traditions, established in
the temples and churches of Mtianeti.

At the very early age, the works of Vazha—Pshavela strongly in-
fluenced and increased Gamsakhurdia's sense of patriotism. The
image of Vazha—Pshavela caused underscribed emotions into his spi-
rit and soul. Zviad considered Vazha—Pshavela “the only one and
different”, standing apostate from all the rest, he used to remember
his father's words regarding to Vazha—Pshavela:

“Vazha is the icon of old, Georgian knightly spirit, only Vazha
could suitably hold and bear the historical sabre, lira, warrior helmet
and armour”. Vazha—Pshavela's improvident effort in battles for fre-
edom fascinated and exited Zviad Gamsakhurdia most of all. He was
continuously dreaming about “Standing on the hill of Lashari”, but
all the time he was well conscious about the fact, that realization of
dreams sometimes could be under the wuestion mark or impossible
at all. He newer broke the heart and his stead soul was fierce by the
desire to resist.

By the end he was totally held and enraptured by warrior whim
and used to keep on ensuring the self and compatriots, he has carried
out the basic Cristian doctrine — fight to achieve the goal by acting;

Fighting against Satan on physical or spiritual level became the
main creed of Zviad Gamsakhurdia. He made the Christian people
remember and reflect that exorcism is characteristic not only for
Catholic Christianity, but for Orthodox one as well. He reminded us
about thirteen Assyrian Fathers, Gregory of Khandzta, Giorgi the
Hagiorite, Euthymius the Athonite ang Joahn the Iberian were the
greatest exorcists — that is obvious and clear from their life. Exorcists

were the majority of our spiritual fathers; one of the main attribute in
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their cloth is “enkeri”, which meaning is obscure and unknown to
many contemporary fathers in our times, “Enkeri” — as a spiritual
sword, is the symbolic attribute, with which a clergy man should
fight to daemons and evils at the spiritual level and suppress them on
earth.

Here it is the ground, from which originated his endless attitude
and skills to fight for national freedom.

To sum up, from the very early beginning, Zviadi was driven by
the Ilia “Trinity: “language, motherland, religion” and was fighting
tor their protection fearlessly.

Model formation of cultural identity (on the example
of the work of Raul Chilachava)

Summary

The article deals with the formation of poet’s identity and
personality, on the example of the life and work of Raul Chilachava,
Ukrainian-Georgian poet and public figure. Formation of creative
identity of Raul Chilachava makes it possible to trace the process of
actualization of transitive culture where identity is realized as a cer-
tain life experience differences in cooperation with other nation in a
certain social space. The originality of the creative personality,
which determines the artistic perception of the world, seen in the
perspective of ethno-national identity.

As a representative
of Georgian ethnic origin and self-determination, when traditions,
language, culture, customs, education came to life as a norm, defi-
ning ethnic identity and became a base, a young man, a student at the
University of Tbilisi, comes to Ukraine for an intership in oder to
study the Ukrainian language in Taras Shevchenko University. From
little up, he had to identities some idea of Old Slavonic language and
the nature of Ukrainians, have felt the “other”, but as “his”, acquired
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at home. Surroundings, literary practice, art and history, research
interest attached him to the spirituality and tradition of “other” cul-
tures and contributed to the accumulation of aesthetic experience. At
the same time he was working on translation and scientific articles of
Georgian authors to familiarize Ukrainian recipients. Kepping natio-
nal identity, the national “I” and perceiving “other” as not indifferent
for himself, he felt himself no stranger here.

The creation of a Ukrainian family was a Ukrainian reality in the
personal sphere. Such events have prepared the identity to identity
integration stage model — Ukraine “Own — other”. An important fac-
tor in this was the official status of belonging to a national culture —
membership in the Union of Writers of Ukraine. There was a process
of “establishment”, the formation of the new Ukrainian intellectual,
whose dominant aspect of self-realization was the Ukrainian-Geor-
gian poetry.

Raul Chilachava goes through the process of acculturation in
another culture through the integration, identifying itself with both
cultures. There is a typical Georgian anxiety of its history, prehisto-
ry, responsibility to the present and the future, at the same time — the
knowledge of the culture and literature of the people in which the
auther works. The search for national identity in poetry Raul Chi-
lachava is carried out in the course of identity in a multicultural envi-
ronment. Besides self-realization in the literature R. Chilachava, as a
social and cultural figure, shows kulturtraeger identity as a repre-
sentative of two cultures at the same time in the area of the third
identity, as Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary of Ukra-
ine to Latvia.

In models of Raul Chilachava’s personality formation of cultural
identity are constructed the ways of interacting with infinite world of

the individual and the culture of its own “I”.

“Imperial” vision after the collapse of the USSR:
1990s Georgia in works of Modern Russian literature

Summary

Political connections between Russian and Georgia had straight
influence on change of Georgian theme in Russian literature. Geor-
gian/Caucasian theme in Russian literature began with annexation by
the empire. For Russian romanticists Caucasus became special ter-
ritory: of freedom and imprisonment, of escape and so on. In upco-
ming period literary connections with Georgia played the role of
“soft power” in imperial interests. For long time, Georgia in con-
sciousness of Russian individual was connected to Russia, and was
not discussed without Russian context.

If we draw parallels with western European empire’s experience
(Great Britain, France, Spain), it was a place where conquered
worlds existed: myths were spread about protection and their mes-
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sianic role (India, Middle East, Africa), it could be said that Cau-
casus for Russia is similar to imperial eastern model.

Since 1980s when USSR collapsed the myth/conception gained
new shades, now it contained vectors of demythologization/ decon-
struction.

National issues took exceptional place after the period of “pe-
restroika” and “glasnost” began. Official rhetoric about “Druzhba
narodov”, which was untouchable previously, lost its role. Society
was divided in two: people, for whom friendship among people was
part of everyday life and the second part, they saw image of enemy
in “foreigners”. Example of divided thought about Georgia can be
found in this two texts: “Georgian album”(1985) by Andrei Bitov
and “The catching of Gudgeons in Georgia” (1986). First has tradi-
tional approach to Georgia, as part of Russian Culture and literature,
but the seconds deconstructs traditional approach: Georgia is not
Heaven and Georgians are not noble intellectuals.

After USSR collapsed, Georgia got in the centre of Russian wri-
ters again. These writers were above 45 years old, conventionally
Soviet generation, their way of thinking and consciousness was
molded in Soviet times, and their literary connections were cultivated
in that period.

Groups with this article I want to showcase two different views
of Russian writers: in travelogues from “travelers”-writers (A. Vial-
cev, E. Goriukhina) and in “memory” literature from “citizens”-wri-
ters (N. boiko, U. Khabibulina) They all have common “imperial
vision” of the citizens of country, that is believed to be the imperial
conqueror. The works of the listed writers cover different themes:
starting with national issue, continued with social and economic
problems of 1990s Georgia and etc. Each of them sees new Georgia.

