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untry Mamuka Bakhtadze, addressing on

thematic discussion “Eurasia in a New
Global Context” under the World Econo-
mic Forum in Davos. The focus of his spe-
ech was on plans of Georgia on the deve-
lopment of transport potential.

“If we look at the map, certainly, Georgia
is a candidate to become the center of the re-
gion in the sectors of business, transport and
logistics. So we implement big investments in
infrastructure. We consider ourselves bridge
from Europe to Asia. Our historical roots — are
European, and our future —is European, but at
the same time Georgia is at the crossroads of
civilization, so we consider ourselves the brid-
ge of two continents,” noted Mr. Bakhtadze.

In his words, Georgia wants to contri-
bute to increasing commerce between Asia
and Europe, between China and European
Union, to be the only one, having the agre-
ement on free trade with.

I t was sated by Prime Minister of the co-

“We are sea gate for eight landlocked
countries, and with a new logistic route we
could be a big economic value,” underlined
Mr. Bakhtadze.

Reviewing the results of his visit in Da-
vos, Mr. Bakhtadze noted that all interna-
tional organization and experts mentioned
the success of Georgia and pointed it as an
example on how must happen democratic
transformation and implementation of de-
mocratic reforms.

“Davos economic forum 2019 is com-
pletely exceptional for our country. Actu-
ally all international organizations and
experts note the success of Georgia, and
what is especially pleasant that namely
Georgia is pointed as an example for ot-
her countries on how must happen de-
mocratic transformation and implemen-
tation of democratic reforms, despite
the fact that the country may face quite
painful challenges. However, | was especi-

ally encouraged that more and more our
partners are convinced that Georgia has
all preconditions to become economic
center of the region. It’s a very important
message, which is sent by us to all inter-
national commonwealth, all strong eco-
nomic companies, and we received a very
positive review on it. We presented them
the package of reforms, intended to be
implemented from the second half of the
year, helping to attract more investments
in Georgia. We must create more jobs,
and exactly such formats allow attracting
of such investments,” underlined Mr. Bak-
htadze in the air of Imedi TV.

According to the report on the website
of the government, in Davos Prime Minis-
ter could attract in Georgia major players
of world market.

It is noted that World Economic Forum
in Davos has been holding since 1987 and
brings together the leaders of world policy




and business to discuss actual issues every
year.

It was stressed that Prime Minister ar-
rived in Davos to attract direct foreign in-
vestments in the country, and one the ma-
jor agreements, reached in Davos by him,
became the agreement with Swiss choco-
late producer company Camille Bloch. It is
mention that after the meeting Mr. Bak-
htadze and executive director of Camille
Bloch Daniel Bloch it became known that
the company chose Georgia as a place for
the implementation of its first foreign in-
vestment.

Camille Bloch intends to set out plan-
tation of hazelnut in Georgia and produce
from it famous product Ragusa (milk cho-
colate with truffle filling and hazelnut),
which appeared on the market a couple of
years ago, in which is already used Georgi-
an hazelnut. The head of the company ex-
pressed the hope that the implementation
of this project will start soon.

Mr. Bakhtadze could interest Spanish
company ACCIONA — one of the leaders
of management of infrastructure projects
in the areas of renewable energy, which
considers the possibility of participation in
the development of wind and solar energy
of the country. The representatives of the
company will arrive in the country in Feb-
ruary to learn about opportunities for do-
ing business here.

At the meeting with executive director
of Dutch company Signify (Philips Lighting)
Eric Rondolat, it was about the concept of
green economy of Georgian government,
which also implies the development of
organic production. The sides considered
the opportunities of using the technology
of Philips for the improvement of organic
production.

In addition, the company Signify ex-
pressed its readiness to support Georgian
government in realization of strategies for
increasing energy efficiency. Also it was
about energy efficient lightning of street
and monuments, which is implemented in
Thilisi, and then throughout Georgia.

One the main subject of the meetings
of Prime Minister was increasing of transit
role of Georgia, especially in marine tran-
sportations. To that end he meet with exe-
cutive director of one of the biggest com-
panies in marine transportation Stena Re-
deri Karl Johan Hagman, and could interes-
ted him in investment climate of Georgia.

The Premier mentioned marine po-
tential of Georgia, and that organization

of ferry service and interest of the biggest
operators to it in Europe and Asia will bo-
ost it.

“I think Georgia a very big potential for
development in black sea region. | am the
representative of the company, working
in marine transportation, and we with the
head of Georgian government are conside-
ring the opportunities for development of
transport networks in the Black Sea,” no-
ted Mr. Hagman after the meeting.

The potential of sea transportations
was discussed by the head of the gover-
nment with the chairman of Chinese Cor-
poration COSCO Shipping Sui Lozhong.
From COSCO Shipping they stated desire of
cooperation and readiness to study current
opportunities of Georgian in marine tran-
sportations.

