work in Georgia and compromise is the 
European way,” Danielsson said. 

Amidst the upcoming talks, both the 
ruling party and the representatives of 
the country’s opposition bloc have already 
expressed their readiness for dialogue 
and ultimately achieving an agreement. 
Founder of the opposition Strategy Ag-
mashenebeli party Giorgi Vashadze said 
that the EU’s position should be “strict 
and well-defined” especially in relation 
to the Georgian Dream: 

“In my opinion, the position of the EU 
should be much better-defined and much 
stricter this time, especially in relation to 
the Georgian Dream party, as it was them 
who jeopardized the previous rounds of 
talks”, Vashadze explained.

Georgian Dream party member 
Mamuka Mdinaradze, in turn, stated that 
the ruling team is ready “for a construc-
tive dialogue even with the most destruc-
tive part of the country’s opposition.”

Earlier today, Christian Danielsson 
met with representatives of a few local 
NGOs to hear their views on how the 
ongoing crisis should be approached.

O n March 26, 2021, the 
52nd round of Geneva 

International Discussions was 
held. During the meeting, key 
topics were discussed, includ-
ing increased security and hu-
manitarian concerns in occupied 
regions of Georgia in the wake of 
the Covid-19 pandemic.

Activation of the de-facto 
annexation process by the Rus-
sian Federation and the issue 
of release of illegally detained 
Georgian citizens by the occupa-
tion forces was also discussed.

The Ministry of Foreign Af-
fairs of Georgia stated that 
during the talks, the Georgian 
delegation spoke in detail about 
the historic decision of the Eu-
ropean Court of Human Rights, 
noting it is an important inter-
national legal instrument in the 
process of peaceful settlement of 
the conflict.”

Also, the Georgian repre-
sentatives stressed that the 
European Court had confirmed 
the “effective control and occupa-
tion of Georgia’s Abkhazia and 
Tskhinvali regions that Russia 
has” and, consequently, held the 
Russian Federation responsible 
for human rights violations in 
the aftermath of the August 
2008 war and occupation.

Significant attention was 
paid to the growing militariza-
tion and regular military exer-
cises in the Abkhazia and Tskh-
invali regions of Georgia, the 
continuing creeping occupation 
near the village of Chorchana, 
as well as to the tools of Russia’s 
intensified hybrid warfare to 
destabilize the situation in the 
country.

It was noted that impunity 
in the murder cases of Davit 
Basharuli, Giga Otkhozoria, and 
Archil Tatunashvili contributes 
to the promotion of ethnic vio-
lence and crime. The Georgian 
delegation again raised the issue 
of the need to administer justice 
in these cases.

The co-chairs of the Geneva 
International Discussion also 
issued a statement regarding 
the meeting. According to the 
statement, all participants re-
iterated the importance of the 
GID process. 

According to the statement, 
the participants agreed to 
hold the next round of meet-
ing in Geneva on June 29 and  
30, 2021.

“As the global COVID-19 
pandemic continues, the GID 
Co-Chairs and participants 
focused on the needs and con-
cerns of conflict-affected people. 
Participants also discussed pos-

sibilities for joint efforts to ad-
dress the pandemic and mitigate 
its impact on humanitarian and 
socio-economic situations and 
threats to livelihoods,” reads the 
statement. 

With the statement, co-
charts once again call on all par-
ticipants to increase the efforts 
to build trust and confidence 
among them and to address all 
elements of security.

Georgia is preparing to apply for full EU membership  
in 2024, says Garibashvili

T he head of the National 
Center for Disease Control 

Amiran Gamkrelidze said in an 
interview with Georgian Public 
Broadcaster that Georgia should 
receive about 100,000 doses of 
Chinese Sinopharm vaccine in 
April. 

According to him, the country 
also continues negotiations with 
other companies, such as Pfizer, 
Novavax, Johnson & Johnson, as 
well as with others.

29,250 doses of Pfizer vaccine 
were delivered to Georgia on the 
morning of March 25. Thus, the 
Georgian was able to get vac-
cinated against coronavirus by 
choosing between two, AstraZen-
eca and Pfizer.

Gamkrelidze also said that 
it would be a huge shame for 
the country if “we can’t use up 
the doses that are available 
right now.” He said that if more 
people in the risk groups don’t 
volunteer to get jabbed, mass 
vaccination would be discussed. 

Gamkrelidze has recently 
talked about mass vaccination 
in the country and noted that, 
most probably, mass vaccina-
tion in the country should begin 
after July. 

Today, medical workers and 
citizens over 65 have the oppor-
tunity to be vaccinated in Geor-
gia. However, Deputy Health 
Minister Tamar Gabunia does

M arking the 4th anniver-
sary of visa-free travel 

to the EU member-states for 
Georgian citizens, the Prime 
Minister stated that Georgia is 
currently preparing to apply for 
full EU membership in 2024. PM 
Gakharia added that he would 
do everything in his power to 
let the Georgian society, as well 
as the population of Abkhazia 
and Tskhinvali region, enjoy the 
benefits of Georgia’s European 
integration: 

“Today we are celebrating the 
fourth anniversary of introduc-
ing the visa-free regime between 
Georgia and the EU member 
states/ countries of the Schengen 
zone. The historical decision of 
March 2017 marked the EU’s 
recognition of Georgia as a 
reliable partner. This showed 
that our efforts in strengthen-
ing democracy and ensuring 
further development, as well as 
the reforms that we have carried 
out did not go unnoticed [ by our 
European partners]. 

Health Ekaterine Tikaradze, 
the third wave is expected, and 
adopting further restrictions is 
not ruled out. 

“The third wave of coronavi-
rus is expected, and the increas-
ing numbers give us the suspi-
cion and reason to significantly 
tighten all of the measures. By 
this, I mean, first of all, wearing 
face masks, social distancing, 
and personal hygiene,” said 
Tikaradze. 

On Sunday, 365 new cases 
were reported in the country. 
In total, Georgia has reported 
280,301 cases. 

“We are marking the 4th 
anniversary of the entry into 
force of the visa-free regime on 
March 28th. Visa-free travel is 
one of the most visible successes 
in Georgia – EU relations. Geor-
gia’s recognition as a reliable 
and worthy partner by the EU 
has brought us even closer to 
the European family”, read the 
prime minister’s post. 

Former Ambassador of Geor-
gia to the EU Natalie Sabanadze, 
who resigned a week ago after 
eight years of service, noted 
that receiving visa liberalisation 
on March 28, 2017, serves as a 
symbol of “breaking down bar-
riers and acquiring a privilege 
of freedom.” 

As per the existing regula-
tions, citizens of Georgia can 
travel to the countries within 
the Schengen zone for 90 days 
within 180 day period, both as 
tourists or on family or business 
trips.  

We will continue working to-
wards achieving a full member-
ship status with the EU, and we 
are now preparing to apply for it 
in 2024. We will do everything in 
our power to have our society, 

as well as the population of Ab-
khazia and Tskhinvali regions, 
enjoy the benefits of Georgia’s 
integration into the EU to the 
fullest”, said the prime minister 
in his statement.
