Dear colleagues,
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During the days of the twenty centennial anniversary of spreading Christianity in Georgla the
First International Symposium “Christianity: Past, Present, Future” was held on the joint
initiative of the Patriarchate of Georgia and Javakhishvili Institute of History and Ethnology of
the Georgian Academy of Sciences. 100 scholars of & countries have contributed to the
Symposium. At the end of the First International Symposium, on the foreign scientists'
initiative, in Tbilisi, the capital of ancient Christian country, “International Centre for Christian
Studies” was founded. The latter is the unit of scientists, who have the following priorities: to re-
establish links between Church and scholars lost in Soviet times under atheistic propaganda; to
promote contacts and cooperation of scientists of different countries; to organize different
scientific international meetings: symposia, conferences, disputes; to organize scientific
expeditions, to publish original scientific works. Periodical organ of the Scientific Centre is
“Logos”.

In 2005, when the twenty centennial anniversary of spreading Christianity in Georgia was held
under the aegis of UNESCO, “International Centre for Christian Studies” at the Orthodox
Church of Georgia organized the Second International Symposium: “Christianity in Our Life:
Past, Present, Future”, in which 200 scientists of 13 countries took part.

On 9-11 October, 2008, the Third International Symposium was held, dedicated to the 30 years
since the enthroning and 75 birthday of his Holiness and Beatitude, the Catholicos-Patriarch of
All Georgia Ilia II: “Dialogue of Civilizations — Education and Enlightenment as Means of

Collaboration of Sides”.

Scientists from Georgia, Germany, Italy, Lithuania, Poland, Ru551a and the U.S participate in
the Fourth International Symposium.

We hope that our cooperation would be successful in future as well.
