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Abstract. Recently, the global information and educational space has been constantly and intensively
enriched with new phenomena and forms of their presentation that needs to be comprehended and analyzed.
The authors of the article have chosen a specific segment of Facebook network and over the past few months
we have tracked a small part of this global phenomenon.

The first works, which presented the content analysis of individual information and educational Facebook
pages, aroused public interest, prompting the authors of the article to conduct their comparative analysis used
in the study of related objects and phenomena. It should be noted that all educational pages on Facebook are
professionally oriented and serve to develop a professional and medical competence of the interested
educational community.

In this study, for comparison, the statistical data of two author's different-themed FB pages have been
presented: "MeniamkoJia npogecopa I'annn Ouxoud" "Media School of Professor Ganna Onkovych"
and "Ocsira 3a cneuiaasnicTio ""HadTorazosa inxkenepist Ta Texnouorii"" Education by profession "Oil
and Gas Engineering and Technology". Each page has statistical data, which are constantly updated
automatically.

So, a comparative analysis of Facebook informational and educational pages provides opportunities for
obtaining versatile information that can be useful in the processes of monitoring and regulating information
flows, in particular, professional information.

INTRODUCTION

Statement of the problem. Recently, the informational and educational space has been constantly and
intensively enriched with new phenomena and forms of delivery that need to be understood and analyzed.
The process is so rapid that it is almost impossible to keep up with it. We have selected a particular segment
on Facebook and over the last few months we have been tracking at least a small part of this global
phenomenon (Biletsky, Onkovych, Yanyshyn 2019, 110-114; Biletsky, Onkovych, Onkovych Artem,
Balabanova 2022, 101-115; Onkovych 2013, 86-91; Onkovych Artem 2021, 206-220). For example, let's
turn our readers' attention to publications on media didactics and its offshoots (Adamia, Onkovych G.,
Onkovych A., Flegontova 2021, 89 — 99; Biletsky, Onkovych, Tkachenko 2020, 155-171; Biletsky,
Onkovych, Tkachenko 2019, 55 — 63; Onkovych A., Onkovych G., Lyalina 2020, 244-252; Onkovych G.
1993, 59).

Literature review. An argument "for" the use of media sources is their accessibility for the student and the
teacher. This kind of learning activity not only has a cognitive aspect, but also a motivational and intellectual
search aspect, develops media literacy, and forms media competence, which is a key competence of a
modern specialist. However, these are by no means complete characteristics of the research possibilities that
need to be expanded. So far, we are not analyzing this context from the perspective of social communication,
because we try to find out how the possibilities of different analytical methods contribute to the success of
using the latest media sources in the educational space. In this paper, we focus on content analysis.

The first works presenting a content analysis of individual Facebook pages for education and information
(Biletsky, Onkovych A. 2021, 17-21; Biletsky, Onkovych G., Onkovych A., Balabanova 2022, 101-115;
Onkovych, Biletsky 2022, 192 -200) have aroused public interest and prompted us to conduct a comparative
analysis of the same subjects and phenomena. It is worth noting that all educational Facebook pages are
professionally oriented and serve to develop professional and media competencies of the interested
educational community (Onkovych G., Biletsky, Onkovych A., Biletsky V.V. 2021, 404-504; Onkovych G.,
Onkovych A. 2019, 276 — 282; Onkovych G. 2020, 22-24).

We have attempted to compare thematic pages created or moderated by authors by means of content
analysis. In this study, we give for comparison the statistical data of two author multi-thematic FB-pages:
"Menmiamkosa mnpogecopa I'amnm OunkoBuu" "Media School of Professor Ganna Onkovych" 2000
participants, URL:  https://www.facebook.com/groups/898909013519964/about) and Ocpita 3a
cneuianbhicTio "HadrorazoBa inxenepisi ta Ttexuosorii" Education by profession "Oil and Gas
Engineering and Technology" (created December 27, 2017 registered 1200 participants, URL: https://
www.facebook.com/groups/145315129579851/about). They are led by professors G.V. Onkovych from the
department of Ukrainian and Latin languages of Kyiv Medical University, where a special course
"Professional-oriented media education" is implemented, and V.S. Beletsky, professor of the department
"Oil, Gas and Condensate Extraction" of the National Technical University "Kharkiv Polytechnic Institute".
Every page has statistics, which are automatically updated continuously.

MAIN PART
Statistics on new posts and views.

