Minister of Internal Affairs Vakhtang
Gomelauri responded to Soso

Gogashvili’s statement claiming that the
State Security Service of Georgia is car-
rying out illegal wiretapping.

The Minister of Internal Affairs denied
all the accusations of Gogashvili and said
that Soso Gogashvili does not know
Bidzina Ivanishvili personally and could
not order him to wiretap citizens; Minis-
ter added that law enforcement agencies
wiretap citizens only within the frame-
work of investigative actions, on the ba-
sis of a judicial decree.

“[Gogashvili’s statement] is a lie, a com-
plete lie.

Mr. Bidzina could not instruct him in
any way, he did not know him. How can
you imagine, I was the supervisor there,
why would he instruct someone he didn’t
know? Or how would he instruct, or what
should he instruct? He did not know this
person personally. He didn’t instruct me,
how could he instruct me? What he says,
I sent it to Mr. Bidzina and he asked - I
don’t know, was I on vacation? - We sent
the Prime Minister and Kobakhidze to
Mr. Bidzina, he said. Illegal wiretapping
is excluded, it is not being carried out.

What is the law, a lot of operational
material that an agent brings, one man
cannot read it. If I were to sit in the Min-
istry of Internal Affairs and ask what
materials are coming in, there should be
at least three Gomelauris to read so many
materials.

The topic is worked on, if it is impor-
tant, then it is brought up to the super-
visor. If something is important, I go up
and report it to the Prime Minister, I don’t
send papers. That’s how it happens in the
State Security Service too,” said
Gomelauri.

Minister of Internal Affairs Vakhtang Gomelauri
denies illegal wiretapping allegations

Vakhtang Gomelauri says that Beka
Mamardashvili, who, according to
Gogashvili, sent him letters, was an em-
ployee of the agency, although he has
nothing to do with the hearings.

“He worked with us [at SSS], he was
the deputy head of the department. When
I left, he soon left. He was one of the most
skilled programmer. He was helping the
service agency, updating cameras, facial
recognition... he had nothing to do with
wiretapping,” explained the Minister of
Internal Affairs.

According to Gomelauri, he does not
know why Ioseb Gogashvili tells so many
lies about him and refuses to talk about
reasons for Gogashvili leaving the State
Security Service and “Georgian Dream”.

The former deputy head of the State
Security Service, Soso Gogashvili, pub-
lished another statement on the social
network describing the system of illegal
wiretapping by the State Security Ser-
vice of Georgia.

A former high-ranking official writes
that the scope of wiretapping increased

during the “Georgian Dream” period, and
approximately 2,000 operational workers
are involved in illegal wiretapping.

GSM (Global System for Mobile Com-
munications Networks) is being wire-
tapped, as well as through viruses, ap-
plications, and computers. Gogashvili
also wrote that it is possible to equip the
offices.

“The office of the president, the offices
of opposition parties, NGOs, international
missions, religious denominations, etc.
are controlled,” Gogashvili wrote.

Georgian side in facilitating the peace-
making process. We are grateful to our

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Kobakhidze: Our task is

Abkhazians
and Ossetians

The chairman of “Georgian
Dream” spoke about the policy
of de-occupation at a media brief-
ing in the parliament and said
that the task of the “Georgian
Dream” government is de-occu-
pation, but “under the conditions
when we have brotherly coexist-
ence with Abkhazians and
Ossetians”.

According to him, shooting at
people with whom you want to
live as brothers in the future is
unacceptable in terms of value.

“To imagine such a theoreti-
cal development when Georgian
shoots an Abkhazian, or Geor-
gian shoots an Ossetian, of
course, this can be equated in a
valuable way with the Russians
shooting Ukrainians.

Our task is to de-occupation
the conditions when we have
brotherly coexistence with
Abkhazians and Ossetians. For
us, this is a matter of values, and

the party and political force that
tries to lead the country to war
is stateless.

Historically, there was broth-
erhood between Georgians and
Abkhazians, Georgians and
Ossetians, where in the early
90s, as a result of Russian provo-
cations, an artificial barrier was
crossed, and we must ensure
that the fratricidal war does not

repeat itself over 30 years later.
The main task for us is de-oc-

cupation, but taking into account
certain values. De-occupation
and invasion of another country’s
territory are completely different
contexts, but shooting at people
with whom you want to live as
brothers in the future is unac-
ceptable in terms of value,” said
Irakli Kobakhidze.

Fundamental issues
have been agreed upon,

which provide the
opportunity to switch to
a new electoral system,

says Givi Mikanadze
Givi Mikanadze, the first

deputy chairman of the “Geor-
gian Dream” faction and the
head of the electoral code revi-
sion working group, said after
the meeting of the working group
that all the main issues have
been agreed upon at this stage,
which provides for fundamental
reforms and provides opportuni-
ties to switch to the new elec-
toral system.

According to him, an elec-
tronic election system will be
introduced in Georgia from 2024
and Chapter 81 will appear in

the Election Code to regulate
this issue.

“This is a qualitatively new

election system, which involves
electronic registration of voters,
an electronic voting procedure
using the appropriate equip-
ment, counting of the appropri-
ate ballots by this equipment,
and presentation of the summary
protocol. The electronic election
system will affect at least 70%
of voters.

In addition, in those polling
stations where electronic count-
ing and registering equipment

will not be placed, vote counting
will be carried out in the usual
manner, although each ballot,

whether it is a correctly cast vote
or an invalid ballot, will be sub-
ject to digitization. Accordingly,
these digital versions, depending
on the districts, will be uploaded
on the relevant CEC web portal
and will be available to any in-
terested person. The mentioned
changes make it possible to say
that, in fact, from 2024, the elec-
tion system will be completely
transferred to the electronic for-
mat”, Givi Mikanadze said.
