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After regaining independence in 1991, Georgia has overcome
many challenges to establish a modern and democratic state
and integrate into the Furo-Atlantic family. During this process,
the United States has been among Georgia’s most consistent
and reliable supportes. Yet our shared history began long
ago, when the first U.S. consulate arrived to Batumi in 1886.
Throughout the early 1900s and under Georgian independence,
our business and diplomatic ties continued to grow until force-
fully broken by Soviet power. This book represents a joint effort
by the U.S. Embassy and the LEPL National Archives of Georgia
to celebrate this 30-year anniversary and bring portions of our
forgotten history to light.

From 1918 to 1921, the newly independent Democratic Re-
public of Georgia faced immense challenges. War and politi-
cal change had weakened Georgia’s economic relationships.
Productivity plummeted while inflation, hunger, and unemploy-
ment rose.

In April 1914, Felix Octavius Willoughby Smith was appoint-
ed to the U.S. Consulate in Batumi, and within a year he had
moved the consular office to Tbilisi, the political center of
Georgia. In 1917, with the collapse of Czarism, the ascension
of the Bolshevik regime, and Russia’s sudden withdrawal from
World War |, Georgia’s social and political landscape under-
went drastic changes.

Smith was a prolific cable-writer and distinguished himself
as a vital source of information about social, political and mil-
itary developments in the Caucasus during the World War. His
remarkable cables reveal a passionate supporter of Georgia’s
independence and a strong advocate for increased U.S. assis-
tance. While his tireless petitions sometimes tested the pa-
tience of Washington administrators, Smith continued to urge
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the U.S. to increase support for defense and humanitarian aid.

Thanks in part to his efforts, the U.S. adopted a policy that
aimed to bolster the fledgling democratic state and limit the
expansion of Bolshevism. In 1919, Colonel William Haskell, Al-
lied High Commissioner to the Transcaucasus and overseer of
all humanitarian support, recommended that Washington seek
“the strengthening of Georgia, political and economic, [to] give
it the possibility to safeguard itself from anarchy and firmly
establish true democracy in Transcaucasia.”

To help alleviate post-World War | hardship in the Middle
East and Eastern Europe, the U.S. Congress formed the Amer-
ican Relief Administration (ARA), authorizing relief funds of
$100 million (equivalent to approximately $1.6 billion today)
alongside additional large donations from private American
citizens. In the Caucasus, ARA joined with Near East Relief
(NER), an active American humanitarian organization with a
significant presence in Armenia and Georgia. Photographs of
their humanitarian activities in Georgia, recently shared with
the U.S. Embassy from the Hoover Institute Library and Ar-
chives, are published here for the first time.

The office of ARA’s Caucasus mission was located in So-
lolaki. From here, ARA directed aid into eight districts in the
region: “Batumi, Borjomi, Baku, Tbilisi, Vanadzor (former Karak-
lis), Gyumri (former Alexandropol), Kars, and Yerevan.” Much
of this assistance aimed to relieve the growing refugee crisis
and included food rations, medical and dental services, and
sanitation projects, as well as managerial duties at hospitals,
public dispensaries, and orphanages. Although early U.S. hu-
manitarian efforts remained an untold story, details of these
operations can be found in several Georgian newspapers, such
as articles in “Ertoba” and “Sakartvelos Respublica” from 1919
to 1921.

In early February 1921, the Red Army invaded Georgia. By
February 17, the Russians were less than 10 miles from Tbilisi.
The outnumbered Georgian armed forces, led by Command-
er-in-Chief General Giorgi Kvinitadze, fought valiantly against
the far superior Soviet invaders.

