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Iran-Georgia transport relations with a view to the geopolitics of the South

Caucasus

Introduction

Iran-Georgia relations have always been influenced by the two countries relations with
other international players since the collapse of the Soviet Union. By relying on their
competitive advantage, regional and trans-regional powers, especially in the direction of
political-economic cooperation, they seek to increase their influence in the South
Caucasus. In such circumstances, even the long history of relations between Iran and the
countries of the South Caucasus in cultural and social dimensions, has not helped much to
expand Iran's presence in the region and the economic and political benefits of this strategic
geopolitics. Iran's presence in the South Caucasus provides a trade and economic opening
for it. Cooperation in the field of international transport corridors due to the geopolitics of
Iran and Georgia, has always been considered as one of the important factors to increase
cooperation between the two countries. The main question of the authors is how creating
a transport corridor between the two countries can create a stable political relationship
between the two countries? In answer to this question, the authors hypothesize that the
expansion of international transport corridors between the two countries will create lasting
political relations by increasing economic cooperation. A study of the relations of regional
and trans-regional countries with Georgia and their economic activities can explain the
impact of these relations on the influence and presence of countries in Georgia. For this

purpose, we reach this conclusion with the assumptions of the realist approach and with
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the method of description and explanation in this article that Iran's cooperation in
expanding transportation routes related to Georgia, especially the Persian Gulf-Black Sea
project, economic relations between the two countries will be increased and stable political

relations will be established for the two countries.
The importance of integrated transportation relationships

In a world more globalized than ever before, new requirements must be met by countries
to achieve foreign policy goals pursued in the form of public diplomacy. Trade diplomacy
and transportation diplomacy as a branch of this diplomacy has brought countries into a
new diplomatic competition (Koolaee, 2019: 14). One of the examples of transport
diplomacy is cooperation in the field of transport corridors. An international transit route
connects one or more countries. Corridors may also connect countries that connect to
international corridors with one or more countries designated as transit countries. For
example, the Republic of Turkmenistan is connected to the Pacific Ocean through the
Republic of Uzbekistan, the Republic of Kazakhstan and China (Islamic Development
Bank, 2011: 2). Georgia plays a similar role along the Black Sea. Georgia is located in a
strategic territory between Krasnodar, Stavropol in the north, Aras in the south and the
Black Sea in the west. The importance of Black Sea transportation has increased after the
destruction of land infrastructure. As trade becomes more competitive, the costs of
producing goods also decrease due to more competitive services, and the final price of goods
decreases, resulting in higher exports. Bilateral, trilateral and multilateral agreements
between countries and other technologies need to reduce costs and time to facilitate trade.
(Islamic Development Bank, 2011:5). The importance of transportation corridors in making
the production and distribution of goods and services competitive and the role it plays in
the global value chain is clear. The global value chain has led to the interaction between
the economies of different countries by dividing the production processes and specializing
countries in their specific activities in the value chain. Today, more than 70% of world
trade comes from intermediate goods and services. This shift in production is the result of
technological advances, cheap transportation, communications, and trade liberalization.
Now, with this issue, the transportation relations of the countries are of considerable
importance. Creating a regional value chain can give a region a competitive advantage. East
African society, for example, has done better in increasing its participation in the global
value chain as a regional business grouping than in other sub-Saharan countries (Toledano,
2015: 2). Given the importance of these issues, countries try to get involved in the
formation of transportation plans at the beginning. The most important plan that the
Islamic Republic of Iran pursued to connect with the countries of the South Caucasus is the
north-south corridor. The idea for creation of this crossing was conceived in 1993.

However, an agreement was reached between Iran, India and Russia in 2000 and the
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Republic of Azerbaijan joined the plan in 2005. Today, more than 12 countries have
expressed interest in this project (Mammadov, 2018). This project is the most obvious
example of creating a coordinated infrastructure for the connection of South and Southeast
Asia, the Persian Gulf, the Caucasus countries, Russia and Northern Europe. It can increase
the competitive advantage of countries such as Iran, the Republic of Azerbaijan and Russia

and in a way increase Iran's role in international transport in the South Caucasus.
Iranian Realism in the South Caucasus

The best approach to analyze relations between Iran and the countries of the South
Caucasus, based on historical facts and developments that took place after the collapse of
the Soviet Union, is a realistic approach. The struggles of international actors to gain a
better position in the region and benefit from the unique geopolitics of these countries
especially Georgia, have turned the South Caucasus into a battleground for rival states. The
region's proximity to Iran has encouraged Iran's rival forces to play a greater role in the
region. As a result, they are trying to isolate Iran at the same time by pursuing their
political-economic goals. Thus, the attitude of defensive realists is appropriate for analyzing
Iran's behavior in the region. This group of neoclassical realists believes that if a threat
occurs, reactions are made against it in order to strike a balance in deterring the threatening
element. Thus, by conducting economic activities in the region, Iran can be a good policy
to counter the presence of rival governments in the region and their growing influence.
Turkey has had a negative impact on Iran's acting arena by turning the region into the
center of its activities through transportation crossings. Therefore, there is a need to
increase economic cooperation between Iran and Georgia through the Republic of

Azerbaijan and Armenia.

Given the hypothesis of defensive realism, it can be argued that Iran's security policy in the
Caucasus does not seek ideological considerations. Iran's security policy in the region has
been based on geopolitical and economic considerations. Iran considers economic
cooperation with the Caucasus countries as one of the main elements and elements of
regional peace and security. Because economic cooperation is more important than welfare
gains, it is also important as a security mechanism. This issue is also very important for
Georgia, given the importance of Iran's energy reserves and the role of its transportation.
Cooperation between the two countries in economic fields, especially energy and

transportation, is the most important component of Iran's security strategy in the region.
Iran in the Geopolitics of the South Caucasus

The South Caucasus region has been one of the gateways to international developments in
Iran throughout history. Today, the concentration of international threats, fragile borders

and out of control are components affecting Iran's performance in the region. Such a
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situation has intensified the expansionist movements of other actors in the region's
geopolitical scene and narrowed Iran's field of action. Turkey's various goals in the wake
of the 2020 Karabakh war, which traces the idea of Neo-Ottomanism, seek to make Turkey
a major energy and commodity hub in West Asia. These measures have a great impact on
the geo-economy of the region. Turkey, along with Israel and other countries in the region,
such as Saudi Arabia, have been more successful than Iran in filling the gaps left by the
collapse of the Soviet Union in the economic and political spheres for political-economic
gain. Turkey and the Republic of Azerbaijan seek to establish the Baku-Ankara axis to meet
their economic interests in the shadow of the region's geo-economy, especially by creating
new transportation corridors. The creation of ZangeZur corridor and Turkey's access to the
Caspian Sea and its efforts on the east-west routes to European countries, will increase
Turkey's strategic weight. Meanwhile, despite adhering to international law and treating
countries in the region, Iran will challenge the Republic of Azerbaijan for transportation
in the Goris-Qapal region, which is a 21-kilometer route. In such circumstances, the need
for comprehensive cooperation with all countries, including Georgia, to diversify trade

routes and increase Iran's transit security is raised.

Cooperation between countries in transportation projects in the South Caucasus region
faces various complications. The relations of these countries with each other and the
relations of each of them with the countries of the peripheral regions have complicated the
complete and non-conflicting formation of projects such as the New Silk Road, a one-belt
one-road initiative, the North-South Corridor, TRASICA and its subdivisions. This
becomes clearer when countries do not live up to their commitments to fund corridors and
administrative and technical cooperation. An example of this can be seen in the process of
creating the North-South Corridor, financing it and cooperating with foreign companies.
These same factors have delayed the implementation of this plan for twenty years. Such
problems have caused Iran to pursue its economic-political goals by emphasizing
multilateral mechanisms. Iran-Armenia-Georgia, Iran-Azerbaijan-Russia-Iran-Armenia-
Russia transport cooperation and cooperation with the Eurasian Economic Union in this

field are noteworthy.

Despite the historical-cultural ties between Iran and the Republic of Azerbaijan, after the
collapse of the Soviet Union, relations between Iran and Georgia have been more pragmatic
and expanding, albeit with ups and downs. In the last two decades, US obstructionism and
a lack of serious will to have an effective presence in Georgia have strained relations
between the two countries. After the Rose Revolution in 2003 and the inauguration of
Saakashvili, the two countries took effective steps in economic cooperation. For example,
we can mention the export of Iranian electricity to Georgia via Armenia, which is very

important in the relations between the two countries. However, the shadow of European
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and American behaviors and policies has always weighed heavily on the relations between

the two countries.

The United States has always paid special attention to Georgia's geopolitics in
implementing its regional programs. US plans in the region include controlling energy
lines, isolating Iran, preventing Russian influence, and supporting the presence of Turkey
and Israel. The rivalry between Iran and Turkey has been in America's favor, given the
differences between the two countries. The Euro-Atlantic view of Georgia has always been
a divergent and limiting factor in the relations between the two countries and in the
direction of US plans in the region. However, relations between Iran and Georgia have
never been tense, but the growing influence of the United States and pro-Western
tendencies in some periods have had a negative impact on relations between the two
countries. Given that active foreign policy is the only way of interaction and unity and is
also the most necessary way for effective relations with other countries, Iran has pursued

relations with Georgia in the fields of economic - foreign policy.
Iran-Georgia transport cooperation

These days, Iran-Georgia relations have been re-introduced to create a transit route. Such
schemes have been around for the past few years, but have run into problems for a variety
of reasons. Cooperation between Iran, Georgia and the Republic of Azerbaijan requires
positive bilateral relations to establish such transport projects. Georgia can play a positive
role in the diversity of transportation routes and Iran's less dependence on Russia and the
Republic of Azerbaijan, and in contrast to the Iran-Persian Gulf route, Georgia can play a
more prosperous role in Asia-Europe transportation to Europe. Iran-Georgia cooperation
in the field of transportation is known as the Southwest Passage or the Persian Gulf to the
Black Sea. In 2016, Iran, the Republic of Azerbaijan, Georgia, Ukraine and Poland agreed
to build this transit route. The establishment of the South-West Corridor was initiated by
the railways of Iran, the Republic of Azerbaijan and Georgia with the aim of transporting
cargo from Southeast Asia, India, the Persian Gulf countries to Europe and vice versa, and

was welcomed by the countries along the route.
Developments in the Caucasus transport routes

During the Soviet era, relations between Iran and Central Eurasia were maintained by the
Iran-Soviet Railway. With the collapse of the Soviet Union and the growing crisis between
the Republic of Azerbaijan and Armenia over the Nagorno-Karabakh region, the
connection between Iran and this region was practically cut off from the national railway.
In addition, a series of security problems began for Iran. Simultaneously with the reopening
of the border following the collapse of the Soviet Union, barriers to crossing the border by

Azeris were removed and the Russian border guards were forced to leave the border and
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leave the area, and the Nakhchivan army could not adequately control the border due to
the infancy and lack of border guards. With the dismantling of border barriers across the
border, the physical appearance of the border was the same on both sides, resulting in more
and more illegal crossings and smuggling of goods. After the reopening of the border,
smuggling of goods was the main problem of the Julfa border, which had several problems
in the region. On the other hand, the increase of illegal crossings along the border, the war
between Armenia and Azerbaijan over Nagorno-Karabakh, the military agreements of the
Republic of Azerbaijan and the presence of foreign forces on the other side of the border,
reduced security along the border of Julfa. Therefore, the Islamic Republic of Iran took
several measures to combat these insecurities and increase the security factor along the
border strip of Julfa city, including the construction of new checkpoints and the renovation
of old ones, the establishment of new watchtowers and increasing the number of
checkpoints, turning the military terminal into a military barracks, deploying and
solidifying part of the forces of the 21st Hamza Division. (Hafeznia and Rahimi, 2005: 11-
8). Thus, not only were trade ties severed, but a domino of insecurity and rivalry between
the great powers spread throughout the South Caucasus. Each of the international actors
tried to take advantage of the Soviet Union's absence in various areas, including the

creation of transportation routes.

