EASTERN AND WESTERN ELEMENTS IN ETRUSCAN
RELIGION (LINGUISTIC ANALYSIS)

The matter of the origin of Etruscan culture has been generating
interest since ancient times. The ancient Greeks, who have always
been clearly drawing a demarkation between the Western and East-
ern civilizations, expressed non-uniform and mutually exclusive in
the matter of the origin of Etruscans.

This argument in Etruscology has been going on since the times
of Herodotus, Dionisus from Hallicarnassus and Helanik from Les-
boss. Today we are witnessing the coexistence of the versions con-
cerning the Etruscan culture’s autokhtonic, Lydian (Asia Minor),
North European, Proto-Khetian and lastly Caucasian origins.

For the study of this problem, in our opinion, of utmost impor-
tance for drawing conclusions will be to thoroughly study the lan-
guage. In the Etruscan language, which is noteworthy for its innova-
tions and conservatism at the same time, all the cultures that have
influenced formation of Etruscan cuiture are reflected.

The majority of Etruscan engravings, which have come down to
us are of sacral type — and deal with religions sphere. The identifica-
tion of Etruscan culture and religion, is possible only through study
of cult terminology semantics and genesis. We’ve studied more than
a hundred Etruscan terms, that have to do with religion and cult.
These are the words, which denote cult buildings, temples, grave-
yards, cult items, sacrifice, construction of cult buildings and the
names of gods and deities.

We have taken into account all hypotheses, which have been pro-
vided by Etruscologists concerning these words. We have also pro-
vided our own etymologies for a number of words.

As a result of mastering the data, the languages, which the scien-
tists associate with the origin of Etruscan cult terms, have been sin-



gled out: (or clearly defined) Greek, Latin, Anatolian (in the wider
understanding of the word) and “Kartvelian”. On the basis of a cer-
tain analysis, it turned out, that each of these linguistic universes dif-
fers in meaning in the matters of formation of Etruscan cult termi-
nology, religion and, generally, the language. Each of these lan-
guages influence can be viewed in terms of and linked with the dif-
ferent chronological plasts of the Etruscan language. In spite of the
historical and territorial closeness, the influence of the Latin religion
does not surpass the sphere of lexical borrowings; the Greek element
represents the so called “appendix” in the already existing system of
Etruscan religion, and the Georgian elements can be detected in the
most archaic layers of Etruscan cult terminology.

The linguistic links while studying this issue prove that the im-
portance of Etruscans (Etrurians) surpasses pre-Italian history as well
as the geographic area of Apenine peninsula. This makes clear cul-
tural and linguistic links among the peoples of Mediterranean, from
Italy to Asia Minor and Caucasus.

What’s more important, by means of cult terminology analysis,
which recreates the whole model of Etruscan culture, we can con-
clude, that the Western and Eastern elements do not represent the
product of their mechanical linkage, but that they are an organic part
of Etruscan Civilization as a system.

“THE GREEK -~ ETRUSCAN RELATIONS IN THE SPHERE OF
MYTHOLOGY”

It may be said clearly, none of the spheres of Etruscan and Greek
cultures gives us such an exhaustive information about relations be-
tween these two civilizations as mythology.

First of all, this is due to peculiarities of the Etruscan heritage re-
search — as it is known, Etruscan civilization has reached to this day
mainly by help of religious — cult content inscriptions, by burial
painting and cult things. As it is known, none of the aspects of the
old peoples spiritual restored such a full picture about creation of its
culture, as religion and mythology.

Research of Greek — Etruscan relations is important by Etruscan
point of view — for studying Etruscan mythology is important for its
relation with the other religions systems.

It is necessary to establish, how important is the so called “an-
tique” — Greek system's role in formulating Etruscan religions world
- outlook, is it an element of fundamental importance for Etruscan
religion or we may perceive it as “borrowed”.

According to the material, which we own today, we can conclude
the following about the Greek — Etruscan “mythological” relations:

1. “Entrance” of the Greek mythology in the Etruscan universe
was fulfilled after structuring Etruscan mythology in to a system.

2. Semantically, as well as linguistically Greek mythoklogical
elements are chronologically of later period and they remainid on the
level of borrowing names and plots, which influenced mainly Etrus-
can art, than mythology.

3. None of the gods of Greek pantheon turned in to an object of
cult service — not a single case of worshipping Greek divinities and
heroes or a single case of building temples or altars for them is
proved — there is not found work of art or cult subject dedicated to

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TOWARDS PERCEPTION OF ETRUSCANS IN LATE
ANTIQUITY (V CENT. A.D.)

Several centuries separate late antiquity from the period of van-
ishing of Etruria, as a state, from the scene of history.

