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Giorgi Amilakhvari Replaces Mikheil Chkhenkeli

he Prime Minister of Geor-

gia, Irakli Gharibashvili,
announced at a briefing in the
government administration that
Giorgi Amilakhvari would take
the position of Minister of Edu-
cation and Science of Georgia.

Amilakhvari replaced Mikheil
Chkhenkeli, who held the posi-
tion of minister since 2019.

“Today we present to you the
new Minister of Education and
Science, Giorgi Amilakhvari.
Before that, I would like to tell
you that I have already met
Mikheil Chkhenkeli, who left his
position on his own accord. I
would like to mention that
Mikheil Chkhenkeli was a suc-
cessful minister. For four years,
he served our government, the
country, and the young genera-
tion. He implemented many im-
portant projects, and laid the
foundation for many reforms. It
was Mikheil Chkhenkeli’s deci-
sion and desire to return to his
academic activities. Chkhenkeli
will continue his work at Kutaisi
International University as the
chairman of the international
advisory board. I want to thank
Mikheil Chkhenkeli on behalf of
our team, the government, for
his work and wish him success
in his future work,” said Irakli
Gharibashvili.

Giorgi Amilakhvari headed
the Education and Science Com-
mittee of the Parliament of Geor-
gia from 2021 until now.

The new minister stated at a
briefing that vocational educa-
tion would be declared a priority
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during his term of office. Accord-
ing to Amilakhvari, he will
present the relevant vision in
the near future.

“In the nearest period, we will
offer you the concrete vision of
how we intend to transform this
field, what specific and easy
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forms of mechanisms we will of-
fer to employers for involvement
in professional education,” said
Amilakhvari.

The Minister of Education
said that the results of the past
years provide an opportunity to
establish Georgia as a center of

attraction for education.

“The results achieved during
the past years have already given
us the opportunity to actively
work to make Georgia a center of
attraction for education in the re-
gion, to attract more foreign stu-
dents and professors to Georgia,
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which is directly equivalent to the
increase in the quality of our edu-
cation and direct investment in
education,” stated Amilakhvari.

The Minister of Education
thanked the management team
and the Prime Minister person-
ally for entrusting him.

Public Defender Levan lIoseliani visits
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Mikheil Saakashvili in ‘Vivamed’ clinic

ccording to the statement of
the Public Defender of Geor-
gia, Levan loseliani, he spoke to
Mikheil Saakashvili for an hour
at the Vivamed clinic and he con-
firmed to Saakashvili that all
monitoring mechanisms that
exist in the Office of the Public
Defender will be maintained.
“Yesterday, I visited all the
prisoners who are in the clinic
Vivamed, including Mikheil
Saakashvili. We talked for al-
most an hour. The doctors were
not there yesterday and I had no
contact with them. I confirmed
that all the monitoring mecha-
nisms that exist in the Office of
the Public Defender will be
maintained. These are:
Consilium, supervision of his
health condition,” said Levan
Toseliani.

Toseliani was asked about
Saakashvili’s health condition by
reporters, to which Ioseliani said
that neither the mandate nor the
knowledge allows him to make
a medical assessment.

“When I entered, Mikheil
Saakashvili was laying down, I
can’t tell you anything else. He
didn’t find speaking difficult and
we talked normally. I cannot
assess his condition. Obviously,
he is thinner compared to before.
It would be wrong to assess this
further because neither my man-
date nor my knowledge allows for
a medical assessment,” said
Toseliani.

The public defender also men-
tioned that he is going to meet
the members of the medical
council at the office of the Pub-
lic Defender this week.
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“I am going to meet these
people. I will find out with them
what their plans are regarding
Mikheil Saakashvili because it

is their prerogative when they
visit and how they assess his
condition. We only help with this.
The public defender, within the
scope of his mandate, which the
law allows, can invite specialists,

and they are invited. The rest
should be evaluated by them. I
will meet them this week,” said
Toseliani.

When asked about Polish doc-
tors visiting Saakashvili, Levan

Toseliani said that he does not
have any information on this
matter.

“I can’t tell you anything,
Saakashvili asked me about it
and I don’t have any informa-

tion. We do everything within
the framework of our mandate,
and this is a matter for the gov-
ernment to decide, in which I
cannot interfere,” said Levan
Toseliani.

repeatedly urged authorities to provide
timely and appropriate medical treat-
ment for detained former President
Mikheil Saakashvili. The public defender
issued several statements urging authori-
ties to implement the recommendations
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The US Department of State published
the 2022 report on human rights in Geor-
gia, in which the third president Mikheil
Saakashvili is mentioned.

As stated in the report of the Depart-
ment of State, during the year, the Pub-
lic Defender repeatedly urged the authori-
ties to provide Saakashvili with timely
and appropriate medical assistance:

“During the year, the public defender
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of a team of medical doctors who exam-
ined Saakashviliin 2021. On March 11,
the public defender noted that, “Accord-
ing to the standard set by the European
Court of Human Rights, the lack of
timely, full, and adequate treatment, ac-
curate diagnosis, and proper medical care
may equate to a violation of Article 3 of
the Convention on Human Rights, which
pertains to torture, inhuman and/or de-
grading treatment.” On May 4, she re-

ported, “the patient’s condition is consid-
ered to have deteriorated significantly,
and timely provision of qualified medical
care is crucial,” the report reads.

President of Georgia Salome
Zourabichvili responded to Shalva
Papuashvili’s statement regarding young
people and called it ‘unacceptable’. Ac-
cording to the president, such assess-
ments may only serve to intensify the
tension.

“I find the last statement made by the
Speaker of the Parliament to the youth
completely unacceptable. A representa-
tive of the government may not agree
with any form of protest, but this does
not mean that the position gives some-
one the right to insult their own citizens.
Such assessments may only serve to in-
tensify the tension, and not to communi-
cate with the youth. The government
should try to restore it by all means, es-
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pecially in the light of these recent
events,” Zourabichvili said.

On March 20, the Speaker of the Par-
liament, Shalva Papuashvili, called the
students who criticized the lecturers, in-
cluding Irakli Kobakhidze for supporting
the Russian draft law 1000 GEL youth.

We believe that our close coop-
eration will contribute to miti-
gating corruption risks and will
promote a transparent recovery
of Ukraine,” EUACI head
Kristensen said.
“Anti-corruption reform is one
of the Ministry’s priorities. Citi-
zens and stakeholders need to be
confident that all funds will be
used efficiently and strictly for
their intended purpose. Imple-
mentation of anti-corruption ac-
tivities is mandatory for
Ukraine’s reconstruction,”
added Oleksandr Kubrakov.
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
