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Albert Camus (1913-1960) French writer is known for the readers as
wise but pretty controversial wnter who created novcls, stories, plays, phi-
losophical and litcrature cssays. His carly litcraturc crcations as well as his
world outlook were preparcd with the characteristics of European philoso-
phic traditions and literaturc development.

Camus was not so called “a profcssional humanitarian.” The way with
which he reached the absurd was for him the struggle with everything that
he thought to be irrational. Practically by the end of 30ics he called this un-
perceptive struggle “a rebellion.” Camus used to define: “to be only satis-
fied — means that you are accustomed, this means that one loses the human
dignity.”

Plenty of existentialists raiscd this problem including Sartre, Camus,
Simon dé Bovuar... It is true that after Sartre and Malor Camus is one of
the important representatives of French cxislentialism he was always
against 10 be called cxistentialist or even the philosopher. Existentialist —
possibly because that in the cvolution of his viewpoints time by time he
used to scparate its chicf staternents. And philosopher because he did not
have the system of philosophical conception.

Each researcher of Albert Camus suggests interesting schemes but very
oflen controversial ideas appear. The rescarch method and principles are
different as well. Such controversial ideas are caused by Camus’ himself as
he was a controversial person. Very often he negates those opinions that are
included in his novels and essays.

It has been designed for spesialists and students of modem west-
em_European literature.
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INRODUCTION

Famous French writer Albert Camus tries to prove, that a per-
son’s life lacks essence and is absurd. He aims to be separated from
the existentialism and states that “the absurd philosophy” does not
exist, there exists only “the method of absurd ideas”. A seed of moral
still exists in his entire literature works and most emphatically this is
revealed in his philosophical essay “The myth of Sisyphus”. He tries
to prove that the controversial conclusions can be made from absurd
fundamental fact, in other words, that life is worthy and suicide is
wrong.

“Sisyphus gives us the lesson of the highest devotion that re-
jects Gods and carries big stone. This is the world the Lord does not
exist any longer”. Camus states.
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CHAPTER I
Caligula - History of Supreme Suicide. (“Idea against Oth-
ers Ideas”).

This play gives us the clear imagination about the author’s es-
thetic attitude as well as about his viewpoint, his artistic method thus
it is easier for us to understand Camus. The author makes the right
sign: *I am not afraid to call my works the essays and novels about
absurd; this is negative and the period that is hard to overcome and
that will distinguish all the rest.”

In 1937 there appeared the first note “about Caligula:” “if you
gain the power, if you like life, you have heart then you will see how
the monster or the angel will cut out it from your body.”

Dostoevsky wrote in The Writer's Dairy if trust of immorality
is so essential for the human being and he commits suicide without it
thus this belief is normal condition of a human. Therefore if it is this
way then immortality really exists.

It is widely spread that till Camus R. Rolan tried to create Ca-
ligula’s character in one of his essays but it did not have influence on
Camus’ Caligula. Both of the plays are focused on the central idea
that manipulates the main character — this is the power of death that
shadows the essence of life. Camus wanted his play to have the gen-
eral importance that would exceed the époque borders that is de-
scribed in the Twelve Caesars’ life and Camus discovered this by the
assistance of the professor Jean Grenier.

He uses Svetonius, the author of the Twelve Caesars, by his
way. Here Caligula is not only sick, unreasonable and crazy but —
Nietzsche — barbarous, for whom the God died and he proves the
poverty of a super man.

Monterlan is amazed with neurasthenic king eccentric character
that is both angel and savage. Camus deliberately avoids anachro-
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nism. He tries to transfer the tragedy on the stage that will be ade-
quate of epoch. In the center of the tragedy appears emperor’s mela-
physical rebellion that coincides with Dostoevsky's charucters,
which according to Camus are most modem. Bul according to
Dostoevsky life is worthy if the God exists.

In November 1979 Camus was 26. The World War II was in
progress in Europe but for many French people this was a strange
war and Camus imagined it as the absurd event that led us to death.

Controversial movement appeared in France, occupied bv Hit-
ler. Its active members were Sartre and Camus. They did not believe
in the God. But time passed and they became the witnesses and then
participants of the tragedy in which “million Caligulas” killed people
and collapsed the world. Camus and Sartre established a new “order”
in Europe compared with which both Nietzsche’s revaluation of the
values and Caligula became alike innocent babies. -

France as well as the whole Europe was facing the danger. This
was an epoch, a national catastrophe that influenced a certain wise
man and they accelerate dawakening.

