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Andria Apakidze - Patriarch of Georgian
Archaeology

Biography

Andria Afaqidze was born in 3 September, 1914 in village Zana
of Senaki municilapity.

In 1937 he graduated from Thbilisi State University faculty of history.
In 1940 he did post-graduate studentship in archelogy. 1943-1952
he was the director of Georgian Museum of Janashia. In 1952 he was
managing Tbilisi State University’s department of History and Arche-
ology. In 1959 he defended a thesis in order to get a degree of a doctor
of science of history. In 1967 he was elected to be a member-corrse-
pondent of Academy of Science, in 1983 — an actual member.
Andria Apakidze was leading and participating in archaeological ex-
cavations in Mtskheta-Bagineti, Amraziskhevi and SamtavroValley,
also in Bitchvinta abandoned settlement. Since 1975 he was leading
the archaeological expedition. Andria Apakidze was working on mat-
ters concerning culturad history of ancient archaeology of Georgia,
was conducting archaeological excavations in Kurtsikhe, Armazisk-
hevi, Tsistamuri, Bahineti, Sarkineti and Kartlis Mta, was the leader of
excavations in Bichvinta, Mtsketa, was the director and co-author of
the book “Archeology of Georgia”, redactor of the series established
by himself “Materials for Archeology of Georgia and Caucasus.”
Monographies “Capital city of Mtskheta-Kartli”, “Old culture of Geor-
gia in the light of new archaeological discoveries”, “Cities and settle-
ments in old Georgia” etc. were published after the field-research. Re-
sults of archaeological expedition of Bichvinta was published under
editorship of Andria Apakidze in 3 toms, and the results of Mtskheta
archaeological expedition, - in 11 toms.

In his works, Andria Apakidze has adressed the matters of
development of ancient georgian cities and settlements, cultural
history of Georgia and Caucasus and civilization of Caucasus.



During the research of history of culutre he developmed the view
of two cultures -the unique culture of the society and leading
highly artistic, importing culture. In the works of the Scientist the
strong local elements have to be mentioned, as aresultof analysis
of which he dissociate Greek and Kolkha, Akemenid — Iberian,
Roman - Iberian, Bisantic - Georgian and other directions.

Based on Andria Apakidze’s work natural methods were established
in archaeology. Based on his activity laboratory of Radio Carbionic
method of setting dates on the monuments was established in the
University, as well as cell in archaeological research centere - using
geophysic methods for setting dates to archaeological discoveries
(especially to ceramics).

Andria Apakidze has huge merit in raising young specialists in work,
his pupils are: Guram Grigolia, Amiran Kakhidze, Otar Lortkipanidze,
Guram Lortkipanidze, Vakhtang Nikolaishvili, Joni Apakidze, Merab
Dzneladze, Vazha Sadradze, Nana Matiashvili, Ana Tchkonia, Temur
Bibilauri and etc. it has to be noted that his work as a head of special
board in institute of Archaeology, History and Ethnography named
after Javakhishvili, as well as in the Society of Protection of History
and Cultural monuments of Georgia. Andria Apakidze during several
years was member of presidium of this society and deputy head of
this society, as well as editor board member of “friends of monu-
ments” society, its editor (at the initial steps of the society).

Stationary archaeological excavations in Mtskheta are related to the
name of Andria Apakidze. In 1953 undr water archaological excava-
tions took place in Sokhumi abalone in order to dicover cities of An-
tique era - Dioskuria — Sebastopolis.

From 1975 he was the head of constant Archaological expedition
of the Mtskheta. Based on this initiative on the base of Constant
Archaological Expedition of Mtskheta Paleoanthropologic
detached force was established, and the head of it was academis
M. Abdushelishvili. The members of the detached force described




all discoveries of the expedition, conducted their fixation and
restoration, gethered paleoanthropologic an paleopathologic
informations, on which was based reserch of the sources in the
Goergian historiography.

Andria Apakidze considered late Bronze Age and early Iron Age (XIV
- VI BC) materials in the whole caucasus section, and the worked
out unified Caucasus civilization concept. According to this concept
caucasian civilization is the creation of vasious ethnic groups and the
contribution of the particular ethnic groups may only be established
according to research, for which apart from archaeological research
paleoanthropologic study of the materials is needed.

Thus, Andria Apakidze was innovator researcher, teacher, at the
same time honoured public figure. Scientist died in 2005, he is burried
in the yard of Samtavro Monastery.

In 2015 culture Society of Georgia celebrated 100 years birthday
of member of Scientific Academy, PhD of History Sciences,
Professor, honored worker of science, director of Georgian
National Museum of S. Janashia of Science Academy of
Georgia (1943 — 1952 ), head of Archaeological sector of History,
Archaeology and Ethnography Institute of Iv. Javakhishvili
State University of Georgia, head of Antique Era archaeological
department, vice president of Georgian Scientific Academy.
The book named Andria Apakidze by Guram Lortkipanidze was
published on this day of celebration, which includes the whole
lifetime works of Scientist.

Editors of Online Archaeology honor the memory of the
researcher, and the ninth edition of the Magazine | dedicated to
him and we present Andria Apakidze, as Archeologist and as
public figure.

Andria Apakidze -Public figure, Scientist, Innovator, Teacher
Vakhtang Nikolaishvili,PhDofHistorical Sciences, Archaeologist,
who works in Mtskheta 40 years already.

Andria Apakidze, Public figure and scientist -nature gave the gift of
championship to Andria Apakidze, he was the first archaeologist, who
defended his work in field of archaeology in Georgia, he received first
PhD in Georgia, he was the head and the member of many activities.
In 1959 handbook of archaeology for university was published, and
one of the first editors an publisher of it was Andria Apakidze. He was
researching antique era. The main working area of the scientist was
Mtskheta, however he conducted excavations in Bitchvinta too, and
he was also head of many other expeditions.

Andria Apakidze always mentioned that in Georgia, in antique era
there was two main cultures, one which was more foreign , he meant
imported materials which were found in huge amounts in high layer
burial grounds, and second one — public culture. In some cases, he
considered public culture as imitator of imported one. Andria Apaki-
dze mainly wanted to bring Caucasian civilization idea. He thought,
that in Transcaucasia, even in north, but still in Armenia and Azer-
baijan there are similar cultural elements. He considered this culture
in the whole Caucasus sector, but he did not deny the fact that local
characteristics still were there. According to similar elements, Andria
Apakidze called this culture Caucasian culture. Scientist said , that
separating archaeological cultures was easier than determination of
ascription., because in one geographical area elements of one culture
may be found, which are successive, and for determining ascription,
anthropologic research (taking migrations, flow of cultural elements
should be considered ) is needed, this means that scientist was fo-
cused on cultures and not on ethnical ascription. He thought that this
was the aspect of future researches.




Innovator - Andria Apakidze made brought many new is research
space, he felt the era, as soon as computers appeared, mister An-
dria used in in scientific practice. He was the initiator of making data
base, under water archaeology was first tried by Andria Apakidze in
Georgia.

Teacher -there are two types of teachers - ones who teach you, and
others who you have to imitate. Andria Apakidze was the kind of teach-
er, working with whom was giving you experience, | was studying a lot
from him, this kind of teacher should be imitated. | worked with him for
a long time -1968 -2005years in constant archaeology of Mtskheta,
he was the head and | was his assistant, it was because of him why |
decided to continue researches of Armazi.

Member of Scientific Academy of Georgia, Professor of Thilisi’'s State
University, director of Israel Centre, Archaeology Guram Lortkipanidze:
| met Andria in 1959. | was studying in Moscow State University on the
faculty of Archaeology and | was in Georgia on Holidays, and went to
Mister Andro. Many years passed since then and this meeting is still
unforgetful, | went to him to ask him something -I wanted to take part
in Bitchvinta Archaeological excavations, which was headed by Mr.
Andria. This expedition was one of the bests, innovational expedition
in Georgia, which conducted under water archaeological excavations
in Sokhumi bay. In general, | want to say, that Mister Andro worked in
following principle: he never stopped on local monuments; he had to
study all archaeologicalbackground of the country. Abkhazians also
took part in archaeological excavations in Bitchvinta held by Scientific
Academy of Georgia of IV. Javakhishvili, including Abkhazian archae-
ologistMichael son of Mamedi Trapshi, who was college of Mister An-
dro. he Was really interesting and positive person, afterwards | got to
know him closer and we worked together. Mister Andro got interested
into my studies, he wanted to know what | was studying, what goals
did | have, and afterwards he invited me to work in expedition without
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hesitation and recommendations. That was when | got interested in
archaeology of western Georgia. To cut it short, Mister Andro gave
me the position of the head of Archaeological excavations of Bitchvin-
ta without any protectionism and gave this important job to practically
unexperienced young archaeologist. That was when | felt liable to do
everything right and | am working with every monument carefully.

Mister Andro was big innovator, Geophysical method first was used
by him for Bitchvinta excavations, he was also the first to conduct un-
der water archaeological elements and made several researches in
Sokhumi bay, resulting in many interesting discoveries.

He established Archaeological school in Mtskheta. There worked Si-
mon Janashia, Andro Apakidze, Giorgi Lomtatidze, Aleksandre Kal-
andadze, Germane Gobedjishvili, this is exactly the perfect four, who
established Georgian school of Archaeology. It may be said that the
success of Georgian Archaeology is related to this four persons.

| worked with mister Andria from 1961 until the end of his works. He
was the head of Antique archaeology department, | was minor scien-
tist, afterwards in 1965 | defended my work on the issue of Kolkheti,
in 1970 | defended my PhD word, Mister Andria was the head of Sci-
entific board, so all of my works were observed by him. | remembered
him as very attentive and good teacher.

Inspired by him | continues researches of Bitchvinta abandoned Set-
tlements. Mister Andria left unfinished several churches, which had
been discovered on the territory of abandoned settlement, there ,
where early Christian communities lived. He was interested in Stra-
tigraphy very much, he wanted to know how first churches were built
- at the end of Ill century, in IV century, in V century, in VI century.
According to his request | cleaned these churches, and presented
chronologically, all of these | have written in monography - “aban-
doned settlement of Bitchvinta”

- | will not forget how | met Mister Andria Apakidze. When | was stu-
dent, when | chose archaeological field, | had to decide where to go in
archaeological excavations and me and my friend Mamuka gotsadze
decided to go in Mtskheta. Why Mtskheta? | did not have answer
even back then and | don’t have it now. Known researcher, numis-
matic Mister Giorgi Dundua took us to visit Andria Apakidze. Mister
Andria talked to me. Owner conversation lasted about one hour and
half, he asked me lots of things - where did | stud? What was | inter-
ested in ? why did | choose Archaeology? Why the antique era? And
so on. At the end of the conversation he asked me weather | wanted
to work with him and after my confirmation he told me the words that
| will never forget - then you have to be hardworking. And he made
me work a lot. Apart from archaeology he made me work on muse-
um knowledge, in funds, even in printing — house, where | worked as
maker of letters. Mister Andro was the kind of teacher who requires
development from his pupils.

In 1976 he told me to do excavations of cemeteryindependently. | will
never forget this day this was #16 burial ground, that on the Samtavro
Valley. | was always amazed with Mister Andros working style, for ex-
ample, despite the fact that the expedition had its own anthropologists,
he always invited well known anthropologist Malkhaz Abdushelashvili
on the valley, who once a week came to the field and we had to discuss
additionally some anthropological issues with him. He obliged genial
topographic and geologists Kako Kvitsia and Vakhtang Maskhrashvili
(but they were also desirous themselves too) to teach us young people
how to use archaeological and other tools properly. Our expedition, con-
stant archaeological expedition of Mtskheta was the first where unique
anthropologic laboratory was established. The author of this innova-
tion was Andria Apakidze. His works were amazing. Every Monday
on Samtavro Valley, every group head was obliged to report on their
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group works, and there were discussions of diaries of archaeologists
too, none of us could rest, diaries should have been in good condition
all the time. He brought in passport method of description of cemeter-
ies, even up today Mtskheta works with this passports. Field Passport
of Mister Andria required the whole description, everything should be
described - level of burial ground, level of the corpse, locations of the
materials and so on. This was obligatory and in case we did not present
passport from week to week, we could not work on the field.

