‘The Killers’ and Black
Sea Arena Issue
Apologies Amid The
Concert Controversy

n August 15%, during the

US band The Killers’ sta-
dium concert at the Black Sea
Arena, a wave of controversy
unfolded as a Russian drummer
was brought to the stage by the
band, leading many attendees to
exit the event. The lead singer’s
plea for Georgians to forge a
sense of ‘brotherhood and sister-
hood’ with Russians, despite on-
going issues such as Russia’s oc-
cupation of 20 percent of the
country and war crimes in
Ukraine, stirred strong reactions
among the audience.

Upon the revelation that the
participant was Russian, the
audience openly voiced their dis-
content. The mentioning of
‘brotherhood’ triggered opposition

and uproar from the crowd, yet
the band persisted with their
performance.

“We acknowledge our part in
this matter and offer our heart-
felt apologies,” reads the state-
ment from the Black Sea Arena
in response to the incident.

As detailed in the statement,
the artist’s performance on stage
does not reflect the stance of the
Black Sea Arena.

“We understand the senti-
ments of our guests. The artist’s
appearance on stage does not
represent the official position of
the Black Sea Arena. We accept
our share of responsibility, ex-
tend our sincere apologies, and
present you the artist’s state-
ment concerning the incident.
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It’s important to underline that
Russia is the occupying force,”
the statement emphasized.

The band itselfissued an apol-
ogy to the public for the incident
through a statement, clarifying
that their aim was not to ‘upset’
anyone.

We did not mean
to upset anyone and we apolo-
gize.

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Mikheil Sarjveladze
Condemns NATO’s
Stian Jenssen
Statement as
‘Unacceptable’

Mikheil Sarjveladze, a Chair-
man of the Human Rights Com-
mittee, emphasized that the con-
cept of territorial integrity for
both Georgia and Ukraine is an
irreplaceable idea. He shared
this perspective while comment-
ing on the statement from the

NATO Official Stian Jenssen,
who suggested that Ukraine
might potentially join the alli-
ance in exchange for giving up
the territory to Russia.

Sarjveladze underlined that
the unanimous consensus is that
neither Georgia nor Ukraine
will tolerate the occupation of
their territories, regardless of
the circumstances.

“That’s why, when seeking
solutions, it’s universally under-
stood that Georgia, for instance,
will never entertain any notion
of compromising its territorial
integrity. The same sentiment
likely applies to Ukraine and its
populace. Hence, anyone discuss-
ing the Euro-Atlantic integra-
tion of either Georgia or Ukraine
must consider this standpoint.
However, formulating proposals
that imply a compromise in
search of a resolution is un-
equivocally unacceptable,”
Sarjveladze stated.

The Insider Alleges
Poisoning of Journalists
Who Left Russia in
Various Countries,
Including Georgia

Independent online newspaper
The Insider has recently reported
on alleged poisoning incidents
targeting journalists and activ-

ists who have left Russia. The
detailed investigative material
suggests that these poisonings
occurred in multiple European
countries, including Georgia.

The individuals affected by
these alleged poisonings include
Elena Kostyuchenko from
‘Novaya gazeta’ and ‘Meduza’,
Irina Babloyan from ‘Echo of
Moscow’ and Natalya Arno, the
head of ‘Free Russia’

The Insider engaged various
experts in its discussions, rang-
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ing from chemical weapons spe-
cialists to numerous doctors from
diverse fields.

According to the publication,
in October of last year, journal-
ist Elena Kostyuchenko, associ-
ated with both Novaya Gazeta
and Meduza, fell victim to poi-
soning while in Munich. Just a
week later, Irina Babloyan from
Echo of Moscow visited Thilisi,
where she began to experience
suspicious symptoms during her
stay in Georgia.
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Irina Babloyan’s visit to
Thilisi occurred in the middle of
October where she stayed at the
King Tamar hotel. On the
evening of October 25, she
started feeling unwell, waking
up the following morning with
dizziness and severe weakness.

The allegations of these poi-
sonings have raised concerns
and drawn attention to the
safety of journalists and activ-
ists who have chosen to leave
Russia.

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he European Union has, so
far, sent 214 buses to
Ukraine to safely transport
Ukrainian children to schools.
Donations in the form of buses
were made by eleven EU mem-
ber states: France, Estonia,
Spain, Sweden, Finland, Ger-
many, Poland, Slovenia, Luxem-
bourg, Austria, and the Czech
Republic.
“We are also donating Euro 14
million to the procurement of
school buses — 65 buses are on
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EU procures 214 buses to safely

the way, with more to come,” says
a press release by the European
Commission’s Directorate-Gen-
eral for EU Neighbourhood and
Enlargement. “Safe access to
education will give Ukrainian
children a better future, develop
their full potential and restore a
sense of normality and safety.”
In November 2022, the EU
launched a solidarity campaign
to bring more buses to Ukraine.
The European Commission
called on public and private en-
tities in the EU and beyond to

transport Ukrainian children to school

join forces and show solidarity
by donating buses that are es-
sential to bringing Ukrainian
children safely back to their
schools.

Potential donors can still do
that through the EU Civil Pro-
tection Mechanism (UCPM),
which has been critical in chan-
nelling urgent support to
Ukraine, including food, shelter,
hospital equipment, ambu-
lances, fire trucks, and much
more.
