Dear Consuls, Ladies and Gentlemen,

It’s a great honor for me to address you, distinguish
consuls in this audience, in the country from where the great
civilization starts.

Let me emphasize and highlight once more the great
importance of the initiative of establishing the permanent
committee on children’s issues, which will coordinate the work
of consuls all over the world and thus render them the required
assistance.

The 21* century has begun with unprecedented tragic
disasters: the United States, Afghanistan, Israel, the Balkans
and the Caucasus - actually it’s impossible to list all the hot
spots currently existing in the world.

Adults are fighting there, children hopefully are not for
the time being involved. But they will grow up, they will become
adults and actually it is impossible to predict their behavior
when as adults.

As a consulting expert of the Association of Honorary
Consuls of Georgia, as a Director responsible for the issues
connected with children at the M. Asatiani Research Institute
of Psychiatry under the Labor, Health and Social Security
Ministry of Georgia, at last as a President of the Georgian
Intemnational Psychical Care Association of Children and Young
Generation I would like to assure you with full confidence that
this idea of founding a committee on children will consolidate
and thus coordinate the two extremely essential problems of

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the 21* century - on one hand it will preserve the cultural
originality and ethnic traditions of children of each nation and
on the other hand it will implement the feelings of brotherhood,
mutual trust and love in each child and thus it will avert the
possibility to grow as enemies.

I do not mean love to God as each child is brought up
in his native religion. What I mean is the God of love, the God
that has a great worth for all the nations, races and religions.
Even a hungry child who has enjoyed the Disney Land will
never bomb this oasis of his childhood recollections. A child
who has walked on Unter der Linden Avenue in Berlin will
never lift his hand against the friend whom he came to meet in
his childhood.

The coordinated work of the honorary consuls of various
countries will allow the volunteer missionaries to accomplish
successfully the following tasks:

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Terrorism: A Mode of Thinking

The question of united fight against terrorism was raised
at the World Assembly of Consuls in Mexico at the end of 2001.

We did not aim at proposing any power or administrative-
enforcement recommendations. The question was how to
smooth the immense disproportions of contradiction existing
at present between separate spheres of world civilization
(culture, way of life, customs, education, world outlook,
scientific-technical achievements, etc). We believe, these
contradictions constitute an important source of the rise of
terrorism.

Terrorism is not only an action ending in an act of
violence. It is primarily a mode of thinking leading to an activity
of antisocial character.

The formation of views, convictions and personality
positions begins in childhood.

This period must not be allowed to slip by unattended.

We shall venture to slightly alter the words of the great
American writer Ernest Hemingway: For whom does the bell
of terrorism toll? It tolls for our children”

Literary data on the discussion of problems connected
with the emergence of separate terroristically-minded persons,
their subsequent association into small uncoordinated groups
that are capable of subsequently forming into large-scale
terrorist organizations, are largely of fragmentary nature,
limiting themselves in the main to stating the terrorist act itself
or the historical background of formation of terrorist
organizations.

Unfortunately most of the specialists working in this field
fail to give due attention to the following major point: each
form of antisocial behaviour, or each type of antisocial terrorist
activity, has its “critical” periods of ongin, definite rates of
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development and periods of formation, as well as periods of
restructuring and complication. The foregoing constitutes in
sum the basic factor of “development of terrorist activity”

In order to understand the causes of the origin and
development of terrorism and the current drastic increase in
the number of terrorist acts one needs a multi-plane systems
approach, with application of socio-psychological and socio-
personality criteria of assessment of forms of individual and
group (mass) aggressive antisocial behaviour.

Only an integrated analysis permits identification of
separate, clearly defined causes and stages of development of
terrorist activity, determination of the anomalously aggressive
form of personal response, the character of dependence between
the actual social situation and its aggressively-emotional
assessment.

In this aspect the following social-psychological
preconditions should be taken into account: need, motivation,
goal, intentions and set. A definite combination of these
preconditions leads to a wrong or inadequate carrying out of
one or another behavioural act, on the one hand, and to an
anomalous satisfaction (mental gratification) of the actor or a
group of actors, on the other. The final stage of any action is
that of removal of implemented needs.

Against the background of a concrete social situation,
moral, volitional, emotional and intellectual character traits and
interests, as well as actions corresponding to them, may be
manifested under definite circumstances in a perverted cycle in
the form of affective reactions — right up to terrorist acts.

This is facilitated by social isolation, loss of affiliative
links, lowering of social adjustment, and so on, as well as by
the environment — the vector of its social orientation. As a result
of this— more precisely, as a result of an anomalous combination
of the old level of need with the actual new situation—in certain
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cases there emerges an additional behavioural set, the thrust of
the latter determining the seeming expediency of actions. Moral,
spiritual, material and social culture is invariably adopted at
the volitional level of behaviour.

