Ilia Darchiashvili, the Minister of For-
eign Affairs, urged the opposition to

participate in the working groups, em-
phasizing the importance of joint efforts
in implementing the recommendations.

“We are actively collaborating with the
Venice Commission and other relevant
international organizations to ensure
that the reforms we are implementing in
this direction represent revolutionary
steps. The goal is to guarantee transpar-
ent and high-level elections in Georgia.
The Georgian government is making com-
prehensive efforts, both practical and leg-
islative, to achieve this. This commit-
ment is evidenced by specific legislative
initiatives that have already been imple-
mented and are in progress, with more
to be implemented in the future.

As for depolarization, if our opponents
are willing to participate in this process
and take their share of responsibility for
Georgia’s reforms, it will have a great
effect from the perspective of depolariza-
tion as well,” Darchiashvili said.

According to Darchiashvili, the oppo-
sition is not contributing to Georgia’s
successful European integration. He
called on them to prioritize state inter-
ests over “narrow” political agendas and
actively participate in shaping the Euro-
pean future of the country. Darchiashvili
emphasized that the opposition has the
opportunity to engage in discussions and
play a role in the reform process. 

Foreign Minister Darchiashvili Urges Opposition’s
Active Role in Georgia’s European Integration

The Foreign Minister emphasized
Georgia’s commitment to European inte-
gration. He noted the complexity of the pro-
cess and highlighted the need for political
solutions from European partners, as
Georgia’s efforts alone might not be enough.

“We are eager for our country to be-
come a full-fledged member of the Euro-
pean Union family. Therefore, our agenda
is to carry out all the reforms on our
agenda as much as possible,” the minis-
ter said.

Additionally, according to Ilia
Darchiashvili, the government’s primary
message has always been, is, and will be
that Georgia should demonstrate im-
proved results in every subsequent elec-
tion.

The Parliament’s Bureau did
not support the draft resolu-

tion submitted by the ‘Lelo’ party,
titled the ‘Georgia Protection Act,’
which consists of 9 points. The
resolution addresses the entry of
Russian citizens into the country,
the sale of land and property to
them, and the establishment of
other types of restrictions.

The bureau decided to return
the draft resolution to the initia-
tors, citing the negative conclu-
sion of the budget office, as pre-
sented by the head of the budget
office, Andria Gvidiani.

Lelo deputy Ana Natsvlishvili
told reporters after the bureau
session that, by not supporting
this resolution, the Georgian
Dream is prioritizing the protec-
tion of Russians over Georgian
citizens.

“Today, the Georgian Dream
officially declared and confirmed,
during the parliament bureau

session, that it does not intend to
protect the national security of
Georgia and its citizens. Instead
of safeguarding citizens’ safety,
the party advocated for the un-
controlled entry of citizens from
the occupying state into the coun-
try, the unrestrained purchase of
Georgian land and property by
citizens of the occupying state,
and uncontrolled business activi-
ties. This poses a direct threat to
every citizen of Georgia.

The response of the Georgian
Dream to the Act of Protection
of Georgia initiated by Lelo is
that they will prioritize the pro-
tection of Russians over Geor-
gians and Georgian citizens,”
Natsvlishvili said.

Natsvlishvili dismissed their
arguments about the resolution
as ‘ridiculous.’ She pointed out

This expansion
builds on the EIB’s 16-year pres-
ence in Ukraine, with a portfo-
lio of projects valued at Euro7.3
billion, focusing primarily on

transport, energy, and munici-
pal infrastructure,” an EIB press
release said.

The visit also aimed to reaf-
firm the EIB’s commitment to

working closely with Ukraine,
including a series of new recov-
ery and resilience initiatives to
be financed under the EIB’s EU
for Ukraine Fund. These are

designed to address Ukraine’s
most urgent infrastructure
needs and sustain the country’s
economy.

Among these initiatives are
two loans totaling Euro450 mil-
lion, recently approved by the
EIB Board of Directors. The ini-
tiatives are currently under dis-
cussion with the Ukrainian
Ministry of Finance and Minis-
try for Communities, Territories
and Infrastructure Development.

“As the EU Bank, our visit to
Ukraine is a demonstration of
our unwavering support, espe-
cially amid Russia’s continued
attack and atrocities,” EIB Presi-
dent Hoyer said. “With the es-
tablishment of our Regional Hub
for Eastern Europe in Kyiv, we
want to underscore our in-
creased commitment: accom-
pany Ukraine on its European
path.
