phasizing that China ranks
among the top five trade part-
ners of Georgia. Furthermore,
it was noted that the trade
turnover between Georgia and
China exceeded 1.5 billion US

dollars from January to Novem-
ber 2023.

Successful cooperation be-
tween the two countries was
emphasized in terms of the de-
velopment of Georgia’s special

geopolitical location, which
increases Georgia’s potential
as a West-East connecting
corridor.

Kobakhidze expressed the
strong support of the Georgian

government for the One China
principle, while the parties reaf-
firmed mutual support for each
other’s sovereignty and territo-
rial integrity.

The Chairman of the Parlia-

Papuashvili, noted during the
presentation of the 2023 report
to the Parliament that 65 ple-
nary sessions were held and 622
laws were adopted in 2023.

“Despite the challenges, Par-
liament did not cease its efforts
to protect the interests of our
people and homeland through
legislative, supervisory, or other
activities,” Papuashvili said.

Papuashvili mentioned no-
table laws adopted by the Par-
liament, including those related
to various sectors such as water
resources, tourism, and defense.
He expressed concern that the
opposition has rarely partici-
pated in discussing these crucial
laws, despite their significance
for the well-being of the popula-
tion and Georgia’s alignment

with the European Union.
“Among the adopted laws, no-

table ones include: laws on the
management of water resources,
industrial emissions, tourism,
public procurement, electronic
commerce, personal data protec-
tion, Defense Code, Penal Code,
and amendments to the Law on
Broadcasting. Unfortunately,
with rare exceptions, the oppo-
sition has hardly participated in
the discussion of such laws. How-
ever, it is issues like these that
are crucial for improving the
well-being of our population and
for our essential alignment with
the European Union,”
Papuashvili stated.

The Chairman highlighted

were submitted for consider-
ation, and 139 members of Par-
liament exercised their right of
legislative initiative.

Papuashvili addressed the
opposition and called for coopera-
tion.

“I would like to address you
with a proposal for cooperation.
Georgia is our shared homeland.
Although people support the
Georgian Dream, it does not
mean that our victory will be-
long to the Georgian Dream

alone. Therefore, we appeal to
you to join us. Let us make this
year not a year of radicalization
and confrontation, but a year of
democratic parliamentary elec-
tions, overcoming geopolitical
challenges, uniting the country,

and moving closer to the Euro-
pean Union and NATO. This is
the main interest of the popula-
tion, the primary interest of our
united and common motherland
- Georgia,” Papuashvili said.

Parliament Chairman Shalva
Papuashvili, while presenting

the one-year work report to the
Parliament, stated that the
North Atlantic Alliance should
follow the European Union’s ex-
ample and provide clear criteria
for Georgia’s accession, as the
European Union has done.

“Georgia is not competing
with anyone on the way to the

European Union, which is what
the opposition consistently tries

to show, but without achieving
any outcome. According to the
majority of objective parameters,
Georgia still maintains a lead
over many EU candidate coun-
tries. However, achieving supe-
riority over others is not our pri-
mary goal. Our main objective
is EU membership.

It would be desirable for
NATO to follow the example of
the European Union and offer
Georgia clear criteria for mem-
bership. Fulfillment of these cri-
teria would bring our country
closer to the North Atlantic Al-
liance, as it happened in the case
of the European Union,”
Papuashvili said.

Government to Lower
Loan Interest for

150,000+ Pensioners
The government

administration’s press service
announced a decision to reduce
loan interest for over 150,000
pensioners.

“The Prime Minister of Geor-
gia, Irakli Kobakhidze, met with

made at the meeting, the loan
interest rate for over 150,000
pensioners who obtained loans
before 2023 will be reduced to
match the interest rate estab-
lished from 2023 onwards,” the
statement reads.

According to the press service,
it was mentioned at the meet-
ing that Liberty Bank will con-
tinue to work with the National
Bank on the implementation

EU launches project to improve justice system in Georgia
ity, and accountability within the
justice system, with a particu-
lar emphasis on advancing judi-
cial reforms. It will operate
through capacity building, advo-
cacy, evaluation and strategic
litigation.

“Civil society is an important
actor in a mature democracy to
hold the government to account
and bring grassroots proposals
to that government. In Georgia,
this includes monitoring imple-
mentation of the nine steps, but
also taking a role in deepening
citizens’ understanding of the
reforms and ensuring genuine
civic participation in EU inte-
gration,” Nicholas Cendrowicz,
Head of Cooperation at EU Del-
egation said at the launch event.

The project started on 1 Janu-
ary 2024 and it will last until
December 2026.
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