Psychological portrait of a character based on the
poem “ The Master” by Akaki Tsereteli

Summary

“The master”, one of the famous poems had undergone scrutiny
and become the subject of the animated discussion from the da it was
written. It is almost impossible to find a well- respected scholar who
has not touched the subject. The poem was written a century ago but
the idea, depth and mesmerizing variety of characters and their
complex personalities are as interesting and vital as it used to be one

hundred year ago. The poem is scrupulously and thoroughly ana-
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lyzed and to attempt to explore it again will be audacious from our
side and frankly, we would not have embarked on such a daring
mission but one question about the most honorable character of the
poem has been tormenting us and to answer this question has not
appeared such an easy task and requires some thorough research.
Carl Gustav Jung in his work analytical psychology says “ we can-
not approach processes of unconscious directly, perception of these
processes is not possible, they divulge themselves in results and
based on those specific results we can only fathom that there might
be something, a peculiar source , where these results would nourish
from. This dark space we call unconscious psyche. Therefore, we are
going to state the question in this research and start to examine ways
to unfold the answer. We anticipate that the answer will be
argumentative but professional curiosity has given us the courage
and strength to carry out the research to the final step.

As we mentioned before, Batu is the person of our interest and
he is unquestionably an honorable man. He is a devoted and loyal
friend, he is free from all personal advantages and he is contented
with less, he is courageous even when whole world is frightened and
the devil is seeking for a shelter. Batu is willing to carry out the
mission for his friend even though that mission was his friend’s to
fulfill. The deed, he is supposed to carry out is not honourable for
him but there are two reasons which overweigh its unworthiness:
one, as trivial as it may sound,- is love, he honestly admits that it is
an unworthy deed but his friend is in love and for love’s sake he will
do anything, the other reason is: friendship and for friendship an
honorable man could sacrifice himself, thereby he will procure a
priceless horse even he might die for it. For Batu moral standards are
unquestionable and irreproachable, he would endure excruciating

pain of humiliation, an insult which Saphar-beg, his dear friend
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caused by abusing Batu’s beloved wife, Nazibrola and violating his
trust could be suppressed and overcome by moral responsibilities: he
has a duty of a host, most sacred of duties and he will uphold his
duties and sees off his friend peacefully, he is not willing to spill the
blood of the guest as this guest and a friend, who disgraced him had
been nurtured by his mother, she had breastfed him- another sacred
connection between these two men. Before the farewell he scolds
Saphar-begi by mentioning that two sacrosanct obligations. And
huge moral gaps could appear before the reader’s eye.

Acting like this, showing the unimaginable power to refrain
from killing the rapist makes him a person above all trivial matters,
makes him almost inhuman and irreproachable, even his dwelling is
up on the mountain, near the sky, by mentioning this, poet accen-
tuates Batu’s purity and position -standing above all men because of
his high standards and morality, he is closer to God than to mankind.
He is the chosen one but the heroes might have good and bad sides,
consciously or unconsciously as there is no ideal man in this world.
Maybe because that one’s heroic deeds are praiseworthy and exem-
plary for one nation it might be misunderstood or even incom-
prehensible for another. Poet knew about duality of the matter and
that’s why Hadji-usup, renowned and successful man is destined to
fail as failed the Hermit, another remarkable character from Chav-
chavadze’s poem. Akaki Tsereteli is a realist and he creates a real
hero and real life story, otherwise we would have read a concocted ,
fairy-tale like story contrary to fact that it meant to be the actual one.

Thus, we have encountered to our main question of the research:
what does Batu mean, by giving the task to Saphar-beg.The task was
to find the man who raised and brought him up him, and tell the
master of his shameful behavior, as Batu was expecting the answer
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from him, and not from Saphar-beg. Furthermore, Nitsche declares
that a word is a reflection of the tumultuous nerves in sound.

Batu is painted as a thoughtful and wise man throughout the
story and we cannot blame him to be naive or unreasonable in his
actions. What did he expect from Hadji-usub which differed much
from the actions the Master would take later? We cannot see another
outcome other than the existed one. It is imperceptible that Batu
considered physical punishment for Saphar-beg. In that case he
would be the judge and the jury for the disgraced friend who was
ashamed of what he had done and was not going to avoid the severe
punishment. Maybe Batu was asking the Master of the other kind of
a punishment, a moral one. It is hard to believe but he actually gave
the most horrific moral punishment to his friend by setting him free
and unharmed. Or, maybe, he wanted the Master to re-raise and re-
teach his pupil, the last version is less likely. So what does Batu ask
the Master? As it seems, he holds the teacher accountable of his
pupils crimes and it is not hard to apprehend what will be the
outcome as a final answer from the Teacher. Let’s widen this theory:
Hadji-usub is well-known and beloved master, a mentor, whose opi-
nion and advice the people always take, his behavior is impeccable,
he is an exemplary man and it took him years and years of hard work
and wisdom to be that remarkable as he had been unbiased and man
with the speckless soul. He is an educated and honorable teacher.
What could we expect from the man with those qualities? What
would be the most suitable answer to Batu’s demand?

First, the Master is not responsible for his pupil’s vicious
behavior , he has to say that it is not his fault as sometimes only
nurture does not help a person if the nature does not take its course.
His upbringing is the same as others but Saphar-beg is the only man
who forgot his teacher’s moral suasion. It is unlikely that This
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supposition will ever take place foreseeing the Master as the hono-
rable character but for a minute let’s say it will, in that case it seems
that Batu intentionally stated the question to the Master as he knew
the possible outcome and was holding the grudge against Saphar-
beg. For Hadji-usub half-responsibility is an absurd notion and
anyway, Outcome would be the same, therefore we conclude the
third and the most reliable version- the Master has to take full
responsibility. Let’s have a look at this version : maybe Batu hoped
that Hadji-usub would admit his crimes in front of the court or
maybe he would voluntarily imprison himself in some godforsaken
dungeon. Of course to think that sounds silly and naive. Batu was
certain of the outcome, he knew that only one, adequate and rrele-
vant answer was the suicide of the master as he did not have an al-
ternative and he was the only one, who was held accountable for his
pupil’s actions. The only one action which would rid him of shame-
ful life and would save his face. Hadji-usub is an old man who had a
harsh life and always kept his name and path clean, that’s why he is
such a respectable person and nobody would dream of blameing him
but Batu knew that the Master would think otherwise. That is the
reason why we conduct a research based on psychoanalyses and phi-
losophy. as Freud says :psychology must pressure philosophy with
the actions of subconscious to be on psychology’s side and if it hap-
pens has to modify its hypotheses (a relationship between spirit and
body of the human being) and psychoanalyses finds the relationship
between constitutional disposition and predestination of a person.

In our opinion it would be interesting to find out what are the
issues we encounter studying Batu’s character. As we mentioned
before Haji-usub is the most respected mentor among his people, he
was and still is the Master of kids from noble families , everybody
wants him to be a teacher for his child as he is an exemplary man. In
psychoanalyses , mentoring a child, nurturing a young spirit, molding
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it into a manhood /womanhood is based on the evident: the mentor
can only be a person who is capable of inspiring a child. Therefore ,
Hadji-usub is the Master, the mentor who is capable of not only
inspiring a young spirit but he can be influential to everybody around
him, everybody who even once had met him.