At this meeting Mr. Bakhtadze noted
that Georgian government attaches great
importance to the development of tran-
sport corridors, which would become safe
and faster route of goods transportation
between Europe and Asia.

Also after meeting with Mr. Bakhtadze
Norwegian logistic company Agility Gro-
up considers opportunities of cooperation
with Georgia. Prime Minister presented to
the company management the investment
environment and opportunities of tran-
sport infrastructure of Georgia.

As stated executive director of the com-
pany Tarek Sultan, in the company they ta
ke a positive view of cooperation prospects
with Georgia, which has everything to be-
come regional center.

Considers the opportunities of coope-
ration with Georgia the company from UAE
— the supplier of health services in accor-
dance with international standards, inclu-
ding pharmacy product — VPS Healthcare.
The delegation of this company will arrive
in Georgia soon to study cooperation op-
portunities and observe the situation in
place.

Before his visit in Davos Mr. Bakhtadze
stated that the objective of his visit is — at-
traction of additional direct foreign inves-
tment in Georgia. In the words of the pri-
mer, Georgian government has initiative,
activating in the second half of the year.
Particularly, substantial tax advantages will
be granted to companies, which open the-
ir head offices in Georgia and where they
serve the region from.

“We will have meeting with several
companies, actively considering and plan-
ning to invest in Georgia. Negotiations will
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be held with companies, which will discuss
the possibility of opening their internatio-
nal offices in Georgia,” said to journalists
the Premier before his departure to Davos,
where one of the topics of his meeting was
the issue of investment attraction.

So Prime Minister met with president
of leading global investment group China
Minsheng Investment Group Lv Benxian.
The sides discussed opportunities of co-
operation and potential investment pro-
jects, which could be considered by the
biggest private investment group in China.

At the meeting, it was noted that com-
mitted to responsible Investment, CMIG
focuses on developing sectors of economic
upgrades and economic transformation.

As note Mr. Benxian, using advantages
of the company, in particular, in professi-
onal experience and capital, CMIG conso-
lidated its presence in China and seek to
consolidate in the countries, participating
in the initiative “One Belt — One route”.

Desire to open the office in Georgia has
been already expressed by Chinese com-
pany on car production Guangzhou Auto-
mobile Group (GAC Motor), which opens
its office in Thilisi until the end of the year.

An agreement to open the office was
reached during the meeting of Mr. Bak-
htadze with executive director of the com-
pany Zeng Qinghong.

At the meeting Prime Minister of Geor-
gia told Zeng Qinghong about initiative of
the government, under which companies,
opening offices in the country, will benefit
from tax.

According to the government’s admi-
nistration, by opening representation in
Georgia, the company Guangzhou Auto-
mobile Group studies investment environ-
ment in the country, and then makes de-
cision about construction of facilities and
investments.

To consider investment opportunities
with Georgia is ready Turkish corporation
Kog Holding, after which it determines spe-
cific directions of cooperation. It was sta-
ted by the representatives of holding after
the meeting with Prime Minister of Geor-
gia.

Kog Holding is one of the biggest indus-
trial groups in Turkey and is among 500 ric-
hest companies in the world. The activity
of the group includes energy, food, inter-
net Technologies, hotel sector, and also
production of home appliances (one of the
trademarks of home appliance of this cor-
poration is “Beko”).

Trans-European Transport Network

published Activity Plan in the area of

investment, aimed at improvement of
transport links in the region of Eastern Par-
tnership and European Union.

The document under the name of
“Investment plan of Trans-European Tran-
sport Network (TEN-T)” was developed
with the support of World Bank and in
cooperation with the representatives and
non-government organizations of Arme-
nia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Georgia, Moldova
and Ukraine. The aim is to promote econo-
mic growth and improvement of transport
links under Trans-European Transport Net-
work (TEN-T) by 2030.

Under investment Activity Plan of
Trans-European Transport Network, in the
countries of western partnership is plan-
ned to implement the projects of EUR 12.8
billion.

According to press service of Euro Com-
mission, the project includes construction

European Commission on 15 January

of roads and railways with total length of
4,800 km, and also development of ports,
airports, logistic centers and crossing po-
ints.

According to investment plan, in Geor-
gia there are identified 18 priority projects
(with total cost of EUR 3.4 billion), inclu-
ding the development of roads, railways
and port infrastructure and facilities. From
these 18 projects six has already been im-
plementing. Until 2020 is planned imple-
mentation of another two projects, and 10
projects refer to long-term, which should
be completed until 2030.