The page "Meniamkosa npodecopa N'annu OunkoBuu" "Media School of Professor Ganna Onkovych"
was viewed by 9656 readers in 60 days (from December 9, 2021 to February 7, 2022) compared to 10 254
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readers in the previous 60-day period (Fig. 1). During the same period, 226 posts were published compared
to 262 posts and comments compared to the previous 60-day period. Some decrease in user activity is
apparently due to New Year's and religious holidays. (Onkovych G., Biletsky, Onkovych A., Biletsky V.V.
2021, 404-504; Onkovych G., Biletsky, Onkovych A., Biletsky V.V. 2021, 28 —40).

The page Ocsira 3a cnenianbhicTio "HadTorazosa inaenepisi Ta Texnosorii" Education by profession
"Oil and Gas Engineering and Technology" during the same period was viewed by 6931 readers against 7013
for the previous 2 months (Fig. 2). During the same period, 100 posts and comments were published
compared to 52 posts and comments for the previous 60-day period. That is, this "New Year and Christmas"
period had a negative effect on user activity, and a very positive one on correspondent activity (there were
twice as many posts).

A comparison of the statistics of both pages shows that both of them lost slightly in the number of views
compared to the previous 60-day period. At the same time on both pages there is a slight decrease of views in
the period before and during Christmas according to the Gregorian calendar (especially by users of the FB
page "MeniamkoJia npogecopa 'annu OukoBuu" "Media School of Professor Ganna Onkovych"). At the
same time, no such decrease is observed for the Julian calendar.

The number of views on these FB-pages is proportional to the number of new messages:

e 100 new posts - 6,931 new views;
e 226 new messages - 9656 views.
At the same time, if we compare with the previous 60 days:

e 52 new posts - 7013 new views;

e 262 new messages - 10 254 views.
The disproportionality of these data within groups is easily traced (for example, in the group "Oil and Gas
Engineering and Technology Education" there are fewer views, but twice as many messages). This
phenomenon requires further research, but it is obviously related to the specific and different from the users
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of the FB page of the "Meniamkoaa npogecopa I'annn OuxoBuu" "Media School of Professor Ganna
Onkovych" employment schedule.

Statistics of posts, comments and reactions.

The analysis of the statistics of posts, comments and reactions on the studied FB pages (figures 3 and 4)
shows a correlation with the statistics of posts and views (figures 1 and 2).

Figure 3 clearly shows the "failure" of posts, comments and reactions of the FB page '"MeniamkoJsa
npodecopa 'anan OukoBuu" "Media School of Professor Ganna Onkovych" in the period before and
during Christmas according to Gregorian calendars, which fully corresponds to the partial "failure" of views
in this period (Figure 1). On the FB page Ocira 3a cmeuniaabhicTio "HadToraszoBa iHxkeHepis Ta
TexHoutorii'" Education by profession "Oil and Gas Engineering and Technology" this "failure" is observed
in a slightly displaced form (by 2-3 days), which can be explained by the schedule of the educational process
for students, which almost never stops (suspended in Ukraine only for 1 day - Christmas), while the media
page is not tied to a particular specialty, is more general and enlightening. Consequently, its users, who are
also mostly humanitarians, during this time were engaged in festivities.

The considerably lower figures for the FB page Ocgira 3a cneuiaabnicTio "HadTtorasosa inxkenepist Ta
texnoJgorii" Education by profession "Oil and Gas Engineering and Technology" is evidently explained by
its narrow profile, the specialization of subjects on the page, which is of interest mostly to specialists in the
oil and gas industry.

However, even on this page we can see interesting phenomena illustrating the "peak" in Fig. 4 - 19
December. This date corresponds to the post that aroused great interest, namely the post about the
publication of the book "Ukraine. 30 Years of Independence. Brief reference book / edited by Dr. of History,
prof. Kyridon A. M. Kiev: State Scientific Institution "Encyclopedic Publishing House", 2021. 536 p. It is
interesting, that this message for 60 days covered more than 4000 users of the profession-oriented
community FB page. This is much more than the number of registered on the page Ocsitra 3a
cneuianbHicTio "HadrorazoBa imxenepisi ta Ttexuosorii" Education by profession "Oil and Gas
Engineering and Technology" (1200 readers), indicating a high inter-page mobility and universality of a
certain range of FB readers.
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It is reasonable to trace presence on pages FB-community representatives of different countries and
Ukrainian cities (presented by 10 first positions). By number of users of both compared FB-pages the
country-leader is Ukraine. But further on, we can see their very contrasting differences. The geography of
users FB-page ""MeniamkoJsia npogecopa 'anaun Oukouu" "Media School Professor Ganna Onkovych"
covers all regions of Ukraine with unquestionable leadership of Kiev (539 users) regional centers - by 30-
100 users. A completely different geography of users of the FB page Ocsira 3a cnemianabHicTiO
"HadrorazoBa im:kenepis ta texnousorii" Education by profession "Oil and Gas Engineering and
Technology" - covers mainly oil and gas industry regions of Ukraine, the leaders are Poltava (262 users),
Kiev (112), Ivano-Frankivsk (89) and Kharkiv (82).