The battle for Thilisi took place at Tabakhmela and Kojori.
Wanda Gambashidze-Hope, a U.S. citizen who served as a
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June 1922 cover of The New Near East. This magazine, published by the Near
East Relief throughout the 1920s, brought news of the Near East Relief’s hu-
manitarian efforts to the United States and helped raise funds.

nurse on the front lines, and her enlisted son, Givi Gambashid-
ze, took part in the battle. Wanda was a representative of the
Red Cross in Georgia, an English teacher at Thilisi State Uni-
versity, and the wife of the famous Georgian doctor and diplo-
mat Vakhtang Gambashidze. After the occupation of Georgia,
Wanda left Thilisi and served in Constantinople, helping Geor-
gian political refugees find asylum abroad. Their son Givi was
only 18 years old when he fought against the Red Army, and his
memoirs, Days of War, published by the National Archives of
Georgia, are widely read to this day.

After the Soviet invasion and Georgia’s occupation, the U.S.
consular office in Georgia did not reopen. According to local
reports, the U.S. Consul, Charles Moser, stayed in Georgia even
after the war had started. Following Soviet occupation, Near

East Relief continued its non-political activities in Georgia, op-
erating orphanages and health programs in the country until
they were forced to leave by the Soviets in 1930.

It would be seventy-one years after the Red Army inva-
sion of Georgia that diplomatic relations were established
between Georgia and the U.S. on March 24, 1992. Soon, the
U.S. Embassy was opened by Chargé d’Affaires Carey Cava-
naugh on April 23, 1992, at the Marco Polo Hotel (now the
Sheraton Metekhi) in the Avlabari district of Thilisi. On May
25-26 of the same year, U.S. State Secretary James Baker
visited Georgia. This historic occasion marked the first visit to
Georgia by a high-level U.S. official. Within the framework of
the visit, he held a meeting with the then-head of the State
Council of the Republic of Georgia, Eduard Shevardnadze. On
September 9, 1992, the first U.S. Ambassador, Kent Brown,
presented his credentials in Thilisi.

Georgia’s sovereignty and territorial integrity have re-
ceived full bipartisan support from the U.S. Congress and
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has been reaffirmed in multiple resolutions and legislative
acts. For example, the annually-approved Consolidated Ap-
propriations Act specifies that no central government country
recognising the independence of Russia-occupied Abkhazia
or the Tskhinvali region/South Ossetia may benefit from the
act’s funds, nor may any of the funds assist Russia’s occupa-
tion of the Georgian territories of Abkhazia and the Tskhinvali
Region/South Ossetia. This unambiguous and critical wording
has been retained each year in the text of the U.S. budget
legislation.

Over the past 30 years, the world has experienced signif-
icant changes, yet our strategic partnership and friendship
have remained steadfast. Humanitarian, technical, education-
al, and economic assistance from the U.S. has contributed to
the strengthening of Georgia’s defense and security, demo-
cratic and economic reforms, and Georgia’s Euro-Atlantic in-
tegration. These efforts have laid the groundwork for decades
of cooperation in shared priority areas such as democracy,
defense and security, economic, trade, and energy issues, and
people-to-people and cultural exchanges.

This book, a joint effort by the U.S. Embassy to Georgia and
LELP National Archives of Georgia, is a tribute to the long-
standing and meaningful history that underlies the friendship
and strategic partnership between the United States and
Georgia.

Early 1900s the American humanitarian support in the Cauca-
sus remains a largely untold story in the history of U.S./Georgian
relations. Details of these operations can also be found in old
records and scattered throughout Georgian newspapers from the
time. For example, a 1919 article in Ertoba reports the delivery of
20k Ibs. of flour for bread from the United States. A 1920 article
in Sakartvelos Respublica details a telegram from Colonel Has-
kell about three wagonloads of clothes in Poti for the victims of
the 1920 earthquake in Gori. A 1921 Ertoba article reports urgent
requests from Consul Charles Moser to Washington, D.C., for ad-
ditional medical aid and food for Georgia at the onset of the Rus-
sian-Georgian war of 1921.

Photographs recently acquired by the U.S. Embassy from the
Hoover Institution Library and Archives at Stanford University
are shown here. These depict the joint operations of the Amer-
ican Relief Administration and the Near East Relief Foundation.
The NER’s Caucasus branch operated a total of 82 orphanages
throughout the region, where children were fed three full meals
per day with ARA support. Soup kitchens were set up for adults;
milk stations assisted nursing mothers; and “cocoa kitchens” pro-
vided supplemental nutrition to children.