The Nagorno-Karabakh crisis over the past thirty years has changed the geopolitics of the
South Caucasus and has created many opportunities and impasse in the surrounding
countries. During these periods, Iran had a good opportunity to provide transportation in
the region, especially the connection between Nakhchivan and the mainland of the
Republic of Azerbaijan. But the intensity of the war in 2020 and Russia's fear of disrupting
the regional order and Turkey's intervention to advance the outcome of the ceasefire in its
favor created new conditions for the region's geopolitics. Under Russian supervision and
Turkish efforts, a peace treaty was concluded between the two sides, leading some to
conclude that there was a great danger to Iran's economic and political interests. But the
view of scholars aware of the history and geography of the South Caucasus is different. A
study of recent events has made it clear that Iran's foreign policy must make important
decisions in this regard. A study of recent events has made it clear that Iran's foreign policy
must make important decisions in this regard. According to the ninth clause of the ceasefire
agreement between the Republic of Azerbaijan and Armenia, a transit route should be
established for the connection of the Republic of Azerbaijan with Nakhchivan. If this
passage is created, the Azeris will no longer go to Nakhchivan via Iran. Therefore, the
mentioned developments have created the grounds for the formation of new passages in

the region with the pursuit of the Republic of Azerbaijan and Turkey.
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But it should be noted that the territories that were occupied by Armenia for thirty years
were burned and mined during the recent war. (Amirahmadian, 2020: 29). Therefore, Iran
cannot pursue its transportation plans by using the territory of Armenia and the Republic

of Azerbaijan separately, especially the North-South and South-West Crossings.
Lachin Pass

The city of Lachin on the border of Armenia and the Republic of Azerbaijan is one of the
most strategic regions of the South Caucasus. Armenia occupied the city near Nagorno-
Karabakh in the first Karabakh war in the 1990s. The Lachin Pass through the city of Lachin
and during the years when Nagorno-Karabakh and parts of the Republic of Azerbaijan were
under the occupation of Armenia, this passage was the lifeblood of the Nagorno-Karabakh
government. In this way, agricultural products produced in Nagorno-Karabakh are sent to
Armenia, and electricity, weapons and other materials are transferred from Armenia to
Nagorno-Karabakh. Many Armenians entered the region during these years and settled
there (Rehimov, 2020). With the recapture of Lachin by the Republic of Azerbaijan, this
passage became very important. It is important for Iran that the Republic of Azerbaijan, in
the face of the passage of Armenians from Nagorno-Karabakh to Armenia, seeks to establish
a passage between Nakhchivan and the Republic of Azerbaijan and another passage instead
of Lachin to connect Nagorno-Karabakh and Armenia because the Lachin stray passes
through the city of Lachin. The Republic of Azerbaijan is trying to complete these crossings
soon. Russia has played an influential role in the region in shaping the treaty. The main
driving force of the agreement between the Republic of Azerbaijan and Armenia can be
considered the presence of Russian troops in the Lachin region. Thus, the Republic of
Azerbaijan is facing two supporters of the Nagorno-Karabakh Republic: Armenia, which
has weak support, and Russia, which has informally but strongly taken control of the

region.
Zangezur Road

This passage is being seriously pursued by the Republic of Azerbaijan and Turkey but the
ceasefire agreement of the second Karabakh war did not mention the corridor and where
and when these lines of communication will be established. This corridor, like other
projects such as Baku-Thbilisi-Ceyhan, can be in conflict with the interests of Iran and

Russia.
Barriers to Iran's presence in the region's transportation routes
Technical barriers

Some of the technical problems in the north-south corridor can be summarized in the

following areas:
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Lack of a strong mechanism to address operational issues;
Problems related to the procedures as well as customs documents;
Issues related to the budget of various infrastructure projects;

The low level of container trade in this direction, which can be noted, is due to the low
level of trade, which includes the return of the style of containers and the increase in the

cost of moving containers;

Lack of common border laws between member states;

Problems with insurance and data exchange between member countries
Limitation of shortage of wagons and cargo for transportation in Iran

These technical barriers, along with other barriers such as the geographical areas where
these strays cross and the financing problems that require coordination with foreign
companies are among the reasons for the slowness of such a plan which can also be

enumerated for the south-west crossing.
Regional and international barriers

In examining Iran's problems for an effective presence in the region's infrastructure, we
can point to the strong presence of Turkey to become the center of trans-regional transport
in the Caucasus. Turkey is trying to establish itself as a gateway to world trade for Central
Asia and the Caucasus, trying to find itself in the middle of various transport corridors.

Georgia, meanwhile, is playing an important role in some of these routes.
Baku-Thbilisi-Kars railway

The railway was built with the aim of turning Turkey into one of the most important
transportation hubs on the East-West route. Its main purpose is to transfer cargo to China
and the countries of Central Asia and the Caucasus to Europe. This is particularly important
given China's high economic influence in Central Asia. This railway is strengthened by

other transportation projects.
Silk wind design

The project will start from the easternmost part of Kazakhstan on the border with China
(Dostik) and will reach the Republic of Azerbaijan via the Caspian Sea via the port of Aktau
in western Kazakhstan and will reach Turkey by rail (Heydarpasa-Istanbul port). The Silk
Wind Project was launched as part of the Europe-Caucasus-Asia (TRASICA) transport

corridor, an EU-sponsored project that has worked for two decades to improve the
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economic and political development of the Black Sea, Caucasus and Central Asia in order

to create a transport corridor to Europe and Asia (Weitz, 2012).

Combined transport route of the Caspian Sea: This route starts from the friendly border of
Kazakhstan and reaches the Republic of Azerbaijan through the Caspian Sea and then to
the port of Puti in Georgia and through the Black Sea to the port of Heydarpasha in Turkey.

Turkey Cooperation Council: This route is like the combined route of the Caspian Sea. The
difference is that it is transferred from Kazakhstan to Turkmenistan and reaches Baku via

the port of Turkmenbashi. On the other hand, there is a branch road from Kyrgyzstan.

Lajevard Road Crossing: This crossing was created with the aim of Afghanistan's
independence from Iran. This route passes through Mazar-e-Sharif, Afghanistan, through
the territory of Turkmenistan and the port of Turkmenbashi to the port of Alat in the
Republic of Azerbaijan and through the territory of Georgia, and reaches the port of Haidar
Pasha in Turkey through the port of Puti. This agreement was signed on November 15,
2017 at the seventh meeting of the Ministers of the Regional Economic Cooperation
Conference in Ashgabat. The ratification of this agreement is an action to strengthen
cooperation to improve regional cooperation between the five countries without the
participation of Iran (Behjati, 2020). The important goals of this passage are to reduce trade
barriers, reduce transaction costs, improve coordinated border governance, increase trade,

transportation, and strengthen regional cooperation (Shanti, 2018).
Turkey and the Second Karabakh War

The 2020 war between the Republic of Azerbaijan and Armenia which is also known as the
second Karabakh war, is the first strategic cooperation agreement between Turkey and the
Republic of Azerbaijan in the military field. This cooperation resulted in the victory of the
Republic of Azerbaijan in the war with Armenia. A victory in which the role of Turkish
weapons and military advice is very clear. Strategic cooperation includes energy pipelines
such as Baku-Thbilisi-Ceyhan, Baku-Tbilisi-Erzurum and Vera Anatolia and transport
infrastructure to Baku-Tbilisi-Kars. The Star Oil Refinery Complex in Aliaga, Turkey, near
Izmir is also part of the two countries' cooperation. In 2020, the Republic of Azerbaijan

became the first supplier of natural gas to Turkey, surpassing Russia. (Socor, 2020)

The first goal of the Republic of Azerbaijan in the war was the recapture of the seven
interior regions of the Republic of Azerbaijan, which were occupied by the Armenians in
the neighborhood of Nagorno-Karabakh. Russia did not oppose this either. At each stage of
the advance, Elham Aliyev proposed to the Pashinians to withdraw from the seven areas
adjacent to Nagorno-Karabakh. Eventually, however, Azeri forces advanced as far as the

city of Shusha, south of Nagorno-Karabakh as a result, in the ceasefire of November 10,
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2020, they recaptured 80% of the total area that had remained under Armenian control
during the 1994 ceasefire, and two-thirds of the Nagorno-Karabakh region remained in the

hands of Armenian forces (Socor, 2020).

The Second Karabakh War took place from September 27 to November 9, 2020. The
Republic of Azerbaijan has long sought an opportunity to retake the territories occupied
by Armenia. Military equipment, economic power and the attitude that they lost their land
in the imposed war, created a high motivation in the Republic of Azerbaijan. These factors,
together with the support and consensus of Turkey, increased the power of the Republic of
Azerbaijan in this 44-day war. The war ended with the victory of the Republic of
Azerbaijan, geopolitical achievements for Russia, the increase of Turkish power and
influence in the South Caucasus, the defeat of Western diplomacy and the comprehensive
defeat of Armenia. The pro-Western orientation of the Republic of Azerbaijan in terms of
development of oil and natural gas resources and its export destination provided the
necessary economic basis for comprehensive modernization, including its military sector.
The approach of the Republic of Azerbaijan to the West in the energy sector will continue.
Recent events, especially the Second Nagorno-Karabakh War, have created a turnaround
in geopolitical and political issues for the Republic of Azerbaijan. As a result, the Republic
of Azerbaijan viewed Russia in the form of a trade cooperation and Turkey as a conveyor
state. This view led to the ceasefire agreement, which is in the interest of the Republic of

Azerbaijan in every way (Socor, 2020).

By trying to create a corridor between Nakhchivan and the Republic of Azerbaijan, Turkey
is trying to play a leading role in the Chinese scenario in the passage of East Asia to Europe
in the region. Turkey wants to establish direct relations with the Republic of Azerbaijan
through this route and the Sadrak border. Creating this corridor, especially to transport gas
cheaper than Iranian gas, could serve Turkey's economic interests. The history of Turkish
efforts in the South Caucasus dates back to the 1990s and the TRASICA plan. Turkey's
political proximity to the European Union has given the country a pivotal role in the
TRASICA project, and together with Georgia, it has been able to make the most of
attracting EU resources for its infrastructure. Officials of the Republic of Azerbaijan
consider the passage from Nakhchivan to the Republic of Azerbaijan a historic achievement
that will benefit all republics, including Armenia. This view of the Republic of Azerbaijan
and Turkey in this way has led some in Iran to draw negative conclusions about Iran's

interests.
One belt One Road initiative

The New Silk Road was first proposed by Chinese President Xi Jinping in 2013 and has

been the cornerstone of Chinese public diplomacy ever since. The plan aims to facilitate
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economic cooperation between China and the new Silk Road countries (Pavlic¢evi¢, 2015).
Of course, international transportation corridors, such as the North-South Corridor and
China’s New Silk Road, do not represent a type of infrastructure, for example, the railway
from origin to destination. These corridors have a variety of routes, for example the
northern route in the one-lane plan in 2013, considered the railways of Eastern and Central
Europe, and the southern route also considered the Greek port of Piraeus and the Belgrade-

Budapest railway in Eastern Europe (Pavlicevié, 2015).