Nothwithstanding the fact thet the Etruscans do not any longer
survive by this period, culture of Tyrhenians which had great influ-
ence upon civilization of the peoples of old world still continues its
life.

In contrast to the data of contemporary Etruscans, information ex-
isting in late antiquity is distanguished by scisntific contemplation,
by innovatory revalueing of traditional concepts and informations.

It will not be exaggerated to say that late antiquity is the first seri-
ous valuer of this, once powerful entity which extended its influence
over the whole Apennines.

With this in view, our special interest was drawn by a picture cre-
ated in the V cent. A. D. First of all this interest was conditioned by
the fact that the data of that period are considered most important in
Etruscology, and that the scale of these data is vider, it deals with
mythology as well as with religion and linguistic spheres.

Three authors are considered in the report whose works differ not
only by their contents, but also by the genre. The are a poet Nonos by
his poem “Dionysiaca”, Marcianus Capella by his allegorical work,
poetry with a touch of prose “On the Marriage of Philology and Mer-
cury” and the famous “Lexicon” by Hesixios.

As a result of consideration of the above-mentioned works it has
become evident that:

1. The data on the history of Etruscan state are no more popular;

2. Mythological information about Etruscans undergoes certain
transformation due to influence of an epoch and author's conception
(Nonos, “Dionysiaca™);

3. Synthetic nature of Roman religion has been established for the
first time by the presence of Etruscan elements in it and by stating
that Etruscan elements are integral parts of the whole system (Mar-
tianus Capella);
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4. Actuality of Etruscan glosses certiafy the viability and signifi-
cance of the Etruscan Language;

5. Late antiquity not only verifies the significance of Etruscans,
their role in the formation of antique world, but also tries to explain
the causes of popularity of this people.

ETRUSCANS IN “AENEID”

As it well — known, Virgil's Aeneid and its importance suffi-
ciently surpass the limits of belles-lettres. The poem provides various
information which attracts a special attention of the scientists work-
ing in literature, history, mythology, linguistics, politics etc.

This fact is naturally explained by the content of “Aeneid” ~ Vir-
gil presents a mythological version of originating and development
of Roman civilization. At the same moment here coexists myth and
historical reality, fantasy and a reliable information.

Virgil can be derfined as an author of the mythological essence of
his poem.

Of course, Virgil had a concrete basis to his mythological cincep-
tion. In order to give to his plot a convinciveness and realism. Virgil
studied historical, mythological and literary heritage of Greece and
Rome.

But all this information was not enough to complete the whoie
story about Aeneas. As it is known from the poem, Aeneas meets in
Italy a lot of local tribes and people, who have their own culture —
history, mythology, religion, laguage and lifestyle. So it was aiso
important to know everything about this peoples, because they had to
become not only the characters of Aeneid, but the characters of the
Roman mythological history.

It may be said definitely, that among those peoples Virgil gave a
special place to Etruscans.

Which spheres of Etruscan civilization are covered in “Aeneid™?
We can distinguish the following semantic groups:

1. Historical — geograpical environments (towns, geographu al
place — names, historical characters);

2. Mythology (mythological characters, plots);

3. Religion and cult (gods, divination);
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4, Lifestyle (ceremonies, dress, foot-wear, musical instruments);

5. Characteristics of Etruscans (ethnic properties).

According to the material collected by us in Aeneid, it may be
said distinctly, that all the information can be divided into two
groups:

1. Materials taken from Etruscan reality (historical events, charac-
ters, toponymy etc).

2. Material accumulated through interpretation of the myth about
Aeneas (characters, mythological plots). Material from the second
group are provided by Virgil on the basis of existing historical facts
mentioned by other authors of generalization of concrete historical
facts, and a new character is connected with a concrete mythological
or historical prototype.

There are some cases when Virgil changes historical facts, ig-
nores them or tries to “correct” them by mythological plots.

These corrections made to the history of Etruscan and Roman re-
lations, in most cases, are based on the instructions of the customer —
emperor Augustus or his advisor — G. Maecenas.

These corrections were consistent with their political course, as it
was more favorable to maintain peace and balance in the state.

In spite of the above mentioned artificial interference, the poem
does not loose its highly artistic qualities and purity.

The information about Etruscans and their culture affirms great
importance and influence of Etruscans and points to various aspects
of their culture which had a strong impact not only upon Roman, but
also upon all the contemporary antique civilizations.

“ITALIAN” HERAKLES

It is still unclear for the science what is the reason of such a great
popularity of Herakles in the people of Apennines peninsula.