When Caligula was first performed in 1945, in France, the pub-
lic identified him with Hitler. Caligula consist 4 acts. The [irst act is
separated from the rest with three years and this allows us the play to
be better performed.

The tragedy actions, characters and key points are developing
expressionally. The action takes place in 38 AD. The spiritual defeat
of the young Roman emperor Caligula is sudden and the main reason
is his fall is meeting with the death. Standing in front of his dead sis-
ter and beloved Rozila Caligula discovers a genuine truth. “People
die and they are unhappy.” They are dieing and they find out that it is
impossible to establish justice in the world..

Caligula refused to escape from genuineness and to hide bchind
illusions. Human beings’ attitude towards death is metaphysical,
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mysterious and inevitable. The fears of death, mysterious experience
and human weakness are the components of Camus’ works. The
death dominates over the life thus life becomes pointless. The beauti-
ful world is just glimpse.

In the beginning of the play the main character does not appear.
By the end of the second act everything becomes clear — Caligula
returns. Now the epoch, place of action and characters are on the
stage. Camus used to say about Caligula: “This was a tragedy of
wisdom.” (“tragedie de I'inteligence.”).

The author tries to show the complex picture of reality but he
discovers that the reality is ambiguous and creates illusion.

Caligula trusts himself. During the whole play the main charac-
teristics of Caligula are: cruelty, nihilism, hatred towards values, life,
feelings and the God. *

This is the logical philosophy of suicide and this reveals the ex-
istential points in Camus literature. The character fights against him-
self, with his weakness and wants to change the world, which is lack
of supreme mind. Life is false. People try not to recognize absurd,
the God, and immortal traditions, rituals as well and they behave as
they love their close persons.

But in reality they are lacking immortal prospects. They are in-
different to each other. The author thinks that the essence of life is in
solving death problem. Caligula is extremely powerful and tries to
use his power to conquer the world. “I am not crazy but on the con-
trary I have never been so clever.” He refuses to obey his destiny, he

wants to create a new trial and he even does not bother himself to
explain why he sentences this or that person.

“Now and forever my freedom is endless” and he adds “the
freedom can be gained on the expense of others, unfortunately it is
reality.” Why did Caligula need all this flattery? Because to establish
false and unreasonable steps in the world.
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Emperor’s freedom is unlimited. Caligula regards that to be
free means to kill. He humiliates, mocks people and concludes: “this
is happiness.” In Caligula Camus acts the same way as in Dosto-
evsky’s novels with — the idea. Courageous Carea, who used to be
Caligulas best frined now confronts the emperor. Carea has different
ideas about human beings. He hates when a strange idea comes true
in a very short period of time “like a lunge in the breast.”

Camius thinks much about Dostoevsky's response towards his
supreme suicide. The author analyzed Dostoevsky's supreme idea
and expressed it in the play with the characler of Carea.

Carea knows that Caligula rejects the human being and the
world as well. He understands that we should not disunite the world
but on the contrary we must take care of it if we want to live there.
Though in the drama Carea’s truth is suspicious. In the struggle he is
not able to overcome Caligula’s crazy ideas but at the same time he
dreams to kill him. This murder is a symbol of Carea’s freedom from
evil.

In 1939 manuscript Caligula’s Competitor is paradoxical. He
shares the “passion” of his former student but he is afraid of its reali-
zation. Because this passion threatens his “individual security.” The
play was staged in 1945. )

In the beginning French critics envisioned Carea as a prototype
against totalitarianism. Those persons that fight for their happiness
are always against Caligula. It is impossible for the emperor to stay
in former “frames” because he acknowledged his own and public
limitations. Caligula as the member of utopian world is alone with
himself and from this stage begins his spiritual loneliness. But this is
not his topic. “And what is loneliness? Isolation from the poets and
disabled people? Nobody leaves abandoned person alone. People feel
each other. Every meeting in every person awakesa new personality.
My freedom failed, says Caligula in the final act.
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In 1958 in the introductions of the plays published by American
publishers Camus used to write: “Caligula, this is the story of su-
preme, self killer, who is extremely tragic. Caligula is ready to die
when he understands that nobody can survive alone and it is impos-
sible to be free against other people. The freedom directed against
people will always fail.”