As | remember in 1976 when birthday of the university was celebrat-
ed. Mister Otar Japaridze decided that | head to be a speaker there. |
chose an issue, and discussed it with Mister Andria and wrote 6 pages
of speech. Mister Andria read the speech and gave me some correc-
tions. Before flying to Odessa he called me, and invited me, | went to
him and was amazed: he wrote 60 questions about my speech and
until | answered all of the questions he did not let me go. At the end
he explained that | had to present two institutions - University and Ex-
pedition of Mtskheta Archaeology, that was why | did not have right to
make any mistakes. Yes at first | was amazed by all of his behaviors,
but afterwards | understood that he was right, and worked according to
principle of Guramishvili: “ the bottom of the study is bitter, but at the top
it will get sweeter.” He obliged us to review the works of deceased ar-
chaeologists Mikheil lvashenko and Aleksandre Kalandadze. | worked
on the works of Aleksandre Kalandadze. It was a hard work, | worked
step by step, when all of the information was gathered, the second
stage was working in MisterAndria’s house. The hall and big room of
mister Andria’s house was merged, we laid down all of the materials
there, which was why it was impossible to live in these rooms. Mister
Andria worked with us youths 24 hours a day. This was very interesting
process, whichinfluenced me a lot. In general | reckon, that if | ever
achieved anythingprofessionally it was because of Andria Apakidze.
As scientist, he was focused on urban processes, and it was acci-




dental, that the most of the researches he made in big Mtskheta and
Big Pitiunti. Some of Mister Andria’sthesis’s may be controversial, but
the axis of them are undoubtful.

He was very brave man. In 50s of XX century in the building of Imeli
there was an event held. There was a speech about “relatives of Geor-
gia” and Andria Apakidze and Shota Meskhi protestedagainstStalinist
Bolshevik- Marxist Theories, they said that Georgian nation, as nation
itself, ethnicity of Georgia, already existed 12th century. They were
brave enough to say this in 50s, unfortunately this ended in many
problems for Mister Andria.

Andria Apakidze was innovator scientist, who was a step ahead of
the time. | remember one in Mtskheta, | found Vakhtang Nikolaishvili
in his room and during conversation the idea appeared to present
materials of the Mtskheta, which were preserved in Moscow histor-
ical University. When | went to Moscow and got to know the situa-
tion, | suggested to Mister Andria to spread the areal of the project,
-Georgian artifacts preserved in foreign Museums. Mister Andria im-
mediately saw the perspective of the idea and later it became the
programme and its initiator was Andria Apakidze. Yes, he was a step
ahead of time. Even in 1989 Mister Andria said: “this Programme will
be very useful for our Country in future.” And he was right.

It is hard to assess the merit of Andria Apakidze in research of Mtsk-
heta and in General Georgia’s Pre historic era monuments.

Even when he was young he was the head of National Museum stor-
ages, where Pre antique, antique and middle century artifacts were
preserved and studied.

Mister Andria’s talent and motivational works caused his champion-
ship — in administrative and scientific fields. Andria Apakidze was first
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candidate , who received PhD, in Historical Sciences in Georgia, he
was the member of Scientific academy of Georgia who played an
important role in development of Archeology as social and historical
science in Georgia.

Fist world of Mister Andria was on pre historic monument “Bakurt-
sikhe Archeological monuments”. Afterwards researcher focused on
monuments of antique era, however he continued studies of artifacts
of pre historic era. The confirmation of above mentioned is discovery
of the spread head in Bagineti, Armazi and Samtavro valley during
the works with professor Aleksandre Kalandzdze.

From 1974, parallel to working in Scientific Academy of Georgia he
became the head of The great archaeological expedition of Big Mt-
skheta, when researcher worked on two main directions - field and
Cameral works.

From 1975 during field works he gathered information about char-
acteristics of monuments in Mtskheta and its nearby territories, there
functions and popularization. These works were conducted by An-
dria Apakidze with his friend Aleksandre Kaladze. As a result partial-
ly studiedEarly agricultural settlements of Bornistavi, of early Bronze
Age, have been found in: Tserovani, Chardakhshi, Natakhtari, Village
near Mukhargverdi, At the Territory of Saguramo, At the settlements
and hills of Narekvavi, Nabagjrei, Mtskheta, Narekvavii and Akhali
Nichbisi (V. Sadradze and others monuments of Mtkvari and Aragvi
Khertvisi of Bronze and neolith era, Thilisi ,2007)middle: Samtavro,
Narekvavi, Natakhtari | —Ill, Tsitamri, Mukhatgverdi and late Bronze
and early iron era : Tserovani, Samtavro, Natakhtari, Satovle — Na-
baghrebi, Mukhatgverdi (R. Davlianidze, V. Sadradze, Abandoned
settlements of Narekvavi and cemeteries, Thilisi 1993) Cemeteries
and Abandoned Settlements.

During researches of above mentioned monuments in written reports
and other works Andria Apakidze said that “ Mtskheta and its nearby



territories resemble the hard economic, social and political develop-
ment through which Georgian tribes had to go in the eastern part of
the Georgia from first part of BC V-l millennia.” Later, in 2001 on the
opening of fifth Mtskheta Scientific session he said: “ Archeological re-
searches show that the high level of civilization in Georgia had started
minimum from Bronze era, which means min 3 500 — 4 000 years” ac-
cording to today’s data monuments discovered in Big Mtskhetaterrito-
ry and its nearby areas (settlements, cemeteries and oratories) show
and confirm the issues of culture, life, development, societies and oth-
er aspects of not only historical Shida Kartli’s but also southern Cau-
casus. In addition, mister Andria was focused on research and study
of artifacts preserved in Museum funds and wanted to study them sci-
entifically. What’'s more, he encouraged to take photos, paint and de-
scribe and prepare for publishing artifacts, which were preserved in
Moscow State Museum and Hermitage of Leningrad.

Academic Andria Apakidze, with group of researcher, worked on
Russian —Georgian archaeological Dictionary which was published in
1980. Despite various critics, mostly important were O. Japaridze and
Al. Javakhishvili's assessments. Namely, Aleksandre Javakhishuvili
said: “ yes, this is Russian —Georgian Dictionary of Archaeology, the
importance of which is huge; yes, Dictionary is not perfect, however
it is the first precedent and we hope it will serve honorably to scien-
tific society”. Nowadays dictionary is the table book for Professors,
archaeologists, and students interested in history.

My relationship with Mister Andria Apakidze started as following: in
February 1961 | went to Tbilisi from Batumi and told Andria Apakidze
about my idea of future profession. After little pause scientist, told
me calmly: “ it requires huge energy and work to dedicate your life
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to History and culture of Georgian people. If you need post-graduate
studentship for future career, | suggest you choose other way”. The
conversation continues afterwards. As it seems, Mister Andria made
sure that | was sincere. He told me several books to work on, and
which were inevitable for passing exams in October.

| passed exams to scientific board of History, Archaeology and Eth-
nography Institute of Iv. Javakhishvili State University of Georgia head
of which was Academic N. Berdzenishvili. After this | always felt at-
tention of Andria Apakidze. | cant forget that he gave me consultants,
who helped me to make speeches and Andria made me read those
speeches on the special sessions, this appeared to be the best meth-
od to study the profession, these were the best years of my life.

| defended my work with success. | was representative of Scientific
research Institute of Academic N. Berdzenishvili. However, in the first
years there was no vacancy to start working. This occurred a very dif-
ficult problem and my teacher Andria Apakidze helped me to solve it,
and he helped me to start working in Antique department of Archeo-
logical sector. After small period, because of necessity, | went back to
Batumi Research and Scientific Institute. There were many discoveries
in annual archaeological excavations at the territory of Pitchvnari Cem-
eteries. National treasury was enriched with new artifacts. Academ-
ic Andria Apakidze requested to publish the results of archaeological
excavations of Pitchvnari (Greek Necropolis of V — IV BC). He said
that, this was very important, because there was no other monument in
eastern Pontospireti. | told him shyly that | had financial problems and
in several months he gave me finances from MtskhetaArcheological
excavations fund. This kind of act, it is natural, that was related to some
kind of awkwardness. | was hesitating, but Andria Apakidze decision
was final.. he commanded that: “ for doing a great work sometimes it is
possible to compromise some things” and really in 1975 my following
monography was published- “antique era in eastern Black Sea Coast”.




Disinterested caress of the teacher was not lost even in future too.
| think, he will forgive me one more “invention”. In 70-80s of last cen-
tury, “Vaki” made it harder to receive PhD. | was not even thinking
seriously about it back then, but one day, Mister Andria called me on
the telephone and asked me to go to Thilisi in nearest future. | went to
him and he showed me the plan of my future work for PhD organized
according to Months and Years. | had no other Choice. | started work-
ing and brought planned works to him. However, it happened that
the board of PhD of 1979 the head of which was Mister Andria, was
expiring. And | did not have finished the last chapter of my work at
that time, and the requirements as | mentioned were high. Apart from
this, the work had to be done in Russian language. | needed about 2
months of business vacation to Moscow and Leningrad. The solution
was found by Andria Apakidze. He presented dissertation as finished
and emitted opponents. One year was needed for formation of the
new board so | finished my work.

Merit of Academic Andria Apakidze can not be measured. “the destiny
gave Andria Apakidze the Gift of Championship” (1994, 1). Yeas, he is
the founder of the archaeological science of Georgia, First archaeolo-
gy aspirant of Tbilisi State University, first scientist and PhD holder of
all archaeologists in Georgia and academic. Editor and author of the
first university handbook on Archeology“Archeology of Georgia and
“Archeological Dictionary”. The founder of the Archeological Institute
of his teacher G. Nioradze in Mtskheta; honored scientist of Historical
society and Archeological commission as well as developer of Arche-
ological researches. The nearest discoveries of his pupils held a huge
role in archaeologic.

The merits of Andria Apakidze had been apprised. He received a
special place at the cemetery of Samtavro Monastery — the St. land of
the prior Capital of Georgia.
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Before and after Tsnori Lion

Tsnori Lion — golden artifact, created in the second part of
the Il millennium BC, the symbol of power, royal authority,
superiority, nobility, pride, sun... Tsnori Lion — the first sculptural
representation in South Caucasus, the most important brand of
contemporaneity. It was discovered in 1977 in Alazani Valley, in
burial grounds, by the Doctor of Science of History, the member
of the National Academy of Science of Georgia, the leader of
the archaeological expedition of Kakheti, - Konstantie (Kiazo)
Pitskhelauri, which is now the guest of “Online Archeology” and
will tell our reader about his work — before and after Tsnori Lion.

- Mr. Kiazo, why did you chose archaeology?
Tell us about your first expedition.

| graduated from Thbilisi State University, faculty of history. Son of Svi-

mon Janashia, - Lasha Janashia was my group mate. We became
friends and | was friends only with him. Keeping in touch with this
family had a great impact on my choice of profession. | participated
in first expedition in 1963. It was the expedition if Tbilisi State Univer-
sity in Kakheti (leader. Alexander Kalandadze), which was aiming to
explore the cemetery located near the village of Melaani. In this peri-
od, after tilling the territory of vineyard in the South from Melaani, we
discovered an archaeological object, - chapel — Melighele first (XII-VII
century BC).

- So, you began with Kakheti and still are
exploring East Georgia?

-The fact is that, in 60-ies of 20th century, emphasize was put on ex-
ploring West Georgia; East Georgia, region of Kakheti was absolutely
unstudied archaeologically. Therefore, Kakheti needed to be paid at-
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tention to archaeologically and historically. Besides the fact that | was
interested in this region, | wanted to fill this empty page of archaeolo-
gy. Until the present day, a great work has been done on the territory
of Kakheti; many monuments have been explored — dated from the
Stone Age to middle centuries.