Thus, a sum of many factors forms the basis of the
emergence of terrorist acts and development of anomalous
personality response.
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Formation of the Terrorist’s Personality

Notwithstanding the fact that terrorist acts are
exceptionally diverse both in terms of their social danger and
psychological, social and juridical aspects, they nevertheless
have common features, lying in the origin, causes and historical
basis of the development of terrorism. This enables one to define
and analyze the specific causes and conditions of terrorism.

Asis known, legal norms establish men’s social interests,
reflecting their economic, political and other needs. Hence the
social nature of any terrorist acts is primarily manifested in
their consequences — in the loss these acts inflict upon the
interests of society. This loss cannot be viewed only as economic
damage caused to a concrete group of persons or to a single
person. They inflict an enormous moral loss on society as a
whole.

A terrorist act is engendered by a set of objective and
subjective conditions that are in an intricate interaction. In
various countries, under different specific historical conditions,
the content and interaction of these conditions vary.

In studying the mechanisms of behaviour special attention
is given to questions of subjective nature — primarily to interests,
needs, motives, objectives and aspirations. This is due to the
fact that objective social processes are manifested only through
man’s consciousness and behaviour.

Entering into interrelationship with his milieu, man adopts
norms of behaviour, moral, legal concepts and ideas, as well as
social and cultural values. As a result new needs, interests and
aspirations emerge.

The biological and social process of the formation of
personality facilitates his maximum adjustment to the micro
and macro environments. This generally implies not passive
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dependence on the environment but its active mastery and use
of one’s capacities for the benefit of personality and society.

Notwithstanding the considerable internal discrepancy in
the ways of formation of personality, in the case of positive
development, any elements of discoordination and contradiction
between personality and environment (being linked to the human
being’s independence or autonomy) gradually diminish and
disappear, ultimately assuming a form that does not prevent
man’s full-blooded activity, i.e. his inter-relationship with
society.

In the case of a negative formation of personality,
contradictions arise between the characteristics of personality
and the demands of the environment. In the first place
contradictions refer to such categories as need and interests,
norms of morality, notions of social relations, and so on. As a
result of this the accepted stereotypes of behavidur are breached.

The principal source of the moral shaping of personality
is the person himself, the minor social groups to which he
belongs, as well as the political, cultural, ideological and
educational impact of the mass media or other public channels.
There is not a single aspect of the life of human community
that can be neutral to personality formation.

In the case of an unfavorable formation of personality
the moral values, legal notions, the system of needs and basic
interests are exposed to the accepted social norms, ideas and
values. As a result the personality acquires an antisocial
orientation.

The fact is also important that personality is formed not
only under the action of society as a whole but in small social
groups as well in which the person happens to be. In terms of
social consciousness, behaviour, system of values, views and
traditions small social groups occupy an intermediate position
between the individual and society, forming as it were a

transitional link between them. As is known, social contradic-
tions, peculiar to society, are frequently realized through small
groups. Demographic changes also affect small groups, being
not only of personal but of social character as well.

The relative independence of small social groups leads
to the gradual formation in them of their own norms of
behaviour and the establishment of their own values that often
do not conform to the norms and values accepted by society
and sanctioned by the state.

On the one hand, the cause of terrorist acts should be
considered at the level of integral society, and on the other, it
should be borne in mind that this cause might be a vestige of
individualistic psychology developed against the background
of disproportion and contradiction between various social
formations. Thus, terrorist acts are in the first place the result
of deformation of some links of an individual process of
motivation and decision-making (needs, interests, goals, means
of attaining them an so on).An inadequate relationship and
interaction between the external factors of objective reality and
the internal psychological processes determining the decision
to commit a crime and controlling and directing its execution
constitute the psychological basis of a terrorist act.

Therefore, in assessing the individual causes of a terrorist
act, in many cases it is preferable to use a broader concept of
criminal behaviour, in addition to the criminal legal concept of
crime.

Criminal behaviour is a peculiar process unfolding both
in space and in time. It involves not only actions altering the
outer environment but also psychological phenomena and
processes preceding these actions, determining the genesis of
the illegal act.

The mechanism of a terrorist act is mainly comprised of
the following three principal parts: motivation, planning the
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criminal act and its execution, entailing socially hazardous
consequences.

Most important from the psychopathological viewpoint
is the first link, involving the terrorist’s demands, his plans and
interests. Interacting with the system of value orientations, this
link engenders the motive of terrorist activity. Hence the process
of the formation of the terrorist’s personality should not be the
subject of study only of jurisprudence, law or criminology. It
should be studied also by specialists working in the field of
pathopsychology, pathosociology and other sciences of human
personality.