We are not trying to belittle Batu as a hero. He is a strong and
powerful character, with a lot of redeeming qualities. However, eve-
ry hero’s behavior may vary in different circumstances. As a human
being nobody’s perfect. We think that the grate poet, Akaki Tsereteli
wanted us to see this hero as a man, with his good and bad sides,
with his flaws and grandeur. Batu, even so righteous and with high
standards of morality , makes human mistake. He loses his objective
and when the life gives him harsh lesson, hurts him with the hand of
a dear friend, his selfishness rebels in him. As Dimitri Uznadze says:
when a human being decides to behave in a peculiar manner, he/she
is predisposed to this behavior, he/she is modified by prejudice.
Therefore, the specific condition, which appears within the person
after unrelated circumstances might influence person’s behavior, we
may call attitude.

We are encouraged by Akaki Bakradze’s opinion about cri-
ticizing an art work. If the critic is able to find something, worthy
criticism , something which nobody else comprehended before , than
it makes sense and it does not matter if the intension of the reader is
negative or positive as the most important result of the criticism is to
enrich an art work with new insight .(9,269) thus, we tried to answer
some questions, ones we thought were interesting or intriguing and
attempted to discuss them with new approaches.

The Georgian Reference Points of the Postmodernist
Novel According to Naira Gelashvili’s Works “l Travel
to Madrid” and “Imprints”

Summary

The creative effects characterizing postmodernist literature have
gradually appeared in the Georgian literature since the 70-80s of the
previous century. At the beginning of this road appeared those crea-
tive reference points and names which unconsciously triggered the
Georgian postmodernist stories.

The Georgian postmodernism started with Naira Gelashvili’s
works, which reflected the first signs of the aforementioned literary
trends. Her novel “Imprints” is distinguished with a number of fea-
tures characterizing postmodernism. These features are: double co-
ding, rhizome, allusion, intertextuality and fragmentation.

The author erased all the margins between a character and a
reader, the life and the art. She masterfully combined real and fiction.
The postmodernist perception of the universe was also expressed in
Naira Gelashvili’s “I Travel to Madrid” (written in 1981). It also in-
cluded irony, allusion and game principle.

Sandro Licheli — the main character of the work — is bifurcated.
He is on the edge of being and non-being. Only two cities exist for
him. Tbilisi is the place of his residence, while Madrid is the city of
his dreams and imagination.

The author staged two performances via the usage of postmo-
dernist devices. These performances presented Sandro Licheli’s
dreams. It was necessary to get rid of these dreams. Only loneliness
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could cure nervousness and reveries. Sandro Licheli “travels” to-
wards self-cognition.

Naira Gelashvili does not recognize the existence of postmoder-
nist marks in her works. However, these marks are vividly revealed
in her texts. This fact presents the writer’s different view, which did
not characterize the Georgian prose of the 70-80s.

Translating North Korean social and political terminology

into Ukrainian:

The “second breath” for peripheral lexis?

I. Introduction.
The article’s objective is to find out to what extent external affi-

nities between North Korean and former Soviet regimes imply the fa-

cility to translate the basic ideological vocabulary, such as social and

political terminology, from Korean'* into Ukrainian. For that purpose

the novel “Baridegi”"’ by South Korean writer Hwang Sok-yong has

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been chosen as the linguistic material for analysis, namely its first
three chapters that describe the protagonist’s life in the Democratic
People’s Republic of Korea (DPRK), commonly referred to as North
Korea. If the attempts to render the source language (SL) into the tar-
get language (TL) fail because of an absence of adequate and con-
vincing equivalents, this paper seeks to suggest an appropriate trans-
lation of socio-political terminology from SL into TL.

The characteristic feature of Hwang Sok-yong’s plot about the
North Korean reality is that his fiction discourse includes elements that
may seem inorganic for this genre, such as the political or adminis-
trative terminology of the reclusive country. But at the same time these
insertions are necessary and even inevitable to describe the profes-
sional activities of the characters, the historical background of the plot,
and daily life, among other aspects. Skillfully and appropriately used,
they create a special effect and enrich the artistic value of the novel.

Ukrainian is chosen as the TL for several reasons. First, the le-
xical “legacy” inherited from the past epoch of the Ukrainian Soviet
Socialist Republic can provide evidence whether a similar language
planning process facilitates the task of translation of ideologically
marked terminology. Secondly, from a practical point of view, there
is the need to approximate the implementation of the suggested
translations into the canvas of literary discourse in the TL'®. Assu-

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ming that the ideologically marked vocabulary of the past now com-
prises the “lexical periphery” in Ukrainian, this paper aims to see
whether the aesthetic properties and artistic effects in the translation
necessitate “revitalizing” the outdated terminology in the TL.

No doubt, every political regime (especially authoritarian) or
ideological model of development requires its own language and
terminology to build its self-identification and secure its further exis-
tence. The artificial slogans of fabricated reality need further public
communication and dissemination, but they become prominent in
people’s minds only when they are clearly and properly expressed by
means of language'’.

For translation purposes a level of affinity with political systems
may facilitate the work of a translator. If the translator is not familiar
with this cultural code then the probability of adequate translation
will be lessened. Moreover, if the reader has a different cultural base
than the writer, the translator might use descriptive translation or
footnotes with explanations, which sometimes affects the expected
artistic impact.

"7 In this regard, it should be admitted that linguistic implications sometimes
account for patterns of human behavior, a peculiarity once observed by
Edward Sapir. He claims that ‘language is a guide to social reality’ and
that human beings are at the mercy of the language that has become the
medium of expression for their society (in Bassnett, 2005, p. 22). In this
respect, it is worth mentioning one example. Nowadays the Ukrainian go-
vernment refers to the undeclared war with Russia as an “Antiterrorist
operation” (so-called ATO) and probably that is why many Ukrainians do
not perceive the situation seriously, despite the conflict now being in its
third consecutive year. Moreover, such ambiguity in the use of termi-
nology also creates additional diplomatic difficulties for the country (see,
for example: http://mfava. org/ 2016/ 03/28/nazvit-vijnu-vijnoyu-yare-
menko-ociniv-dvoznachnu-zayavu-yevrokomisara-shhodo-donbasu/).
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The terminological units related to the North Korean reality
might be a difficult task for those who translate into English, for
example. On the other hand, translating into Ukrainian or Russian
might more easily reveal lexical equivalents for this specific lexicon.

For the native speakers of languages that are unfamiliar with a
socialistic reality, the DPRK socio-political lexis may seem like a
senseless conglomeration of words without any point of reference
both in real life and in the language. This terminology may also ma-
ke little sense to new generations of Ukrainians born after the bre-
akdown of the Soviet Union, because for them it has neither rele-
vance nor point of reference in real life. But the Ukrainian language
still bears that imprint of the past that can serve as a clue for de-
ciphering the North Korean ideological code.

In fact, the terminology inside fiction, besides its conventional
direct definition in the SL, also transmits cultural content and creates
special artistic effects. In this sense, the descriptive translation of
clusters of background cultural information will neutralize all the
connotations that resonate with each of the initial lexeme. In the case
of North Korean social and political terminology and its translation
into Ukrainian, many of those lexical units will be imbued with si-
milar senses due to the kinship of the ideology of DPRK and Ukraine
whilst a part of the Soviet Union.

Ukraine is now an independent state, therefore the national
language is undergoing processes of readjustment where past ideo-
logically marked keywords and markers of political order or political
terminology from the past are turning obsolete or archaic. However,
this doesn’t mean the lexical strata related to the country’s commu-
nist past exists only in outdated dictionaries. Those words are still
alive in people’s minds, although now allocated to the periphery of
everyday use.
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II. NK ideological code and its parallels in Ukrainian
language.