Among these projects — is financing of
the project of Anaklia Port (EUR 233 milli-
on), construction of an access railway and
a highway to deep water port Anaklia (100
million), Batumi bypass to Sarpi (115 milli-
on), logistic center in Kutaisi (61.5 million),
Grigoleti-Poti bridge (25 million), Grigole-
ti-Kobuleti highway (101 million), freight
terminal of Kutaisi airport (61.5 million),

Chumateleti-Argveti highway (1.006 billi-
on), logistic center in Kumisi (78.3 million),
Rustavi-Red Bridge highway (115 million),
Algeti-Sadakhlo road (90 million), frien-
dship bridge in Sadakhlo (6 million).

The projects will be carried out toget-
her with European Commission and World
Bank.

As already reported, decision to alloca-
te funds was made in November 2018 on
the summit of eastern partnership countri-
es in Brussels.

In European Union they consider that
infrastructure development in Georgia,
Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus, Moldova
and Ukraine will contribute to economic
growth of these countries and creation of
new jobs.

Trans-European Transport Network
(TEN-T) — this is policy of European Com-
mission, which aims to create and develop
European road network, railway, water-
ways, maritime routes, ports, airports and
rail-road terminals.

Expansion of transport links, including
TEN-T network, by involving eastern par-
tnership countries, is one of the priorities,
including the document of “20 results of
Eastern Partnership by 2020”.

Investment plan defines priority pro-
jects in construction and restoration of
transport infrastructure, part of which has
already been implementing, and for the
second part there should be prepared pro-
ject, to provide their successful implemen-
tation by 2030.

Eastern partnership was established in
2009 with a view to promoting political as-
sociation and economic integration of bet-
ween EU and partner countries from Eas-
tern Europe (Armenia, Azerbaijan, Belarus,
Georgia, Moldova, and Ukraine.

Will Be Established

In Georgia

The relevant memorandum was signed by the representatives of Par-
tnership Fund, Swedish company United Sweden AB and company Silk Road
Group.

As they noted in Partnership Fund, the objective of the memorandum
is definition of core principles of development of the common project on
energy vehicle production and the agreement on the areas of joint produc-
tion.

“United Sweden AB works with innovative high technologies in produc-
tion of electric vehicles and is leading innovative company in the world in
this direction,” noted the head of Partnership Fund David Saganeledze after
signing the memorandum.

The fact that in Georgia they are going to build a plant on production of
electric vehicles was announced this spring. Then it was about joint Georgi-
an-Chinese production, where electric buses and micro buses with electric
engines are assembled.

Earlier Prime Minister of Georgia Mamuka Bakhtadze stated that Georgi-
an government had developed a plan, according to which within the next 10
years 90% of operating in Georgia car fleet will be replaced by electric vehic-
les, and accordingly Georgia will be the first country in the world, which could
change its car fleet with electric cars in such short period of time.

GBW note: Swedish company United Sweden AB is established in
2016 and issued the first a prototype of energy vehicle in 2017. At the
end of 2019 the company will present market model.

Silk Road Group is a holding company with Kazakh capital and Geor-
gian management, registered in Switzerland and has a representation
in Georgia. The holding is engaged in logistics, real estate, finance,
trade, telecommunications, and tourism. The most famous projects
implemented in Georgia are: Radisson Hotel in Tbilisi and Batumi.
The holding company includes Silknet, a largest provider of fixed-line
telecommunication service and Wissol Petroleum Georgia, a leading
chain of petrol stations in Georgia.

JSC Partnership Fund was founded in Georgia in 2011. Purpose of the
Fund is development of cooperation between public and private sec-
tors to implement the investment projects, formation of work places,
attraction of foreign investments and development of economy. The
Fund functions in four sectors — energy, agriculture, production and
real property. Share of the Fund in the projects being implemented
should not exceed 49% of the authorized capital, and the investments
should not be more than 25% of the project total cost. Remaining ca-
pital is provided by the investor. After some time the Fund leaves the
projects and sells its share to private companies.

Will Be Produced
Bricks by Spanish
Technology

In Metekhi village, Kaspi area, Shida Kartli region Spanish
company Ceramicas El Torrente S.L. with the support of Partner-
ship Fund of Georgia will build a new brick factory.

The head of the Fund David Saganelidze, the Advisor to the
Prime Minister on Regional Policy Sozar Subari and the repre-
sentatives of Spanish company on inspected location, where
the factory will be built, and laid symbolic capsule at the fun-
dament.

In the words of Mr. Saganelidze, the enterprise will issue Ge-
orgian brick from Metekhi clay by modern Spanish technology.

“The company will work of issuance of Georgian brick from
Metekhi clay by new Spanish technology. This will be not only
bricks, but also blocks for partitions. On the enterprise will be
employed more than 50 people. The investment cost of the pro-
ject amounts three million dollars,” noted Mr. Saganelidze.

Brick factory are to be constructed in 10 months. Every year
the enterprise will produce up to 120 thousand tons of energy —
efficient bricks, which are realized in Georgia and abroad.