As for foreign users of compared FB-pages, they are hundreds of times less than Ukrainian. At the same
time, the relatively universal subject matter of the FB-page '""Meniamkosa npogecopa 'annu OuxkoBuy"
"Media School of Professor Anna Onkovych" is still 2-3 times more interesting for foreign users than the
subject matter of the specialized FB-page Ocgita 3a cmeniaabhicTio "HadTorazopa in:kenepiss Ta
texnoJorii" Education by profession "Oil and Gas Engineering and Technology".

CONCLUSIONS. Thus, the comparative analysis of information-educational pages on Facebook provides
possibilities for obtaining various information, which could be useful for monitoring and regulation of
information flows, in particular, professional information.
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FOREIGN LANGUAGE TEACHING AND FORMS OF CONTROL IN AN

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Abstract. Long before the outbreak of the pandemic, the European Parliament and the Council of Europe
began to call for better application of key competencies and digital skills of European citizens. A number of
self-assessment tools have been developed to describe the dimensions of educators' digital competence and
to help them assess their own competence. The paper discusses the state of digital competencies of teachers,
includes an analysis of the results of an online survey of the Department of Foreign Languages and Applied
Linguistics of the University of National and World Economy. The online survey was based on
methodologies developed by the European Framework for the Digital Competence of Educators. The survey
evaluates 22 competencies organised in six thematic areas. The article discusses the self-assessment tool to
assess digital competence of educators, the need to improve digital competencies.

INTRODUCTION

Information and communication technologies have given new opportunities to science. It is an already
recognized fact that digital technologies bring people together, including those in the field of science.
Modern forms of communication have enabled scientists to share their research findings digitally or online.
All this contributes to the development and internationalization of scientific dialogue and is a very important
factor in today's globalized world.

Coronavirus pandemic is a big challenge for all of us. It refers to the adoption of drastic measures that
affect the public space and, consequently, the implementation of research or teaching process in higher
education establishments. The current situation has turned the people’s lives upside down all around the
world and has fundamentally changed our everyday being - both professionally and socially. Certainly,
professors now face a new task, namely, they have to conduct their research and lectures digitally. This
requires not only technical skills, but also a transition to a new work style, understanding and re-evaluating
how university-proven research and teaching methods can be transferred from the offline phase to the online
phase and finding out which tools can enable us to activate the creative process of learning and research of a
foreign language, in particular, of the German language.

REVIEW OF THE ISSUE
Information technologies are facing a revolution. In terms of language technology, German, as before,
is well provided with Internet products and resources. There are available speech synthesis, speech

recognition, spelling and grammar checking programs, as well as many translation machines / programs that
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can provide a linguistically correct translation. Various information and communication technologies are
successfully used for the research and study of the German language, in particular, electronic databases,
electronic libraries, electronic journals, reference sources, digital dictionaries, encyclopedias, electronic
textbooks, lecture courses, computer presentations, multimedia educational audio-video materials, online
tests and exercises, educational and feature films.

METHODS OF RESEARCH

Several methods of research are used in the article. In particular, studying the literature concerning
digital technologies, review of the electronic resources, descriptive method, method of analysis.
RESULTS AND DISCUSSION

The German Language Institute (Das Leibniz-Institut fiir Deutsche Sprache (IDS)) in Mannheim has
been researching since the 1990s how digital resources, vocabulary, grammar, word production, phraseology
and other aspects can be delivered to interested readers at a highly scientific level and, at the same time,
clearly and comprehensibly. IDS is a leading research center, where multifaceted research of various German
language systems is implemented. It is distinguished by a high academic level and high quality of the
material presented by it. Among various IDS online offerings, the online platform “Grammis” is remarkable.
It is an extensive and comprehensive information system designed for all German speakers as well as for
anyone interested in the German language. "The object of research of this system is not only a detailed
description of the grammatical structures of the German language, but also the compilation of linguistically
relevant documentation and sources of information to deepen certain aspects, as well as to further study
methodological or content issues" (Dalmas and Schneider 2018: 270).