I have delayed making my first re-
port to you until I could learn the exact sit-
uation in America relative to the c¢laims of the
non-Fussien republies to independence.

With reference to Georgia and Azer-
baidjan the American people and the American
Congress seem to know very little. DIuring sev=-
eral monthe past, through local organizations
and delegatione in New York and in Washington,
the Esthonians, Letts, Lithuanians and the U-
krainians, have been making gquite an extensive
propaganda. These four nations have already .
been heard by the Foreign Affairs Committee of
the Senate, and resolutions relating to them
are now pending before the Foreign Affairs Com-
mittee of the House of Representatives. The
presence in America of many hundreds of thousands
of these nationalities has rendered it possible
to carry on this propaganda without having reg-
ularly accredited official representatives from
abroad.

The case is different with Georgia
and Azerbaidjan. Very few representatives of
these countries live in America and local agi-
tation by populations representative of these
countries is impossible. It will De necessary
for delegations of Georgia and Azerbaidjan to
come to America to help direct their propagan-
da, or it will be necesssry for me and my friends
to do it alone. Having been retained and paid
by you, you mey rest assured that nothing will
be left undone to protect the interest and pro=-
mote the independence of your country. The work
will of necessity proceed slowly at first, but
I will lose no time and will spare no energy in
placing the csuse of your country before the

During the referendum, former U.S. President Richard Nixon was visiting Tbilisi with Dimitri Simes, Di-
rector of the Carnegie Endowment for International Peace, and Robert Elsroot, Director of the London
International Institute for Strategic Studies.

In a meeting with Zviad Gamsakhurdia, Nixon declared: “Our visit is not official, but we have arrived
on the instructions of the President, and we are tasked with informing him of the political situation in
Georgia. Based on the information received from you, it is necessary to give an intensive character to the
exchange of delegations to make the relationship with Georgia different from the one with the Soviet
Union. This will be a fundamentally new kind of interaction. The American side is very interested in rela-
tions with Georgia... America has always believed that every person, through the government chosen by
them, should decide their own destiny.”®

Zviad Gamsakhurdia confirmed his desire for political and cultural relations with the former president.
“Helping the peoples of the USSR, whose national existence is in danger, will be the fulfillment of the
mission that the United States has toward the whole world. It is a mission to fulfill the rights of people
and nations, the UN Charter, and the Helsinki Treaty.”®

Before leaving Georgia on March 31,1991, Nixon visited several polling stations and was cited as saying,
‘If I were Georgian, | would be happy to vote for the country’s independence,” and that he hoped that
Zviad Gamsakhurdia “will gain victory for the people of Georgia.”

On December 25, 1991, the United States of America recognized the independence of Georgia, and U.S.
President George Bush told the American people: “The United States recognizes today as independent
states the remaining six former Soviet Republics: Moldova, Turkmenistan, Azerbaijan, Tajikistan, Georgia,
and Uzbekistan. We will establish diplomatic relations with them as soon as the commitments to security
policies and democratic principles are duly fulfilled”.

This announcement laid the foundation for renewed Georgian-American relations, and on April 23, 1992,
the first United States Embassy was opened in Georgia.

U.S. Chargé d’Affaires in Georgia, Carey Cavanaugh, declared: “Today is a historic day for our coun-
tries. We want to establish close cooperation with Georgia in the field of economy and other areas. The
opening of the embassy in Thilisi will contribute to the establishment and further expansion of contacts
between American and Georgian businessmen and will ease humanitarian aid from the U.S. to Georgia...
Now five American diplomats have started working in Georgia. This number will increase every week
until it reaches fifteen.”®

On July 2, 1992, U.S. President George Bush officially appointed a career member of the Senior Foreign
service, Kent Brown as U.S. Ambassador Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary to Georgia.