Turkey, the Republic of Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Georgia and China have agreed on a
transit route through the Caspian Sea as part of the New Silk Road project. This plan can
be considered as a competing corridor for the north-south corridor. The route passes
through the cities of Shizhi (China's Xinjiang Province), Dastik (in Kazakhstan), Oktayo (a
port in Kazakhstan) and the Republic of Azerbaijan (Gasimli, 2015). The one-belt one-road

initiative is a comprehensive plan that includes different land, sea and air routes.
Conclusion

The multi-year delay in completing the transportation routes and the intense competition
of regional countries and major powers to create roads without Iran on the one hand and
increasing the competitive advantage of countries such as Turkey on the other, have made
it difficult for Iran to benefit from strategic routes. Iran's macroeconomic interests requires
it to focus on bilateral relations with countries in the region in order to better benefit from
the routes defined in the region, in addition to domestic efforts to provide the required

development budget.

Iran's path is to cooperate with the Republic of Azerbaijan, Georgia and Armenia. It should
not be forgotten that the optimal route is not specifically a close route, but a route that
includes various security features, favorable laws and regulations, appropriate
infrastructure and more. Iranian transportation experts believe that despite the relative
superiority of Iran's routes, the consequences of the 2020 war in the South Caucasus are
not clear for the future of Iranian transportation. Therefore, strengthening relations with
all three countries of the South Caucasus is an important step for Iran to be present in the
region and benefit from the geopolitical capacity of the South Caucasus, especially the ports
of Georgia. What is important for being present in the region and increasing Iran's relations
with a country like Georgia is to increase the competitive advantage of the transit routes.
The North-South and Persian Gulf-Black Sea crossings are seriously pursued by the
countries of the region when their superiority over other routes is proven for governments
and the private sector. After that, the established routes will be an important economic
lever for increasing the relations between Iran and Georgia. If these economic relations

reach a stable state, the political relations will also be largely stable. Therefore, given the
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competition in the region and the technical economic and political difficulties along the

North-South and South-West crossings in the South Caucasus, the most effective step to

complete them, in addition to the domestic infrastructure of each country is to pay

attention to Iran's bilateral relations with each of the three countries on order to have

different alternatives to have different routes to connect with the region. Among these, we

can mention the strengthening of Iran-Armenia relations to open the way from Armenia

to Georgia and the strengthening of relations with the Republic of Azerbaijan to obtain the

railway to Georgia.

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Abstract

Iran-Georgia relations have always been influenced by the two countries relations with
other international players since the collapse of the Soviet Union. By relying on their
competitive advantage, regional and trans-regional powers, especially in the direction of
political-economic cooperation, they seek to increase their influence in the South
Caucasus. In such circumstances, even the long history of relations between Iran and the
countries of the South Caucasus in cultural and social dimensions, has not helped much to
expand Iran's presence in the region and the economic and political benefits of this strategic
geopolitics. Iran's presence in the South Caucasus provides a trade and economic opening
for it. Cooperation in the field of international transport corridors due to the geopolitics of
Iran and Georgia, has always been considered as one of the important factors to increase
cooperation between the two countries. The main question of the authors is how creating
a transport corridor between the two countries can create a stable political relationship
between the two countries? In answer to this question, the authors hypothesize that the
expansion of international transport corridors between the two countries will create lasting
political relations by increasing economic cooperation. A study of the relations of regional
and trans-regional countries with Georgia and their economic activities can explain the
impact of these relations on the influence and presence of countries in Georgia. For this
purpose, we reach this conclusion with the assumptions of the realist approach and with
the method of description and explanation in this article that Iran's cooperation in
expanding transportation routes related to Georgia, especially the Persian Gulf-Black Sea
project, economic relations between the two countries will be increased and stable political

relations will be established for the two countries.

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Iran and Azerbaijan - is war expected or not?

Abstract

In October 2020 y., contradictions intensified between Iran and Azerbaijan. The situation
escalated to the point that the troops of Iran and Azerbaijan were concentrated on the
border of both states. Tensions in the region increased after the joint large-scale
Azerbaijani-Turkish military exercises «Indestructible Brotherhood», which began in
September 21 in Hakhichevan. What separate the two Muslim states? What causes the

tension?

Let's trace the development of event on the basis of Russian analityes, which, perhaps, is
not so objictive, from an outside perspective. But nevertheless, it is significant that the
interest in the problem of the discord between the two mighbors, so close in their historical

past, religion and culture, has certain roots. Is not acadental.

A number of authors highlight the anti-iranian course of the current leadership of
Azerbaijan. A.Belov asserts, that «the aggressive and provocation course of I.Aliyev towards

Iran can lead to undermining the security of Azerbaijan in the long term” (1).

A year has pased sins the second Karabakh war and as G.Mirzayan writes in the article
«Iran and Azerbaijan are teetering on the brink of war», Iran is not ready to come to terms

with the changes that have taken place in the South Caucasus”(2).

The alignment of geopolitical forces has changed: «Ankara's influence has increased,
Azerbaijan fell under Erdogan's control, Georgia is under the strong influence of Turkey.
N.Pashinyan's Armeniya is ready to submin to Turkish influence”. The expert claims, that
21 kilometres of the road, connectings Iran and Armeniya is under the authority of Baku.
Azerbaijani sources of new agancies report that the issue of building a railway and
automobile “Zangezurg corridor» has been practically resolved. It opens the way for Turkey
throught Nakhichevan to Azerbaijan, to the Caspian Sea. At the same time, Azerbaijan is
forcing Iranian truck drivers to pay S 120-130 for traval. This is just challenge and
humiliation of Iran.

As you know, during the second Karabakh war, Iran occupied a neutral pozition. Russian
only at the final stage joined in the resolution of the conflict. I.Alieyev' s shillful diplomacy
has borne fruit. Armenia saffered a heavy defeat. The euphoria of the victory in Baku
strongthened Azerbaijan nationalism not only in Azerbaijan. But also in the northen
provinces of Iran, where [ranian Azerbaijan live. According to the Russian exspert, this has
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especially activated the «5* colona», which dream of dividing Iran and plays along with
separatism.

One of the annoying factor, if not the wain one, is the cooperation of the Azerbaijani
authorities with Israel special services. Tehran believes that Israel uses the territory of
Azerbaijan for subversive actions against Iran, kidnapping of nuclear scientist, espionage.
It also intensively supplies the Azerbaijan army with modern weapons, primanty drons.

Azerbaijan is helping to strenghen Turkey ' s positions in the South Caucasus, which clearly
does not correspondend to Iran’s strategic interests. Sunny Turkey is pushing Iran out of
the historical sphere of influence in the Caucasus, expolling Shiizm. This is evidenced by
the events of the persecution of Shiite clerics educated in Iran.

As you know, Iran is pivoted state in the Greater Middle East region, a Central Asian,
Caspian and Caucasian country. Iran is center of Would Shiizm. Resent events show, that
Erdogan's Turkey, procceding from the myth of the «Turanian world» in allians with
Azerbaijan, is trying to diminism role of Iran not jonly in Caucasus, but also in the whole
region of the Creater Middle East.

Therefore, in the rulling elite of Iran, voices are heard abut the return of historical lands-
Karabakh and Nakhichevan.

This deeply worries the rulling elite of Iran, which is the bearer of the most ancient Eastern
culture. Iran seeks to develop the the «Noth-South» strategy, to establish multilevel ties
with Europe, Central Asia, China, and become a full memberil the SCO.

The Caucasus region in secondary in Iran's foreign policy strategy, but the imbalance of
interests in favor of Turkey, and Israel ' s active penetration into the Caucasus creates a treat
to Iran's security. It should be noted that risks to Iran's security have been noted in
Russian analysts befor in 2012-2013 years.

I.Savin, V.Sashin noted attempts to sovereignize the so-called South Azerbaijan, attempts
to undermine the intergrity of Iran by external actors. (3)

Some exspert believs that during the second Karabakh war, the Unuted States tried to
involve into the Iran conflict. Anti-Iranian policy has intensifield in Israel. According to
the information agency CURSORINFO dated November 4.2021 y., Israel allocates 5 billion
shekels to study the potential of Iran (intellgens collection, espionage, crietion of modern
weapons). (4).

In this context, the aggravation on the border of Iran and Azerbaijan in October 2021 y.
does not look accidental...

But is war possible between two states? Experts believe, Iran was pretty low-key a year ago
during the war. Iran simpathizes with Armenia, but looks with suspician at the pro-western
leader of Armenia N.Pashinyan. Iran will not go into direct conflict with Turkey. Russia
will not go to aggravation, which is escalating in the Caucasus.
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Separatizm in Iran will not work. The Iranian people are consolidated around their
leadership. Iran will maimtain a policy of eguidistance to the «3+3» strategy. This was stated
by Iranian foreihn minister Hossein Amir Abdolahiniani in Moscow at a meeting with his
couterpart S.Lavrov on October 5. 2021 y. But the events of October 2021 y. showed that
Iran will defend its national interest in the Caucasus.

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South Caucasus Conflicts and Regional Security

Abstract

The South Caucasus is a very significant region where the interests of various geopolitical
players intersects. They want to increase their influence in the region and implement large
economic projects, but the conflicts here prevent the implementation of these projects.
Realization of such projects would contribute to economic development on the one hand,
and the process of establishing and maintaining stability in a hunger-free environment on
the other hand.

Today, ethno-political conflicts are the biggest threat to the Caucasus region and a way for
certain groups to realize their political goals with ethnic factors. The autonomous entities
of the former Soviet republics and the right to self-determination and territorial claims of
certain peoples, among other issues, remain important factors of conflicts and greatly
influence the nature and dynamics of both the internal and external political processes of

the South Caucasus Countries.

In the post-Soviet period, the geopolitical interests of various players and redistribution of
spheres of influence diversified the interests of countries that were once within the

framework of one country.

These conflicts are also significantly influenced by external factors. Among them, the

confrontation between Russia and the West is important.

Therefore, we should consider the conflicts in the Caucasus in a wider context. Their

regional format is increasingly filled with geopolitical considerations, which reduces
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likelihood of reaching a compromise, as the principle of "zero-sum game" becomes

dominant.

As a result of the Karabakh second war, a new balance of power was created. Along with
Russia and Turkey, Azerbaijan emerged as an important player and force to be reckoned.
Iran has its own interest in this process. The direction of development of a new economic
dimension was outlined. The agreement between these countries and its implementation
may face many problems and challenges, although the serious attitude of the leaders
indicates the readiness to implement it. As for Georgia, it should assess the expected risks
from the point of view of economic development and take into account the political

component of this processes.