The ancient Italy was very rich of temples and altars of Herakles.
Name of Herakles was pronounced while taking an oath, praying,

rendering justice.
The resume gives a view of interpretation of this fact.

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On the bases of discussing Roman and Etruscan prototypes of
Greek Herakles (Hercules, Hercle), using an archeological material
following considerations have been suggested: Herakles was the son
(or grandson) of an ancient goddess, who was popular in pre-Greek
and pre-Roman i.e. ancient pro-Indo-European population of Medi-
terranean.

This popularity was such big, that it forced Greeks to announce
this god the son of Zeus and append to him additional qualities.

Simultaneously, in Etruscan reality lives the same god called the
Son of Uni ~ Hercle, who keeps his popularity in Etruscan divine
service. Along with the spread of Greek mythology his name is sub-
stituted with Greek version — Herakles.

What functions did this non-Indo-European god have? At one
glance, there are many differences between these two objects of
Etruscan and Greek divine service. In Greece Herakles was respect-
able as a protector of athletes, healthiness, shafts and streams. Etrus-
can Hercle must have been connected with the world of sky accord-
ing to the Bronze Liver found in Piacenza. We also find interesting
the information, which is reserved at Kallimachos and draws together
functions of Herakles and Hercle — at Kallimachos Herakles appears
before us as a guard of heavenly gates. It is also interesting, that
Greek mythology generally is familiar with the facts of idolization.
This phenomenon reflects the acknowledgment of cults previously
functioning by the Greek religion, the good example of which is also
Dionysos, whose non-Greek origin is not doubted by anyone despite
his Greek name.

THE ISSUE OF DESCENT OF DEITY MARS

Attempt to identify the roles of Mars — god of Romans is given in
many researches. An object of particular interest is matter of descent.
An important is impossibility to inquire the matter without consid-

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eration of “Italian context” of Romans deity. In such case a connec-
tion of Mars’s namesake gods being acknowledged in pantheon and
mythology of tribes of Apennines peninsula in formation of Romans
deity roles is to be considered.

These mythological personages and deities are the following of:
Marsellins — Marsia, Marsos; Avzons — Mares and that of Etruscans
~ Maris.

In the issue of examination of materials existed concerning each
above mentioned deity an information regarding Mars maintained in
myths of peoples and tribes of Italy is described schematically. It is
determined that most entire and less non-Hellenized is Etruscan ver-
sion, which constitutes a prototype of Marsellin, Avzon and Roman
versions.

Roles of so-called proto-Mars are determined on the grounds of
analysis of materials of Mars name etymology new version — ‘cooper
liver” model.

An endeavor of schematic renovation of “mythological drive” be-
ing “delivered” by fore-Greece and fore-Italian population to Greeks
and Etruscans is described concerning Mars in final part of work.

In the capacity of conclusion is stated that Roman Mars repre-
sents an example of cult adoption of Etruscan Maris which in the
same time relates to one of capital personage of genealogical myth
being well-known in Mediterranean region.

His father, evidently, must be Hercules which was an important
deity too for indigenous population of Mediterranean region.

Mars’s name is not kept in Greek mythology.

Roles of Mars are protection of chthonic powers and through His
relations with goddess of fecundity forefather of ethnos is being
born.

TURAN — ETRUSCAN GODESS OF LOVE?

There is an opinion among Etruscologiests that Turan is the cor-
responding divinity to Aphrodite in Etruscan religion. This opinion is
based on iconographical data - in ceramics and sculpture Turan is
tightly connected to Atunis or mythological Adonis. Indispensable
attributes of Turan are: dove and swan, She holds often in her hand
branch or flower.

To our mind, an opinion, which is widely distribued about
Turan's origin considers a question simply. They do not take into
account the more archaic representations of Turan, which are not
connected with Greek mythology. Turan is a young woman deco-
rated with wings, She is with her winged sandals on and stands in a
pose of cult, accompanied by two priests. Undoubtedly if there were
no inscription, it would be impossible to identify Turan which repre-
sented Greek-Roman Aphrodite-Venus.

Doro Levi in the book “Early Greek ceramics from Crete” repre-
sents several winged goddess (e.g. on milatos tray, on pitos from
Fortezza (a.a.o.s. 128., Fig.2), which reveal clearly the resemblance
with Turan.

In our opinion, according Turan's vegetative (branch, flower) and
bestial (exactly “poultry”) (swan, pigeon) to attributes, we may con-
nect her to vital power of nature, blossoming.

We may tentatively claim, that Turan lived underground and from
there she was “monitoring” fertility and in spring with revival of na-
ture she gave love and restored everything.