“If Caligula’s truth is in his rebellion — his mistake is in reject-
ing people, it is impossible to déstroy and abandon everything with-
out destroying yourself,” wrote Camus in 1958. This stupid play is
performed to prove that the truth of the world is that “it is not.”
There exists neither evilness nor kindness. Everybody should do the
thing they like.

Caligula is the History of Supreme Suicide. Caligula is the kil-
ler not by the nature but by philosophic principles. He is paradoxical,
he thinks that he is right but in fact he is wrong.

Fear and death - according to the existential philosophy this is
the definition of human life. Caligula cannot understand that it is im-
possible to destroy everything without self distrainment. It is the
most tragic, cruelest truth. The Emperor demands impossible thing,
He tries to establish abnormal freedom but he fails.
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CHAPTER Il

For Albert Camus —absurd philosopher

Camus constantly repeated: “I am not a philosopher. I only
write about absurd feelings.” Blez Paskal (Blasé Pascal) is known to
be predecessor of existentialism, philosophic ontology and other
modem philosophic schools and mixed directions. Among numerous
problems he distinguished one main problem such as: human's desire
towards immortality and infiniteness. The thing is “absurd thinking”
that is beyond borders for Camus and reaches the art sphere. In 1945
Camus told the paper Nouvel Literer joumnalist Annin Deplesh that:
“No, I am mot an existentialist... Sartre is an existentialist and the
only book I published about this issue The Myth of Sisyphus was di-
rected against existentialist philosophy.”

Camus proves that human’s life is lack of essence and it is an
absurd though he still thinks that suicide is not a right way out. He
tries to prove that life is worthy but suicide and disappointment are
not fair solutions. Camus paradoxically evaluates disappointment,
rejection of the sole immortality as well as the life itself. Life needs
passive passion for absurd conception and Camus shares it as “con-
sumption” and “endless struggle.”

The Myth of Sisyphus is a small essay more human than phi-
losophical and much more ethical, which includes autobiographical
moments and where the author speaks about the world, history and
life.

The first pages of The Myth of Sisyphus like the novel The
Stranger create an image of absurd:

1) Pour toujours je serai etranger a moi-meme. 2) Etranger a
moi-meme et a ce monde.
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Camus explains an absurd as follows: “Absurd is an essence
between the humans’ aspirations and real abilities. Otherwise absurd
is revealed in humans attitude towards the world because the world is
against humans goals, refuses its aims and desires.”

From the very beginning of The Myth of Sisyphus we read:
“There exists one real, serious, philosophical problem — suicide.”
Sisyphus teaches us the highest cordiality that refuses gods and car-
ries the log. This is the world without the Lord. Sisyphus is free and
happy. He believes that he will carry the log and in his trust there
still exists something human because he does not loose his faith. “Ii
faut imaginer Siziphe heureux.”

The issues of the, sin, crime and confession do not exist for the
author. He does not recognize humans’ crime, on the contrary ac-
cording to him human does not have sins towards humans but the
God is in charge of it because he made a man for suffering and death.

Aécording to Camus’ essay Sisyphus, famous for his coura-
geous character, is a well-known worker from an old legend. The
unfair God made him to suffer. He deliberately started a rebellion
aga'inst gods and chose his destiny by himself.

According to Greek myth he was sentenced to vain labor. Sisy-
phus even launched against the God of death Thanatos. He captured
him and there were not the cases of death for a certain period of time.
Sisyphus does not want to be paroled. He does not hate his executors
and he is not able to change his fate. He altered his suffering labor as
a proof of disobeyed sole. His suffering is his victory. With this ver-
dict Camus reaches a tragic optimism. Human is an only person that
acknowledges its immortality factor, wants to realize all his needs
that would justify his life and death.

Camus did not finish T/he Myth of Sisyphus on the base of real-
izing absurd. It is the quest of life: he wrote Plague in which he in-
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cluded totally new possibilities. At the same time it is the realization
and implementation of those points in life that are shown in The
Myth of Sisyphus. This small novel is one of the sharp illustrations of
Camus works.

CHAPTER III

De Mersault a Meusault — (according to Camus novels Happy
Death and The Stranger.)