From 70-ies of the 20th century, archaeological base was established
in Signaghi. The base focused on exploring Kakheti and since this
period, archaeological excavations have been conducted intensively
During 7-8 months of the year, the constant group (20-25 members)
of archaeological expedition was working. And during the rest of the
year, the group was conducting manufacturing of discovered material.
Therefore, since the 70-ies, archaeological excavations were activat-
ed in Kakheti. The archaeological base of Kakheti was the interdis-
ciplinary center of excavation, it was conducting archaeological, as
well as anthropological, cultural, ethnographical, architectural etc. i.e.
multidisciplinary research. | maintained a thesis and sine the 70-ies |
was already working as a leader of expedition.

- Tell us about the Tsnori Lion and please
describe the artifact.

- In 1977, the Kakheti expedition was working under my leadership.
In the beginning, we discovered a luxurious barrow. The deceased
was placed on the cart. The extraordinary inventory, whichwas found
there, indicated that the burial ground belonged to the chief or noble
person.After the excavations were finished and the material was put
away, my colleague and | were inspecting the excavated burial ground
in the evening, at the sunset. Suddenly, something bright appeared
in the ground and | got interested. | saw a small golden sculpture, - it
was the Tsnori Lion. It is possible that the artifact was the decoration
of the cart. We established that, such kind of a lion should have been
placed on all four wheels of the cart. Unfortunately, only one was
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found out of four.

As a result of analysis, the artifact itself was dated 23rd century BC.
It was the clay, covered with gold. It is the unusual example of gold-
smith, created with the use of highest technology, - even with the use
of modern apparatuses, it is impossible to create a filigree sculpture
of such kind. Inside, there is cavity; traits of the lion are realistic,
which indicates that artifact is a local piece of work. By the way, it
follows from the scientific value of the lion, that the Tsnori Lion was
recognized to be one of the biggest archaeological discovery.

- Mr. Kiazo, how many scientific works have you
written? Which is the one that makes you proud
the most?

- | have published over 100 scientific works and tens of monographs.
But the most important one for me is the monograph, published in
2015, which practically reflects my whole work. The book was pub-
lished by the publishing house of Academy of Science.

- Your name is associated with the history and
archaeology of Kakheti; you’re exploring the
culture of lor-Alazani basin, which indicates the
ambition and greatness of archaeological vision.
How do you rate this interest yourself?

- This culture is very specific. It has common elements with Asia
Minor. The origin of the culture is still inexplicable. As to ambition, - it
appeared in the process of working, because | think that the culture
itself is ambitious.

- What was the reason of interest in the abandoned
settlement of DiDnauri, was results are achieved
and what do you expect from future excavations?
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- The excavations of the abandoned settlement of Didnauri should be the
crown of my work, since here we are dealing with governmental body.
According to the ceramic analysis and based on the scale of the aban-
doned settlement, it should have been the central city in X-VIII centuries
BC., which was dominion in the whole valley of Shiraqi. It is interesting,
that the abandoned settlement is located in the valley. It was discovered
as a result of decryption of satellite photos, it covers 30 hectares, there
are two citadels in the Northern part of the settlement. One of them
is approximately 100x100 meters, and another is 200x200. Seismolo-
gists suggest that the abandoned settlement of Didnauri was destroyed
by an earthquake. If this hypothesis is proved, it is presumable, that we
are dealing with inviolable settlement and its excavations will tell a lot
about governmental structure, urban life and culture of that period. As I
have already mentioned, the settlement is located on the valley, however,
it is presumable that there are many small abandoned settlements in its
mountainous surroundings, therefore this small settlements must have
been protecting the central city, which is being explored now. I'd like to
mention, that we are excavating the abandoned settlement thoroughly.
We started in 2014. The excavation is interdisciplinary, - many local and
foreign institutions are involved - National Agency for Cultural Heritage
Preservation of Georgia, Ilia State University, co-workers of which tried
to analyze DNA from 20 skulls. Material is also being examined, photo
fixation and geomagnetic measuring is being conducted. In the immediate
future, we are planning to include the students of Thilisi State University

and Ilia State University in excavation of Didnauri abandoned settlement.

- Mr. Kiazo, what would you wish readers of
“Online Archeology”?

- First of all, | wish the journal progress, success, ever-growing elec-
torate. As to the readers, - | wish them more involvement in solving of
archaeological problems.’

Interview was conducted by Maia Cholokhashvili
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On February 19 of 2016 head of archaeological office Konstantine
Pitskhelauri and experts of archaeological office Lali Akhalaia and Zu-
rab Giorgadze visited Sighnaghi to supervise archaeological works on
the ground. In monastery complex of St. Nino in Bodbe, according to
project of National Agency for Cultural Heritage Preservation of Geor-
gia, reconstruction works are held along interior and facade ofSt Nino’s
monastery complex of 10th century, floor tiles are being changed, pits
are being made near facade. During reconstruction works it occurred,
that western part of thesouth wallof the oratory of the St Nino and
north and western facades of the temple are being damped. To estab-
lish the he reason of the damp and to plan the place for installing the
window, workers decided to make small pits, including outside part of
the oratory of St. Nino and southern part of the wall. The goal of the
archaeologists was to record in documents situation in the pits.

Making pits in the western and southern walls of the church was not
possible, because concrete tile of 23 cm width was found in the depth
of 71 cm from the place for installing windows, which was placed dur-
ing restoration and reconstruction works of different times. In pits
placed on the southern part under the concrete tile a rock of 11 cm of
height was found. On the south from the tile, a 50 cm tomb of nearest
past was found, it was left untouched by the archaeologists.

In the oratory of the St. Nino pits (120 x 70 cm) are placed in the
south-western part, on the depth of 86 cm. Stratigraphic image shows




that surface of the pit is the marble tile of 21 cm width placed in the
southern part of the tomb of St. Nino. The bottom of the tile relies on
the ground, with width of 10 cm on the south part and 21 cm on the
northern part. Depth of the soil is 36 cm on the south, and 18 on the
north (total depth of the pit is 86 cm). On the southern part the depth
of the soil is 36 and on the northern part — 18 cm. Western part of the
pit is earth fill, most part of the northern wall is rock (conglomerate).
North-eastern part of the pit abuts south-western edge of the head-
stone of St. Nino. In this part interesting image was found, namely:
under the headstone friable layer of the earth fill is found on the whole
depth, after cleaning it occurred that south-western edge of the pit
which is intruded in the earth fill. Presumably, this must be the frag-
ment of the pit prepared for the burial ground, in this part of earth fill
finger bones and two teeth of the human were found, small part of the
jar, which was burned in black color, and made very carefully was also
found, all these materials are placed in the monastery.

On the whole perimeter of the temple works for making holes are
needed, this has to be done with supervision of archaeologist.

__Onmarch 21 of this year, according to notification that was submit-
ted to Ministry of Cultural Heritage Protection Agency head of archae-
ological office Konstantine Pitskhelauri and experts of archaeological
office Lali Akhalaia and Zurab Giorgadze visited Safarli village in Dman-
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isi Municipality area, where Thilisi-Leninakan road broadening works
had been held. According to the notification, in the village. Safarli area
archaeological objects had been damaged.

The situation on the ground was:

On the 82nd kilometers of Thilisi -Leninakan highway, on the right side
of the road, archaeological unit of bakery, the fragments of which were
scattered nearby,had been heavily damaged in the process of taking
land, , about % part of the bakery is standing motionless. Object was
not cleaned to avoid attentio of the persons who passed by. ceramic
fragments and obsidian flakes were collected nearby. Superficial ex-
amination, it is observed, Medieval materials as well as materials of
the Bronze Age, (Assembled materials were given for the protection of
the National Museum Dmanisi archaeological museum manager Mr.
Gocha Kiladze).

On the 170-meter distance from above mentioned archaeological ob-
jects, on the north-west, at the end of the last century, archaeologist
Kakha Kakhiani excavated Early Bronze Age burials.

Archaeologists have provided to put an object onto the map of Dman-
isi and conventionally called it “Dmanisi 11”.

Information was given for cerresponding respond to the inspection of
protection of cultural heritage.

The National Agency of Protection of Cultural Heritage has received a
report stating that on the rock cave monastery complex of Sabereebi
in the Udabno village in Sagarejo Municipality the illegal excavations
had been carried out. head of archaeological office Konstantine Pit-
skhelauri and experts of archaeological office Lali Akhalaia and Zurab
Giorgadze visited the place and evaluated the situation on the ground.




The following situation was found:

In one of the temples of Sabere monastery complex traces of unau-
thorized earthworks had been revealed. In particular, 20 to 60 cm thick,
brought in by the rain and wind, the land and ashes layaer cause by
fires of the shepherds. No archaeological kind of damage was report-
ed.

During the inspection of the territory near the complex, from the
south-west, 40 meters under the ground, located in the northwest
“storage” (cell?) had been found (635 m above sea level), with a depth
of about 3 meters from the surface. Cell is half-filled by sunken rocks
and soil, however, is wall holder can clearly be seen and a pillar of the
small rooms as well (possibly a temple, which was known, but at the
moment it is not possible to indicate it).

Archaeologists have provided to put an object onto the map and con-
ventionally called it “Senaki”.

Information was given for cerresponding respond to the inspection of
protection of cultural heritage.

The National Agency of Protection of Cultural Heritage has received a
report stating that because of lowering water level in Tsalka Reservoir
in Village Avranlo in Tsalka Municipality, illligal archaeological excava-
tions had been carried out. head of archaeological office Konstantine
Pitskhelauri and experts of archaeological office Lali Akhalaia and Zur-
ab Giorgadze visited evaluated the situation on the ground.

The following situation was found:

as a result of reduced levels in Tsalka reservoir several archaeologi-
cal objects had been revealed. In particular, burial grounds (Korghani)
and cromlechs. The abundance of fragments of ceramic materials of
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the Bronze and medieval and obsidian had been collected. Archaeo-
logical sites, including cromlechs, do not seem to be damaged, howev-
er, ground has been flattened naturally and human footprints can be
found.

To the north of Village. Avranlo, in 300 meters there are water pipes,
which are dug up in 1 km in length, 2 meters wide and 1 meter deep
trench. Several cultural layershave been seriously damaged, there were
early Bronze Age ceramic dishes’ large fragments as well as obsidian
arrowheads.

The archaeological sites have been marked on the map of Tsalka.
Information was given to the investigative authorities for further ac-
tion.

Based on notification that was about gold and silver artifacts, that
were given to National Museum of Georgia, of Il _ IV centuries BC on
the territory of the village Lichi, of the Municipallity of Sachkhere, and
which was submitted to Ministry of Cultural Heritage Protection Agen-
cy head of archaeological office Konstantine Pitskhelauri and experts
of archaeological office Lali Akhalaia and Zurab Giorgadze visited Safa-
rli village.

Surface inspection did naot show any arhcaeological damages to ar-
chaeological objects, however, there are traces of heavy equipment
work, the ground is taken out to the depth of 20-30 cm. goles of 40
— 70 cm diameter and 20- 50 cm depth were found. Frgaments of the
ceramic works of medieval era were found. It has to be mentioned that
big sized pit was found there (with diamter of 120 cm) in situ condi-
tion. As collected ceramic the pit is also from medieval era.

Accroding to the owner of the territory, gold and silver artifacts were




found in this pit. As he has said on nearby territories, during the works
on the ground, citizens find artifacts often.

In April 2016, in the National Agency for the Protection of Cultural
Heritage entered the letter of head of Samtskhe-Javakheti Division of
Environment and Natural Resources Protection of Georgia, Zviad Natri-
ashvili, about land works nearby azmana village, the abandoned vil-
lage Gharta area about the land works.

Protection of Cultural Heritage and the National Archaeological Ser-
vice head Konstantin Pitskhelauri Service specialist archaeologists Lali
Akhalaia and Zurab Giorgadze visited the place to evaluate the situa-
tion.

According to them, in Akhalkalaki Municipality from the west of village
Azmani, in 3 km distance in the southern part of the medieval ruins of
village Gharta (Karta),to nortj of the 10 th century church (the church
had been restored,) to the edge of the River Mtkvari Plate are located
medieval stone settlement remains, where the extreme lower struc-
tures stone complexes are clearly seen, some apartment complexes
show various facility plannings and layouts.