The process of a terrorist act involves various emotional
degrees reflecting the will, consciousness and emotions directed
at the attainment of antisocial objectives, the content of the
latter being opposed to the laws adopted in modern society.
Initially interests of questionable moral orientation develop.
Subsequently they lead to the emergence of obviously antisocial
desires which - following psychological fixation — are
implemented in the form of a criminal act.

Thus, a multi-plane analysis of the specificities of terrorist
behaviour should be carried out along the following lines.

From the psychological point of view the personal
characteristics of the terrorist should be unfolded, as well as
those sides of the external social milieu that give rise to the
cause and conditions contributing to the commitment of a
terrorist act.

From the practical point of view measures have to be
developed that are capable of averting the crime and altering
the trend of the terrorist’s personality. It should be remembered
that antisocial behaviour takes shape on the basis of a gradual
development of contradictions and conflicts at different links
of the psychological process.
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Contradictions in the system of morality, legal and other
social values may become manifest in general developments.
They may prove characteristic of a single person or extend to
definite strata of society (groups of persons). They are facilitated
by bad traditions and habits, survivals of local customs, and so
on. In each individual case socio-psychological contradictions
arise between habits and traditions, on the one hand, and the
moral norms of civilization, on the other.

One should not be oblivious of the permanently existing,
exceptionally important contradiction between personality and
concrete reality, including that between the imagined and the
real. An anomalous, hypertrophied form of the above-said is
seen clearly in terrorist acts in which divorce from objective
demands of life come to the fore.

An analysis of the psychological mechanisms underlying
terrorist acts provides a real opportunity to avert tragic
occurrences.

Any terrorist act usually begins not with severe conflicts
and contradictions but as a result of insignificant differences in
the sphere of positions, norms of behaviour, needs capacities,
etc. In many cases there exists a possibility to identify, reduce
and remove these differences in time. If this is not feasible, at
least the development of these differences or their turning into
acute unresolvable contradictions that lead to criminal terrorist
action may be prevented.

Phenomena of the environment are usually assessed on
the basis of the following personality factors: need, interests,
value orientations, social sets, as well as other elements of the
person’s psychological structure.

Motivation remains one of the key problems in the socio-
psychological characterization of personality activity. In the
aspect of the study of the psychological causes of terrorism the
concept of motivation would seem to have the following sense:
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in the first place this concept may be used to denote the process
of the formation and emergence of the motive of the terrorist
act, and on the other hand, to determine the totality of drives
(need, interests, habits, etc) that form the basis of the terrorist
act.

Such an approach enables, in my view, the identification
of the social determinateness of motivation and its role in the
mechanism of terrorist behaviour.

In the mechanism of a terrorist act the process of
motivation simultaneously performs reflective and promotive-
regulating functions. The psychologically activating role of
motivation is well known. Its presence and social orientation
are a sine qua non for the psychological preparation for terrorist
action or abstaining from it. The motive stimulates the volitional
energy in complex types of mental activity (thinking, search,
creative, etc).

The reflective function plays an important role in the
person’s value orientation, his social need and in the
transformation of outer determinants into an immediate motive.

A volitional decision is a soctal act of behaviour. Such a
decision differs from reflectory, impulsive and instinctive actions
by its content and structure. Any volitional act has its semantic
content that determines the object and motive of action. The
carrying out of a volitional act is preceded by an inner process
of motivation. At the same time, an urge, before it is
implemented in action, is perceived as a motive for action, while
carrying out a volitional act is regulated in conformity with the
objective.

Thus, a terrorist act should be considered in the aspect
of a volitional decision with motivational mechanisms, while
terrorist activity is a sum of complex volitional acts. It is formed
of a number of actions or episodes.
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The objective is the psychological form of implementation
of amotive. It is animportant and coveted result towards which
the terrorist strives during the criminal action. It is also an inner
model of the desired outcome.

The image of the objective performs the following
functions: the function of previsioning and that of bearer of the
programme of action. The image of the objective regulates the
terrorist’s behaviour on the basis of juxtaposing the objective
with the arriving information. A subjective image of an objective
is present in any volitional behavioural act. Turning the
subjective goal into an attained result is to turn elements of
consciousness into objective reality. Therefore psychologically
the motive of terrorist behaviour and the object of a terrorist
behaviour are independent concepts.

A motive leads to setting a goal, yet it (the motive) is not
a goal independently. It merely lies ahead of the behavioural
act. Depending on the size of the aim set, the effect attained
may fully correspond to the expected results. In case of
intervention of separate forces and circumstances, independent
of the terrorist’s will, the outcome may not coincide with the
goal set. Thus, the goal will not be realized to the end and the
result will not correspond to the goal set.