After the emergence of two ideologically different states on the
Korean peninsula, the status of language planning in the North marked

the development period of a “cultural language™'®

, purified from
“undesirable” elements, such as loanwords of Japanese, Chinese or
Western origin. The primary goal for language policy ideologists was
strengthening the foundations of the new regime. Since 1970, lan-
guage planning in North Korea has become one of the integral parts of
the prescriptions of Juche ideology (Puxkos, 2006). There is little
doubt that under these circumstances the North Korean planning of
terminological corpus extended beyond purely philological issues. The
process was politically motivated; its main objective was to make use
of language for the needs of the ruling ideology (Puxkos, 2006).

Even though the policy of self-reliance on Juche was a dominant
principle for building the socio-political terminology, many units of
ideological lexis were borrowed from the USSR. Despite the exis-
tence of such anecdotal phonetic adaptations from Russian as, for
example, “tractor”, many new loanwords remained “invisible”, since
they were translated, adjusted semantically and implemented into
North Korean “cultural language”. The exemplary semantic borro-

wing is “collectivization™".

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1. In North Korea one of the most broadly used terms to address

other people is dongmu®® «

comrade”, and no doubt it also appears in
the novel. Its equivalent “roBapumr” is frequently used in Ukrainian
literature of the Soviet period.

Other lexeme attested for its frequency is inmin, meaning “peop-
le’s”. It is very productive and either eagerly participates in the deri-
vation of new words, or is used as part of the compound terms used
for many spheres of social life. Below are listed some examples from
“Baridegi”.

2. One of the reasons why the component inmin appears in the
educational sphere, as in inminban, “classes of elementary school” (<
inmin “people’s” + ban “group, class”) is probably because “peop-
le’s” is supposed to have a euphemistic effect on native language
speakers, projecting accessibility of education for every country’s
citizen and thus, justifying the “humanly face” of the regime.

In the educational context, inminban doesn’t have a direct cor-
relation in Ukrainian. In this case, word-for-word translation would
say nothing or even confuse the reader, therefore it can be translated
into the TL as a common and understandable expression as suggested
below:

— ... [Tam’sTaere, MU ile B MOJIOAIIMX KJIACAX BCIEIO TPYIOI0
xoauiu auButucs [pinmem]? (Hwang, 2007, p. 13).

Inminban also has other meaning — the “Neighbourhood
Watch™!. The context of the novel does not clarify which one is

3. Consequently, the term inminhaggyo “primary school”” (<
inmin “people’s” + haggyo “school”) would have the following
translation into the TL:

TaTo moOpe HaB9aBcs e 3 moyaTkoBoi mkoau (Hwang, 2007,
p. 16).

In these two cases the ideological component “people’s” is
neutralized in the TL, since both suggested translations belong to the
present-day active vocabulary of Ukrainians and will be understood
by the reader without the need to introduce it.

4. As far as inminwiwonhoe, “people’s committee” (< inmin
“people’s” + wiwonhoe “committee”), is concerned, this term refers
to the executive administrative body in North Korea. The existence
of a similar institution is also recorded in Ukrainian administrative
documentation from the Soviet period™ as “Hapouuii KomiTeT”. Ap-
parently using this equivalent in the TL would be appropriate for the
needs of translation:

1) babycto HaBiTh BUKJIHKAIU 10 HAPOJHOTO KOMITETY, e I10-
BiJIOMHJIM TPO 3aruOeih Y0JIOBIKA i BUJAIU TPOLIOBY KOMIICHCAIIIO

2) Ipui3n nsapedxa 3i0paB y HAmIOMy OYAMHKY TOCTEH — MHT-
HUKIB 3 TOPTYy 1 YMHOBHHUKIB MICIICBOTO HAPOJHOr0 KOMITeTy
(Hwang, 2007, p. 41).

5. [Musan]-si buwiwonjang (< -si “-city” + buwiwonjang ‘“vice-
chairman of the committee”) refers to the deputy representative of
the above-mentioned administrative body. Therefore, the part about
Bari’s father’s newly assigned position can be translated as follows:

BaTtbka npu3HauYMIM 3aCTYNHMKOM TIOJIOBM HAPOAHOI0 KOMi-
tety mMicta Mycan (Hwang, 2007, p. 38).

6. Another compound term inminbanjang “chief of neighbo-
rhood association” (inmin “people’s” + banjang “group leader”)
refers to an official body that technically represents a group of peop-
le dwelling in a particular area, yet in reality controls the social life
of the entrusted territorial unit. It is noteworthy that the spiders web
of these “chiefs” encompasses the entire nation, and they provide the
necessary information to the security organs and thus help to main-
tain control of the domestic situation. This vigilante function was
present in various bodies and institutions throughout the USSR.
Since there is no plausible equivalent in the TL, the North Korean
term in focus may be translated as follows:

— Y crapocTH HapoAHOI rpymu nomepna onyuka... (Hwang,
2007, p. 22).

Also the term in focus may be translated into the TL as “ctap-
it HapoxHoi rpymu”, since each initial word — “crapmmii”* and

“crapocra”® — both have repercussions from the communist era.

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7. The second constituent of the compound term muyeog-gieobso
“trading enterprise” (< muyeog “trade” + gieobso “enterprise”) be-
longs to North Korean economic lexicon. Despite its declared inde-
pendent nature, it is very similar to that of a joint venture in capitalist
economic terminology, however in a country with a planned economy
the role of the state should not be underestimated. Neither should the
role of “people’s committees” in the process of staff recruitment be
undervalued. After Bari’s maternal uncle had been discharged from
military service, he turned up at the house and soon afterwards Bari’s
father, blessed by approval of inminwiwonhoe, helps him to get a job.
There is an appropriate parallel of the term in the TL:

8. The term gibonseongbun “basic (primary) element” (< gibon
“basics, basis, foundation” + seongbun26 “ingredient, component,
constituent”) in a totalitarian society stands for workers and peasants,
the driving revolutionary force and loyal “core class”. In the DPRK
only self-identification with this principal class can assure one’s sur-
vival. Aware of a strict ban on any spiritual rituals and religious ac-
tivity, when the verbal skirmish with his spouse goes too far Bari’s
father cuts short his wife’s discourse about the shamanic origins of
the female ancestors in his bloodline and reaffirms that the family
belongs to the social stratum of peasants:

— Crynu nenbky! Mu — 3 mpoCTUX CEJISIH, 0CHOBHOI'O OCepeaKy
[ocHoBHOI 1anku| Hamoro cycninberBa! (Hwang, 2007, p. 16).

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9. The terms nolyeogdongwon “labor mobilization” (< nolyeog
“effort, endeavor” + dongwon “mobilization”) stands for the regi-
me’s habit for mobilization of public efforts that was crucial in asses-
sing the infrastructure of the country. Through this process university
students were considered as an important labor force. This form of
compulsory work for the “good of the state” is attested in many of
the TL documents®’ from the Soviet period as “rpyzoBa moGimiza-
mis”. The term is used to describe the situation when Bari’s father
first met the mother of the protagonist when returning on vacation af-
ter compulsory labor:

A TI03HaWOMWIIUCS BOHU IIicIs TPYAOBOI MoOuLTi3amii OaTthbka
(Hwang, 2007, p. 16).