“In Kaspi region, specifically in Metekhi, there was really wi
de experience of brick manufacturing, but in recent decades this
tradition was destroyed,” said Mr. Subari.

It should be reminded that this spring National Agency of
State Property of the Ministry of Economy and Sustainable De-
velopment under the state program “Produce in Georgia” han-
ded over to the shared Georgian-Spanish company Keramika
El Torrente LLC the property of 28,155 square meters, which
was public property, located in Metekhi village, registered in
2015 in Georgia.

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TBILISI AIRCRAFT COMPONENTS PLANT GOT
CERTIFICATE FROM THE CORPORATION BOEING

The product of Thilisi aircraft components plant ATC (Aero-Structure
Technologies Cyclone) was confirmed by the corporation Boeing and the
enterprise got the certificate, allowing it produce spare part for the air-
planes “Boeing”.

“The representatives of American Corporation specially arrived in Thi-
lisi and examined on the spot as equipment for enterprise, so the quality
of details, produced by them. After they have seen the proper quality, we
got relevant certificate, accordingly, this is completion of the first phase of
our work. We has worked a lot on it, and everything was over well,” stated
the director of the factory Arie Viseboard.

In the near future about 200 spare parts, produced by the plant will
be used for the airplanes “Boeing”.

Construction of the enterprise started in September 2015 by the Par-
tnership Fund of Georgia jointly with the Israeli company Elbit Cyclone
and completed this May. Investment cost of the project made up USD 93
million.

High-technological factory was built on the territory, adjacent to Tbili-
si International Airport. The factory produces parts for civil planes, among
them, aerodynamic surfaces, control panels and other parts of liners.

It is expected that after the enterprise will start work at full capacity
— on the fifth year of work — its annual turnover will be USD 60-70 million
and up to 300 people will work in it.

At present more than 60 people work in the company and they have
passed retraining in Israel. 100% of produce of the factory will be sent to
export. In particular, the contract with the company Boeing has already
been concluded.

GBW note: Elbit Systems is a large private defense concern in Israel
engaged in supplies of leading airborne systems and products for avi-
ation, designated for increase of exploitation potentials and prolon-
gation of the term of service of airliners.

CHINESE COMPANY INTENDS TO INVEST UP TO USD 5,000,000
IN CREATION OF A NEW ENTERPRISE IN TKIBULI

I n mining town Tkibuli (Imereti region), is planned the opening of a

plant on production of brand coats. Relevant agreement was forma-

lized by the head of Partnership Fund David Saganelidze and Director
General of Chinese company Jiangxi Huazhao Enterprise Management
Company Sya Tudzie within the official visit of Prime Minister of Geor-
gia Mamuka Bakhtadze in China.

According to document, formalized on the basis of two-year nego-
tiations between the parties, production of coats will be opened in Ge-
orgia. The project aims at construction of a plant in Tkibuli, equipped
with modern technologies, where be produced known all around the
world high quality coats for local and international markets, including
European Union. The first stage of investment cost of the project will
amount USD 5 million.

Partnership Fund started negotiations on this topic with Chinese
part two years ago. During this time was conducted study of market,
and procedures, related to the issues of moving the enterprise in Ge-
orgia. At the first stage up to 300 people were employed in the factory.

Before the signing of the agreement Prime Minister of Georgia
Mamuka Bakhtadze held negotiations with leadership of Chinese com-
pany. During the negotiations it was about free trade regime, which
has been operating since January of current year. The agreement was
signed in May 2017.

Tkibuli is “coal capital” of Georgia — there work several mines on fu
el production. This year in mines there were some accidents, resulting
in the death of 10 people. The mines do not work currently, and miners
are protesting calling to resume production and return jobs to them.
There are no other significant enterprises in the town.

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NEW TERMINAL OF MINERAL FERTILIZERS
WILL BE BUILT IN BATUMI PORT

he biggest American trade corporation
TTrammo and international logistic com-

pany Wondernet Express invests USD
20 million in construction of terminal of mi-
neral fertilizers in Batumi port.

Main function of terminal will be stora-
ge and transport of granulated carbamide,
and it will have regional importance. The
project provides for cargo transportati-
on from Central Asia into Europe through
Azerbaijan.

Relevant agreement on 14 January was
signed by the president of the company
Trammo Edward Weiner at a special cere-

mony in Batumi. At the event also presented
the Minister of Economy and Sustainable De-
velopment of Georgia Giorgi Kobulia and the
chairman of Ajarian government Tornike Riz-
hvadze.

It was noted that construction of mineral
fertilizer terminal in order to transport gra-
nulated carbamide implies the creation of a
new logistic transport corridor through Geor-
gia from Azerbaijan and Asian and European
countries. New terminal will increase annual
goods turnover in Batumi port by 200 thou-
sand tons. Starting of construction is planned
this spring.