“Grammis” consists of three sections: Research, Basic knowledge, and Resources. The research
section presents the results of current and completed scientific research in the field of German grammar,
provides detailed information on systematic German grammar, corpus grammar, comparison of languages,
speech phonology, scientific terminology. The basic knowledge section also includes extensive and essential
information on German spelling, key grammatical terms, specific grammatical issues, or on this or that
controversial field issue. The resource section includes digital dictionaries (e.g., dictionaries of verb valence,
affixes, prepositions, connectors), bibliographies (German grammar, spelling bibliography), special
databases (genitive markers, attributive adjective databases) (Grammis - IDS).

Information and service portal "Germanistik im Netz" is designed for Germanists who are studying or
teaching German. The website is both a research tool and a provider of information, as well as a repository of
research results and publications in the field of German linguistics and literary studies. It contains printed
and digital literature (monographs, scientific journals, websites), information about library catalogs and
databases, as well as information about planned conferences in the field of German studies, scholarship
offers, current research projects, etc.

We should mention the field portal of general and comparative linguistics - Linguistik Portal fiir
Sprachwissenschaft, which presents all kinds of digital information resources in the field of German
linguistics, including research data. The portal allows us to find information in several catalogs,
bibliographies, open access repositories and online sources at the same time. The portal contains links to all
relevant scientific resources, for example, more than 2000 electronic journals, more than 500 online
databases, more than 1100 online dictionaries, etc.

Due to the current situation and various security measures, it is now necessary to conduct university
education online. In order to make the issues related to this transition easy to overcome and to enable quick
orientation, a number of supporting materials and tools have been created. One of them is the distance
learning support package, a collection of electronic didactics and tools for rapid mastery of online learning
(Online Campus 2021). It brings together various categories such as, for example, online training for anyone,
not only who wants to master synchronous work technology, but also who intends to plan for didactically
valuable units and promote social inclusion; Mixed learning scenarios are also found: a combination of face-
to-face and distance learning; Flexibility to introduce different digital topics in a small group; International
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resources on digital higher education; Review of digital tools and their use in distance learning; Self-
organization of learning for students. There is also discussed how the multiplier effect can be achieved
quickly, what tools are available in Office 365, and how they help the student organize learning, and more.

Still just a few years ago, the majority of respondents were skeptical about the distance learning
activities of higher education institutions (Burchard 2016). However, effective and powerful tools have
emerged to respond to new challenges. The digital age has begun in the education sector. As online lectures
become increasingly integrated into the education management system, universities are optimizing platforms
for mobile use, which is in high demand among students.

The Hochschulforum Digitalisierung (HFD), together with its experts, regularly publishes research and
discussion papers on higher education in the digital age. In the publications you will find detailed research
and reasoned positions on the issues needed for digital education. The forum brings together the general
public in digital research and teaching, highlights current trends and implements innovative solutions in
practice. On the forum website, you can find information on issues such as higher education in times of
crisis, "Open Science", digital exams, curriculum development, internationalization, etc.

The "University Network for Digital Teaching and Learning in Teacher Education" (digiLL) was
launched at the end of 2016 as a joint initiative of the teacher training centers/schools of education at the
universities of Bochum, Dortmund, Duisburg-Essen, Cologne and Miinster. The goals of the alliance are to
establish and expand a network to strengthen digital teaching and to promote the digitization-related
competencies of teachers and learners. Since the beginning of 2019, five additional locations have joined so
far (Bonn, Erfurt, Jena, Landau and Trier). digiLL presented itself and its work at the University: Future
Festival 2021. Due to the speed and intensity of the digital transformation, the participating sites are pooling
their resources and expertise in order to jointly meet the emerging challenges. The core of digiLL is the
creation of compact OER learning modules, which are developed according to common content and
structural criteria. Open Educational Resources (OER) are the best foundation for collaborative learning
material creation (Wiesmann 2022). Open Education Resources are educational materials that are openly
licensed and can be freely used, edited, and disseminated. It can be different media: books, courses,
workbooks, videos, podcasts, curricula, etc.

The subject of discussion is so called Blended Learning. "Blended learning is a module format that
involves a mix of face-to-face and online phases that are reasonably interchangeable and interrelated in terms
of content. The learning material is developed in both phases; Participating in just one phase is not enough to
achieve the learning objectives. Both stages are initiated by the teacher and he/she supervises the respective
process" (Brash et al. 2017: 127). Students can decide where they want to study (at university, at home, or
elsewhere) and when they want to study (during lectures, evenings, or weekends). At the same time, the
teacher decides which parts of the course will be conducted online and which, in the university auditorium.