In 1556 Russia conquered the Astrakhan khanate and by 1607 reached Persia. During 1774-
1784 wars it captured Crimea, and in 1801 — Kingdom of Georgia. In the second half of 19th

century Russia enslaved nations inhabited both sides of Caucasus Mountain range and in
1878 adjoined Armenia.

Russian Emperor Peter I still in the 18th century expressed special striving for Persia.
Georgian academician Iv. Javakhishvili expressed his opinion regarding this strong interest:
"Russia had special economic interests in Persia. Peter the Great wished that Russian
merchants would be able to take the Persian trade in their own hands and to import the
entire silk from Persia to Russia. In order to make the economic possession of Persia simpler
and afterwards effectuate their wider political intents, Peter I decided to take the Caspian
Sea surroundings in the Transcaucasia under his wing, then to conquer this country and to
settle Russian soldiers there. The danger of Persia enslaving by Afghans as if accelerated
accomplishment of this aspiration and for execution of this secret plan Russia needed the
military assistance of Kingdom of Georgia. That’s why Peter the Great decided to involve
Georgia and King Vakhtang in this intent and to use it in favor of Russia. That was exactly
the secret errand that Peter I gave on 22nd of March 1720 to Volynsky assigned the
Governor of Astrakhan. The latter had to convince Vakhtang the Sixth that Peter I feels
extremely favorably to him and the Christianity and to offer hope to him that Russian
Emperor will patronize Georgia against powerful Muslim states (Iv. Javakhishvili,

Relationships between Russia and Georgia in the 18th century, Tbilisi, 1919, p. 8).

On 2nd July 1722, Peter the First sent the information to Vakhtang VI and proclaimed that
soon he — "will approach the borders of Persia and that’s why the King (Vakhtang VI is
implied) had to urgently attack Lezgians, at the same time he had to invade Persia with its
troops and to wait, until he would get the information from Peter I, where they would
meet each other"(Iv. Javakhishvili, ibid, p. 9). So the goal of Russian authority, which means
establishment of its predominance over Persia, is obvious. It is clear, as well, that Russia

recognized well the function and importance of Georgia for accomplishment of this goal.

Russian interests regarding the south direction certainly was not extinguished in the
ensuing period. On the contrary, it may be said: "It wanted to strengthen Russian trade in
Persia to such extent that it could be possible to develop business not only at the Caspian

Sea coast, but also in the very heart of the country. Russia hoped that it would be much

67



simpler to open the road to India exactly from these places. It was convinced that in such
a manner Russia could take the rich Indian market in its own hands by much shorter way
than European people, who were forced to skirt the Cape of Good Hope. Due to this fact
Russian government intended to gain the unfold wealth and profit thanks to realization of
this plan"(Iv. Javakhishvili, ibid, p. 39).

Exactly the fact, that Georgia had a special function in the Caucasus, predetermined the
enormous interest towards our country, manifested by Russian Empire and its empress
Ekaterina II. She tried her best to gain a special trust of Erekle II, the King of Georgia.
Though, she didn’t exclude other actions for getting an influence on Georgia in a case, if
this method didn’t pay off. Russia was involved in military operation against both Iran and
Ottoman Empire and tried its best to weaken them as much as it was possible. As we already
mentioned on numerous occasions gaining an influence on Georgia was the most important
task of Russia regarding Caucasian issue. Scientists-researcher Dimitri Shvelidze deals with
this issue and mentions that: — "The goal of Russia was to open in the Caucasus the second
small front against Ottomans, to draw part of their armed forces and to disturb the
opponent. The government of Ekaterina II was going to scatter Ottomans troops using
Georgian allies for these aims, who had to arrange uninterrupted diversions at the fringing
territories of the north-east part of Ottoman Empire. First, Russians were planning to make
it by means of Georgians, and afterwards using a limited contingent of own troops.
Georgians’ attacks mainly should be delivered on Akhaltsikhe pashalik as well as on Kars,

Erzurum and Bayazit pashaliks.

In addition, the different approach of Russia toward the Kingdom of Georgia was displayed
in instructions given to general Totleben and Russian representative Mouravov. Russian
army first of all was forwarded to the Kingdom of Imereti with the intention to involve
latter in the war. Despite this fact, Ekaterine II paid also great attention and tried to lean
Erekle II as the strongest ruler toward participation in a war... Russians had little hope to
persuade Erekle, since they thought that the King of Kartli-Kakheti had the wellestablished
relationships with Ottomans’ King. What means should they use to force Erekle II, in case
he rejected the participation in anti-Ottomans war? If so, commander of Russian troops had
to somehow threaten the King of Kartli-Kakheti, to seizure and occupy a part of his
domains, his fortresses, his subordinated and to force them to swear allegiance to Russian
empress and this or other way buy them over; should these or other methods were not
sufficient — they can dethrone the King of Georgia and then set him on a throne again, in
order to persuade him this way to participate in a war with Ottomans. It turned out that
all this was no more necessary, since surprisingly for Russians Erekle II not only expressed

content to involve in a war with Ottomans, but was excited about the call for help of the
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empress Ekaterina" (D. Shvelidze, Patronage and occupation of Georgia by Russia, Thbilisi,
2014).

Despite the fact that Erekle II on frequent occasions was favorably disposed towards state
interests of Russia and in 1783 concluded cooperation agreement (Treaty), recognized
partial cession of the sovereignty in favor of Russia, it was still insufficient for complete
satisfaction of Russian imperial ambitions. Russian government thought that it was
necessary to establish absolute state control over Georgia. Total occupation of Georgia was
a substantial guaranty, and after its implementation Russia could calmly schedule further
policy of expansion in the south direction. According to 1774 Treaty of Kii¢iik Kaynarca
with Ottoman Empire, Russia almost entirely gained a control over nations inhabited in
the Northern Caucasus, including Ossetians, and after getting an influence on the Kingdom
of Georgia in the South Caucasus Russian Empire was very close to attainment of its main
geopolitical goal that implied the control over basic trade routes of Europe and Asia, as well

as factual implementation of trade and economic domination over India and Iran!

It is a sad fact but we have to mention that geopolitical position of Georgia turned out to
be an important circumstance promoting loss of its statehood in the beginning of the 19th
century. Geopolitical attraction became a foremost impeding reason of its national

development!

There is a danger that
Afghanistan will become again a hotbed of terrorism and extremism, and various extremist
groups will resume terrorist attacks, as was often the case in the 1990s. Afghanistan's
neighbors are watching the developments in the country with great concern and fear that

the Taliban may support and protect various terrorist organizations operating in the region.
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Factors Affecting the Political Relations between Iran and Georgia

During the Presidency of Raisi

Georgia, as one of the countries in the region near Iran, can be of great importance to Iran,
but challenging factors have placed limitations on the political relations between Iran and
Georgia. Relations between the two countries are not at a high level due to various reasons
such as domestic, regional, and international conditions. This article examines the
challenges of the two countries concerning these factors. The main question is what factors
can affect the political relations between Iran and Georgia during the 4-year presidency of
Raisi? This article tries to analyze these factors to show the pathology to identify the factors
affecting foreign policy. The above research descriptively-analytically and using Persian
and English sources examines the relations between Iran and Georgia and their differences
and tensions. Also, considering the two countries to improve relations and eliminate past
misunderstandings, with the benefit of evidence, deals with a set of external factors in the

divergence of the two countries.

Does this study also answer these questions: foreign policy? What is the strategy of the
state, Russia, Turkey and Israel in the South Caucasus and Georgia? What are the
unfortunate consequences of weakening Iran's position and relations with Georgia? Iran
will have constructions about the region. From the point of view of the Republic of
Azerbaijan, the continuation of the policies of the moderate government of Hassan Rouhani
is desirable. In contrast, Armenia, emerging from the crisis, still cannot have a coherent

foreign strategy with new realities.

In his congratulatory message to the President after the June 19 elections, President ITham
Aliyev praised the "strategic cooperation" between the two countries and stressed that the
entire establishment of the borders between Iran and the Republic of Azerbaijan, as a result
of the 2020 war, provides "economic opportunities". Creates regional cooperation. Analysts
in Baku interpreted the remarks an inviting Iran to become a shareholder in the new post-
war order in the Caucasus. In fact, according to some suspicious claims of extremist
nationalists in the Republic of Azerbaijan and anti-Iranian hawks in the United States,
Tehran has not thwarted Baku's war effort in any way and has consistently supported the
territorial integrity of the Republic of Azerbaijan. In contrast, Armenia has recently gone
through a period of painful losses in the the war against the Republic of Azerbaijan,

witnessing the polarization of the country in the June national elections and has not yet
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been able to come up with a coherent foreign policy strategy in line with the new realities.
As usual, Russia had the most considerable influence on the election among foreign powers.
Some Armenian analysts, especially those in favor of the opposition, are now hoping for a
change in the Moscow-Yerevan-Tehran arrangement to counter the Baku-Ankara alliance.
However, Nikol Pashinyan, who was able to remain Prime Minister after the election is
likely to seek a peace agreement with the Republic of Azerbaijan, by extending his tenure
and gaining power in parliament, rather than trying to counter the weight of the Republic

of Azerbaijan-Turkey with the help of Russia and Iran.

These conditions are probably favorable for Iran. The top priority is to address the country's
dire economic situation. He needs border stability to focus on multiple internal challenges.
There is a consensus in the Iranian security establishment on the importance of the Middle
East and the Persian Gulf, but not on the South Caucasus. In addition, Afghanistan is
becoming another threat on the Iranian border as US forces quickly withdraw and the

Taliban regain power.

However, if Iran's perception of the threats posed by Turkey and the Republic of Azerbaijan
becomes more severe, and it could change the equation in the South The Caucasus, even
with a bit of intervention. Iran considers Turkey's alliance with the Republic of Azerbaijan
and its growing ambition in Central Asia to be against its interests. Turkey's military
participation in the region also increases the specter of a NATO presence around Iran's
borders, Iran is also concerned about the implementation of an article on the Russian-
backed ceasefire agreement on a direct land corridor between the mainland of the Republic

of Azerbaijan and Nakhchivan, and Turkey through the territory of Armenia.

Another significant stimulus for Tehran is the expansion of Western and Israeli intelligence
activities on its northern borders. Such developments and events, regardless of ideological
background, will force the Iranian government to strengthen its deterrent capability in the
South The Caucasus. In such circumstances, Ibrahim Ra'isi's conservatism and his closeness
to the Islamic Revolutionary Guard Corps could mean greater coordination between the
diplomatic and security spheres and, in general, security-based relations. Such a rotation
will not be a new event. Iran had tense relations with the The Republic of Azerbaijan,
during the presidency of hardline fundamentalist President Mahmoud Ahmadinejad from
2005 to 2013. Although the presidency of Ebrahim Raisi is likely to be very different from

that of Ahmadinejad. There is potential for escalation of tensions.