We think so because of Turan' resemblance to Vanth and fact,
that Etruscan winged divinities live only the underground. Turan — as
term, by shape is Etruscan. This is the word, received from combina-
tion of tur — root and an — suffix (compare: selvans, laran, sethlans),
in the opinion of researchers, it has the meaning of “giving, grant-
ing”, but suffix an means “possession”. It's interesting, that Herbig
was the first one, who connected this word to earlier Greek tvpav-
vog, Pfiffig in the book “Religio etrusca” considers, that this connec-
tion exists by all means, but in a contrary meaning. Perhaps in earlier
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Greek king of mediterranean, who was embodying the great Goddess
Paredross in cult occasions of productivity. When the great Goddess
is called Turan, then Paredross is ‘“Turan-na” — owner of Turan.

In final part of this supposition, Pfiffig consider, that the name of
Etruscan God is primary and earlier Greek Tiranos — comes from
him.

Thus, Turan, as in form, as well as semantically is Etruscan and
by its origin, it is connected to earlier Greek and earlier Italy archaic
layers of culture.

In our opinion, from the beginning Turan had a symbolic impor-
tance of restoring vital forces of nature. The etymology of her name
proves, that she, in the first stage of development, denoted “offering,
granting” power, which could give a new energy to vegetative and
bestial universe (tur-an).

Afterwards, by influence of Greek Aphrodite (who, of course, has
gone many stages of development) she was perceived to be the divin-
ity of love and erotic passion on Etruscan ceramics, which, unlike the
Etruscan mythology, was influencing elinization.

CIRCE AND ITALY

Many authors of the antique period provide an explanation that
the location of mythic Aia, where magician Circe lived was the isle
in the Tyrrhenian Sea nearby the west coast of central Italy.

Such conception is considered as doubtless, and it is related to the
conclusive part of the text of “Theogonia”. Hesiod determines that
Circe the daughter of Helios had Agrios and Latinos from Odyseus;
they had the power on the Tyrrhenians.

Some modern explorers consider that these rows were written in
text of “Theogonia” in the VIth or Vth century B.C. as they justify
the legend of Aeneas that should have been left unknown for Hesiod.

It is known that Homer has the different idea from Hesiod and ac-
cording to his opinion the isle of Aia was situated in the Far East.

The logic of Homer is absolutely comprehensible- Circe is a
daughter of Helios that comes out from the east, where the palace of
the God of Sun is located and accordingly the isle of Aia.

At one glance, the same “natural” principle is used in case of
“Theogonia”; Helios owns the second home in the west, he goes to
Hesperia or Italy at dawn. It is assumed that the mythic isle of Aia is
located near these territories.

Despite such logic of the interpretation about location of the isle,
we do not suppose that geographic concreteness which Hesiod or
Pseudo- Hesiod applies to could be accidental- in “Theogonia” men-
tioning of Latinos as the head of the Tyrrhenian (Etruscans) and the
Latins implies certain relationship between concrete mythic character
and the ancient people of Italy.

From our point of view, the subject raised at first need to be re-
viewed to the one settled direction. It is possible or not, to speak
about specific “Italian preconditions” in mythological materials of

Italian peoples, that has certain influence on the concept of localiza-
tion of the isle of Aia in Greek mythology.

We have studied mythological material of the subsequent people
of ancient Italy: Ausons, Marsians, Etruscans and Latins. On the
ground of the material we could stand upon the idea that “Italian pre-
condition” concerning the version of Hesiod about Circe location has
its real existence. Above all this is explained to the existence of
magic practices (phytomagic, zoomagic, divination) and phytother-
apy done by God of Sun (Catha- Etruscans), his daughter ( Cavatha-
Etruscans), various goddesses of magic and fertility (Angitia- Mar-
sians, Marica- Ausons, Fauna, Bona Dea-Latins), Gods (Maris-
Etruscans , Mares- Ausons, Mares-Faunus-Latins).

The Euboeians could be supposed as creators of this version of
the myth; they set up the first colony in the north Italy opposite of the
isle of Iskia (Pitherousai) in the VIlIith century B.C. This time’s rich
archeological material indicates about intensive contacts between the
centers of Etruscans and the Greek colony.

Introducing the myths of the Etruscans and later other Italian
people, the Euboeians give their interpretation with Greek mytho-
logical faces, which on their part make some effect on the mytho-
logical conception of the inhabitants of Apennines Peninsula.

According to our opinion the rows of Hesiod is not assumed as
the addition of the latest period. The desire of the justification of Ae-
neas myth is not seen from these rows. In other case Agrios and La-
tinos did not get in touch with the Tyrrhenians. Chronologically it is
possible that Hesiod knew the version of Cumic concerning localiza-
tion of the isle of Aia.
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