In the letter sent to Christian Galerdo in 1937 Camus wrote as
if there existed a manuscript that Camus abandoned but nothing is
known about it so far. Thus Happy Death is reckoned to be his first
novel. Camus began to write this novel in 1936 though the book was
not printed. Only in 1971 after author’s death was printed this book
under the name Albert Camus Dairies. In that book were published
two versions of Camus’ manuscript. The first two were published by
Roje Kiiomm and named it Dairies. His first unpublished novel
Happy Death was exactly the part of Dairies. One of the researchers
called this novel “well written but badly structured.” In 1940 Camus
wrote in his Dairies: The Stranger is finished, Mersault became
Meusault.” Chronological points are enough to discuss Happy Death
as an exclusive variant of The Stranger.

The Stranger in Camus’ imagination limited the Happy Death.
In the first novel the author applies the experiment behind, which
stands author himself — searcher in whose memory are the pictures of
his childhood and the excerpts from his autobiography. That’s why
we try to line the connection from his first attempts to final creation.
Happy Death became the main material for Camus’ next novel The
Stranger.
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Meusault is altered to Meusauit. Mer-soleil, Meur-soleil — the
sea and the sun later Camus’ will specify. Meusault as Mer-soleil —
death, sun. “This is a plan that consists of game and life,” he used to
mention in his dairies in august in 1937. This is the continuation of
Happy Death that was published in 1971. Such pan is not accidental
because Camus used to select his characters names specially. In The
Stranger the author is free. He used to write that he wanted his char-
acters to achieve the only huge’ problem naturally. This problem is
“absurd” — its discovery and “lifestyle” that dictates absurd. The
compositions of both novels are based on extremely free associa-
tions. The author wanted to find exactly that genuineness that Mer-
sault intuitionally owned and would appear again to clarify Meur-
sault that helped Rio in struggle to defeat plague and governed Ta-
rus’ aspirations to become pure.

The Stranger's priority compared with Happy Death is that in
that novel nothing is superfluous; every action is directed to certain
aim. Though in some of the fragments of Happy Deat Mersault feels
to be “stranger” when he shares his feelings with Zagrei. “Everything
was strange for me.” He weakly but still reveals the personality that
is so strongly shown in the second novel The Stranger.

CHAPCTER IV
Absurd Trial according to Camus novel The Stranger

Camus followed radical existentialism, criticized Sartre and
pored that he was non-accordance philosopher who tried to hide
“human’s absurd condition in the world.” Camus himself both shared
and rejected existential philosophy. Thus he has controversial
evaluations.

During studying philosophy in Oran he was influenced by his
tutor that liked Schopenhauer’s philosophy and his relation towards
philosopher Jean Grenier played an important role in establishing his
philosophy viewpoints. Camus entirely studied Blez Paskal, Kierke-
gaard and Fridrich Nietzsche’s works.

“I let myself to call existentialists’ condition philosophic sui-
cide. This is the definition of the process in which an essence rejects
itself and has attendance to be altered as it used to reject in the be-
ginning.” — The definition of the way existentialists used to follow.
Every now and then they repeated the term absurd and with this they
meant the absurdity of the world.

Existentialists declared themselves as atheists. They rejected
the God but “this rejection was the God” they adored. To be more
precise “the God exists only as the rejection in the human’s mind.”

“Absurd is the metaphysic condition of a human, but it does not
take a man to the God.” Although besides the fact that Camus wants
to be separated from existentialism, his explanation of suicide still
frames him in the clasps of existentialism. Camus words clearly
show his opinions; according to him an absurd philosophy does not
exist, it is invented by existentialists.

Immoralists are related with the moralists only with a sense of
crime, a desire of justifying themselves but different from them ab-
surd man has nothing for justifying himself: “I am coming from their
innocence principles.” And here he mentions Ivane Karamazov and
his words “everything is permitted” and he concludes “his absurdity
is revealed in this.”

Absurd does not free him but on the contrary locks hxm This
means that a seed of morality still exists in his works and it is re-
vealed in his novel The Stranger. .

“Today mother died, or perhaps yesterday, I do not remember
(“Ajourd’hui maman est morte. Ou peut-ertre hier, je ne sais pas”).
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Camus starts his novel with these words about a man who acciden-
tally commits a crime and unfair judge sentences him.

Three appointments with the death define the book’s structure.
It consists of three parts — I novel (part I, chapter V), its middle part
(part I, chapter VI), and ending (part II, chapter V).