The extreme northern part of the old settlement, heavily Zedsakhdeli
“enterprise” has been collapsed with heavy equipment. From Enter-
prise structures only western wall is preserved, which itself is built of
massive stone bricks with well manufactured surface, all over the inte-
rior of the building there are Gelazi Stones and pieces of the ceramc
vessels taken out from the depth of 2-3 m. The damage to the archae-
ological monumentshas been estimated. In general, during the inspec-
tion of the entire area, various pieces of ceramic vessels _ starting
from Il millennium BC, to the late medieval times had been collected.
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On the northern edge of the old settlement starting from upper surface
of the rock remains o an old road leading to the Mtkvari gorgeis seen.
Accoding to local residents report the monument of cultural heritage
had been damaged by an unknown persons with heavy equipment in
October 2015.

Information was given to the investigative authorities (inspection of
protection of cultural heritage) for further action.

Based on notification on illegal archaological excavations submitted
to Ministry of Cultural Heritage Protection Agency on the territory of
the Ivrispirebi in the Municipallity of Dedoplistkaro, head of archae-
ological office Konstantine Pitskhelauri and experts of archaeological
office Lali Akhalaia and Zurab Giorgadze visited the territory

Inspection showed damage of early medieval era sepulchres. About
two dozen of burial ground are damaged, roofing tiles of the burial
ground are thrown away. Artifacts and bone materials had not been
found in the burial grounds. It is obvious that someone tried to pull up
other tiles of the burial grounds with crow bar and etc.

Burial grounds are located to nort- west in 2-3 kms from the boarder
of Georgia and Azerbaijan. From burial ground in 800 meters to north
there is a ranch

Information was given for cerresponding respond to the inspection of
protection of cultural heritage.

NEW ARCHAEOLOGICAL DISCOVERIES IN
VILLAGE KAPNISTAVI

Kakhidze, T. Shalikadze, M. Nagervadze

In 2015 in village Kapnistavi of Khelvachauri Municipality field works
started. Field works on new monument was based on the fact, that in
previous year, new discoveries , which were related to oldest Bronze
era metallurgy, were mentioned in discussion of Adjara Historical works
organized by Khelvachauriassembly. Mister Aslan Kakhidze the (head
of assembly) said that, similar remains existed in Village of Kapnistavi,
namely in river Kurghele. Verification of this information became pos-
sible in this Spring. Informationwas confirmed.

New, very important monument had been added to aspect of field and
scientific works of Batumi Archaeological Museum. We received infor-
mation, that there is pitcher on the land of KhasanKakhidze, which has
the valve of the Stone. We verified this information too and found the
huge valve of the pitcher and he head of the pitcher (Tab. 11/1, 2). Dur-
ing clearing head of the pitcher it was found that the pitcher was sim-
ilar to the pitcher sample of the CakviChaisubani. After observations it
had been found out that the ornaments of the pitcher were also sim-
ilar to the pitcher of the Chaisubani. So it had been decided to make
archaeological excavations in order to study metallurgy of Bronze Age,
as well as, samples of the early middle centuries. (members of the ex-
cavation — A. Kakhidze — head of the expedition, A. Javelidze — Painter
and Architect, T. Shalikadze — college scientist, M. Nagervadze - col-
lege scientist, Uzunadze - photographer, m |. Khinkladze — Laborant, S.
Beridze - Restorer).

Village Kapnistavi is located in 22 kilometers from from Batumi, on
321 m above sea level. ToponymKapnis- is eastern and means down-
hill place. It is real that village on the right bank of the river Adjaristska-
li, is located on the height of 2 kilometers from the road. (Tab. 1)
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Apart from Kapnistavi in assembly of Adjaristskali is Mirveti, upper
and lower Maghalakoni, Khertvisi, Tsiskaradzeebi, Kibe, Ketsikediand
etc. Right tributary of the river Kurghele joins river Adjaristskali. In
the upper part of the village Saisre is located, there is forestry which
makes it possible to go to Nabakvari, and from Nabakvari to Jocho.,

along the river — In Dologani (place Tchinkadzeebi). Village is connect-
ed to Akhalsheni and Mtirala with the road. Nearby the Saisre there is
Badzgarvake. Above the KAkhidzeebi, a bite lower of Koisdziri, where
there were Tea plantations. Sloping places are calledSamgle, there is
ToponymSagorio. From the place of study south eastern part of Khert-
visi can be seen, and also part of the Maghalkoni and snowy top of the
mountain ringe of Shavshati.

At first, we started studies of remains of abandoned settlements of
early middle centuries. Sitch with length of 16 m and width of 8 m.-s
was made at the area of the pitchers..it is made from eastern part to
westertern part (Tab. 1ll/1). 1, 11 squares were located in NO sector
(size 4x4 m) as well as in NW sector — 1, 11 squares, in SO and SW
sectors - 1, 11 squares. As usual, at first upper humus layer is being
cleaned. The width of humus in all four squares of NO and NW sector
is in-between 20-30 cms. (Tab 111/2). In NW | square damaged fragment
of the second pitcher was found (Tab lll / 1). We were clearing huuslay-
ere at the same time in setor SO, the head of the third pitcher was
discovered in X| square (Tab. IV / 2)/ it is very important, that in the
southern part of the sitch in SO and SW sectors, on the length of 8 m
and width of 4.5 m there are remains of the structure, which is made
of dry stones of various sizes (Ta IV /2;V/ 1; VI / 1). During clearing the
humus layer stone laying were seen in many places especially on the
southern part of the sitch, as it seems it was made for floor of the resi-
dential house (Tab. V / 1). During field works the remains of the fourth
pitcher were found in XI square of SW sector (Tab. IV / 1). Other vessel
remains were very rear. Remains of jug, ketsi (earthenware frying-pan to

bake maize-flour), and basin were found in square. There also are small

fragments of the wall of the vessel painted in green.

After humus layer there is yellow coloured gravel layer, in some plac-
es it is mixed with larger stone. in first square of SO sector the fifth
head of pitcher was discovered. It is obvious that, in north — eastern
part of the abandoned settlement was used for pitchers, because in
this place there are pitchers placed in a row, according to some system
(Tab. IV; V). one pitcher (V) was cleaned away from the Marani (loca-
tion for storing wine in special pitchers). It was placed in the stones
(Tab. IV / 1 ). During the excavations the method characterizing this
monument. Using Barispiri method for working on humus layer was
not possible after taking off humus layer. Remains of the bottom foun-
dation are stratigraphically on a different level. Fragments of stone lay-
ing are located for consolidation of the foundation, with dimensions:
6.5 x 1 m (Tab. VI / 2). It is natural, that pitchers are really deep in the
ground. Field works were conducted according particular squares us-
ing maltocks and special tools. Contours of the pitchers can be seen
clearly, their inside is filled with small stones. Number of the pitches in
the sitch was 11. (Tab. V; VIII / 1)

Pitchis of Kapnistavi are of two tyoe : |, VI, X and Xl are really old (Tab.
VI IX; X/ 6 X/ 2; XIV), they have pinkish brownish ketsim head is
triangle shaped, the wide neck is not isolated from the body, the up-
per part of the body is narrow, the lower part is circled in hemisphere
shape, the bottom is disco shaped. Horizontal line of notches goes
around the neck. Remaining part of the neck and upper narrow part of
the body is covered with dense grooves (Tab. IX / 1). As we mentioned,
they are similar to pitches found in ChakviChaisubaniin 2012, which is
dated back to late Romanian — early Byzantium era (Kakhidze, Surma-
nidze, 2013:228, Tab XXI / 1, 2 ). These kind of pitches were unknown
to Georgia before. According to information of 2013 fragments of sim-
ilar pitches were found in village of Sarpi, but they were of later peri-
od, because like pitches of Kapnistavi, their body is covered with lime
(Kakhidze, Surmanidze, 2013:228, ). Analogic pitchers are preserving in
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Trabzon at the gates of Aya Sophia Temple, in museum of Trabzon and
Rize (Kakhidze, Surmanidze, 2013:228, Tab XXVII /1, 2 ; XXVIII / 1).

Other — 11, lll, IV, V, VII, VIl and IX local pitchers have brown colour
(Tab. Il / 2; IV / 2). They have rectangular shaped low head, curved
neck, sphere shaped body and disco shaped bottom. The whole body
is covered symmetrically far lines (Tab. IX / 2; X; XII; XIll / 1). They are
part of Horizontally painted pitcher class. Pitchers are covered with
lime after long time of use and part of them have been turned to dou-
ble pitchers (Tab. V /1; Xl / 2). One pitcher is even threefold. it is possi-
ble, that in Marani pitchers were placed partially. It is natural that, only
second part is covered with lime. All of the ornamented upper parts

can be seen (Tab. VII / 2; VIII).

Similar pitchers were popular from late antique era to today, pitchers
of UrbnisiMrani (Bokhochadze, 1963 : 140, 147; Tab. IV / 3, picture
3. Other literature), as well as, developed and late middle centuries’
Uflistsikhe relief belt covered pitchers (Mindorashvili, 2008 : 33, Tab. X
/ 4) are very interesting.

As it is known, in early feudal era forms of pitchers were sophisticated:
head was widened, neck was flattened, cylinder neck was now a bit
lower, arms and belly were wide, bottom was flat, body was covered
with simple belt (Bochokhadze, 1963 : 140). According to legend, dur-
ing making of pitchers when connecting two layers (old and new ones),
at the connection part the belt was made. It was with simple, jagged
or twisted. It was intended for strengthening the connected part and
holding the limed part.

Liming the pitchers was popular in middle feudal era. Special solu-
tion of lime, small stones and river stones were used for this, in some
cases even parts of the vessels or the pitcher itself. It has to be noted
that liming pitchers started in whole Georgia at the same time, and the
reason of this was natural disasters in Georgia (the main enemy of the
pitchers). Damaging earthquake happened in Georgia approximately
form 80s of XI century (1080 - 1089), the result of which was damage
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of the pitchers, and naturally this caused liming of the damaged pitch-
ers and fixing them. As it seems, liming the pitchers became tradition
not only for damaged pitchers but also for the new pitchers too, for
avoiding their further damage. (Bochokhadze, 1963: 14 -142, pic. 3)

As we mentioned, northern eastern part of the abandoned settlement
was used for Marani. It seems that there was residential structure,
which had Marani nearby (Tab. V / 1, 2). According to ethnographic
data and materials found during archaeological excavations it is esti-
mated, that the typical initial form of Maranis should have been the
same in western as well as in eastern part of Georgia, which means
there were closed “winery houses” and pitchers placed under open
sky. During the building of Marani for protecting and saving wine and
saving its quality for long time it was inevitable to choose correspond-
ing soil and ground. In eastern Georgia Marani is stone made structure,
and in Western Georgia it is made of wood (Topuria, 1968 : 29-30).

In Adjara, there are closed and open Maranis. Open type of Marani are
found in Veshnari (Bochokhadze, 1963 :175) and TsikhisdziriGarekalaki
territory (Mamuladze, 1993 : 157). The same situation is found in Kedi,
Shuakhevi and Khulo Municipalities, were open Maranis were found
(Mamuladze, 1993 : 156). Maranis of Tkhilvani and Skhatla of church
complex have to be mentioned separately (Mamuladze, 1993 : 156).

From closed Maranis Marannis found on fortress structure territories
such as: Tkidzeebi, Tsikhiskeli, DarchidzeebisKaviani, Khikhani Castle
and etc. (Mamuladze, 1993 : 156; Mindorashvili, 2015 : 142, Tab XXXI
/ 4, 6, 7) have to be separately mentioned. Closed Maranis are also
spread in village of Chkhutuneti (Kakhidze, 1974 : 44 - 46).