Unraveling the motive of criminal behaviour is the subject
of study of many specialists working in the field of social
pathopsychology. Diverse psychological conceptions and
theories are advanced, schools are created, in which the motive
of a crime is defined variously. The majority of specialists
support the concept of the significance of the act capable of
satisfying the person’s need. Each person possesses a wide range
of motives, this determining the multifacetedness and diversity
of one’s motivation of action. In a concrete situation the person
gives preference to a definite motive, this latter becoming the
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leading one in his behaviour. The leading motive puts aside or
subordinates to itself the other desires.

The concept of need holds an important place in the
motivation of a terrorist act. Need is a socio-psychological
category. It takes shape in the process of the socialization of a
person — in course of his life activity. Social factors determine
the character of interaction of the person with his environment,
his place, status and role in the system of social relations. These
factors determine also the direction of each concrete need and
the real opportunities of satisfying them. The social conditions
form a system of needs, which finds an outlet through concrete
forms of life activity.

The needs of a modern person are highly varied.
Proceeding from the biosocial nature of man, need may exist in
the following forms: socialized need and social need. Both these
forms emerge and are satisfied in the process of life activity.

A complex analysis of the significance of both forms of
need in the process of motivation of a terrorist act will allow to
unravel its structure and content, to identify the social primary
causes and to explain the mechanisms of the formation of the
motive of terrorist activity. As a rule, an anomalous need
engenders criminal behaviour — not directly but through a
number of intermediate links, the latter involving criminal
interests, views, convictions and set.

The personality’s moral set emerges as one of the
important motives of terrorist actions. Being part of social set,
it is also an element of the emotional sphere.

Thus, it may be safely assumed that terrorist behaviour
is essentially caused not by isolated motives but by the socio-
psychological quality of the terrorist’s personality as a whole,
by his world view. Value orientations are closely connected
with the person’s outlook, i.e. with the system of his views and
convictions. Man’s world outlook may determine his basic
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orientation and may subordinate all other types of drives. The
motive not only reflects the external and internal causes of the
terrorist’s aspiration but it has regulating value as well. The
preperatory stage of a criminal action usually involves awareness
of the motive, struggle of motives and decision=making.
Stimulation of volitional activity takes place.

From the psychological point of view, a simplified notion
of the motivation mechanism as being a single-moment
manifestation of a psychological act is impermissible.
Psychological, sociological and pathopsychological studies
show that any human behaviour is polymorphous. It is usually
engendered not by a single but many motives, under the
domination of a group of mutually complementary and mutually
strengthening drives. Hence, any motivation should be viewed
as a system of motives leading to a single act.

Involved in a conflict of motives are personality factors,
characterological and intellectual peculiarities, psycho-social
emotions experienced at the given moment, the impact of the
concrete situation, and so on. With each person this conflict
proceeds with a varying degree, rate and acuteness of
involvement of its elements. In the course of motivation there
may occur phenomena of resistance and ousting of one motive
by another or, on the contrary, support and strengthening of
the leading motive by an attending factor. From the
psychological viewpoint, subordination of one motive to
another, as well as the possible change of its content are
commonly distinguished.

Thus, the function of a motive at the stage of preparation
and at the stage of execution of a terrorist act is not the same.
At the former stage it takes a decision and engenders the will,
and at the stage of execution of the terrorist act it determines
the content of the will already formed, being its semantic side.
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Motivation of terrorist activity may be reduced to the
level of “motivation of achievements” The objective becomes
autonomous, as it were, - independent of the ultimate goal.
The formation of the final goal takes place simultaneously in
two directions: the concept of the end result of the action and
the concept of the cycle of actions leading to the attainment of
the end result.

Thus, the psychopathological foundation of a terrorist
act differ considerably in structure and inner content from the
psychopathological bases of terrorist activity.

It is impossible to understand correctly and to analyze
the psychological mechanisms of a terrorist act without
considering the concrete situation. In this aspect one should
differentiate the object of the happening and its subjective
significance, connected with the view, experience, tendency
and character of the terrorist’s personality.

The objective content and the subjective significance
of the terrorist act are different concepts. Man’s behaviour in
any complex, extreme situation depends on his moral qualities,
convictions, inclinations, social sets and public opinion. From
the Psychopathological point of view, there exists a concrete
combination of circumstances that are capable of actually
influencing the terrorist’s behaviour. A concrete situation exists
only in concrete space and concrete time. It may embrace a
large area and persist for a long time or may be limited to a
small space and end momentarily. The spatial-temporal scales
of a concrete terrorist act depend on its character and content,
as well as on a conscious evaluation and choice of its alternative
option.

This allows to predict with a definite degree of validity
the possible occurrence of a catastrophe and to propose ways
for taking preventive measures.



Assessment of the situation is linked to the trend of the
views, interests and propensities of the terrorist himself. Hence
it is customary to differentiate motivationally indifferent and
motivationally important situations. A motivationally important
situation is the cause for committing a terrorist act. In the case
of a motivationally indifferent situation the character of its
elements does not affect the terrorist’s activity.