10. Saenghwaljido-reul mateun juimgyowon “academic (staff) in
charge of student’s guidance” refers to a supervisor of students. Wi-
thin the socialist context, this sort of “guidance” is reduced to “dis-
ciplinary work” or monitoring the concordance of students’ behavior
with the ethical or ideological rules and principles imposed by the
regime. Significantly, the term saenghwaljido is understood differen-
tly in South Korea — it refers to the student’s tutorship, the work usu-
ally distributed among the professors rather than being the respon-
sibility for a specific university position.

A concept similar to this term exists in the TL. It’s natural to
expect that there is no room for such an atavistic phenomenon as
“BuxoBHa pobota” (“disciplinary work”) in the present-day agenda
of Ukrainian education. Yet, it perpetuates in the form of euphemis-
tic phrasing “HaBuanbHO-BUXOBHa poboTa” (“educative and discip-
linary work”®). Unfortunately, this is testimony to the fact that some

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Ukrainian universities still partially follow the inertia of the past.
This compares favourably with the situation where Bari’s father was
summoned to the office, a fact that usually promises nothing good
for the student:

11. The term mincheong ‘“Democratic Youth” is supposedly a
contracted form of a structurally longer term, but the information
about its etymology is too scarce to make any definite conclusions.
Nevertheless, it seems that the word is an acronymic form of “De-
mocratic Youth Union”, supposedly adapted from the term of Chi-
nese origin. The only translation available is in a Korean-Russian
dictionary29 and reads as “Coro3 neMOKpaTH4ecKod MoJoa&xu”’, a
North Korean equivalent of USSR’s “kxomcomon” (“Young Com-
munist League”).

As mentioned above, more often than not the methods of work of
the academic staff in charge of disciplinary work with the students
lagged far behind the persuasion or any other pedagogical ways of
convincing. As expected, the corresponding university functionary
eventually began threatening Bari’s father, leaving him the choice either
of obeying or him being expelled from the educational establishment. In
case of student’s refusal the mentor apparently could not enforce his
verdict personally and technically needed to pass the case to mincheong,
the latter in this case would act as a disciplinary commission. The
corresponding part of the conversation containing the term in focus can
be translated into Ukrainian in the following way:

— Slkmio s mocTaBii0 TMUTAaHHSA Ha TOpAnoK jaeHHWi B Coro3i
aemMokpaTu4HOi MoJozai... (Hwang, 2007, p. 18).

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12. The expression pumseong-i nappeun bunja “element of bad
(ill) nature” (< pumseong “character, nature” + napp- “bad, wicked”
+ bunja “molecule, element”) means an “untrustworthy (unreliable)
element” of socialistic society, and refers to anyone who thinks dif-
ferently from what official ideology and propaganda stipulates. In
terms of the previously mentioned explanation about “disciplinary
work” with students, this is something that the watchful eye of any
university mentor should detect and take appropriate measures. The-
refore, the mentor informs Bari’s father about the consequences of
reporting his “improper” behavior to the “Democratic Youth Union:

— SIKIIo 51 MOCTABJIIO MUTAHHS Ha MOPsIoK AeHHui B Coro3i ae-
MOKPaTHYIHOI MOJIOJi, TeOe OroJIOCAThH HeGJaroHagiiHUM ejieMeH-
TOM 1 BXeHYTh 3 YHiBepcutery (Hwang, 2007, p. 18).

From this we can see the regime has developed a thorough sys-
tem of social control, deeply rooted in every sphere of life — edu-
cation, work, personal affairs, etc.

13. The word bapgongjang (< bap “cooked rice; food” + gongjang
“factory””) means a form of organization of food production in North
Korea. This is similar to the Ukrainian “kom0iHaT Xap4oBHX NPOAYKTiB”
(“food factory”) from the Soviet Union period. The term is mentioned as
one of the places Bari’s mother would work for some time:

...BOHa JIeSKUIl yac MpalroBajia Ha OJHOMY 3 KOMOIHATIB Xxap-
yoBuUX NpoaykTiB... (Hwang, 2007, p. 21).

14. Similar to the Soviet Union, the government of North Korea
also imposed collective farming™. The term hyeobdongnongjang (<
hyeobdong “cooperation” + nongjang “farm”) is the exact equivalent
of the kolkhoz (“collective farm™):

15. The members of the above-mentioned agricultural coope-
ratives in NK are referred to as nongjangwon (< nongjang “farm” + -
won “member”). Before the forced fracturing of the family provoked
by a maternal uncle’s debt and his eventual defection to South Korea,
Bari’s mother exhorts her mother-in-law, affiliated with Ayeobdon-
gnongjang, to work in kolkhoz in order to stay alive:

A mie Haranana, mo 6a0ycs OyJjia 4JIeHOM CUIbChbKOrocmoaap-
CbKOI'0 KOOMEePAaTUBY, TOK MyCHJIa IOTIOMaraTH Tam 1o poOoTi 1 oT-
pumyBatu naitku (Hwang, 2007, p. 62).

16. Eventually Bari’s uncle who fled and left behind his debts
was denounced. This fact is described in the novel with the help of
the word gobal “denunciation” (gobal-i deureo-o- “to be denoun-
ced”), a term that in South Korea would mean a formal charge for an
illegal act. Yet in socialistic society its equivalent, “moHoc”, has a
connotation of a mean act, and is perceived as slander:

— Tak, — kuBHYB Gatbko. — JloHecam Ha mporo® ... (Hwang,
2007, p. 60).

17. Once Bari’s uncle left the country without resolving his en-
trepreneurial equivocations, the family was paid a visit by bowibu
“security department”, a North Korean analogue of the famous KGB.
The full name of the agency is the State Security Department™, re-
puted to be one of the most brutal secret police forces in the world.

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This institution is mentioned in Bari’s father’s discourse, when he
answers the queries about the visit of the agents:

— 3 Biaainy 0e3meku, — cka3aB 0aThKO. — A 5 BCe TyMaB, KOJH XK
BoHH 3aBiTaroTh (Hwang, 2007, p. 60).

18. Gyohwaso “correctional colony” is a North Korean term for
prison, known as a reeducation prison camp. The penal facility is
mentioned as a strict punishment for those who dare to squander sta-
te property. This term is mentioned to describe a place where Bari’s
uncle theoretically would have gone if he had not escaped from the
country:

Slkuio fiomy He BJAacThCS BIAIIKOIYBAaTH 30MTOK, Ha HHOTO Ye-
Kajla CyBopa jJorana 3 OOKy mapTii, a CIIiIoM i BHINPaBHUH Tadip
(Hwang, 2007, p. 47).

19. Instead, in the best traditions of the authoritarian regime, the
action of one person condemned the rest of the family by association.
Having to pay for the actions of his relative, Bari’s father was sent to
an even scarier place — hyeogmyeonghwa noyeogjang “revolutioni-
zed labor camp”, known as a “long-term labor camp”. Here hyeog-
myenghwa obviously means that penal colonies are expected to
operate in strict accordance with Juche ideology.

The word “revolutionized” is omitted in the TL term, since the
USSR penitentiary terminology does not register that element.