A specific form of mixed learning is so-called "flipped classroom." It is a method of teaching, in
which homework and teaching content change places in such a way that students have to design the study
material themselves in their own time. This enables them to acquire knowledge autonomously, solve
problems, make decisions and, consequently, achieve more sustainable learning outcomes (Brame 2021).

Online language learning offers students engagement opportunities that go beyond traditional
auditorium parameters. A team of leading specialists from the Open University, UK, who have been involved
in distance learning for more than twenty-five years and have extensive experience in this field, offer
colleagues the basic principles and tools of online language teaching, as well as approaches and practical
advice on how teachers and professors can create an interactive online environment to support language
learning for their students (Barkanyi et Al.). Learning takes place within a coherent and pedagogically well-
thought-out framework. The authors suggest different components or combinations of them. What can you
do online that is not possible in a face-to-face university audience? How can you combine different elements
to ensure effective learning? These and many other issues are discussed in detail in this collection of papers.
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In recent years, podcasts and screencasts have become increasingly popular in foreign language
learning. Many podcasts can be listened to or viewed directly on the relevant website. However, sometimes it
is also advisable to download them to listen to them further offline. Automatic download requires a small
additional program that is available for free on the Internet. The Goethe-Institut tests its podcasts only with
Apple iTunes and Juice, so, respectively, you can find all the recommendations for this software on Goethe's
websites. Apple iTunes and Juice are freely available.

Podcasts and screenshots have great didactic potential, in particular, linguistic and cultural
authenticity, persuasive relevance, frequent use of audio or audio-visual texts, new vocabulary definitions,
discussion of geographical aspects, training of listening comprehension by means of the changes in tempo of
the audio-material, mobile learning, training of the German pronunciation, activation of the existing
knowledge, increase of the motivation, amongst other methods, by choosing your own podcasts.

The didactic potential is even greater, when students create their own podcasts and screenshots; in
particular, with the use of newly learned language tools in a communicative situation, with integrated
learning of all four language skills (listening, speaking, reading, writing), with the transfer of learning
material into a new situation, with the reflection on one's own learning process, thus developing autonomous
learning, with the increased involvement, responsible group work, additional acquisition of digital skills.

In order to create screencasts, the following software is popular: Software Screencast-o-matic
https://screencast-o-matic.com

When working with podcasts and screenshots, attention should be paid to the copyrights. It is
advisable to operate under a Creative Commons (CC) license and to use it only under appropriate conditions.

It is also possible to use lyrics and music without a license (e.g., https://www.jamendo.com or
http://www.hoerspielbox.de). You can also create the sound yourself. You can use Open Educational
Resources (OER), such as DigU (Digitale Unterrichtsgestaltung - Digital Learning Design) or DigFo
(Digitale Fortbildung - Digital Training) (http://digu.goethe.de/).

Privacy and data protection settings should be carefully reviewed when publishing images, text or

audio. Free platforms for uploading and downloading audio files are AUDIYOU (https://www.audiyou.de/)
and PodHost (https://www.podhost.de/).
Twitter can be used for German language lessons. In particular, Twitter allows you to participate in

group discussions, read current short messages and get acquainted with the topic. Writing tweets is also a
good exercise: you can post short ads (or run a so-called Twitter feed) and respond to other tweets.

To learn the German language, in addition, there can be used learning apps (Lernapps), learning
programs Babbel, Duolingo, Busuu, Memrise, vocabulary learning programs Quizlet, Anki, Memorion, etc.

Educational videos that can be found at the following links are usually well received by students:

Deutsch Global: Weekly training videos that are well suited for exam preparation (OSD, Goethe
Certificates).

Deutsch lernen mit der DW: Deutsche Welle's video channel offers didactic films for learning
German. Among them, there are the popular DW series "Jojo sucht das Gliick", "Ticket nach Berlin" and
"Bandtagebuch EINSHOCHS6."

DW: Nicos Weg: A series that can also be watched with subtitles and at a slower pace. It is
accompanied by exercises and printable dialogues.

Hallo Deutschschule: Here are collected more than 200 videos to learn German. German lessons are

arranged in playlists, according to individual levels of German language proficiency (A1-C1). In the videos,
you will learn important aspects of conversational formulas, questions, answers, sentence structures and
pronunciation, all of them, through dialogues.