Baku is likely to benefit from such tensions, as they increase its geopolitical value as an ally
of the United States and Israel in the face of the "Iranian threat." Such a situation is also in
the domestic interest of the ruling government of the Republic of Azerbaijan. With the

coming to power of an extremist president in Tehran, Baku can more easily justify internal
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repression as a necessary measure against "foreign-backed extremists." Recent legal decrees
restricting the scope of religious activities, most of which are related to the Shiites, have

paved the way for such restrictions in the future.
Motivations for self-control

However, Ibrahim Ra'isi's conservative background means that any tension will not go out
of control. Although he is skeptical of the Conservative Foundation for deepening ties with
the West, especially the United States, he supports the Vienna talks to revive Burjam. And
Iran's dysfunctional relationship with the West increases its economic dependence on
regional actors, including Turkey and the Republic of Azerbaijan. The coming years in the
South Caucasus region will probably see the expansion of the dispute between Turkey and
the Republic of Azerbaijan on the one hand and Iran on the other. The fact is that the
faction of the President of Iran will not impact these developments. At the same time, if
Iran fails to revive relations with the West, it will have no choice but to reduce the risk of

a full-scale confrontation.

The average annual economic growth of Georgia in the period 2012 to 2021 was equal to
4.2 percent, the highest recorded figure is related to the growth of 47.9% in the first quarter
of 2021, and the lowest growth is related to the negative growth of 13.2% in the second
quarter, It has been 2020. On the other hand, the economic growth of another northern
neighbor, Armenia, is also recorded at a high level; The country's GDP growth in the
second quarter of the year reached 13.1 percent, which is 26.4 percent more than the
previous seasonal growth of the country and one of the best seasonal performances over

the last 11 years.
The importance of Georgia in Iran's foreign policy

Iran does not share a border with Georgia. Nevertheless, the commonalities of civilization,
culture, etc., between the two countries have the potential for establishing friendly
relations. There are between 2 and 2500 common words between Persian and Georgian.
Also, as a result of the Safavid expeditions to the region of Georgia, more than 300,000
Georgians entered Iran and settled here. These people, who are now known as Georgian

Iranians, live in Isfahan province and the city of Fereydunshahr.

Nevertheless, until 2006, Tehran-Thbilisi relations were frozen. Although Georgia is not of
strategic importance to our country in the current situation, it is always part of the scene
of the geopolitical equations of the Caucasus and the sea, which cannot be ignored in the
future.

The start of some political contact dates back to Russia's severe economic sanctions against

Georgia in 2006; Russia increased its gas export price from $ 110 per cubic meter to $ 230
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that year, eventually leading to a gas cut. In return, Iran exported gas to help the Georgians

until the winter of that year.

Despite Georgia's need for a reliable source of energy and, as noted, the existence of grounds

for strengthening relations with Iran, some factors have hindered this.
Challenges of Iran-Georgia relations

The most critical challenge is to discuss US influence in relations between the two
countries. The United States has set up one of its largest embassies in Tbilisi is providing
expert advice to the Georgian government. These recommendations cover a wide range of

topics, including agriculture and pest control.

On the other hand, due to the animosity between Tbilisi and Moscow, the Georgian leaders
are worried that any distance from the United States would cause Russia to interfere in its
affairs. The next challenge is related to the internal situation in Iran. Lack of strategic plan
divides goals into three forms: short-term, medium-term, and long-term. The fact is that

identity documents have caused problems.
Synergy variables between Iran and Georgia

As mentioned, cultural and linguistic commonalities can facilitate relations between the
two countries. The presence of Georgians of Iranian origin in Iran who live in
Fereydunshahr, Isfahan province, is also effective. Drawing the prospects of economic
benefits through the establishment of freight links in the north-south corridor are another
compelling factor in bringing the two countries closer. In this regard, "to improve relations,
we can provide a close ground between the two countries through the press, academic

meetings, and even parliament.

The bottom line is that in the last
hundred years, Iran and Georgia have not had a conflict of interest. The definition of their

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Ebrahim Raisi and the priorities of Iran’s Foreign Poli

Abstract

Ebrahim Raisi won the Iran’s presidential elections from June 18, 2021, and he became the
sixth president of the country. The newly elected president in his inaugurational speech
outlined the main vectors and priorities of Iran’s political, economic and social

development.

Ebrahim Raisi determined two major priorities of Iran’s foreing policy: improvement of
relations with neighboring countries (1) and expansion of communication with states in
Asia, most importantly China and Russia (2). The messages voiced by the newly elected
president was assessed by experts and international relations specialists as the rethinking

of Iran’s foreign policy and start of the new era.

Ebrahim Raisi and his team soon started the implementation of the aforesaid priorities. This
is evidenced by the summit held on August 28 in Baghdad, which on its’ part can also serve

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addition, the summit held in Dushanbe on September 17, where the Shanghai Cooperation

as one of the most recent achievements of Iran’s foreign policy.

Turkey’s Regional Ambitions
(Istanbul Canal)
Abstract

The issue about building Istanbul canal construction has been discussed for e long time.
The idea of constructing grandiose infrastructural conception was made to sound 10
years ago. And in recent years talks have intensified on this issue. The new navigable
route will connect the black Sea to the Marmara Sea and devite the currect European
part of Istanbul into two parts. The main motive for bconstruction of the canal is to
reduse the load on the Bosporus Strait and unloadit from the ships. According to the

initial statement, the construction Of this 45-kilometer canal should have started in 2018,
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on the 100 th anniversary of the proclamation of the republic of Turkey and should have
finished by 2023.

Azerbaijan’s democratic, long term and strong partnership

In the post-Soviet period, the establishment of constant diplomatic representation resulted
in a strong partnership between Georgia and Azerbaijan. More than 100 international
agreements, declarations, and reports have been signed, resulting in strong economic ties

between Georgia and Azerbaijan.

Involvement in international projects and the establishment of transit routes have enabled
Georgia and Azerbaijan to take their place on the world map of energy transit, which has

helped to raise their awareness and contribute to geopolitical security and energy.

With the support of the USA, the European Union has developed the southern gas corridor
project, which is one of the priorities for the European Union. It is this corridor that should
lead to a reduction in Europe’s dependence on Russian gas. Despite the international
partnership between Georgia and Azerbaijan, there is a problem with the demarcation
border.

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Geopolitical prospexts for the restoration of the Turkish Empire
Abstract

The prospects for the formation of a large Turkish geopolitical entity are difficult to

implement. China has long been pushing for the settlement of Chinese and assimilated
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Manchurian from the depths of China into the Xinjiang Uyghur Autonomous Region,
making the Uighurs a minority in their own country, and the process continues under the
pretext of economic development. In addition, small autonomous units of different nations
are formed in the autonomous region, thus dividing the united country of Uighurs. All
kinds of national speeches are suppressed in the blood under the pretext of separatism. The
Xinjiang Uygur Autonomous Region, despite its rapid economic growth, is in dire straits in
terms of national oppression, and in the future there is very little chance of the Uighurs
surviving independence and national identity. As for the Turkic-speaking republics of
Russia, here they have more opportunities to maintain their independence, although their
independence is ruled out until the collapse of the Russian Empire. Despite many problems
and delays, the Russian Empire is on the rise and will not collapse in the near future. There
is a possibility of implementing the strategy of one people and six states, and its fate largely
depends on the creation of a common territorial space between Azerbaijan and Turkey.

Russia
seems to have realized that despite the economic viability of the Zangezur Transport
Corridor, it is geopolitically unprofitable for it, as it would allow Turkey to expand,
connecting directly with the Turkic-speaking republics of Central Asia, which could
become a detonating force for Russian-speaking people. To destroy. The creation of a large
and powerful Turkic-speaking state does not suit China either, which is directly linked to
the dangerous problem for China - the Xinjiang Uyghur Autonomous Region. Finally, the
emergence of a large and powerful Turkish-speaking state is a vital issue for Iran, calling
into question its statehood. Consequently, Iran, together with Russia and China, will
oppose the implementation of this project as much as possible. Russia and Iran will try to
prevent Azerbaijan from controlling the rest of Karabakh until its status is resolved. Russia
will seek to resolve the status of Karabakh through the International Minsk Group, while
maintaining good, mutually beneficial relations with Turkey for some time. The
geopolitical uncertainty will continue until the change of political leadership in the
countries, or the explosion of another big geopolitical mine, and the lack of mines, as the

above article shows, is not really experienced by the current geopolitical reality.

Possible impact of Iran's transport and energy sector on the South Caucasus

region

Abstract

For political reasons, Iran was constantly subject to sanctions. Nevertheless, Iran managed

to create a largely autarkic state. The country has developed for it a complete chain of

fundamental oil and natural gas fields, which includes extraction and refining. Iran is a big

country and its trade potential as well as transit cargo potential is significant. Further

development of transportation routes connecting Iran to the countries of the South
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Caucasus could prove to be a new powerful impetus for the region's economy. This effect
can be even more interesting in the case of mobilization of cargo from India, Pakistan,
Afghanistan, Central Asian countries on these routes. All three countries of the South
Caucasus: Georgia, Armenia and Azerbaijan are significantly benefiting from the
development of highways, railways, pipelines. Especially important will be the
transportation of liquefied natural gas (LNG) to the EU market through the combination of
natural gas pipelines and LNG technologies. It will also be successful to convert part of the
region's energy resources into electricity and export it to the EU via a 1,000-megawatt high-
voltage transmission line on the Black Sea seabed, which will connect Georgia's electricity
system to Romania's or the EU's. It should be noted that the World Bank has already
expressed its readiness to finance the feasibility study of this project. Cooperation between
the countries of the South Caucasus, Iran and Central Asia may make Georgia an important
hub for natural gas, liquefied natural gas, oil products and electricity. At the same time,

they have become an important axis of India-EU cargo movement.

of lack of their influence on the society. The clergy become the leader of the Tobacco
Revolt. This was the first nation-wide movement, a new form of opposition in Iran. The
political consciousness came into existence and questions emerged which were then posed

in the Constitutional Revolution.

The ideological foundation of the Constitutional Revolution was religious and non-
religious at the same time. The intellectuals became the main initiator of the secular ideas,
that were followed by the demand of People’s governance, the questions of equality and
Iran’s independence from the West was put forward. Condemning the Western

colonialism, the Iranian nationalists continued supporting the Western liberal choice.

The aim of the creation of the lawful governance was the establishment of a new system
by means of the restriction of the monarchy and the religion. If intellectuals were driven
by the purpose of the restriction of both powers, the participation of the clergy in the
revolution with the restriction of the monarchy was caused by the desire of the Islamic
unity. The clergy gradually conceived that the new system would stress the separation of
religion from the state. The traders’ revolutionary aspiration was gone after they had their
economic demands more or less satisfied. As for the intellectuals, they had no political
experience and limited themselves by the intellectual discusses in their narrow circle. So,
the first parliament was gradually undergoing the power of the people who did not prove

liberal democracy.