Each of the parts is defined by death theme. (Mrs. Meursault,
Arab, and Meursault himself) — it begins with the mother’ death and
finishes with the son’s death. The novel’s central event is Arab’s
death. Here death is the starting point. It unites the both parts of the
text and is a leading topic. '

As Camus used to write in 1942 he wanted his characters to ap-
proach the major problem with the natural way. This problem is an
absurd, its discovery and lifestyle that absurd dictates and defines
Meursault’s life.

Meursault is sick with century illness. This is the sense of ab-
surd — far from philosophy; as if it admits the message from The
Mpyth of Sisyphus. Like Caligula and Patris he follows the absurd
and concludes the same: “rebellion,” “freedom” and “passion.” Re-
bellion against false, freedom from fixed rules and passionate love.
Though Meursault’s absurd man is calm and kind. According to Ca-
mus Dairies The Stranger’s creation history has a simple develop-
ment.

This theme first appeared in the manuscripts in 1937. This is a
novel about a man who does not want to be justified and prefers the
imagination that people created about him. He dies but at the same
time he is satisfied because he is sure in his truth. The word truth is
written in the very first manuscript.

According to Camus the hero hides the truth but which truth?
He is a stranger and the title of the novel says the same. Thus, this
circumstance made the critics, on the one side, see totally different

characters such as either witness or racist, Christ, Dandy, homosex-
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ual, people’s child, or the follower of the absurd philosophy in Meur-
sault. On the other side, in the critical literature dominates the opin-
ion as if Meursault revealed all the feelings of Camus’ generation.
This opinion is exactly the most important.

Camus chose the mythological viewpoint of the truth. The
Stranger is neither reality nor fantasy for him. “Here I consider the
myth,” he used to write. The Stranger is a complicated novel, where
Camus tries to give a mythical covering to its main character.

When Albert Camus, novel The Stranger was published French
criticism immediately recognized it as the important book. For ex-
ample, on July 11, 1942 critic Marsel Arlan published an article “Un
ecriavain qui viet —~Albert Camus” in the magazine Komedio.

While being in Oran Camus was told that his novel was evalu-
ated as immoral or amoral and he wrote in his dairy: “in The
Stranger they wanted to see a new type of amoral person, it is not
true; moral has nothing in common with it, as here we have the world
of the court trial, modem ulcer. Meursault is not on the side of the
Jjudges,’ the social law, conditionality. He exists as a stone, wind or
sea under the sun and they never deceive. If we discuss the book ac-
cording to this point of view then we can find the honesty and moral
in it that is simultaneously ironical as well as tragic.” '

Perhaps we should try to find secret of Meursault’s indifference
and strangeness. But Camus says nothing about it until the culmina-
tion when Meursault gets furious with the chaplain’s demagogy and
tells him: *“I carried the truth so well that I appeared in its hands.”

So Meursault is exactly that incomparable, irrational hero
which Dostoevsky called “indifference towards the highest idea of
human life.” The secret of the indifference is expressed in the con-
clusions that Meursault found when he understood the absurdity of
the life. He just wants staying alive, to feel himself here, on the earth
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today, to live in the “permanent reality.” The same way as Camus
was thinking, the Idiof, prince Mishkin lived.

Camus makes the character not to find out the meaning of the
conditionality on which society is based, to forget the laws as if they
were not existed at all.

From the very beginning of the novel we can see that Meur-
sault’s mind is surrounded with the ambiguity and we can feel that
the character is either half-asleep or mentally undeveloped, as if the
author tries to hide himself behind the main character.

It is true that only once at the end of the final chapter we can
find the word “absurd”, but the reader even from the very first para-
graphs appears in the absurd atmosphere and is staying there until the
final scene.

Sensitive Meursault discusses the meaning of the life without
thinking as the person of absurd. Camus is coming closer to the idea
of existentialism. We can find such phrases in his dairy: “feeling
yourself unprotected — means the inability of attacking.”

But the author’s aim in The Stranger was to turn *“naked” char-
acter to the society. Camus could perfectly understand that the hero
would face the difficulties during implementing his blame life-
experience instinct. He would commit something that the society
evaluates as a crime. But Meursault as the carrier of the “negative
truth” is very valuable for the author. That is why the murder of Arab
is presented as the “disinterested action” in the novel.