Results of examination and studies of the samples of the ground dis-
covered in Kapnistavi Marani. (which was presented by worker of Na-
tional Museum of Georgia miss N. Rusishvili). The fact that materials
are not carbonized and DNA analysis may be conducted is very inter-
esting. After initial observation, grape stones found in various pitchers
are similar, and it is possible, that they belong to one type of vine.
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Academic lv. Javakhishviliwrote, that in Adjara there were 14 black and
12 white breads of vine. All of them were of high vineyard type (Java-
khishvilil934 : 462 -457). Professor M. Ramishvili, despite the fact, that
fungus disease of vine (dust, wick-lamp), and then because of appear-
ance of phylloxera almost destroyed vinery here, there still are about
40 breads of local Vine (Ramishvili 1948 : 2). Academic N. Ketskhoveli
said that there were approximately 52 breads of bine. At this moment
there are about 80 local breads of vine (Beridze, 1975 : 25)Studies of
Kapnistavi Marani are not over yet. We are looking forward to new
discoveries as a result of future archaeological excavations and works.

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THE EARLIER PERIOD KURGANS IN GEORGIA

Alexander Orjonikidze
Summary

Coming into existence and establishing of the earlier period kurgan
type burials is the most important event in the old ancient history of
Georgia. It is that very passage of time when there had been starting
to set a crucially significant turning point in the further development of
the Early Bronze period culture.

Georgia, traditionally considered as an eastward oriented periphery
of the ancient eastern civilization, appeared shifted into the orbit of
European cultures for a certain period of time. The shift was followed
by weakening of contacts with the south and the crisis of indigenous
Kuro-Araxes culture. Instead there settled a new type of burial mound
so called kurgan and some other elements of material culture charac-
teristic to the northern Caucasian zone. Changes were singularly signif-
icant in the eastern part of Georgia where all the kurgan type burials
had been detected and excavated.

Series of excavations, started in the 1930s, have revealed various types
of kurgans with ordinary pit tombs beneath them. One part of the
graves had been covered with timber logs, the others were equipped
with stone paved portholes and one more part of them has yielded
timber log burial chambers. Some of them belonged either to a single
occupant or a pair of individuals. A certain number of them were mass
burials or even cremation ones.

Scantiness of appropriate stratigraphic data reflective of the period
thwarted the scholars’ attempts to fix requisite correlations between
the groups of kurgans belonging to either the earlier or the later periods.

There predominate the kurgans displaying coexistence of pottery
ascribed to the cultures that are almost completely different from
one another. In order to shed light on such an inadequateness there
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emerges an utter importance of adducing the materials coming from

already unveiled simultaneous and well stratified habitation sites but
regretfully it is not always possible because of the extreme scantiness
of appropriate settlements.

Admittedly there have been identified two main groups of the earlier
period kurgans named Martkopi and Bedeni according the locality
names where they had been found and explored. Scholars consider
that the groups share certain traits and mainly these are burial rites
but at the same time they stress the fact that there are considera-
ble cultural differences between the contexts coming from these two
groups of kurgans.

Burial chambers of Martkopi kurgans are log built structures arranged
strictly on the topsoil surface and this evidence is considered as a char-
acteristic feature of the group but at the same time there are examples
of stone built chambers among them. As to the pattern of the burials
there predominate pit tombs in the group.

Martkopi pottery is genetically connected with the earlier Kuro-Araxes
culture examples uncovered in the both Trans and Ciscaucasia sites of
the same culture. Grave goods coming from these kurgans include the
first trickles of precious metals and bronze weapons normally charac-
teristic to the northern zones and pendants made of animals’ teeth.

As to the kurgans comprising Bedeni group they are mostly arranged
in earthen pits and in some of the cases the pits are inserted with
special burial chambers fittingly installed within them. Generally the
chambers are constructed of vertically standing timber logs strictly
bordering the pit. This kind of structures had been quite common not
only in the north Caucasus but also in earlier period pit tomb cultures
of neighboring regions.

Kurgans unveiled in the areas of the Azov Sea littoral, in the Volga
riverside territories and the Black Sea steppes have displayed a burial
rite similar of Bedeni group i.e. burying of the dead placed on a four
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wheeled chariots. The same burial rite i.e. individuals lying on hearses
has been evidenced in Martkopi group kurgans too but less frequently
and it basically remains dominant in the group of Bedeni culture.

Bedeni grave goods are fairly different from the artifacts brought to
light at Martkopi village and it is especially noticeable if compare the
pottery belonging to the two groups. The wares coming from the for-
mer bear no sign of any earlier period local prerequisites.

Bedeni containers are distinguished with a vast variety of forms and
shapes and exquisite subtleness. Their black burnished exteriors imi-
tate metallic luster and silvery sheen. The kurgans of the group have
yielded gold adornments for instance a tiny gold figure of a lion coming
from Tsnori 2nd kurgan. It is the first sculptured example evidenced in
the southern Caucasus. There also start off the first trickles of tinned
bronze. One part of metal weapons bear the resemblance of the north-
ern Caucasian specimens but there are the ones that display similarities
to the Near Eastern examples. Besides the pottery and metal objects

Bedeni kurgans have yielded delicately worked stone arrowheads so
uncommon to Martkopi group.

Nowadays scholars have evidenced coexistence of Martkopi and Be-
deni pottery in a number of kurgans that in its turn points to the con-
temporaneousness of the both groups during a certain period of time.
At the same time there are cases when the kurgans have yielded not
only Bedeni but also the Kuro-Araxes culture pottery characteristic to
various local groups. There are also the containers displaying the traits
characteristic to the both Bedeni and Kuro-Araxes cultures.

Bedeni pottery is in close connection with the specimens of the coun-
tries located in the west and north of the southern Caucasus rather
than with the ones lying in the south and east of it. It is a well known
fact that ceramic elements of these regions emerged in the north much
earlier and more characteristically than in the south Caucasus.
Scholars fixed the fact that the northern cultures had became notice-
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ably active towards the Balkans and western Anatolia. One of these

streams had arrived in Anatolia, continued its its way and reached the
Black Sea littoral. In the result there followed a change that is clearly
seen within one of the groups of pottery. Further surveys have brought
to light the fact that another northern current approved stronger in the
eastern Georgia. The situation enabled the scholars to suggest a tan-
gible penetration of certain forms of Bedeni pottery within one group
of the Early Bronze period west Georgian earthen ware. Scholars have
divided Bedeni pottery in two morphologically different groups: The
first, earlier group includes the examples of offhand containers coming
not only from the kurgans but also from the settlements resembling
the grave goods of the kurgans unveiled in the north Caucasus and the
Azov Sea littoral. This is the group that coexisted with the Kuro-Araxes
and Martkopi pottery.

As to the second group it includes neatly modeled containers and they
too have parallels in the north Caucasus, mainly at Maikop and No-
vosvobodnaya type sites and there is no sign of any coexistence with
the Kuro-Araxes and Martkopi culture pottery.

The changes that had been taking place before the tail end of the Ear-
ly Bronze period wer mainly connected with the movement of certain
new ethnic streams heading from the north and west to the south Cau-
casus where they filtered through the locals and became the vehicle
of the further social stratification and property qualification.

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HELMETS OF EARLY IRON AGE AND
CLASSICAL ANTIQUITY IN GEORGIA

Of the categories of defensive armament coat-of-arms, helmet, shield
and cnemides are attested in Classical period Georgia. These varieties
have come down to us in specimens made of metal. The Kartvelian
population, as evidenced by written sources, was armed with wooden
and leather, at time flax, defensive means, hence these failed to be
preserved in the earth.

The helmets are represented by the so-called Conical and Chalcid-
ice type bronze helmets. The conical bronze and iron helmets of dif-
ferent types became widespread in the Assyrian Empire and Urartu
during the Late bronze and Early iron period, thus, Georgian archae-
ological finds of the same periods (discovered in Beshtasheni and Pri-
morskoe) may have an oriental origin. As a rule such a type consists of
three to six steel or bronze plates connected to each other by the nails
or straps. The frame takes a conical design that curves with the shape
of the head and culminates in a point.

10 “Chalcidian type” helmets are known on the territory of Georgia.
They were Found in the 5th-4th century archaeological complexes- Es-
hera, Akhul Abaa, Kutaisi, Kokhi, Lanchkhuti, (Western Georgia). This
reflects the influence of the Greek military art in Colchis during the
Classical and Hellenistic periods.

Chalcidian type helmet was a helmet made of bronze and worn by
ancient warriors of the Hellenic world, especially popular in Greece
in the fifth and fourth centuries BC. The helmet was also worn exten-
sively in the Greek (Southern) parts of Italy in the same period. The
helmet appears to have been a development of the Corinthian helmet,
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its improvements in design giving the wearer better hearing and vision,

resulting in a lighter and less bulky helmet.

One Roman helmet have been brought to light in Dedoplistsgaro,
Eastern Georgia (Accidental finding). Most probably, it belongs to the
“Imperial helmet-type”. It was a type of helmet worn by Roman legion-
aries; it replaced the Coolus type, and constituted the final evolution-

ary stage of the legionary helmet (galea).

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ACADEMICIAN ANDRIA APAKIDZE
AND ARCHAEOLOGICAL ISSUES
OF RESEARCHES OF THE OLDEST
GEORGIAN CITIES

Shalva Buadze — PhD in Archaeology

The research of old urban centers has great history. Aca-
demic Andria Apakidze has an important role in research
of this problem. He is one of the first Georgian archaeolo-
gists, who started to work on as difficiul field of archaeolo-
gy, as is a research of multilayer old settlements.

Modern archaeological researches clearly show that, ap-
pearance of urban type settlments started at the end of
late bronze age and the rising of started in the middle of
the 1st Century BC. This is confirmed by the results of re-
searches of Mtskheta, Vani, Sairkhe, Kutaisi, Pazisi.

In Mountanous part of the Kutaisi exists broad, sturdy set-
timent of the late bronze age. It is located on 25 hectare
with various intensity. Surface inspection and archaeolog-
ical excavations more or less acertained preantique bor-
ders of the old settlements. The main orientation research
is mad by Gabashvili on the territory of the Gori.

In hellenistic era Kutaisi was reduced settlement, howev-
er, citadel and plain settiments still continued to exist. Bur-
ial grounds of Hellenistic Era are slotted in the demolished
pre-antique layers. On burial grounds two types of buri-
al grounds of different periods (sub-sepulchers and hole
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type sepulchers) are fixated. Strategic road of
this period were located along river-bed river
Kvirila. There are no traces of late Roman set-
tlements in Kutaisi and there are very few ar-
tifacts. From IlI-1V century AD starts new urban
settiment era.
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Caves of Georgia

Cave of Tsona, Jruchuli Cave, Tsutskhvati Cave Complex, Ortva-
la Rock, Undo and Bondi CavesCaves and caverns have been
residential places for anchorets, Tariel chose exactly the resi-
dential cave of Devi’s when he was lonely and alone at worst
period of his lifetime, Monk who was living in the cave saw “
magical light” .... May be that is the reason for relating Geor-
gian caves to mystery, and there is some kind of feeling that
in caves you feel close to him, who created the world. But... as
about archaeological background of the caves, what informa-
tion does it give to universe ?!

About importance of caves of Georgia and them as lan-
dmark monuments, their scientific studies readers of Onli-
ne Archaeology will be informed by scientist of Stone Age
Studies, head of llia State University Paleo environment re-
construction and Archaeological research centre, Professor
Nika Tushabramishvili.

Cave monuments are spread all around the territory of Geor-
gia, however there are some of the monuments, which are mo-
re informational than others, where constant geological and
cultural layers are estimated. Exactly these monuments should
be considered as landmark monuments. These kind of monu-
ments are located mostly in western Georgia. Caves of Imereti
have been researched and studied and there is the most infor-
mation about them.