Conflict situations often arise in solving moral or legal
issues; however they do not invariably entail illegal behaviour.
The forms of conflicts are very diverse. However, common
criteria also exist. Common to all conflicts is the question as to
the price at which the desired result can be reached. This
question may be considered in the aspect of moral ideals, ethic
position, the trend of views and orientation of the person. Any
terrorist act is always the product of'its perpetrator’s inadequate
concept of the real situation.

Problems of the determinateness of behavior, free will
and responsibility, external factors and internal processes are
of major importance in throwing light on the causes of terrorism.

A moral choice is always made on the basis of an
individual decision. In the situation of choice personal decision
and objective circumstances are interrelated, for they form
elements of a single system of objective and subjective factors.
A moral choice is made by a social subject. In this process
social relations become individual, the person building himself
up. He assumes personality characteristics conformably to the
accumulated individual experience, cultural traditions, personal
inclinations and aims he has set himself. In this aspect of
exceptional importance is the capacity to correctly assess the
extemnal influence, correctly juxtapose one’s views, actions and
attitudes with the moral criteria accepted in society and to work
out a definite line of behaviour accordingly.
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Man’s capacity to preserve his moral stand in various
extreme situations and to overcome external and internal
difficulties constitutes the basis of his moral stability. Forming
such stability should be the most important task of prevention
of antisocial terrorist activity.

To understand the logic of the terrorist’s behaviour the
specificities and character of his spiritual world should be
determined in the following time dimensions: past, present and
future. The formation of one’s subjective world is a dynamic
process, moving from the past through the present to the future.
In the course of interaction with the environment some
components of the spiritual world appear, while others alter or
vanish completely.

Each component of personality structure plays its own
part in the regulation of man’s behaviour. Need, interests and
feelings constitute the immediate motive of behaviour.
Emotions, wishes, ideals, objectives, plans and dreams orient
one to the future. Knowledge capacities, skill and habits
constitute means of implementing one’s aim. Perception of
social developments in a definite direction and from definite
positions, orientation to these or those social values form a
persons, social set. This personality structure constitutes the
central axis of consciousness around which one’s thoughts and
feelings revolve. All vital questions are resolved from this point
of view.

Thus, the antisocial, terrorist set of personality may be
characterized as his readiness to act conformably to his own
views, needs and interests, against the interests of society.

Such an anomalous set is formed as a result of a negative
social experience, antisocial views and bad influences of
individual persons or groups of antisocial trends.

In any case, the inclinations of the person should also
be taken into account. A tendency to act in an antisocial,
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negative way is occasionally inherent in the very perception
and assessment of the situation. The degree of an antisocial set
corresponds to the level of the social danger of a terrorist act.

The concept of social set is closely connected with the
broader concept of social orientation. Social orientation is
commonly taken to mean the vector of man’s social behaviour.
Social set serves only as the basis for the choice of this vector.

The important role of the following psychological
factors in the mechanism of individual terrorist behaviour should
be pointed out. This refers to the psychological frame of
personality, which is generally viewed as an integral concept
reflecting the most general peculiarities of the dynamic
personality structure. The degree of mobility of an individual
psychological frame of mind is inversely proportional to the
degree of stability of the person’s sets acquired in the course of
life experience or upbringing.

In each concrete case, the decision on committing a
terrorist act is only a special variety of an individual social
solution. Like all other decisions of social character, it
constitutes an intellectual-volitional act, the completing stage
of anomalous human activity. The wish to commit a terrorist
act is based on an essentially erroneous model of behaviour,
reflecting the antisocial orientation of the terrorist.

The mechanism of any antisocial terrorist behaviour
cannot be correctly unraveled without consideration of the
social developments and processes occurring at present in
society.

Three layers are generally distinguished: actual, constant
and situational. The role of each in the commitment of a terrorist
act differs.

When a discrepancy or a dissonance arises between
these layers, a specific psychological process may come into
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. indivi es,
Play, leading to embitterment of personality. In individual cas

. iminal
an anomalous development of this process leads to crim
terrorist activity.
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The Shaping of Terrorist Activity

On the one hand, terrorism is a product of social life,
and on the other, it has an impact on the life of society. Using
social, political, etc conditions favouring the commitment of a
terrorist act, terrorism purposefully adapts the environment for
commitment of the crime. Hence the problem of terrorism
should be studied not only by jurists, specialists in criminal
law, criminalistics, etc but in coordination with sociologists,
psychopathologists, pathopsychologists and psychiatrists.

The psycho-social aspects of terrorist activity show that
there can be no organized terrorist activity without a relevant
organization of subjects, interrelationship between persons,
without their association under a common programme of
terrorist character.