20. Hyuyangso “rest and recreation center” are usually state-ow-
ned installations for workers. This term is used to describe one of the
work places of Bari’s mother:
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A moTiM ii HanpaBWIKM B OyANHOK BiAMOYMHKY, Ic MaMa HaBYH-
nacs nepykapcebkiit cipasi (Hwang, 2007, p. 21).

21. Seondongilkkun “propaganda worker” (< seondong “instiga-
tion, incitement” + ilkkun “worker”) stands for workers engaged in
propaganda activities and is normally related with musical perfo-
rmance. Bari’s uncle was engaged in this sort of work during his mi-
litary service period:

... HAaBITh KOJIM MOTO MPHU3BAJIH B apMilo, TO 3aMiCTh TOTO, MO0
3aliMaTUCs BIHCHKOBOKO CIPABOIO, 13IMB BIHCHKOBUMH T'apHI30HAMHU
y ckiaai aritopuraau (Hwang, 2007, p. 34).

22. Dangilkkun “party worker” (dang “party” + ilkkun “worker”)
has a plausible reference in the TL:

23. Sataek “company housing” can be translated as “ka3eHHe
kuTiIo” or “Bimomue xutiio”’. This term refers to the house in Musan
where the family moved to after Bari’s father was assigned to a new
position:

Kyxonna i miartssHa madu B HOBOMY Ka3eHHOMY OyauHKY Oy-
mu (Hwang, 2007, p. 38).

24. Later, after the disaster provoked by Bari’s uncle, the family
was handed a sohwanjang “summons; re-credentials”, a public docu-
ment issued when the state decides to take away all the privileges
from Bari’s father, including the house where the family lived:— Ocp,
npoury o3Haifomurucs 3 Bimkaukom (Hwang, 2007, p. 61).

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25. Kim Il-sung died of a heart attack in 1994, and his son dec-
lared a three-year period of national mourning before officially an-
nouncing his position as the new leader’*. In the book he is referred
to as naranim “ruler” (nara “country” + -nim “suffix of courtesy and
respect”). This term has no exact cognate in the TL and requires use
of one of its possible parallels that would project all the “greatness”
of Kim Il-sung, as well as the scale of nationwide despair, the result
of his sudden death:

(Hwang, 2007, p. 40).

The Ukrainian parallel usually referred to Stalin®® or Communist
Party36.

26. The novel also employs other commonly used terms, like su-
ryeongnim “Dear leader”, which refers to the country’s ruler. People
are described as inconsolable in their mourning;:

O, ynoOJeHuil BO-0-0KAIO-Y-y, SIK XK€ HaM TeHep XHUTH
(Hwang, 2007, p. 45)?!

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27. On top of natural disasters and government mismanagement,
agriculture in North Korea has suffered tremendously from a lack of
fertile land®’. The regime had tried to somehow remedy the situation,
proclaiming heulgkkarijeontu “combat for improving the soil (by
bringing earth from another place)”. This is a specific term that can
be translated with a more widespread definition, “melioration of
soil”. The term appears in the conversation between Bari’s father and
his trading partner Uncle Loach, who works for a Chinese import-
export company:

— Ochb OroJoCcCHiIM KaMIAaHilo 3 Mejiopaiii 3emJi, aje XTo 3a 1e
3a BIacHUM OakaHH:IM BizbMeThes (Hwang, 2007, p. 44)

III1. Conclusions.

This paper proves the need for predominant use of TL parallels
to translate the socio-political terminology of the SL. This testifies
that extra-linguistic affinities of centralized language planning assure
an abundance of lexical cognates and the facility for selecting an
appropriate term in the TL. Yet, sometimes the context requires some
adaptations in the TL for better communication of the original idea
and to avoid numerous footnotes.

Despite the existence of the equivalent terminology, if the TL
reader was born after the breakdown of the Soviet Union, his or her
cultural background is most likely to lack a full understanding of the
terminology of the past. Over time the gap in perception of that lexis
will definitely grow. The problem here is that the reader will have a
concept of the term based on his or her own cultural context, and will
apply that particularized view accordingly (Bassnett, 2005, p. 41).

On the other hand, regardless of the cultural background of the
reader, if the TL’s “peripheral lexis” has a record of relevant equi-
valents, as in case of Ukrainian, it is appropriate to use them for
translation purposes. If the direct correlations are absent, then the ap-
propriate elements of the existing cognates may be used to apply ne-
cessary adaptations to make the translation as accurate as possible.

The affinities between SL and TL might be explained by bor-
rowings that came together with the adaptation of “progressive”
achievements in the USSR, meanwhile differences might account for
lexical acculturation of extra-local elements from China. Though,
this a hypothesis to be proved by further studies.

The Problematics of the Translation of German and
French Terms Related to the Trust

Summary

The trust was one of the most important juridical “creatures” of
the common law of the Middle Ages. It considered a particular ju-
ridical relationship whereby the property was transferred from one
person to another, who controlled it for the benefit of the third per-
son. The entrusting relationships comprised three major parties: a
trustor, a trustee and a beneficiary. The biggest feature of the trust
was the separation between the trustee’s common-law power and the
beneficiary’s equity power (the “splitting-up”). For this reason, the
civil law countries were unable to adopt this legal structure. Despite
this fact, during the recent years, certain trust-like mechanisms have
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been introduced in juridical systems of the world states, for instance,
on 7 February 2007 the French Parliament adopted a new law insti-
tuting the fiducie as a creature of the French legal system. The fi-
ducie was oriented on the transaction by which one or several settlers
transferred assets to one or several fiduciaries, who by maintaining
them separately from their own patrimony, acted for the benefit of
beneficiaries. The introduction of the fiducie “destroyed” Aubry and
Rau’s theory of the unicity of patrimoine via facilitating the emer-
gence of the notion of a segregated patrimony. However, the given
introduction did not facilitate the emergence of “splitting-up”.

In 1985 Germany signed the “Convention on the Law Appli-
cable to Trusts and on their Recognition” and expressed its readiness
to establish common law trust relationships. Nowadays, the German
law presents the institutions, which share the peculiarities of the
Anglo-American frust, but do not represent its exact analogues.
Among them is the Treuhand — a construction by which an indivi-
dual transfers a full right in rem to the other individual, who is obli-
ged to deal with the assets in the manner specified by the contract.
The major peculiarity of the German Treuhand lies in the fact, that it
merely presents a trusted administration of the assets.

Therefore, all the above mentioned indicates, that German and
French legal systems have already indirectly allowed mechanisms
similar to the Anglo-American frust. However, these mechanisms do
not represent faithful reflections of the original model. The innova-
tive institutions — German Treuhand, French fiducie — lack juridical
and terminological precision. Certain linguistic changes (the nomi-
nation of the Treuhand with the German trust; the naming of the
patrimoine d’affectation with the estate by appropriation, etc.) can
improve the existed situation.

Nonverbal Signs for Learning a Language (on the
examples of English and Georgian Languages)

Introduction

The science of linguistics studies language and its structure. This
essay analyzes linguistics along with the nonverbal aspect of lan-
guage teaching. The main aim of this essay is to find out the extent to
which nonverbal communication and skills are useful for learning a
language. The central argument of this essay is that the nonverbal
communication skills are very useful in learning and teaching a lan-
guage. Firstly, this essay will discuss the usefulness of learning non-
verbal signs of a particular foreign language. This part will include
the literature that is available on this issue. Secondly, this essay will
discuss the most prominent nonverbal signs that are most often un-
derstood differently in different cultures.