CONCLUSION

The article analyzes and
identifies the socio-psychological state of the students and the problems they encounter during distance
learning through questionnaires using Google Forms, and draws conclusions on how to solve these problems.

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BENEFITS OF USING FACEBOOK IN TEACHING
AND LEARNING ENGLISH

Abstract. The main goal of this paper is to highlight the effectiveness of learning English with the help
of the social network Facebook and Facebook accounts. This social network can be used as a means of
communication strategy, developing the necessary qualities in students: analysis, synthesis, abstraction,
identification and comparison. Many researchers note the rich resource of the social network Facebook for
teaching and learning, at the same time, existing literature on the specific use of Facebook in classes is
insufficient. The work emphasizes that the social networks are not able to completely replace traditional
teaching, with all their effectiveness, but they provide new opportunities for immersive language learning.
The resource, improving the understanding of spoken English not only introduces students to intercultural
specifics but also enhances their vocabulary. Facebook opens up opportunities to join discussions on current
topics.

INTRODUCTION. At present priority areas are the development of communication skills, interactivity and
authenticity of communication among students as well as the study of language in a cultural context,
autonomy and humanization of learning. All these requirements are met by the social network Facebook, as a
means of communication strategy, developing the social and psychological qualities of students: analysis and
synthesis, abstraction, identification and comparison. To get acquainted with the best Facebook English
groups, we devoted a separate article (Diasamidze, 2021:58-63). In this paper we will discuss why it is
effective to learn English via Facebook.

LITERATURE REVIEW AND RESEARCH METHODS. Special literature on the specific use of
Facebook in classes as a type of linguodidactics is insufficient, since this type of linguodidactics is relatively
new. However, the practitioners and authors of certain channels emphasize the effectiveness of its
application. So, the main characteristics of mobile training, as a potential for the training process, are their
personification,  spontaneity, informality and ubiquity (Emelyanov, https://swsu.ru/sbornik-
statey/ispolzovanie-mobilnykh-telefonov-v-izuchenii-angliyskogo-yazyka.php). While learning with mobile
phones can take longer than computers, students feel more free regarding time and space to learn a second
language at their own pace.

In a short period of distance learning in education, users of various mobile devices have come to the
realization that they are a very effective tool in education. Thus, many researchers tried to make mobile
devices and social networks as a rich resource for teaching and learning. This was essentially a complex
undertaking to cover mobile phone training tasks (Kukulska-Hulme,
https://dl.acm.org/doi/10.5555/1520084.1520087). Facebook is an unobservable field of activity for
educational experiments. This is an excellent opportunity to expand the audience or motivate the
environment to engage in English. Facebook is a huge international community, and a teacher can make it an
ideal place to learn English.

Mobile devices cannot completely replace traditional learning and existing learning devices, but they
expand learning opportunities in a new environment with new capabilities; it should be recognized that not
all training content and activities are suitable for mobile devices (Gay, Stefanone, 2001: 257-276). The
benefits of Facebook as a learning platform and as a videodidactic resource are obvious. First of all, as noted
by researchers, the inclusion of social networks in the educational process is one of the ways to transfer the
teaching of a foreign language to the atmosphere of another country, as well as one of the ways to ignite
students interest (Eremeeva et al., 2018: 180-181).

As a study of application of Facebook social network, we used a communicative method of learning a
foreign language (communicative approach), paying special attention to the practice of communication and
overcoming the language barrier. In addition, we also applied a lexical approach (lexical approach), which is
largely based on the communicative methodology and task-based learning methods (task-based learning), as
a variation of the communicative application.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION. Facebook as a resource for studying English improves the understanding
of spoken English and motivates students, introducing them to cultural and intercultural specifics. It helps to
replenish vocabulary and fosters reading and writing skills. Moreover, Facebook allows to join the
discussions, becoming a participant in current or simply interesting topics. By subscribing to the pages and
joining the topic groups, students can join the discussions; at the same time, trainees may not worry about
their pronunciation. Live meetings of interest groups are also a great occasion for conversation practice. At a
minimum, students can open topics and answer other people's questions. For example, all students have
favorite singers, actors, athletes, politicians or top professionals in their area of interest. Almost all students
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studying in my groups are subscribed to the pages of their favorite celebrities, brands and media. This allows
them to exchange relevant and interesting information during classes and discussions and to immerse
themselves in the target language.