Nationalism merged with Islam in a friendly way. The links between the clergy and secular
ideologies were based on recognition of their common enemies. At the same time, many
liberals fought the most part of the clergy alongside with the tyranny in the country. They
wanted independent, Islamic Iran and struggled for establishing the principles of liberal
democracy; otherwise, they had their civil goals which were not thought inseparable from

religion by the society (nation) itself.
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Historical and Cultural Commonalities of Iran and Georgia

Abstract

The Caucasus Region is politically divided into two parts, the South Caucasus and the North
Caucasus. The South Caucasus includes the countries of Azerbaijan, Armenia, Georgia and
small parts of the Northwest of Iran and Northeast of Turkey. The North Caucasus is a part
of Russia, which includes the Republic of Dagestan, Chechnya, etc. The Caucasus Region
has always been of special importance to Iran and other countries, including Russia. One
of the most important features of this region is its landlockedness (Georgia). In the general

sense, geopolitics investigates the role of geographical factors in politics. Hence, in
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analyzing Iran's relations with these regions, the effects of the geographical factors can be
seen well. Throughout history, the Caucasus was considered the connecting point of Asia
and Europe, and its commonalities with Iranian civilization were so that in the countries
of this region, especially Georgia, there are still many signs of Iranian history, culture, and
language in the form of Nowruz festival, religious rituals, and cultural celebrations.
Therefore, in this article, we examine the historical and cultural commonalities between
Iran and Georgia and try to find the links created between the two countries as a result of

the historical and cultural interactions .
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From the history of the study of the Arabic sources of Nizami Ganjavi’s
"Layli and Majnun"
Abstract
Written monuments and oral traditions are considered to be the sources of Nizami Ganjeli’s
"Layli and Majnun", the restoration of the latter in the form in which they existed during
Nizam is impossible today. As for the written ways, it is noteworthy that the face of Majnun
had previously penetrated into Arabic and Persian Sufi literature, and by the 11th century

it had already been used to illustrate Sufi love.

The direct connection of the poem with the Arabic sources is not in doubt. Studies were
dedicated to the study of this issue by E. Krachkovsky, E. Bertels, D. Kobidze et al.
According to Iranian scholar Safa, Nizami's "Layli and Majnun" is based on Arabic legends.
There are doubts about the originality of the Arabic sources themselves. For example, e.
According to Dunaevsky's research - Babylonian cuneiform inscriptions refer to this
legend, where the story of the poem is presented in its finished form and, most importantly,
the names of the characters also coincide with the Babylonian. E. Krachkovsky
categorically denies the existence of the Babylonian version and believes that the story of

"Layli and Majnun" is of Arab origin and dates back to the 7th century.

Nizami probably relied on the following written sources: Ibn Qutaybah's "Treatise on
Poetry and Poets", in which the whole chapter is devoted to Majnun; The third source is
the Divan of Majnuni Poems. There are different views on the historical origin of Majnun:
some scholars consider his existence to be an infallible fact, while others consider him a
mythical figure. The history study of Nizami Ganjeli's "Layli and Majnun's" Arabic sources
of shows that this eternal theme of unrequited love has a much wider dimension not only

for the Islamic world but also outside it.

The article analyzes all the concepts that were considered important by scholars in their
time and which played a major role in the study of Arabic sources of the Nizami's "Layli

and Majnun".
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The Relatiinship between Intellect and Intuition according to Mulla Sadra

Introduction

Although the philosophical thoughts and theories of philosophers are far from the general
level of public perception and these concepts seldom find their way straight into society,
they are meanwhile considered to be one of the important identity-making elements in

human societies. Among these thoughts is the issue of intellect and intuition.

The type of relationship between intellect and intuition is one of the longest-standing
issues of philosophy and theosophy as well as in other branches of humanities such as
theoretical mysticism and theology. This relationship between intellect and intuion was
raised from the time of Avicenna and it flourished in the Illuminationist School of
philosophy. However, it became especially famous and intense in the philosophical school

of Shiraz and later in the philosophical school of Isfahan, especially with Mulla Sadra.

Mulla Sadra's method enjoys special reputation in synthesizing and reconciling
demonstration (burhan) and mysticism or intellect and intuition, but there are different
dimensions of this contentious issue, including how to combine these two different
methods given their different requirements. Basically, reconciling philosophical and
mystical concepts, Mulla Sadra's method and reconciling philosophy, mysticism, Quran etc
remain to be some of the challenges. This article does not seek to answer all these

challenges, but only examines the type of relationship among them.
1. Semantics of the Arabic Word * Ag/ (Reason)

The Arabic word * aql is a noun derived from the root verb ‘ aga/a, meaning 'to stop' or 'to
detain'. Some etymologists have considered 'stupidity' or 'ignorance' (jah/) to be the
opposite of ‘ agl The meanings mentioned in Arabic dictionaries for this word can be

non nmon

divided into two categories. The first category includes "to stop", "to prevent", "to restrain’,
and "to protect" and the second category includes "to bind", "to tie" and "to shackle".
Accordingly, since the various derivatives mentioned in dictionaries are related to one of
the above two meanings, these two can be considered as the basic meanings embedded in

each of the derivatives of * ag/ (Khosrow Panah and Amiri, 2009: 34)

Explaining the meaning of ‘ ag/, * Allama Tabat aba’ 1 says:
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"Accordingly, the faculty of perception is called a/-ag/, because it holds fast the perceived
picture; the perceived idea or picture is also called al-‘aql, as is the power by which man
distinguishes between good and evil, and right and wrong. Its opposites, from various view-
points, are insanity, idiocy, foolishness and ignorance all of which suggest deficiency of the
intellect, and this deficiency presents itself either in the form insanity, or idiocy or

foolishness or ignorance". (Tabat aba’ 1, 1998, vol.2, p.375)

In other words, everyone has a feeling that there is a faculty in which all of his thoughts
are generated. This faculty is called mind or intellect. (Rayshahri, 2009)

As for the term  aql, there are many types of intellect mentioned in ancient sources. They
include divine intellect, human intellect, intellect as a form of immaterial and entirely
abstract entity, intellect as a non-physical activity, and intellect in the sense of knowledge,
etc. Among these meanings, it is better to consider rationalism, which is related to the
theme of this article. The term rationalism comes from the Latin ratio. In philosophy,
empiricism is opposed to rationalism which means that everything about the basic truths

of the universe can be explained by reason, (Hakim Elahi, 2016: 7).

Certainly, not all rationalist philosophers deny experience in general. What all intellectuals
agree on is the inadequacy of the empirical method. But reason or rationalism, when

compared to intuition, refers to the type of knowledge and how it is achieved.

Philosophical rationalism can be divided into two categories: Realistic rationalism, with
prominent figures such as Plato and Descartes and their followers; 2. Idealistic rationalism,
with philosophers like Kant and his followers. Some scholars, like Aristotle, have created a

combination of rationalism and empiricism. (no title, 2003: 126-125)
2. Levels of Intellect from Mulla Sadra's Point of View

Mulla Sadra maintains that the ability to rely upon one’s intellectual faculties is what
privileges the human over other animals. Like his predecessors, Farabi and Avicenna, he
divides the intellect into the following four ranks: 1. material intellect ("aq/ al-hayiilani) or
potential intellect (* aqg/ bil-quwwa), 2. habitual intellect (* aq/ bil-malaka) 3. the actual
intellect (“ag/ bil-fi7), 4. the acquired intellect (‘ag/ bil-mustafad). (Shirazi, 1988: 223-225)

1. The material intellect (‘ag/ al-hayiilani) is in a state of potentiality in relation to all
intelligibles. It is called the material intellect on account of its being similar to [prime]

matter in being devoid of intelligibles and its potentiality in relation to all forms.

2. The second is the intellect by faculty (‘aq/ bi al-malakah) which is the rank wherein it
intellects self-evident concepts and judgments; this is the first stage in which the intellect
undergoes a transition from potentiality to actuality for the knowledg of self-evident things

precedes the knowledge of speculative matters.
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3. The third is the actual intellect (“aq/ bil-fi]) which intellects speculative matters through
the mediation of self-evident concepts and judgments. In reality, the actual intellect is

the potentiality of presenting theoretical intelligibles after acquiring them.

4. The fourth is the acquired intellect (‘ag/ bil-mustafad) which is the highest level of
human understanding, in which the theoretical intellect becomes able to acquire universals
in the purest form. The soul, in this stage, intellects all self-evident and derived intelligibles
corresponding to the realities of the higher and the lower realms by virtue of having present
before it all of them and its consciousness of them in act without there being any
impediment to the intellection. Thus, it is a knowing world similar to the external world.

He attains this level when that faculty was alone and not engaged in managing the body.
(Shirazi, 1410 (1988), vol.1:22)

However, Mulla Sadra's notion of the intellect is comprehensible in his theory of
perception. He defines perception in three areas (sensory, ideal and intellectual), and
considers all of them as united and single in the realm of the soul. His famous state “The
soul is all of the faculties” (Shirazi, 1410 (1988), vol.8: 221) leads us to the conclusion that
the soul is a unity with all its perceptive and motional levels working for one final end.
And if so, the agent and witness of intuition, which are mainly in the realm of imagination
and then the heart and intellect, are the ones that also deal with philosophical reasoning.

Thus, intuition and demonstration (burhan) emanate from the same origin.
3. The Nature and Types of Intuition

In addition to the five senses available to man to achieve some truths, man also uses his
inner senses. In philosophical parlance, the truths that are directly available to human

beings are called knowledge by presence, the main characteristic of which is infallibility.

While philosophers and men of wisdom get to the truth with tremendous hardship and
difficulty through thinking and reasoning, mystics maintain they observe the truth through

intuition and without the need for conscious reasoning.

Although there are fewer people to tread the path of unveiling (kashfj and intuition
(shuhiid) as compared to the path of sense and intellect, it can be, however, considered as
one of the common ways of gaining knowledge. Hence, all those who practice austerities

and special etiquette with all its conditions will achieve, more or less, the expected results.
(Yasufiyan and Sharift, 2003: 25-24)

The "shuhid' (intuition) are used in many cases in the same meaning as the term Audir

(presence). At times, they are used interchangeably.

"Shuhid derives from "shahida" which means "presence" and fludir derives from the root

word "hadara" which is used to mean the opposite of "absent".
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Certainly, other meanings have also been mentioned for the term shuhid, they include
consciousness, unveiling, illumination, perception, inspiration, existence and the likes.
(Furtight, 1988, vol. 3: 171)

In the Sufi discussions, the term shuhiid or “witnessing” does not mean anything other than
hudiror presence. Anything whose presence the mind feels, the mind is witnessing it and
that thing which is present is being witnessed. If what is present is the Truth, the mind

witnesses it.

Sufis call shuhid (intuition) a witness because the vision of God is obtained by the
illuminated heart of the seeker of truth. Thus, whatever his heart is present with, that thing
is also present with the heart. Whenever the Sufis use the word "witness" in a single form,
they mean the supreme truth, and whenever "witnesses" is said in the plural, it means the
creator. The people of witness (ahl-e shuhtd) are divided into two groups: The masters of

stages (maratib) and the masters of contemplations (mashahid).

Considering the meanings of the word shuhid, it seems that the word shuhid means
witnessing and viewing, which has gradually drifted from its original meaning and, as a
mystical term, it means to perceive and understand deeply and connect with something
without the mediation of anything. Obviously, it should be added that witnessing or
viewing is of three types: 1. Viewing means seeing with the physical eyes, 2. Viewing means

thinking and contemplating and 3. Viewing means visualizing with the heart.

Physical and sensory viewing is that something is visible to the naked eye, such as seeing
objects, things and colors. The other type of viewing means "thinking". If someone thinks
and notices something, it is said that "it his view that..." For example, it has been reported
in an accepted (magbiila) tradition on the authority of * Umar b. Haz ala: "He who views
our halal and haram " which translates to understanding and having an opinion about what

is halal and haram. Viewing in this example is meant for thought and opinion.