Irresponsible denial of the hero, when he tries to pretend as if
he regrets what he has committed. From the very beginning he is acts
as abnormal man but then he irritates the clerks. He tries to protect
himself from the false and does not try to get rid of it.

During one questioning Meursault’s investigator tries to awake
his belief towards the God in the “criminal,” to assure him that he is
“hopeless,” but time by time it is becoming clear that the accused is
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clever, “he is able to answer,” “he can understand the meaning of the
words.”

The defense attorney could recognize Meursault’s personality
and he even found the definition — “Devil.” Since that time the elabo-
rated court machine has been working nonstop. Meursaull appeared
in the hands of those people who were thinking that the committed
murder was not occasional but the inevitable result of his whole life,
his “strangeness.”

The justice ritual has an absurd sign. The associated judges
were examining Meursault, everyone is looking at the accused but
for Meursault “they are not different from each other.” Thus exactly
this absurd scene performance is the comedy of the court: they are
regarding the character’s strangeness as crime. Meursault does not
have social personality as a result of his past life the judges are trying
to create criminal from Meurasault.

The court tenseness during Meursault's trial is ambiguous, with
undistinguished feeling of guiltiness that is in every person's charac-
ter, which means the human being is always trying to justify himself:
“each of us are even slightly guilty in something,” said Meurasauit.

We should single out one point of Camus write style; he does
not describe the appearance of the protagonist Meurasault or the sec-
ondary characters, as well as the environment in which they act.

Meurasault was extremely single person who did not have the
future. He is not interested in talking with the God, chaplain he just
does not have enough time for it. Meurasault is not hopeless any
more and beliefs in earth. Nothing exists beyond the borders for him.
Meurasault is sure that he is still alive but at the same time he is sure
that he will die soon. It seems that the hero lives in the. captivity of
the truth, on the background of which the chaplain’s belief is mean-
ingless. .
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Absurdity dominates in the life, nobody is guilty for anything
or everybody is guilty in everything. Meurasault has nothing except
this unbearable truth. He is the part of the world. Sisyphus to whom
the absurd and happiness “are two indivisible children of the same
earth” is also happy for Camus.

The lonely prisoner directly, stubbornly walking to the death
still stays as the devoted to the psychology of justice. “The feeling of
absurd” makes the murder as unimportant fact thus as the probable
crime.

If we do not believe in anything, if we do not have any idea,
then we are allowed to do everything and it does not have meaning.
There does not exist “yes” or “no,” the killer is neither criminal nor
right, “you can light on the crematorium fire, try to treat leprous,
crime or charity all these are simply occasions.” Camus is faithful to
the psychology of truth. It is becoming clear that now Meurasault is
dreaming of going far away from people’s world, and “to slam the
door.” The last word of the novel is still the hatred.

Why did Meurasault need spectators’ hatred? Because to get rid
of loneliness in that only place which is distinguished for him — on
the square at the day of the death penalty. Camus remembered
Dostoevsky’s words about the torture of a person under death penalty
— “even the Christ was talking about the torture and horrible fact.”
“Y ou should not treat a man so.”

Some times later in 1950s Camus describes his novel as a his-
tory of a man, who has no idea about the heroism, he agrees to die
for truth: it is written in gospel that people were greeting the Christ
going to crucifixion with the hatred yelling and Camus often uses
this scene in his essays and prose. And in The Stranger Meurasault
wants the spectators’ hatred, for the “complete death.”

Camus tried to defend a person in The Stranger. He freed the
hero from falsification. We should remember that for Camus the
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freedom is *“right — not to tell lies.” Accordingly he tries to express
the feeling of absurd as he created the typical environment of the
¢époque of disappointment.  /

Camus’ The Stranger /\035 published in 1942. It wasa widely
spread novel. Jean-Paul Sartre gave the high evaluation to The
Stranger and compared it'to philosophical novels by Walter.

Fear causes death but the person’s independence is revealed in
fear. Sartre used to mention: “by describing fear existentialist states
that the coward is responsible for his fear. Thus responsibility coms
out from freedom.

The human being is sentenced to freedom and with its inde-
pendence he quests himself. The thesis The Absurd Man about the
absolute freedom takes us to the rejection of the public norms. Ca-
mus does not want to follow the logic and even in the absurd he is
seeking the measures of the moral freedom restriction. Absurd does
not liberate but restricts. To allow everything does not mean that
nothing is forbidden. ’
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