Tsona Cave - is located on historic Shida Kartli (Java Munici-

pality) territory, at the beginning of river Kvirila, 2 150 meters
above sea level. It is the highest located late Stone Age monu-
ment, where there are layers of lower Palaeolithic, e.i Ashe-
lic culture, as well as middle Palaeolithic, Mesolithic layers.
Existence of this kind of monuments on territory of Georgia
is really important. The location of the cave on this height is
conditioned by it function, so this means this cave was dwel-
ling for hunters. Very interesting materials have been found
here, similar to which may even not have been discovered el-
sewhere, however Tsona Cave is important for having one of
the first art works apart from archaeological materials. This is
tile of Argillite, where a cross is painted, tile had been studied
by foreign specialists and according to the scratches they esti-
mated that three lines of this cross are artificial, and one was
natural, which means that the cross on the stone itself was
natural and afterwards was deepened by someone, it is pos-
sible, that that someone did this just for fun. The semantic of
this cross is being seen in various different ways, for example:
the first excavator of the monument Professor Aleksandre Ka-
landadze related its form to fire and said that this was two
crossed sticks to receive fire.

After studying Tsona Cave scientific vision of this period chan-
ged in general. It is possible, that this is the monument of far
earlier period, rather than it is considered until now (me and
my deceased friend Aleko Muskhelishvili, had this hypothe-
ses long time ago). According to archaeological materials
and micro fauna discovered there, we dated it back to ap-
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prox 700 000 years. This means that this cave is the oldest mo-

nument and apart from this antiquity it is standout for samples
and industry of Stone Age discovered in it. Apart from this, in
cave such micro fauna was found, which had gone instinct abo-
ut 1 000 000 years ago in whole Europe and it is preserved just
in Georgia. Exactly, according to this micro fauna the date of
the monument should be changed. It is dated back to approx..
200 000 years. We are trying to change this date to 700 000 ye-
ars. However location in Java Region is an obstacle for us to con-
duct corresponding works.

Jruchula Cave is landmark monument of middle Palaeolithic
Era, which is connected to Tsona Cave with its culture. The mo-
nument is located in Tchiatura Municipality, on the left bank of
Canyon like ringe of Jruchuli. First of all, it has to be noted, that
this is the oldest middle Palaeolithic monument found in Ge-
orgia. Two years ago, when it was re-dated by using modern
methods, we received the period of - 274 000 — 130 000 years,
which is Middle Palaeolithic Era, which itself may be bases of re-
dating Tsona Cave too, as middle industry here is far early and,
correspondingly, date is earlier too. The date of this monument
not just made Lower Palaeolithic Age older, but also re-dated
all of middle Palaeolithic Era. Correspondingly, its age has to be
considered regarding old and future periods.

In Jruchula visually important and very beautiful materials were
discovered this is one of the first monuments on the territory of
ex-Soviet Union, where remains of Neanderthal (the tooth) had
been found.
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Tsutskhvati Cave Complex is special not only in Georgia’s Ca-

ves, but also in-between Pre historic caves. This monument
is located in Tkibuli Municipality, in Northern part of Okriba -
Argveti in village Tsutskhvati. Its uniqueness is that, it is 15 sto-
ried cave complex located on a very small area. There are no
analogues. 6 of Tsutskhvati Caves are settled. Age of all of the
caves, at one moment is the same. This is very important fact,
because it appears that here once has been some kind of settle-
ment, each cave of which had its own function. One is camp of
hunters, the second one — is main dwelling, base, the third one
is iconic monument, where along the cave walls, in geometric
order there are 5 skulls of bear (without lower jaw). Just 14 ar-
tefacts had been discovered, this estimates that this is really
iconic monument. Correspondingly, Tsutskhvati Cave Complex
shall be considered as one of the models of Cave system.

Ortvala Rock - is located in Tchiatura Municipality village of
Perevisi. It was discovered in 70s of XX century and it studies
are still being held. This is monument, during studies of which
we firstly initiated re-dating from Middle Palaeolithic era to
upper Palaeolithic era, at first scientists had refused this word,
however afterwards, it was confirmed by monuments. What
is important, is that the monument was re-dated and it oc-
curred as an earliest age of upper Palaeolithic era, in Whole
region - 42 000 years. Here, as well as in one of the caves of
Tsutskhvati - Bronze cave and Jruchula Cave - a tooth of Ne-
anderthal had been found. The monument is being carefully
studied using modern methods. Accordingly, studies of the
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period of life of Neanderthal and industrial researches shall be
started from this monument.

Undo (which means unreliable) Cave had been found in Tchia-
tura Municipality, in 2007. It is special , with its function as well
as with its purpose. This was temporary dwelling for hunters and
at the same time it is iconic monument. The first wall painting on
the wall has been found here, an abyss had been found, which
as it seems, at first, was used as trash and later was given iconic
function. Earthquake trails had been found in Undo Cave.

Bondi Cave located in Tchiatura Municipality is special and im-
portant landmark monument as well. Here a tooth of modern
human has been found, which is the oldest remain of the mo-
dern human on the Territory of Georgia. . monument had be-
en dated very carefully, old upper Palaeolithic and middle Pa-
laeolithic layers had been found. We reckon, that it is possible
that this monument could and confirm existence of transitional
period from Middle Palaeolithic to middle Palaeolithic, volcanic
ashes, traces of earthquake had been found in the monument,
accordingly, earthquake dates have been set. Bondi Cave is in-
formational monument in other aspects too. When the talks are
about finding flax and thread in Georgia, it has to be taken into
account, that at first in 2007 exactly in Bondi Cave was found flax
and thread, twisted, coloured threads and etc. similar materials
have been found in Dzudzuana Cave, which is located in parallel
ringe, on 4 kilometres form Bondi Cave and which is landmark
monument as well. However in Dzudzuana only upper Palaeolit-




hic culture is represented.

All of information which comes from these monuments fills
each other and despite empty spaces, it clearly shows all of
the steps and directions of pre history. Researches of the ca-
ves confirm, that territory of Georgia was densely mastered
by natural state humanity. There is influence of almost every
cultures of universe in our country. It regards to functionally
or contextually different monuments, variety of life style can
be seen, as well as hunting of natural state humans, it shows
that there was tradition of hunting. In Ortvala Rock cohabita-
tion of Neanderthals and modern Humans is confirmed, on
several of the monuments, even tradition of hunting the au-
rochs, which is not determined nowhere else. This makes us
think, that this is the case of seasonal hunting.

Ketevan Dighmelashvili

Kolagiri is one of the Monastery of Davit —Gareji. It is located on the
left side of the river lori, approximately 3kilomteresfrom the north —
eastern part of so called hill of monks. Storages and chapels of the
monastery are located in mountain conglomerate, which is layer ce-
mented with clay and is being quickly and easily destroyed. This must
be the reason of the collapse of the monastery. Today only the western
part of the monastery is still visible. It is still being destroyed, so it is
foreseeable that in few decades nothing from Kolagiri monastery will
be left.

The last expedition in Kolagiri monastery was organized in 1998. Dur-
ing the past 16 years, as it turned out monastery was destroyed even
more, because lots of details from thepapers made by G. Skhirtladze
illustrating researches of this expeditionare no longer readable.

What was the original name of the monastery, is unknown. A kind of
vague exists about its current name as well. Similar place namesare
found in the KvemoKartliregion, Bolnisi. Some scientists believe that
it should come from the Azerbaijan language (kol - thorns, and the
gir - that means entrance). If we take into account river floodplains
and thorn plaints vegetation given below the monastery in river lori
fields,that makes it hardto walk there, then the name kolagiri,may in-
dicate hardness of the access to monastery.

The one-tiered smaller parts of the complex were built at the same
time. Presumably, there were none of the extra defensive buildings.
Neither do we see any agricultural areas and agricultural caves. In the
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complex about 20 personswouldfit in. It seems that it, just like Bertub-
nisi, was conceived and designed for small luxury complex, whichnow
consists of six more or less preserved remains of the building, which
are found of the north-south axis. All of them are connected to each
other apertures. The southern building is now almost destroyed. On
the walls, though poorly, but still parts of the paintings can be seen.

Monastery, from the main temple in the north and the south, had small
oratories. Oratories were connected to it with the arched apertures.
The hall of the church and the walls of the oratoriesare surrounded
by one step stairs. The church is carefully painted. The Lord’s feast hall
shows scenes of the religious feasts. Walls represented Epiphany, the
visit of Jerusalem, Crucifixion, The Anastasis, Asention day, Assump-
tion of the Virgin Mary. Currently compositions are badly damaged
and only fragments remain. On top of the the outgoing of theNorth-
ern oratoryshows the image of Christ, who is beingpraised by the An-
gels. Christ allowed right hand points on someone. Today this figure of
someone is no longer preserved. However, as mostly in such cases, G.
Skhirtladzereckons, that the royal portraits were displayed here.

From Northernoratory only the Western Wall and the southern and
northern walls are preserved. Oratory is also painted. Set out across
the wall it may be seen four angels and Lord’s Ascension scene. As for
the walls, they show of the gallery oflaity persons.In 1998. Scientists
recognized the 11 person depicted here. The three of them were de-
picted on the southern and western walls, and the rest of the 5 on
the north wall. All of them are focused on the altar. Each figure was
accompanied by an explanatory caption in black paint the Asomravru-
li Letters, only one part of which only can be read, and even part of
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these captions cant be read. On the
extreme east partof the northern
wall Eristavi of eristavsVardan was
depicting, who according to explan-

atory caption, was brought up by
Demetre King. Today, this figure is
almost not seen. Beside this figure
the walls feature cleric. according to
the explanatory caption, he is Vazir-
tukhutsesiand  Mtsignobartukhut-
sesi. Then again, the portrait of the
clericis shown. At the end of the civil
personis depicted. He holdscrozier
and has a sword on the belt around
his waist. Between civil persons and
clericsa praying child was shown.

On the extreme eastern part of the
South wall which survived the ex-
treme the reflected image of the
clericcould not actually be read now.
Then again cleric is represented, ac-
cording to the writing explanatory -
the son of VArdanEristavi. At the end
image of the civil person is shown
again. He also has sword on the belt

which surrounds his waist, howeuver,
he does not hold the crozier. Accord-
ing tothe explanatory caption the
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civil person is Beshkeni, the son of VardanEristavi.

On the western wall of the oratory all of the 3 persons depicted are
the civil persons and three of themhave crozier and have a sword on
the belt around their waist.An Explanatoryinscriptions which would
show their names, can no longer be read, so these individuals are
unknown.

By taking into account the historical figures mentioned in the expla-
nation inscriptions of the King Demeteand Mtsignobartuhutsesi and
chkondidli titles depicted In NorthernoratoryG. Skhirtladze thinks that
in the oratory there are represented hermits of the second half of
Xl century. Specifically, VardanKokonelidze brought up byDemetre
the first. Researcher thinks that image of Vazirtupirvelesiis represent-
ed Anton Gnolistavisdze,who after the Xll century 80s when Cathol-
icos Mikael Mirian’s son seized his position, was settled in the Gareji
monastery. The rest of the historical persons, therefore areKolonke-
lidzis family members and regional governors ofSaeristavo of Kakheti
- Makhatlisdze family members.

The painting was done in between XlI-Xlll centuries, a little bit earlier
before the monastery would have been emptied, as a result of enemy
attacks. After several millennia from painting the monastery, an earth-
guake resulted in the collapse of the monastery,

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This is Georgia — Gagidi Cemetery

(Monuments on the occupied lands)

Gagidi Cemetery - this is Georgia and
History Science Doctor Leri Jibladze will
tella story about it to the reader of Magazine
Online Archaeology.

Gagidi Cemetery is less known for scientists. It is located to the
north of Pichori abandoned settiment in 2 kms, on the place
Nachkaduri (Isoreti), along the seaside. Waves of the sea caused
various Bronze and other era cemetery archaeological to show
off. As it seems, these materials are being lost by illegal archae-
ological excavations of local residends. Only the small part of
them are preserved in Zugdidi and Kutaisi museums. Presuma-
bly, it has to be very huge sized cemetery, which, as known ma-
terials show, is synchroned to Pichori central hill and late Bronze
era layers (VI — Il layers).