A group is an association of people of limited size. It
stands out of the social whole on the basis of the following
concrete features: character of activity, social or class affiliation,
and so on. It is not an association acting spontaneously but one
with its own norms and laws of behaviour, which regulate the
activity of its structural units. These units are united under
common goals and tasks.

A terrorist organization should be taken to mean a
concrete group of people united under a common antisocial
programme, common antisocial objective or task. Its
characteristic feature is not only premeditated criminal
behaviour, planned in advance, but a conspiracy on criminal
activity of permanent nature.

Psychologically, the existence of several levels of
terrorist activity may be conceived. The lowest is that in which
- not with standing the fact that crimes are perpetrated by
organized, closely-knit groups — the structure is not
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sophisticated and the hierarchy not intricate. Thus, the functions
of the organizer and the executor are not clearly defined.

The highest level of organized terrorist activity is
apparently based on a clear-cut organization of the criminal
environment, with consolidation of its leaders. This qualitative
distinction is very important from the psychopathological point
of view. It is embedded in the peculiarities of the development
and support of the broad-scale criminal activity, i.e. wide-range
organized terrorist activity.

Analysis of the mechanism of the emergence of
terrorism, as well as of the social circumstances that contributed
to its development is of major importance for understanding
and unraveling its psycho-social aspects. This refers to the
specificities of subcultures of modern civilization. To solve this
problem, the common features and regularities of the
development of terrorism should be singled out, on the one
hand, and the specific ways of its formation determined, on the
other.

In my view, terrorist crime is of international character
not from the standpoint of its wide international links or social
interethnic relations but on the basis of its recognition as the
highest form of crime against the entire society - against
civilization. As is known, circumstances way arise in any
concrete social situation that will create an opportunity for the
birth of terrorist crime.

Modem social culture is made up of clearly outlined
areas interacting with one another (subsystems). Each area
meets concrete social needs, socio-legal culture being one such
area. The latter area involves the following most important
components: system of social norms, expressing the state
structure, system of social relations regulated by law and
legislation, system of socio-spiritual reflection of reality, and,
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finally, system of practical activity of people toward
implementing and applying social norms and rights.

The history of socio-legal norms and an analysis of
modern socio-moral relations confirm the determining influence
of the level of civilization, culture and scientific-technical
progress on all components of the life of society.

The interaction of the culture of law with other areas
of social culture usually occurs on the basis of mutual
complementarity of the political, economic and moral spheres.
In each concrete period of time the socio-legal peculiarities of
society may be assessed only with account of socio-cultural
influences and traditions. Therefore, the emergence and
development of organized terrorist crime should be examined
and assessed only in the following aspect.

Socio-legal sentiments and experiences do not take
shape by themselves but develop on the basis of convictions,
evaluative relations, sets and other formations that emerge as a
result of a complex interaction of intellectual, emotional and
volitional components of human personality.

The integral-normative system of social relations serves
as the inner mechanism of controlling human behaviour. At the
same time, the norms of behaviour adopted by society cannot
be ensured only by ethical understanding of moral, without the
participation of social-legal consciousness.

The correlation of the following cognitive elements
affects the qualitative side of social relations - the aggregate of
accepted norms of joint existence: belief, opinion, moral values,
intentions, etc. Cognitive dissonance is a negatively-stimulating
state. Lack of correspondence between the attitudes of various
persons to one and the same object (difference of com-
municative acts) should be resolved only in a peaceful way.
Congruence (correspondence) is best restored through
simultaneous change of the sign of relations between the
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conflicting sides. On this basis, positive changes occur not only
in man-to-man relations but to the object which they assess
differently. The degree of conflictual activity lowers, as well as
emotional tension, armed opposition levels off, social
adjustment increases, i.e. the capacity to actively adjust to the
changing conditions of the environment. The character of these
relations determines the orientation of man’s behaviour. The
aim and value orientations of the individual depend on these
relations. He chooses his way of reaching these aims on this
basis. A type of positive or negative influence on the social
environment takes shape. The process of adjustment constitutes
one of the basic socio-psychological mechanisms of a correct
socialization of a person. The level of adjustment depends on
how adequately a person perceives himself and his social
relations. A perverted or wrongly formed idea of oneself leads
to breakdown in social relations.

Socialization of a person occurs through mastery of
social experience. It takes place in contacts and activity, being
represented by a hierarchy of phenomena regulating social
behavior.

Thus, study of the regularities of the behaviour of men
brought together through the fact of antisocial behaviour,
questions of the forming of antisocial groups, as well as a
psychological characterization of these groups, constitute a
major task in unraveling the mechanism of terrorist activity.
The correlation of individual and social consciousness,
regularities of contact and interaction of men (the role of
contacts in the system of social and interpersonal relations),
and the spiritual structures of society are called upon to
strengthen man’s psychological stability, to build a positive
orientation of his behaviour in a changing situation. Social reality
is understanding the aggregate of social concepts. A correct
social concept removes the tension between the accustomed
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and the new content, adjusting the system of concepts already
formed.