According to Allen (1999), people evaluate the body-language
signals that other people express while talking to them. As he states,
this is a common way people communicate with each other face to
face, even if they do not consciously realize that. According to Allen
(1999), the importance of studying body-language signals signifi-
cantly increases when the conversation of a native and non-native
speaker is considered.

Richards and Schmidt (2010) define communication as an ex-
change of information, opinions and ideas among two or more in-
dividuals. They also underline the aspects of a conversation, which
are: a speaker, who sends information or a message; a message that
is sent by the speaker; and an individual or a group of individuals
who are expected to receive this message.
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Canale (1983) takes a similar stand on the definition of com-
munication and states that it involves sharing information between at
least two sides, which contains both verbal and nonverbal commu-
nication. Richards and Schmidt (2010), define cross-cultural commu-
nication, where they state that when at least two individuals from
different cultural backgrounds share any type of information in any
type of way with one another, this is called — ‘cross-cultural commu-
nication’. It should also be said that nonverbal signs and commu-
nication symbols differ from culture to culture. Samovar et al. (2007)
claims that one should be aware of the nonverbal signs of a given
culture if he or she intends to communicate properly in that society.
The author also states that some signs can be similar but have dif-
ferent meanings across different cultures (Samovar et al. 2007). This
can be the sign of ‘yes’ or ‘affirmative’ in most of the societies, whe-
re people nod one’s head from up to down and nod sideways for
‘no’, whereas in Bulgaria, it is the opposite — people nod from up to
down for ‘no’ and sideways for ‘yes’.

The idea of being able to properly talk in a particular language
means that one is able to communicate with other people through the
given language. This also means that one has acquired the skills that
are necessary to communicate with other people verbally and non-
verbally, because one cannot perfect a second language if one only
has verbal communication skills. As many authors state, one should
be able to communicate both — verbally and non-verbally, in order to
have a proper conversation with the people of a given culture (Gre-
gersen, 2007; Canale, 1983; Richards and Schmidt, 2010).

Non-verbal communication can be defined in many ways and
different scholars and academics have defined nonverbal commu-
nication in different ways. Richards and Schmidt (2010: 398) define

it as a type of communication ‘without the use of words’. According
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to Negri (2009: 101), non-verbal communication is ‘the process of
one person stimulating meaning in the mind of another person or
persons by means of non-linguistic cues, e.g. facial expressions, ges-
tures etc.” What is significant in communication is that verbal and
non-verbal signals cannot be analyzed separately when decoding the
message, because these components are linked (Kruger, 2009).

According to Richards and Schmidt (2010), nonverbal com-
munication is a type of sharing information that does not involve the
use of words. Negri (2009) defines it in this way: one person ‘sti-
mulating’ an idea in a person’s mind through body language. Accor-
ding to Kruger (2009), in order to fully understand a particular mes-
sage one needs to analyze the verbal and nonverbal aspects of this
message. Thus, this means that in order to fully understand a person
one talks to, one needs to know meanings of all the nonverbal signs
that exist in a particular society.

Negri (2009) states that people always consider nonverbal signs
when communicating with each other, but this especially happens
when verbal and nonverbal signs of the messages sent towards each
other contradict one another. According to Wainwright (2003), the
reason for this is that people express nonverbal signs while talking
subconsciously. On the other side, the verbal aspect of the message
usually is well planned and sentenced (Wainwright, 2003). Further-
more, individuals usually use body language when they are at loss
for words and are unable to come up with the exact phrase they in-
tend to send towards another individual.

Thus, communication is a process that involves at least two in-
dividuals who use verbal and nonverbal aspects of a conversation
between each other to share some sort of information.

According to Allen (1999) there are reasons why one should

teach and learn nonverbal communication skills, other than for the
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benefit of proper conversation and communication with a person of a
different culture. Allen (1999) states that nonverbal communication
skills are useful for a teacher for motivating ones students in a clas-
sroom environment. Also, they are useful for making them more in-
terested in participating in class tasks and learning activities. The tas-
ks can be created based on the meaning of a particular body language
or a nonverbal sign.

According to Richards and Schmidt (2010), the lack of teaching
nonverbal signs of a language can result in the confusion and mi-
sunderstanding between the people of different cultures. There can
also be situations where one gets insulted from someone doing what
is common in his or her society but is uncommon and insulting in
another’s. This can be illustrated by an example of a nonverbal com-
munication — whistle, that is common is Spain among people to use
with each other. However, it is very offensive to use in Georgia.
Thus, if Georgians who intend to study in Spain and are unaware of
this custom, they might easily get insulted, or vice versa — if Spanish
tourists arrive in Georgia and whistle in order to call someone on the
street, they might not understand why this can insult local people.

Kraus et al. (1996) state that one can use body language to un-
derstand the speech of an individual more thoroughly. Also, they
state that it is not difficult to come up with the situations where this
kind of information can be useful (Kraus et al., 1996). One could
think of an everyday conversation between two people and a speech
delivered by a public figure. If one understands the idea behind every
type of body language, one will be able to fully comprehend the
message. There are different body language signs in different soci-
eties and as the authors state, the study of these signs overlap with
the study of people’s perception and attribution processes (Kraus et

al., 1996). The reason for this is that body language signs always
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represent the areas of a person’s life, emotion, intentions and mood.
They state that the understanding of nonverbal signs are ambiguous,
there could be more than one interpretation of a particular one, which
creates the bias of understanding the real idea of a person’s message
(Kraus et al., 1996).

Scollon/Scollon (1995) states that due to the drastic develop-
ment of the mass communication products, such as cable TV, Inter-
net and satellites, in the fields of business, migration and transpor-
tation, globalization grew and is growing. According to him, many
scholars and academics have pointed out the possible problem that
this process could bring. The problem, which he discusses, is con-
cerned with the communication between people from different cul-
tures. This problem cannot be reduced to just grammar, pronuncia-
tion and the lack of lexical knowledge. This can involve the ambi-
guity of understanding a person who has studied a foreign language
for a long time (Scollon/Scollon 1995:249).

Thus, in order to update the lesson plans according to the tech-
nological and mass communication development, teachers have to
incorporate tasks in their lessons that aim to develop and teach stu-
dents meanings of nonverbal signs. Also, teachers can use these tasks
to motivate students and make their classes more lively and active.

Ozuorcun (2013) discusses the probable problem that one could
encounter with interpreting the nonverbal signs of a person from a
different culture. The author points out the same possible difficulties
that people from different backgrounds could have while communi-
cating with each other — some nonverbal signs can have a different
meaning and some can be offensive. Gabriel and Raam (2007) point
out nonverbal signs such as smiling, listening, eye contact, head
movement, etc. as examples of possible differences between people

from different cultures.
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Gregersen (2007) states that among other nonverbal signs, eye
contact has the highest chance of being noticed, which makes it the
most important body language sign. Thus, it is absolutely necessary
for a teacher to be aware of how it is used in different cultures when
teaching a foreign language, so that if his or her students more to
another country, they do not get embarrassed. It is up to a culture
whether to keep the eye contact or not. There are some countries
where maintaining the eye contact is essential if one wants express
respect towards another person. However, if a person maintains eye
contact with people in the United Kingdom, India, Africa or in many
Asian countries, it will be considered as a very offensive behavior
and in some cases as humiliating (Dresser, 2005). Individuals in the-
se countries try not to maintain eye contact while talking to elders
and people of authority in order to express respect towards them
(Dresser, 2005).