Students feel more confident and comfortable online, as they always have time for inventing a capacious
answer and choosing words, checking grammar and spelling, before posting an entry in the comments. By
changing the account on Facebook to English, subscribing to the news, students get an additional opportunity
not only to practice in the language being studied, but also to read the news feed of the page in English,
communicate with people in the language of study, receiving training posts and vocabulary - grammatical
explanations. This will mark the beginning of addiction to everyday life in English. For full communication
in English, it is necessary to pay special attention to the perception and understanding of the language by ear.
Therefore, as leisure activities, it is useful to watch and listen to English-language news, especially to
introduce into the habit of learning every morning what is happening in the world.

Using Facebook allows to put knowledge into practice if students periodically write short posts and statuses
in English, subscribe to pages on topics of interest and read articles and watch videos. Students should not
start with giant posts, their volume develops as their skill develops. Many students began with small
descriptions to their photos, gradually moving to longer texts; friends with a higher level of English
sometimes checked publications as mutual assistance. On Facebook, students can also always find people
who know English on about the same level and correspond with them or try audio or video calls.

Another great way to use Facebook effectively is to report, using the environment and observing a lot of
things and events. Students are given the task of describing the brightest event of the day or the week in the
form of a breaking news report from the scene. You can, for example, walk in the evening, talk about what is
happening around, describing passers-by and places of your walks. These reports can be done everywhere:
on transport, at work and study. Such exercises improve speaking skills and make them more familiar,
making Facebook essentially the easiest and most effective way to learn English. For example, regularly, on
Tuesdays, students of my group are given the task of preparing a two or three-minute report on the
interesting event of the past week: birthdays, trips, a review book or film which they read or watched.
Finally, at the end of the term, a competition is held for the most successful presentation/report.

CONCLUSION. Thus, the social network Facebook is fully consistent with the priority areas for
developing the necessary skills in students to communicate in an authentic way and learn the language in a
cultural context, which ultimately contributes to the humanization of learning. The use of Facebook involves
a gradual increase in the volume of posts and statuses in English as skills develop. Reading the news feed in
English opens up additional opportunities for practicing the target language, as well as communication and
receiving educational posts with lexico-grammatical explanations. All of the above uses of the social
network Facebook allow us to consider it an ideal solution for learning a language without barriers in the
form of time and place of English-speaking communication.

Annotation. The development of information and communication technologies is inextricably linked with
the use of technical means in foreign language classes, which have always contributed to an increase in the
efficiency of the learning process. The use of information and communication technologies allows: provide
positive motivation for learning. At one time, we used this format as an additional training tool, but the
pandemic forced us to turn to new training methods.

The process of teaching a foreign language is always effective when using information and communication
technologies, since their use allows you to stimulate students to actively participate in the educational
process, and also provides access to a huge amount of resources for teaching a foreign language. One such
technology is podcast.

When working with websites, students mainly engage in three main activities: listening (when listening to
information), reading (when working with authentic texts), writing (for example, when completing written
assignments suggested by the teacher). The fourth main activity - speaking is worked out, as a rule, in class
when discussing materials from websites.

In conclusion, it can be noted that improving the quality of teaching and learning, digital solutions that will
become institutionalized after the pandemic must be implemented in an equitable and inclusive manner so
that all students can benefit from them.

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Annotation. Technological breakthroughs of the past decades induced significant changes in the study of
language. The opportunity of having huge quantities of language data in digital format provoked the
emergence of a new field in linguistics — corpus linguistics. The development of corpus linguistics and the
application of corpora in teaching practices have revolutionized the field of education. Corpus linguistics has
a beneficial impact on teaching foreign languages. It is a method of utilizing a corpus for foreign language
teaching purposes in the classroom. Corpus-based teaching promotes the easily accessible and
comprehensive study of language in a real-world context and through inductive reasoning. Corpus serves as
a powerful medium for effective teaching and learning process from the perspective of language acquisition,
as well as essential learning skills development. Corpus-based teaching helps students to enhance their
analytical thinking skills, critical thinking skills and problem-solving skills. It is a motivational learning
method and promotes learner autonomy. Corpus is an effective means to conduct inductive and constructivist
teaching of phrasal verbs in teaching English as a foreign language. The paper reviews the essence,
peculiarities and advantages of corpus-based language teaching. It introduces practical tools of SKELL
corpus to readers useful to teach English phrasal verbs.

INTRODUCTION

Corpus linguistics constitutes one of the quickest developing field in language linguistics nowadays. It has
started to develop in the 1950s. Corpora made it available to access to natural language data quickly and
easily for appropriate analysis. Corpus linguistics deals with the study and analysis of authentic texts.