The third type of viewing is the intuitive vision. It is a conscious look at oneself and his
thoughts and ideas. Man's view of himself is not an intellectual one; it is intuitive inasmuch
as man sees his inner and reality with the eye of the heart and through intuitive knowledge
(Mahmudpdr, 2007: 32-35).

4. Intuition in Philosophy

Epistemologically speaking, shuhiid (intuition) in philosophical terms often means
"presence". In the division of knowledge, intuitive knowledge, which is the same as direct
knowledge, is considered as opposed to acquired knowledge. Such knowledge is present

with the knower inasmuch as the knower observes the truth through intuition and without

the need for conscious reasoning. In this case, it can be said that the knower and the known
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are present and have intuitive perception of each other. Thus, the union of the knower

with the known takes place.

Philosophical intuition is a kind of intuition in which another thing is not involved because
man himself is the seer and the seen; the witness and the witnessed. Although such
knowledge and attainment of truth are not transmissible to another person, it involves
acceptance of the truth itself. This principle does not need to be transmitted and taught.
This is the beginning of the establishment of definite knowledge, because it is certain in
and of itself. Such "intuition" or "presence" is the source of proof of truth and it is where
ontology and epistemology get together. In this view, on the one hand, man has found his
way into the core of existence and has intuited the truth and gained knowledge of
existence, and on the other hand, the reality of knowledge and perception has been made
visible to him. In other words, knowledge has manifested itself to man in the course of
existence and reality. The truth entails the unity of knowledge, the knower and the known;
the knower is thus annihilated in the truth. At such a juncture, the knower does not flinch

and has no doubt or uncertainty whatsoever.

By intuition of the soul and sensual states, and by the analysis of the intellect on these
observations, concepts such as unity and multiplicity, causality and causation, substance

and accidence, necessity and possibility, and other secondary intelligbles are obtained.

By abstracting such concepts and generalizing to a realm out of essence, other facts and
truths can be proved, and this primordial knowledge, which itself will be a definite

knowledge, will be the source of other knowledge that will not be equally certain. (Hijazi,
1993: 30-31)

5. Intuition in Mysticism

The concept of intuition in mysticism is one of the main concepts. Intuition or witnessing
refers to something that is seen; the center of this witnessing is the heart, and such a vision
can only be realized as a reason for monotheism. That is, the mystic sees things as the
reasons for monotheism. In other words, in this view, the mystic does not have an
independent view of objects, but sees things as a sign and a manifestation or shadow. It is
with these characteristics that mystical intuition is obtained. As and when "witnessing"
takes place, the witness ceases to see himself; he attains the truth through intuition and
sees nothing other than the truth. Such kind of witnessing leads to divine self-manifestation

(7ajalli) which is a process by which God reveals Himself in concrete forms.

According to mystics, true intuition is happens with seeing of truth; it is the vision of truth
obtained by the illuminated heart of the seeker of truth. Through witnessing, the mystic
acquires yaqin (real certainty), which cannot be achieved by the intellect or transmitted to

those who do not travel the mystical path. Presence is used in the mystical term against the
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unseen. Thus, whenever the mystic's heart is absent from the creation and present with the

truth, there and then the presence (/udr) is realized.

In mysticism, the term "Kashf "unveiling" is a concept dealing with knowledge of the heart
rather than of the intellect. Kashf describes the state of experiencing a personal divine
revelation after ascending through spiritual struggles, and uncovering the heart (a spiritual
faculty) in order to allow divine truths to pour into it. Kashfis etymologically related to
mukashafa “disclosure” of the essence”, which connotes "gaining familiarity with things
unseen behind the veils" but kashf(unveiling) is more complete and superior to witnessing,

not to mention the fact that mukashafais a kind spiritual perception.

It is inferred from the statements of mystics about kashf (unveiling) and shuhid
(witnessing) that they are a kind of knowledge that originates in the heart. For those who
have purified their hearts, and who come to know the Divine Names and Attributes to the
fullest of their individual capacities, the veils in front of the purely spiritual realms are
opened slightly, and they begin to gain familiarity with the unseen. In mysticism, an even
further revelatory capacity exists by which the divine mysteries become readily apparent
to the seeker through the light of knowledge of God. The heart, not the human intellect, is
the place of this knowledge; it is conscientious knowledge or knowledge by presence; it is

to be found, not to be learned.
6. The Degree of Similarity between Philosophical and Mystical Intuitions

The titles of "intuitive perception”, "knowledge by presence" or "philosophical intuition"
are all synonymous and indicate a single truth. Therefore, in this section, we shall express
the common points of philosophical intuition and mystical intuition. In other words, we
will examine those characteristics that are commonly discussed in both mystical intuition

and philosophical intuition.

A) Mystical intuition and contemplative vision (mukashafa) are lifting of the veil (/177ab).
Given the fact that mystical unveiling and intuition are characterized by an absence of the
veil, as well as by direct knowledge and philosophical intuition are also unmediated, we
conclude that mystical unveiling and intuition are of the type of the knowledge by presence
(" iIm hudari) which is an innate understanding developed through unmediated, direct

experience.

B) Mystical unveiling (kashfj and intuition are infallible and inerrant. Infallibility and
inerrancy are obvious features of mystical mukashafa (lit. disclosure) and intuition. The eye
of the heart becomes bright and insightful with the light of the guidance of truth. The
heart is not prone to error, forgetfulness or slipping. The teacher of the human heart is God,
and the divine instincts are forever infallible. The esoteric knowledge provides the true

sciences to man to the extent of the veil in accordance with the Shari'a. In short, the
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mystical discovery and intuition is infallible. On the other hand, there is no possibility of
error in the philosophical knowledge by presence as well as in the philosophical intuition.
Knowledge that is not accompanied by intermediaries and forms is permanently true.
Therefore, we conclude from the infallibility of mystical unveiling and intuition and the
infallibility of knowledge by presence and philosophical intuitive perception that intuitive

knowledge is knowledge by presence.
7. Intuition according to Mulla Sadra

Mulla Sadra has two types of negative and positive attitudes towards Kashf o Shuhiid,
(unveiling and intuition). He criticizes the discoverer and intuitionists for their being
incapable of describing their findings through demonstrative language, which is because
they are inept in terms of reasoning due to their complete immersion in austerity and
rigorous struggle (Shirazi, 1998/1419 AH, vol. 1: 12). However, Sadra's positive position
against intuition and unveiling is where he considers unveiling and intuition as the ways
to achieve true knowledge, that is, the wisdom related to divine knowledge. It is the same

wisdom that can in no way be doubted. (Shirazi, 1999, 376)

He considers philosophy (/17kma) as a divine gift, and in his definition of philosophy, he
considers it be the perfection of the human soul and the attainment of perfection and
knowledge of the truths of existence, and finally resemblance to the Supreme Lord. This is
an indication of the harmony and coherence of the Sadrian system of philosophy. From an
epistemological perspective, this point is expressed as follows: Kashf (unveiling), * ilm
hudri (knowledge by presence) and * agl (intellect), finally, result in acquired knowledge.
The knowledge by presence is useful for knowing the facts only when it transforms into

the language of acquired knowledge. (Barati and Qays ar1, 2016: 113-112)

There is no doubt that Mulla Sadra, as the founder of a new philosophical school of thought,
possesses many characteristics in the whole of his philosophical system. Among these
characteristics is his method. He did not remain confined to the transcendent wisdom by
the conventional method of the peripatetic philosophers or theologians or mystics; rather
he skillfully used all sources, but his philosophical status required that he be methodically
bound by the criteria of the philosophical method, that is, reasoning and demonstration
(burhan). Therefore, it is not far from the truth to say that Mulla Sadra, as a collector, used
all sources. In the same position, he sometimes explores his philosophical claim in some
areas through the net of intuition and rational revelation, and then, as a judge, he presents

it on rational and legal criteria.

However, although some have criticized Mulla Sadra for violating the traditional method
of philosophy, namely reasoning, by resorting to intuition, they have failed to present an
example of this violation (Ahmadi, 2001: 17). That is, he has used the mystical method to
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present a philosophical argument, whereas in fact, intuition is specific to mysticism, not

philosophy. Hence, intuition cannot be the tool of philosophical cognition.

The truth is that intuition in its various meanings has been recognized by many
philosophers as one of the valid methods of knowledge. According to Mulla Sadra, as
explained above, "rational intuition" is valid as a reliable and assuring method. In addition
to sense and intellect, Murtada Mut ahhari also mentions the heart and observation of the
heart as a means of gaining knowledge. It does seem that the verses of the Qur'an have had
a great impact on the circulation and popularity of this opinion among Muslim
philosophers. The Qur'an considers the heart to be the center of a series of divine
inspirations and inculcations. Depending on one's strife and struggle to keep himself pure
and to practice servitude, every human being is benefited by divine inspirations to the

extent he strives and endeavors.

Mullah Sadra has earnestly used his intellectual intuitions as a source of important
principles. His reputation as a philosopher has led him to clothe his intuitions with
demonstrations. The Sadrian intuition is intellectual in the sense that the intellect has been
upgraded and perfected to the stage of the heart and has reached the threshold of
mysticism. His attempt to substantiate his intuitive claims seems to be complete, although
his arguments are subject to debate and controversy. Mulla Sadra's rational intuition can
be explained in the framework of the anthropological paradigm of Islamic theoretical
mysticism. Such intuition is very similar to mystical intuition and unveiling in terms
preliminaries and requirements, including outward and inward austerity, as well as in

terms of theoretical results.
8. Examining Perspectives on the Relationship between Intellect and Intuition

Thinkers and scholars have, over the centuries, considered the relationship between
intellect and intuition from completely different perspectives. Different theories about the
relationship or non-relationship of these two characteristics with each other can be divided

into four parts.

A) Some believe that these two faculties or characteristics are in complete conflict with

each other. That is, they are inherently averse to each other.

B) Some others believe that there is no conflict between them, but that they belong to two
completely different realms, because the difference between them is so big that they are

impossible to collide with each other.

C) And yet others believe that these two things are complementary to each other. They
believe that these two things come in contact with each at times but they do not conflict

with each other.
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D) The last group also believes in the complete connection and harmony of these two

characteristics with each other.

The first view: The conflict between intellect and intuition. Some extremist rationalists are
of the view that there is no relationship between religious propositions and intellect. They
believe that the path of intellect is separate from that of revelation and intuition, and that
one cannot accept rational principles as well as advocate intuition and discovery; otherwise
it would amount to sacrificing the intellect and truth for religiosity and intuition.
According to this group, not only do we have no reason for the necessity of intuition, but

that the religious teachings being averse to intellect call on us to avoid those teachings.

The proponents of this theory believe that some theologians want to deal with philosophy
and give their opinions by immersing themselves in theology, while some philosophers also
want to deal with theology by immersing themselves in philosophy and drawing
philosophical issues into the field of theology. According to the proponents of the conflict
between reason and religion, the only possible way to end these conflicts is that we should
enter into issues in philosophy as a theologian, because the paths of these two domains are
separate. (Gilson, 1992: 55)

The second view: The distinction between intellect and intuition. The second group of
those who have commented on the relationship or lack of connection between intellect
and intuition believe in the distinction and independence of these two characteristics from
each other. This group does not see any conflict between the two characteristics. In other
words, they are not averse to each other, but, nonetheless, these two domains are
considered independent of each other. They maintain that these characteristics are similar
to each other in very few cases as well as in a few instances and subjects. They argue that
the striking distinction between the two characteristics stems from the distinction between
their subjects, methods, and ends. Therefore, there is no conflict between these two

characteristics of human beings, but they are independent of each other.