Gagidi Cemetary should be saving the bones of Pichori central
hill and old Colches culture residents. This monument and in
general Pichori abandond settlement system was researched by
archaeological research center, Abkhazia archaeological expedi-
tion (head. Malkhaz Baramidze) in 1980 — 1990. Unfortunately,
it is impossible to inspect discovery place and estimate what
kind of cemetery it is. Despite of this, we reclon, that this monu-
ment represent collective burial grounds. Gagidi Cemetery met-
al things have parallel with Brill and Modinakhe middle Bronze
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Age materials. This fact gives us one more reason to think that
in western Georgian in these eras common material culture had
been spread, which according to metal tools and adornment,
has tight connections with inventory of middle and upper Kar-
tli’s middle Bronze Age and late Bronze age begging (Tsarghuvili,
Atskuri Cemetery, Kvasatali, Zveli burial ground, Kviratskhoveli,
Chitakhevi, Bornisghele and Tlia’s early burial grounds).

In different periods the expedition was given accidentally dis-
covered cemetary inventory, the approximate localization of
which is presumed to be in village Gagida in Gali Municipality.
In Collection of Gagida there are 5 bronze daggers, 4 spread-
heads, 6 rounded fasteners, 3 hooks with spiral endings and
piece of ceramic vessel without any form — 21 things in sum.
The diversity and content of artifacts gives us opportunity to
assess and conclude that materials of the village Gagidi of Gali
Municipality are part of the damaged cemetery.

Things of Gagidi Collection

1. 13 Spread heads of different size. Some of them
have spools up to the head, in most cases, they join
the neck. All of them are wrought and have triangle
formed heads, and circled sides. Some of the spread
heads have broken sides.

On Kolkhetilowland, all kinds of bronze spread heads
at first showed at the end of Il millennia BC and Il
Millennia BC. (Central hill of Pichori, VIII — VII cultural
layers).Spreadheads of Gagidiare typologically really
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close to spread heads found in VIl layer (according to
gauge) of Pichori abandoned settlement, which are dated
in Middle Bronze age. According to particular details,
there is some kind of resemblance to Modinakhe (middle
Bronze Age burial grounds), Tlia (the earliest complexes),
Tsaghveli, Brili, Nuli and Meskhet — Javakheti middle
Bronze Age and late Bronze age spread heads. Taking
into account this parallel, Spread heads must be dated
presumably, in the middle of Il millennia BC (about XVI_
XV centuries BC)

. In Collection of Gagidi there are 10 bronze daggerheads

. All of them are wrought. Several types are found in
between them typologically. There are haulm typed, flat,
triangle formed etc. dagger heads. Some of the samples
have rounded and round holed haulms. This kind of
daggers heads of Gagidi (according to several details)
are typologically close to dagger heads of Tcholipa
abandoned settlement, Tlia and Brili Cemeteries. Some of
the tools have parallels with dagger heads of upper Svaneti
(Bogreshi burial ground), as well as, with dagger heads
cut on the gauges found in Pichori central hill cultural
layer. 3 of the dagger heads are found without haulm.
They are somhw different from dagger heads mentioned
above. Two of them have almost same sized necks. They
have narrow heads. Third of the dagger heads is flat,
with equal body, and has low neck. The next to dagger
heads are a bit smaller. One of them has almost triangle
formed head and neck, with rounded haulm. They have
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narrow sides and flat diameter. Second dagger head is a
bit broken. Has rounded narrow long haulm, equal width
body, narrow sides and low neck. According to materials
that we had access to, these dagger heads do not have
analogue.

3. From collection of Gagidiarrow heads are most
interesting and important, because they have original
form. They have triangle formed heads. Second arrow
head is divided and preserved into three pieces, with a
bit broken neck on the sides. There are no identical tools
like this on the territory of Georgia. It has to be noted,
battle intended this artifact according to several details
(long haulm, short necked head), looks like spread heads
of early Bronze Age found on the territory of Georgia.

4. In occasionally discovered materials of Gagidi there are
3 axes. One sampeis preserved in whole. It has middle
sized rounded stub, slightly bended body and rounded
head. Second sample has diametric neck on the stub. The
third stubbed axe is small sized. It has bended crescent
body, with straight head. Stub of this axe has not been
preserved. Axis of Gagidi, according to some details,
looks like tools of Pichori central hill, Kinoti, Orbeli and
upper Svaneti.

Unlike other artifacts of the collection, have to be
typologically from the earlier period.

We reckon, taking all of this into account, the axes of
Gagidi must be of middle of the first half || millenniaBC
(approx. XVIII — XVII centuries)
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5.

In between the artifacts discovered in Gagidi there are
4 fasteners with disco formed had, which have round
hole on the axis. Analogic fasteners were found in Brili
(early complexes), Modinakhe (middle Bronze Age burdial
grounds), Tlia and TsasghviliCemeteries. It is possible, that
Gagidi fasteners were of the end of middle Bronze age the
beginning of early Bronze Age.

In collection one half spiral is represented by 3 ones.
They are oval and rounded formed. These spirals have
really huge diapason of working in Bronze Age. Despite
this, in archaeological cultures it is still estimated there
area of spread, upper and lower chronological borders. In
Kolkheti spirals appeared in Il millennia BC on the Pichori
central hill abandoned setllementes (VI layer), as well as,
in Esheri, Khuabi and Otkhari Dolmens of the end of early
Bronze age and beginning of late Bronze Age.

One half of Gagidi collection of spirals are typologically
close to artifacts of listed monuments. With assisting
discovered things this fact gives us opportunity to reckon,
that these spirals were of the end of middle Bronze Age
and beginning of late Bronze Age.

The round axed, spiral ended hook of Gagidi collection is
represented by 6 samples. They are of the various sizes.
3 samples are preserved in whole, but view on the others
is made by gathering the fragments. It is presumable,
that these things are of end of middle Bronze age and
beginning of later Bronze age. Analogic things appeared
almost in the same period in Modinakhe, Brili, Tsaghveli
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10.

and Tlia burial grounds. As well as in Meskhet —Javakheti.
Rounded mushroom head alike hook is long axed. It has
round hole in the middle part. Another nail alike headed
hook is a bit smaller, it has flat head, round axis and hole
in the upper part.

In Kolkheti lowland this kind of hooks are not found often.
They appear from the middle of the Bronze age (Pichori
central hill V layer) and continues existence even in late
Bronze and early Iron Age. (Choloi IV layer, Naokhvamu
[l layer).

On the territory of eastern Georgia nail alike and
mushroom alike hooks are of middle Bronze age and
continue existing in following periods too. Above
mentioned hooks of Gagidi are typologically close to nail
alike and mushroom alike hooks found in Kolkhetilowland
aswellasineasternterritory of Georgia. They presumably,
are of late Bronze age.

In collection there are unidentified two relief thing,
which may be made of tin. Metallographic analysis
unfortunately was not made to this thing.

In materials of Gagidi there are miniature formed one
hanger. It is rounded, has drilled haulm, and has 5
bumps. This thig, as well, might be of the beginning of
late Bronze Age.
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In Collection of Gagidi there are different types of hangers of
end of the middle Bronze Age and beginning of the late Bronze
age: round axed, cross typed with hole in the middle, round-
ed type with drilled haulm with five bumps; round formed two
hangers which have round holes in upper and middle part of
the body. Hangers have some editions, which are left in two
and four. In between them one hanger is represented in two
parts. Upper part is branched and has spiral hole in the upper
side.

So, in village Gagida of Gali municipality very important arti-
facts of Bronze Age have been discovered. The diversity and
amount of artifacts indicate that they belong to the Cemetery.
This fact has to be taken into account, because on the territo-
ry of the Kolkheti lowland cemeteries and artifacts found on
the cemeteries. of Middle and late Bronze Age had never been
found. In Gagidi collection even early Bronze Age inventory as
well as later Bronze age inventory is represented. We reckon,
that Gagidi collection is of middle Bronze Age and beginning of
the late Bronze Age.

Secret union of Zeus an Mnemosine resulted in birth of nine virgins,
who were gifted with the art of singing and dancing. These muse go-
desses -inspirations of the poets, lived on Parnas. Muses needed there
own temples and that is how museums were created. Nine museums
for nine muses, were not enough for lovers of antiquity, art and beauty
in general, so today there are lots of museums all around the world. On
May 18 world celebrated international museum day. Magazine ONLINE
ARCHAEOLOGY congratulates this important date to owners, workers
and visitors of the museums, and the curator of Historic and Architec-
tural Museum — Preserve of Vardzia, Levan Zazadze presents Histor-
ic and Architectural Museum — Preserve of Vardzia and description of
several artifacts preserved in this museum.

Diubua De Monpre was the first who tried to study Vardzia, in 1838 he
described caves and frescos of the churches. From the end of the XIX
century many researches got interested in Vardzia and many descrip-
tions by travellers of Vardzia are presented in literature of the second
half of XIX century and beginning of the XX century, from this period
scientific study of the Vardzia begins.

In 1938 museum was founded here. In 1959 Vardzia was declared as
museum —preserve and was subordinated to Cutural Minsitry of Re-
public of Georiga. From November 1979 Vardzia was called art, historic
an architectural museum —preserve.

From the beginning of 2009 Historic and Architectural Museum — Pre-




serve of Vardzia is subordinated to National Agency for Cultural Herit-
age of Georgia.

Clearing works have been done in 2015 in the western part of the
monasteric complex of Vardzia, were many rooms were burried. Living
halls and tunnels connecting floors were discovered.National Agency
for Cultural Heritage of Georgia currently works not only on archae-
ological research of objects, but on interdisciplinary research of this
unigue monument. Researches are being conducted in seismic, hidro-
logic, geologic fields ad restoration works have already began. For the
safety of the visitors fences are built. Tunnel located in the eastern part
of the Monastery is fortified and restored. Metalic grid is placed on the
rock to prevent stones from falling down.

3 343 artifacts, numismatic and ceramic materials, including a variety
of glazed ceramic samples, are preserved in storage of administrative
building of Museum —preserve of Vardzia

Archaeological excavations financed by National Agen-
cy for Protection of Cultural Heritage took place on the
territory Armaziskhevi Complex (head of expedition
Goderdzi Narimanishvili)

Pre-history of Complex

Archaeological monument Armaziskhevi is located in2 kms on the
western side of railroad station of City of Mtskheta, at the outfall of
river Armaziskhevi and river Mtkvari, on the right bank of Armazisk-
hevi. In 1937-1946 sepulchres, bath house, fenced structure, one and
two celled structures and winery, as well as burial grounds of II-1ll cen-
turies were dag out here. Archaeological objects of Armaziskhevi are
now fenced and field museum, where rehabilitation works are being
held, is placed there.

In 2014 archaeological expedition of National Museum of Georgia,
based on declared tender, commenced archaeological excavations on
the archaeological preserve.

In 2014 — 2015 during rehabilitation and conservation works of ar-
chaological complex, on the nearby territories of Pitiakh burial grounds
archaological excavations were held, old archaological objects were
found and cleaned. The most part of the field museum is covered by
ground layer. It has to be mentioned, that part of the structure is cov-
ered with cordon layer, this causes damage of the monument. So, it is
recommended, to free them from the ground layers and to show of
the visual side of the structure, it is ery important to study unexcavated
parts of the museum territory.

In 2016 archaological works were conduced on the southern part of

Asparug Eristavi burial ground, on the segment between Armaziskhevi
bath hoyuse and Eristavi burial grounds, where two celled structure
and castle are located (appr. 530 sq. m ) with the depth of 0.5 m from
the ground.

Around one celled structure (appr. 400 sq. m.) ground layer is found
on the depth of 0.5 m.

On unexcavated territory (appr. 450 sg. m.) of the east-southern edge of
the archaeological complex burial ground is found on the depth of 0.5 m.