Education is the beginning of socialization. Education
or transfer of social-historical experience aims at systematic
and purposeful action on man’s consciousness and behaviour.
Education forms definite sets, values, concepts and principles
necessary for man’s development and his further preparation
for social life. Terrorist groups or terrorist organizations, united
under antisocial concepts into an entity that qualitatively does
not conform to social norms and rules by its terrorist activity,
systematically act on social consciousness. At the same time,
they themselves lose sensitivity to outer processes and impacts:
they develop schematization, simplification of their range of
actions and of the assessment of their behaviour. Any terrorist
act is characterized by a clearly expressed affective colouring
and pronounced evaluative orientation. Education is invariably
prejudiced.

Development of personality is a process of gradual
entry into a new social milieu. In a relatively stable social
community, the first to begin is the phase of mastering the
effective values and behavioural norms. Then the means and
forms of activity are mastered, i.e. imitation of the members of
society (adjustment phase). The subsequent phase is
individualization, engendered by the contradiction between the
necessity of being like all others and the desire for maximum
independence. This phase is characterized by a search of means
and ways of displaying individuality. If mutual understanding
is not reached, negativism and aggression take shape.

Aggressive behaviour is not only the form of action of
a terrorist; it is in the first place a form of his thinking. The
character of the terrorist’s thought rests on the demonstration
of the superiority of force or on the use of force against persons
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on whom he strives to inflict material or physical damage. There
exist most diverse forms of manifestation of aggression.

On the socio-psychological plane the question of the
summation of aggressive behaviour acquires major importance.
As a result, interpersonal aggression turns into inter-group
aggression.

Individual or collective behaviour directed at inflicting
physical or psychological harm, or at destroying another person
or a group of persons is an act of aggression. The process of a
terrorist act is characterized by a purposefully-conscious
aggression, resorted to as the principal medium of establishing
terrorism.

Typical of any form of aggression, developing in mass
social manifestations (terrorism, racial and religious clashes,
etc) is induction, suggestion, and stereotypization of notions
of the image of an enemy that is being created.

Suggestion is changing by one person of another
person’s behaviour, his sets, intentions, notions and evaluations.
Persuasion, influence, and personal example form the
mechanism of targeted suggestion. Acting on man’s psychic
sphere, the process of suggestion lowers his/her consciousness
and critical attitude. Facts mastered by the technique of
suggestion subsequently acquire the character of obsession.
They subject themselves to understanding and correction with
difficulty, for they constitute an aggregate of suggested sets.
This is how the first steps of terrorist activity are taken.

Conviction is a special quality of personality,
determining the general trend of his entire activity and value
orientations. Conviction regulates man’s consciousness and
behaviour. At the same time, it expresses the person’s subjective
attitude to his own actions. This results in the formation of a
special motive of activity and personality set.
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Unlike conviction, fanaticism, inherent in terrorism,
represents unshakable self-confidence that rejects any
alternatives. Fanaticism is combined with intolerance of
differently-minded people, disregard of ethical norms that stand
in the way of attainment of the aim set to oneself.

The form of aggression is determined by the level of
socialization and the character of orientation to cultural and
social norms. The anomaly of the psychological processes of
empathy, identification and decentration, underlying the
subject’s capacity to co-experience, plays a major role in the
formation of an aggressive action.

In this aspect the acute problem is not biological but
social mutual understanding. This refers to such situations,
forms and types of behaviour in which the most fundamental
principles of human interrelations are polarized. This is
manifested in extreme situations - in the periods of conflicts or
global disasters.

Need is an indispensable condition of a human being; it
regulates one’s behaviour, determines the orientation of
thinking, feelings, will and acts. Need is determined by the
process of education in the wide sense of the word, i.e. by
access to the world of human culture — represented both by
objects (material culture) and functionally (spiritual culture).
The difference of these forms of culture and respectively of
material and spiritual needs determines the content of
subsequent actions of man.

1 am not guided by the concept of culture as a definite
index of education or good breeding of a person. In the present
case culture implies the totality of material and spiritual values,
created by men, as well as symbols and behavioural norms
accepted and recognized in a definite society and handed on to
the subsequent generation. In this sense culture involves an
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exceptionally wide understanding, with two basic spheres
identified: material and spiritual.

The culture of social law and social norms of behaviour
refers to the spiritual sphere. It involves law-consciousness,
on the one hand, and the correlation of this concept with other
phenomena of culture. Subcultures emerge on the basis of unity
and diversity. Definite communities of people are bearers of
subcultures, taking shape in the light of historical, economic,
age-related educational, mode of life, professional, and other
factors.