Gregersen (2007) claims that one of the ambiguities that can ari-
se from misusing the nonverbal signs that are common in different
countries and cultures can be either maintaining eye contact or not.
When people are not aware of this cultural rule might avoid making
eye contact out of respect, but in fact show that they are not willing
to participate in a conversation.

Another nonverbal sign is personal space. In some countries
people keep distance while talking to each other and in other people
do not (Axtell, 2007). For example, comparing Latin American
countries and Italy to the European countries and China, one will
most definitely observe that the respect towards personal space dif-
fers between these cultures. People allow closer communication in
Latin American and Italy, whereas people in Europe and China keep
their distance between each other (Axtell, 2007).
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Samovar et al. (2007) provides another nonverbal sign — touch
or non-touch. Individuals in some countries use handshake whereas
in other countries, people bow and generally avoid touching another
individual, especially a stranger.

Apart from moving the head from up and down or sideways,
meaning either agreement or disagreement in different countries,
there can also be Hand beckon with palms down, while moving the
fingers back and forth, which stands for ‘come here’ in Thailand or
Italy, ‘go away’ in Poland or Germany (Dresser, 2005). The same
gesture is used in Vietnam, only with palms up, which is used to
summon the dog (Samovar, et al. 2007).

Pointing has different meanings too in different countries. In
western countries, pointing the middle finger is considered to be
expression of disrespect (Samovar, et al. (2007). People use the small
finger to point at something in Germany and France, while people
use their whole palms to point at something in Japan (Samovar, et al.
2007). An interesting nonverbal sign is the Thumbs up, which is the
sign of ‘O.K.” in most of the places on Earth, but if one uses it while
talking to an elderly person in Australia, it will be a sign of dis-
respect (Morris, 1994). Moreover, if a person bites one’s forefinger
in Saudi Arabia, this person expresses pity towards someone or
something, while if an Italian person does it, it would show anger.

Conclusion

This essay intended to provide reasons for incorporating non-
verbal signs in teaching a foreign language. As it was stated earlier,
as the globalization develops, the worlds become smaller, where
transportation, sharing information and communication happens a lot
faster than it used to be decades ago. This means that people from
different cultures have a lot more chances of meeting each other on

various different reasons — business, learning, teaching, politics, etc.
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Also, as it is absolutely essential to keep good relations while doing
business or negotiating a deal in world politics, one has to be aware
of all the communication customs that are part of different cultures.
Thus, if a person has a relationship internationally, one definitely has
be aware of the nonverbal signs that are part of different societies.

Moreover, it was stated earlier that in order to fully understand
and learn all the components of a foreign language, one has to incor-
porate nonverbal signs with lexicon, grammar and other aspects of
learning a language. Thus, in order to fully realize the potential of a
foreign language and fully understand the native people of particular
culture, one has to be aware of the nonverbal signs as well as lexi-
con, grammar and other aspects of this language. If a teacher only
teaches a language without the nonverbal signs that are part of the
culture this language is spoken, half of the job will be done. This
means that it is absolutely essential for teachers of a foreign language
to incorporate the nonverbal signs in their classes among other as-
pects of a particular foreign language.

Objectives and methods of fine arts (drawing)
studying at universites

Summary

Fine art in the Tbilisi State University comprehensively is stu-
died for more than half a century, as the parallel with the study of the
history, theory of art and aesthetics. Since the sixties of the last
century, in the university was restored interrupted in the thirties of
the 20th century, the tradition of the practical study of fine arts, the
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basis of which was laid by the famous Georgian artist and art theorist
David Kakabadze.

During this time, the university as the main center of not only
Georgian science but culture in general, has acquired a great expe-
rience in this field and opened the way for thousands of young peop-
le for creative initiation to the art. The systematization of this ex-
perience, to compare it with the experience gained in this field in the
world of academic practice, their consideration in the context of a
unified education, our research is devoted.

Test material showed that in the curriculums of various
universities of the world, in which the visual arts are studied, the
disciplines in modules associated with drawing, as a practical dis-
cipline, are presented in a different volume. At the same time, in art
schools of special profile, the drawing-related disciplines represented
in moduls, are given more volumetric than in the in universities of
wide profile. It should be noted that this trend is more common in
countries of the former socialist camp. From this perspective, the
program of art education in the TSU, the first adhered to the trend
typical for the leading universities in the West. It should also be
noted that in the TSU, as in the most universities in the world, the
practical study of the fine arts are closely related, integrated with
theoretical and critical study of art. This, integrated approach to the
study of fine arts, is specific to a university education in general.

University is a place where young people should develop har-
moniously, for what purpose, as far as possible, require activation of
appropriate skills, of both hemispheres of the brain, the coordination
of emotions and thoughts on the psychosomatic level is needed; and
fine art is the art form in which the materialization of imagination
images is most plastically vividly and in detailed given.
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At the same time the drawing is the artistic discipline which
underlies all sectors, not only of fine, but of visual arts in general. To
paraphrase a famous saying about mathematics — drawing is the
queen, and at the same time, a servant of painting, sculpture,
architecture, design, etc.

All of the above prompted us, to choose — the methods and tradi-
tions of study of the drawing, as the first part of a comprehensive
study of the problem of the practical study of fine arts in the TSU.
The task is even more important because in addition to the theore-
tical value this have the practical value to, in further elaboration of
syllabuses, which are defined by the relevant curriculum of fine arts
creative study.

Phonemic structure of phonosemantic models
according

to Svan dialectal data
Summary

The paper deals with the consonant models and onomatopoetic
sound attested in Svan diverse phonosemantic material.

In the construction of Svan phonosemantic models the con-
sonants of all series and zones (including pharyngeal g and laryngeal
h) take part. Like in other Kartvelian languages, in Svan the alter-
nation of voiced, aspirated, glottalized as well as whistling and
hushing consonants create onomatopoetic sound clusters.

As an analysis of large phonosemantic material demonstrated, in
Svan the number of two-member SC/CC pattern sequences is more
than the ones of tri-member SCC one. As regard the sequences of
four-member pattern, they are rare, but are still confirmed in the
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material according to the following order - SCCS. In such sequences
in anlaut as well as in auslaut the sonors are always attested - the first
member may be m, n, r sonors, the fourth member — w and j.

Svan phonosemantic material revealed almost all consonant
complexes of A and B series in anlaut of the stems without suffixes -
so called simple stems as well as in the stems with @n/un and -

fKEn/-on suffixes.

Of basic vowels (a, e, i, 0, u + 3) in Svan onomatopoetic sound
models almost all vowels take part except / e / vowel.

Obviously, in the dialects having long vowels the long correlates
of the mentioned vowels are attested along with a, e, i, 0, u, 3 ones.

In homogenous sound patterns the alternation of the following
vowels takes place: i~ 9|17 i |1~ aand u~ a. Distribution of these
vowels is the basis for dialectal differentiation (i.e. their distribution
is determined by the diversity of dialects).

As an analysis of phonosemantic material showed, in Svan an

~ 9, here i vowel shows a relatively lower tone than u = 2 vowels.
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