Since the evolution of corpus linguistics, different opportunities arose in language teaching. As Hunston
(2002) states “corpora, and the study of corpora, have revolutionized the study of language and of the
applications of language” (p. 1).

CORPUS-BASED TEACHING APPROACH

Corpus is “a collection of texts, written or spoken, which is stored on a computer” (O’Keeffe, McCarthy &
Carter, 2007, p. 1). It contains a wide variety of language data with numerous contexts. Data in corpora are
presented in different ways: frequency information, phraseology and collocation. A corpus is a helpful tool
for researchers, teachers, and students to analyze words, phrases, grammatical structures, idioms, etc.

In teaching English as a foreign language, a corpus has been exploited as a useful learning aid in the past
decades. A corpus enables learners to have easy and quick access to real language data. It allows conducting
a hands-on exploratory study of authentic language. Students observe, discover, make generalizations and
infer matters.

Nowadays students have a wide range of opportunities of corpus selection: there are spoken corpora, written
corpora, academic corpora, web corpora, British English corpora, American English corpora, specialized
corpora, historical English corpora, etc. According to Marinov (2013), big corpora provide a large number of
data and for classroom purposes, smaller corpora are more useful because of more chance of handling the
data. Tribble and Jones (1990) (as stated in Marinov, 2013) claim that a 50,000-word corpus is considered to
be useful in teaching.

Corpus-based teaching is a constructivist approach to learning promoting student-centered learning where
students are stimulated to pose questions, make inquiries, develop hypotheses, draw conclusions, etc.
Corpus-based teaching represents an inductive approach to language teaching which involves learner
autonomy, language and cultural awareness, authentic language usage, learning-by-doing and other
important elements (Azzaro, 2012). O’Sullivan (2007) names a number of cognitive processes in this
method: “predicting, observing, noticing, thinking, reasoning, analyzing, interpreting, reflecting, exploring,
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making inferences (inductively or deductively), focusing, guessing, comparing, differentiating, theorizing,
hypothesizing, and verifying” (p. 91).

Corpus-based teaching has many advantages for language learners. It helps students to develop their creative
thinking skills, analytical thinking skills, critical thinking skills, problem-solving skills. Interacting with
authentic data boosts learners’ confidence in language learning. It promotes active engagement of students. It
is a motivating instructional method for learners and encourages them to take responsibility for learning.

USING CORPORA FOR TEACHING ENGLISH PHRASAL VERBS

Corpora can be effectively and successfully applied in teaching English phrasal verbs. Phrasal verbs are
idiomatic phrases, generally made up of a verb and another element (an adverb, a preposition, or a
combination of both). The traditional way of teaching phrasal verbs is instructing them explicitly and
deductively: explanations and definitions are given to students and then they are provided in contexts. So, the
students are recipients of ready-made knowledge from their teachers. In contrary, corpus-based teaching of
English phrasal verbs generates autonomous, self-directed, constructivist process, where students make
inquires in a particular corpus, observe authentic instances, infer meanings and draw conclusions on their
own.

English Corpus for SKELL (Sketch Engine for Language Learning) is a corpus designed specifically for
students and teachers of English. It’s a student-friendly version of Sketch Engine — a corpus manager
software (available at https://www.sketchengine.eu/). The corpus comprises 1.5 billion words.

SKELL corpus incorporates three inquiry tools. One of the tools is called Word Sketch. 1t gives typical
collocations with the target word. The tool is beneficial for collocation inquiry and learning. Some of the
options that Word Sketch proposes are phrasal and phrasal with object. Both of them are very useful in
language learning, especially with reference to phrasal verbs.

Teaching English phrasal verbs by means of a corpus implies carrying out queries for phrasal verbs for key
verb by the students in the corpus search engine, exploring the data, and deducing the meanings in
concordance lines presented. Investigation activities can be implemented individually, in pairs, or in groups.
The teacher doesn’t provide any translation on students’ way of forming assumptions and hypotheses with
respect to inferring the meanings.

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CONCLUSION

Due to the inquiry part of the method, corpus-based teaching generates a very engaging learning
environment. It gives students a unique opportunity to enhance their higher-order thinking skills, interact
with digital technologies, and what’s the most important explore the language in authentic contexts. Corpus-
based teaching of English phrasal verbs is a constructivist process of learning: students build their own
knowledge rather than passively receive it from the teacher. Corpus is a fantastic resource and medium for
teaching various aspects of language including phrasal verbs.
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