The third view: Intellect and intuition are complementary to each other. Those who
subscribe to this opinion try to establish a close connection between intellect and intuition,
and for this purpose, they try to include intellect and intuition in a larger hypothesis or to

integrate them in such a framework.

Of course, thinkers do not agree on the outcome of this kind of thinking. Some of them
believe that the interaction between intellect and intuition strengthens religion while

others argue that this leads to the weakness of religion.

The fourth view: Perfect harmony between intellect and intuition. In addition to using the
faculty of intellect and the teachings of revelation, man can also use other means called

intuition to achieve truth and knowledge. Throughout history, great thinkers have
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recognized this faculty or power and have written extensively in support of it. For example,
the entire philosophy of Mulla Sadra is an attempt to harmonize between intellect, religion
and mysticism. After extensive research at the end of his life, he concluded that not only is
the way of unveiling (kashf) and intuition useful to reach the truth, but it is also the most

important and the best way.

Mulla Sadra says, "As a result of long struggles and practicing severe austerities, my heart
burned and the heavenly light started shedding on it ... So, I learned secrets that I had not
yet reached and mysteries were revealed to me that had not been revealed so much through

demonstration (burhan). In fact, everything I knew by demonstration became visible to me
through intuition." (Shirazi, 1998/1419 AH, vol. 1: 8)

Confirming this, Shahid Murtada Mut ahhari says: "Sadra's philosophy is a crossroad in
which four major currents, namely the peripatetic, Aristotelian Avicenian and
Suhrawardi's illuminationist philosophies, the theoretical mysticism of Muhyi al-Din
(better known as Ibn Arabi), and theological concepts intersect one another. Like four

streams, they run into each other forming a roaring river." (Mut ahari, 1987, 524)

According to the majority of Islamic thinkers, it is necessary to make use of all three ways
in order to reach objects and truths. Shaykh Hasanzada Amuli says: "In short, in order to
acquire knowledge, one must have both logic and demonstration, intuition and mysticism.
The philosophy (demonstration) and mysticism drink milk from the same breast, and the
truths of mystical teachings rest in the internal (anfiisi) interpretation of the Holy Qur'an.
(Hasanzada Amuli, 2002, 16)

Referring to the harmony between mysticism and philosophy in the end of chapter 26 of
the sixth stage of al-Asfar, Mulla Sadra says: "Real philosophy is not averse to revelatory
intuition" (Shirazi, 1998/1419 AH, vol. 1: 289). That is, real mysticism is not separate from

real demonstration (philosophy).

Mental intuition strengthens beliefs and enables man to find his own reality and
connection to God, the Exalted. Without it, a thousand kinds of intellectual, philosophical
and rational thoughts will not humble him. The psychological and mental hesitations
persist even after a series of correct demonstrations based on correct arguments and correct
analogies. Thus, he never feels at ease and does not seem to have peace and tranquility of

mind. (Husayni Tehrani, nd, 70)

Rational thinking causes the interaction and balance of esoteric emotions and feelings and
prevents imaginative tendencies and delusions. And it puts that intuition and conscience
in the right direction. If there was no rational thinking, the intuition would deviate from

its correct path.
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Conclusion

The acquisition of knowledge is possible through one of four ways including the sense and
experience, intellect, unveiling, intuition and revelation. These are different and distinct
ways of acquiring knowledge and truths each playing its part to explain to man the path of
happiness and guidance. Mulla Sadra considered reason and demonstration as the standard
for mystical intuition. In his view, disclosures (mukashafat) that are opposed to intellect
are invalid and unreliable. However, it seems that in Mullah Sadra's careful view, the
prophetic intuition and revelation is not only the surest way to acquire knowledge but it is
also considered a criterion for the accuracy of other mystical discoveries and observations.
Thus, Mulla Sadra believes in perfect harmony between philosophy, mysticism and the

Qur'an.

The harmony and unity of intellect and intuition does not mean they are one and the same
methods of acquiring rational and mystical knowledge; rather they are unquestionably two
different methods of acquiring this knowledge, but this difference in the method of
acquisition does not mean a difference in purpose and objective. In fact, harmony between

intellect and intuition is harmony is in terms of end and purpose.

According to Mulla Sadra, intuition and argument are basically similar. His view is in fact
very close to the fourth view of the four theories (conflict, distinction, complementariness
and perfect harmony). Apart from the arguments presented above, Mulla Sadra's principles
concerning the unity of the soul and the powers and levels of perception can well explain
this similarity. Therefore, in his view, the intellect is not against intuition, but is the light
by which man recognizes intuition. The intellect that is demonstrative is a strong light but
intuition is the straight path. Man can never reach the destination only with the intellect
because the light shows the way only; if there is no way, whatever the light shows will be

pathless.

Despite Sadrian transcendent wisdom defending intellect and philosophy, he never
considers this source of knowledge to be sufficient to guide human beings and reach their
ultimate perfection and knowledge of the truths of the universe. In addition, when it comes
to mysticism, many mystical truths are beyond the reach of the intellect and the only way

to know them will be through kashfand shuhiid (unveiling and intuition).
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The Relatiinship between Intellect and Intuition according to Mulla Sadra

Abstract

It is well-known that philosophical activity is a rational attempt but intuition is a function
of perception having to do with mysticism (' irfan). Hence, allowing intuition into the
realm of philosophy may lead to confusion between mysticism and philosophy. Given the
identity of Mulla Sadra's philosophy, a question that comes up is whether or not he believes

in any kind of interplay between intuition and philosophy.

To address this question, the article analyzes the problem based on four assumptions: 1. the
relationship between reason and intuition is one of conflict, and that these two are
completely contradictory and far apart. 2. There is a distinction between these two realities
inasmuch as each of them depends on a completely independent realm. 3. The third theory
holds that not only are there no contradictions between intuition and philosophy, but that
they complement each other. 4. The fourth theory holds that there is perfect harmony and
precise coherence between these concepts, and that reason and intuition both convey the
same truth and reality and correspond to one and the same meaning. Based on the fourth
theory advocated by Mulla Sadra, he argues that the accuracy and legitimacy of intuition
is proved through rational demonstration, and that intuition, like a bright light, shows the

path to reason and helps it in cases of inability.

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First Contacts of Safavids with Georgia

Abstract

According to the information, preserved in various written sources, the first contacts of
Safavids with Georgia began before the formation of their state (at the very beginning of
the XVI century). By that time Georgia was disintegrated into separate feudal kingdoms.
Despite this, it represented a force, to be taken into consideration as in the region, as well
as on the international arena in general.The Qizilbash tribes leaders and their future shah
— Ismail (1487-1524) were well aware of the special geo-strategic and political-economic
importance of Georgia and that’s why it came in their view from the very beginning.
According to Persian sources, in the summer of 1500, Ismail sent a Qizilbash army to
Georgia under the command of Kholefa-Beg, who returned from there with innumerable
loot. Supposedly, the purpose of this military expedition was only getting a booty, as the
Qizilbashs at that time, being still in the process of forming their state, could not even think
about conquering Georgia. In order to come to power, they were engaged in permanent
battles with various opposition forces and, correspondingly, the primary goal was to clear
the way towards the supreme power. According to European sources, before the battle
with Alvend Ak-Koyunlu, Ismail appealed to the Georgian kings for help and in return
promised to release them from the tribute they were paying to the Ak-Koyunlu state (1468-
1501). As this condition was attractive to the Georgian kings, they provided effective
assistance to Ismail. The sources emphasize the crucial role of the Georgian army in the

victory of the Qizilbashs in this battle.

Concerning the mentioned issues, the information, preserved in different sources, differs
from each other, though they do not exclude, but rather somehow complement each other’s
information. Based on the mutual comparison and analysis of the source data, the
development of events appear as follows: with the purpose of demonstration of their power
and also to seize loot, a part of Qizilbash army ravaged Southern Georgia in 1500, afterwards
in the spring of 1501, Ismail contacted the Georgian kings for a peaceful purpose - asking
for help in the battle with Alvend Ak-Koyunly. The Qizilbashs and Georgian army won a
brilliant victory, thus ending the Qizilbashs’ struggle for the supreme politic power. In the
autumn of 1501 Ismail was consecrated Shahinshah inTabriz and laid the foundation of the

Safavid state.

From the relationship between the Kingdom of Kartli and Sasanian Iran in
the early Middle Ages

Abstract

The early Middle Ages are one of the most important and turning periods in the history of
Georgia. During this time, many events took place that determined the further
development of the country. One such important and fundamental event was the
recognition of Christianity as a state religion. This historic fact in itself has strained
relations with Iran, for which Zoroastrianism has played a crucial role in protecting the
country's foreign policy interests and establishing and maintaining a pro-Iranian
orientation in the Caucasus. Religion and the factor of religion often go beyond purely
dogmatic boundaries and often become the main means of achieving rather complex
political goals. If look at the history of early medieval Georgia, then it will not be difficult
to notice that we are dealing with such an event. In order to maintain their influence in
the Caucasus, Iranian political circles politicized Zoroastrianism and transformed it so that
through it they could properly resist Christianity as a new religious-political ideology. This
controversy became especially evident in the V-VI centuries, when the most interesting
and intense vicissitudes of the cultural-political relations between Georgia and Iran were

developing.

Kartli and Egrisi-Lazika have been of special importance to Iran since the 3rd century,
when it was involved in a long war with Byzantium, and the kingdoms of Kartli and Egrisi
were the subject of dispute between these two world empires. It is clear that Rome
(Byzantium), the western Christian ally of Kartli, would take appropriate measures to
strengthen the country's defense capabilities, because in the fight against Iran, of course, it
needed a strong Kartli and would deploy troops here, but according to Byzantine written
sources (Ammianus Marcellinus) Emperor Flavius Valens had withdrawn his troops from
Kartli because of the of the war with the Westgates (367-369) uprising and left Kartli

defenseless in the face of Iran. Of course, the Iranian political circles would not miss this
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chance and they took appropriate measures to restore their influence in Georgia. By the
70s of the IV century, Iran managed to subdue the whole of Kartli and pay tribute to the
country. The rapid spread of Islam in seventh-century Iran deprived Mazdeanism of state
support, and it can be said that in this way Islam changed the situation in early medieval
Georgia, because from now on, unlike in the third and sixth centuries, Zoroastrianism was

no longer a dangerous ideology for neighboring Christian countries.

The linguistic data of Safavid Era’s Persian Language seems ecpesially important to
detailization of certain periods of Common Classical New Persian Language (CINP).
According to Diachronic Morphosyntactic and Syntactic Dynamics the main different
periods of CINP may be revealed: I p. X-XII/XIII cent.(the same that G. Lazard’s Oldest
Period), II p. XIII-XV cent., III p. XVI-XVII cent.; IV p. XVIII c.. (Sakhokia’s pp.). These
periods are detailized on the basis of systematizatin of Principial Constituents of Persian
Morphosyntax, Standart and Peculiar Syntax (Sakhokia).