Upper Imereti Region, Upper Imereti plateau (Chiatura Munici-
pality) is karst system, which formulation must be completed in the
upper Cretaceous period. Plateau is crossed by the rivers - Kviri-
la River and its tributaries there create quite deep (150 meters)
canyons. Abundance is presented as natural caves as artificial
caves created in historical epochs in precipice,canyons and cliffs.
The historian and geographer, Vakhushti Bagrationi was interested in
this region even XVIII century. He was writing during review of Upper
Imereti in his work ,describing of the kingdom of Georgia® , from Sveri
Water opening till Sachkhere Cave, there are high cliffs this side and
other side of Kvirila, and inside it there are many caves, caved for mi-
gration and inaccessible from enemy. (Vakhushti Bagrationi1973:760).
M. Brose (Brosset M.-F 1851:88-93), G. Tsereteli (LUepetenn I. 1898),
D. Bakradze (bakpaase [. 1853) and ather famous researchers visited
Mghvimevi and the nearby Katskhi monasteries in the 19th century, but

these complexes stone church buildings and natural caves carved into




the rock side of the valley and the nearby artificial caves kvabovani sys-
temshadnotbeenstudied by them. Theirgoal wastherecording of mon-
uments, in addition, the scientists influenced by Vakhushti Batonishvili
assessment, viewed these cave complexes as only a shelters for migra-
tion and they did not hold the necessary climbing skills to access caves.

In the second half of XX century, there was increased interest for our
country history and cultural monuments in Georgian society and con-
sequently, local residents and travelers and visitors, were also interest-
ed in caves in Kvirala. Antiquities officials and curious amateur climbers
managed to penetrate caves in 50-60 years, the local rock climbers and
enthusiasts students of local lore discovered some pretty interesting
artefacts in this cliff monument and they are mostly given to school-mu-
seums; A well-known antiquities lover climber, Goderdze Samkharadze
in regional newspaper “Chiatura Mane” published an articles about
the monuments and suggested presume about their function and the
creation era (G. Samkharadze, 1965)

In 1968, architecture G. Gaprindashvili and a climber A. Nemsitsver-
idze reviewed several stone complexes of Kvirala gorge; This search
is completed by only article, however, that interest is the fact that this
article was first suggested some cave monastic movement possible in-
volvement (G. Gafrindashvili, Al. Nemsitsveridze 1955:96).

llia State University the reconstruction of paleo-ISU Institute of Earth
Sciences Center laid the foundation for serious, systematic scientific
study of art and archaeological terms for Kvirila Basin gorge cave mon-
uments. The Center for the Study of the Rioni-Kvirila River basin- multi-
disciplinary expedition (Coordinator. M. Tushabrishvili) expanded the
scope of its research, and in 2011, within the project human adapta-
tion to the environment, at the same time of research of mane momu-
ments began Sachkhere-Chiatura regions artificial and semi-artificial
caves —finding and studying.

A) harbours, whose purpose was as many local residents harbor during
the enemy invasion and defence fighting(If necessary); B)Castle-pots,
which are strategically caved at convenient places to deter enemy
army, to stop their progress to Valleys and track the enemy.

Kvirila valley fortifications systems observed regularities: if harbour
manes and caves satisfied the requirements for large capacity inac-
cessable, Castle-pots strategically more convenient, the environment
prevailing places were arranged, for example: the important part of
them are caved at the river. Kvirila canyon, so that the inlet openings
of these spaces, bugging-windows controled both sides of the valleys

In addition, it became clear that the vast majority of caves and cas-
tle-pots used for combat and surveillance had visual communication
through the other, more or less remote castle-pot. The caves have
been identified in three groups, inside of which the castle-pots and
fortification buildings have direct visual connection:

Caves and fortification buildings of both banks of river Kvirila, river
Shuqruti Water confluence ;

For example, in the
east of XIll century MGvimevi monastery, far away by 500 m,carved in
canyon slope, presumably, VI-VII century Church, there are cell-pots
and monastry destination buildings around it. This ancient pot-mon-
astery foreseeable, in the opposite site of river Kvirila canyon, at in-
accessable high are caved som pot groups, whicha are very favorable
for their inaccassible location, looks like fortification castle-pot. How-
ever,to access this group of caves by climbing equipment and study
the interiors, we have confirmed that he was a hermit monks living
place. even the rock-cut tombs, which are typical for only the the mo-
nastic structures in Christian East regions of Georgia suggests about
it. The Fact that this group did not have their own church, is easy to
explain: there are noted living places of hermit monks On the other de-
sert-monasteries of Georgia, which resident monks used to go for wor-
ship to central church. It seems that the initial Mghvimevi monastery
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was arranged like Lavra Monastery kvabovani. Its central, pot-church
was visiteb by monks from this place only on Sunday for eucharist, at-
tending for worship and misericords. The rest of the days of the week
they were “chipiani rock” or other neighboring rocky massifs located
pot-places

Mgvimevi church and “chipianirocky“potbuilt are located in such a way
overlooking the mutual, the visual links between each other. Presumed-
ly, they prefered places like this for arrangement the new anchoragesin
Mgvimevi Lavra, for example, the west side of the today;s centre, about
200 m far away located pot-cloister group (even tombs), is well seen fro
the old desert centre, church. Thus, direct or diagonal visual connection
is characteristicnot only for self-defense caves, butalsothe type of Lavra
pot-monastery separate groups in this region of Imereti kvabovani.

Past resurrected with inscriptions

In 1953 Expedition of History Instutution named after I. Javakhishvili of
Science Academy of Georgia (Sh. Khantadze, G. Jamburia, N. Shoshiashvili)
discovered stone with following inscription in Tmogvi castle: “with encour-

agement and strenght of St. May in 38 (which means 1350) |, bibliophile of
King of Kings Daviti, son of Murvan Kitxa,built a fence to castle in Tmogvi.”
In inscription, it has to be noted, that son of Murvan Kitxa is mentioned

as bibliophile of King Davit (1346 - 1360), who built a fence to a castle in
Tmogvi, which had been collapsed because of an earthquake.
Accroding to “Khelmtsiphis Karis Garigeba”, where there is more information

about bibliophiles, there were just 26 bibliophiles who worked for Kings. One
of them was called bibliophile of bed, another one was called as jewelcase
bibliophile, there is no information about names of other bibliophiles. Ac-
croding to Iv. Javakhishvili, the highest of Bibliophiles was bibliophile of bed,
no one had right to attent board of viziers, he was assistant of head of biblio-
phile Tschkondideli, and was administration activity of Churches and Monas-
tery and held very special place in governing political life of the country.

For information:

From the incriptio discovered on Tmogvi castle, it becomes obvious that
inbetween public officials there was bibliophile of bed in Georiga in XIV,
who was monk of Vardzia son of Murvak Kitxa, who was close to King and
trusted by him. Generally, Feudals of Samtskhe —Saatabago, from Atabagi,

after splitting this region from Georgia in 1266, usually held public positions
(Metchurchletukhucesi (head of economy), Mandaturtukhutsesi (minister
at court in old Georgia), Saxltukhutsesi, Molaretukhutsesi and etc.)

There was feudal disagreement between feudals of Tmogvi and another big
ancestral of south western Georgia _ sovereigns of Samtskhe, Jakeli. In this
battleTmogveliancestral and Mkhargrdzeliancestral lost and left Tmogvi in




XIV, they moved to Kakheti and ShidaKartli. In Kakheti they conquered Ujar-
ma, and in western part of ShidaKartli _ Nikozi and the were called Tmog-
veliancestral and Ujarmeliancestral at first, but next their names changed
into Tmogvel-Ujarmel_Pavlenishviliancestral. Here they chose as a main
church church of Nikozi.

In 1191 Castle of Tmogvi was given to one branch of Mkhargrdzeliances-

tral, who were called as Tmogveliancestral hereafter. In 1204 — 1234 Tmog-
veliancestral received VanisKvabebi Monastery. Eristavi of Eristavs, son of
Sargisi of Mkhargrdzeliancestral and Tmogveliancestral, wroteTibikoni for
Vani Monastery “ Providence of VahaniKvabi”, which included rules and
government of Monastery.

In the first half of the XIV after leaving Tmogvi by Tmogveliancestral the
owner of the Vani Kvabebi became sons of feudal ancestral of Ghariba,
which became obvious from the c of the” Providence of VahaniKvabi”. In
one of the inscriptions of 1292, Son of MurvanGhariba says on the Vani Kv-
abi Monastery: “I ruled VanisKvabeb, which was my place, and place of my
deceased and prayers” In another inscription without exact date Gahribadze
ancestral say:“ Monastery is our oratory, heirdom and cemetery”. Accord-
ingtotheseinscriptions, Monastery of VanisKvabebi is ancestralownership of
sons of Ghariba and oratory.

In uneral repast (feast) banquets of Vanis Kvabi Murvan son of Ghariba
(1393), Ghariba _ Arslani son of Murvani and Murvan son of Ghariba are
mentioned. This ancestral owned monastery of Vani Kvabebi, which gives
us reason to think that, Tmogvi was in ownership too. The name of son of
Murvan Kitxa is the same as the ancestral name of the Vahani Monastery.

Conclusion:

According to Tmogvi castle inscriptions and Vahani Monastery Tibicon
notes, owners of the Tmogiv an Vanis Kvaebebi are : Son of Murvan Kitxa
(1350), Ghariba son of Murvan, Murvan son of Ghariba (1393), Ghariba

Arslan son of Murvan (1393) Murvan son of Ghariba.

Davit Tushabramishvili

Davit Tushabramishvili dedicated
about 100 works to the researches of
the stone age Georgia (including on
Germna, French and English lanugages) and monography “palaeolithic
remains of saltpeter rock”. He was one of the scientists, who succes-
fully continued the work started by fonder of Georgian Archaeology
Academis Giorgi Nioradze and made new stage in development of ar-
chaeological science.

DaviT Tushabramishvili was the head of Archaeological Department
of National Museum of Archaeology of Georgia, Proffessor of Thilisi
State University and head of department of archaeology of the re-
seatch center of History, Archaeology and Ethnography Institute of Thi-
lisi State Univesity,member of commission of research of earth qua-
ternary period of Georgian Scinetific Academy, Speleologic Society
Presidium and Scientific board.

On 1957 he estabilished expedition of Rioni and Kvirila pools and start-
ed research works in Tschiatura — Sachkhere Municipality. Expedition
(D. Tushambarashvili was the head of it from 1979) found more than
70 Palaeolithic and Neolithic monuments (including up to 15 stratified
monuments) in Tschiatura — Sachkhere Region. The most important
of them was: Jrutschula Cavern, Ortvala rock, Kotia Rock, DzuDzua-
na Cavern, Samele Rock, Sareke grotto, Darkveti grotto, Samgle Rock,
Shvalieti Cavern, Samertskhle rock, Togon Rock, dwellings of Katskhi,
Tschilovani, Sarbebi, Kazhnari, Jokoeti and other open dwellings. These

monuments are of various palaeolithic period. Jrutschuula cavern, Or-

tvala rock, Dzudzuana Cavern, Kotia Rocj, as well as, Shvalieti cavern

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and Tsutskhvati (Municipality of Tkibuli. Cavernic complex (for archae-
logic materials, as well as for stratigraphy ) and others are monuments
of international importance.

D. Tushabramishvili first fount remains of Neanderthal on the terri-
tory of Georgia, teeth of it (Jrutschuula cavern, Ortvala rock, Bronze
Cavern). He gave the artifacts found during works of expedition Stone
Age Fund of National Museum of Georgia, which was also founded by
him in 70s. the most part of the archaeological materials are classi-
fied and described by Davit Tushabramishvili. The scentist periodically
published all of the results of his researches in sciendific magazines
(in different languages), even in editions of foreign highly popular edi-
tions of 70s of XX century many of these monnuments are mentioned.
International projects are stil being held using materials studied and
discovered by Davit Tushabramishvili. This amount and importance of
the dicovered stones, as well ass, information gethered, made Nation-
al Museum of Georgia one of the main centers for the studies of stone
age paleolithic era.

At this moment, magazine ONLINE ARCHAEOLOGY suggests the parts
of Davit Tushabramishvilis Diary, where he discriebs palaeolithic ex-
pedition works on Kvirila river in 1959 -1984. Diaraies describe the
hardnesses, which existed beacause of hard working and natural con-
ditions, and which were the issue during stone age studying process.
Materials found are especially important and interesting for special-
ists of stone age, because, studies of the artifacts and monuments is
still actual issue in archaeology. They will be able to read the actual
thoughts of the scientist, very detailed description of each sample dis-
covered by him, indicating the very square, depth and etc. where the
artifact was discovered.