Relative predominance and special combination of
certain factors make for the common and distinctive features
of culture.

The basic life positions of men, their convictions and
value orientations represent the character of man’s world
outlook. One’s outlook regulates man’s behavioural norms and
the specificities of his vital interests. [t takes shape as a result
of generalization of natural science, technical and philosophical
knowledge, as well as immediate conditions of human life.
World outlook is handed down from generation to generation,
with human experience in the shape of common sense and
spontaneous traditional notions. It rests on universal human
values and determines the behaviour of men in resolving moral
problems.

Outlook is inseparable from tradition. Tradition is an
historically evolved form of behavioural activity, handed down
from generation to generation, that has repeatedly confirmed
its social significance and usefulness.
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CONCLUSION

Terrorism, its nature, character, causes of its rise, as
well as ways of combating it, constitute a major problem of the
21* century.

The characterological peculiarities of the terrorist’s
personality, the psycho-social foundations of their antisocial
activity, the gravity of the terrorist act committed are becoming
the subject of study.

In my view, study of the mechanisms of the formation
of antisocial traits of the person who has committed a terrorist
act and interrelation with the concrete situation that engendered
it is of no less significance.

Psycho-social, psychological and personological
observations, carried out in this aspect, will allow to identify
the causes of the antisocial becoming of the terrorist’s
personality, the shaping of his views, convictions, social set,
negative involvement in the society’s life activity at various
levels of social culture and civilization. The cause of activity of
terrorist character always lies in the personal sense the terrorist
puts in the terrorist act committed by him.

The peculiarity of the development of antisocial views
and conceptions and personality assessment of the terrorist act
committed serve as an indicator of the depth of the terrorist’s
conviction in the significance of his life position.

Study of terrorist activity along these lines will allow
to throw light upon the antisocial aspect of terrorism from the
psycho-social standpoint, its criminal intent and persistent desire
to attain destructive results.

The problem of any activity is primarily that of
motivation. At the social-psychologocal level of consciousness
it characterizes real views, convictions and attitude to the
surrounding reality. Stability of antisocial motives, their
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hierarchy and correlation constitute the basis of the terrorist’s
socio-psychological profile.

In this aspect, the following psychological phenomena
are of special importance: conviction in the correctness of one’s
actions, conviction in the conformity of one’s actions to the
needs set to the terrorist by the organization to which he
belongs, and conviction in the significance of the norms, ideas
and ideals mastered.

The terrorist’s self-determination and his choice are
manifested through negation of social norms of behaviour and
of the ideas and principles adopted by society.

Any life situation is reflected in the frame of mind and
feeling of a human being. it causes an appropriate response in
his spiritual world, which — under definite conditions may turn
into an actual antisocial set of the terrorist. For its part, the
actual set plays the part of a trigger mechanism of external and
internal factors that determine a concrete terrorist act.

The actual set, as an integral socio-psychological state
of man, constitutes the basis of his socially-oriented activity,
judgments, opinions, etc. It is capable of changing into various
forms of activity, both of social and antisocial character, each
being an assertion of a life position.

In this aspect the question arises of the socio-
psychological correction of the terrorist’s life position. To this
end, from the psycho-pathological viewpoints the following
measures should be taken in the first place:

timely correction of the value orientations, views
and propensities developed,

correct choice of interpersonal relations in small
social groups and large social systems;

forming a new, renovated status of personality in
the spheres of ethical and moral responsibilities;
rendering individual help to each person to find a
way out of the obtaining difficult life situation.
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The way out should not wound his dignity and feeling
of self-respect, on the one hand, and should be legally correct,
on the other.

Man’s views, convictions, rational and emotional-
volitional spheres of his spiritual world are usually inseparably
linked to his social and ideological-moral concepts. They involve
the following human qualities: the sense of social justice,
community with the treasures of world and national cultures,
acceptance of general human values and norms of modern
civilization, following the dictates of conscience rather than
external imperatives, absence of enmity and intolerance in
national interrelations, tolerance of “differently minded”
persons, rejection of chauvinism, and so on.

Thus it proves feasible to avert terrorist crime on the
basis of a complex solution of questions of general and
individual prevention. This implies permanent and close
interaction of various legal and socio-psychological and state
systems, with prevention of individual conflict situations and
of their turning into terrorist acts as the main task.

In this respect preventive work of the following character
acquires special significance: timely correction of conflict
situations that serve as ground for the development of terrorist
activity, identification and removal of circumstances that favour
the commitment of a terrorist act, application of special
educational measures to persons who may take the road of
terrorism, and so on.

Solution of this problem will create the possibility of
successful prevention of terrorist activity, suppression and
exposure of terrorist acts, and ending the antisocial existence
of terrorism.
