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Kobakhidze Welcomes U.S. Foreign Funding
Freeze, Calls It a Blow to Opposition

Irakli Kobakhidze has welcomed the
U.S. President Donald Trump’s deci-
sion to suspend all foreign funding for
three months, stating that he hopes the
freeze will last longer. He argued that
halting the funding would “contribute to
the stable development” of Georgia and
described it as “a black day for the radi-
cal opposition.”

Kobakhidze linked the funding halt to
alleged past U.S. efforts to destabilize
Georgia, claiming that the previous U.S.
administration had used grants to “cause
unrest, organize revolutions, and desta-
bilize countries.” He referenced past po-
litical turmoil in Georgia, particularly
protests against the foreign agents law
in 2023 and 2024, saying that transpar-
ency demands regarding foreign grants
had triggered “two attempts at revolu-
tions.”

Accusing the former U.S. administra-
tion of financing “revolutionary processes
and unrest,” Kobakhidze specifically criti-
cized the U.S. Agency for International
Development (USAID) and its funding of
a 2022 training program by the Center

for Applied Nonviolent Actions and Strat-
egies (CANVAS). He alleged that the pro-
gram trained activists “how to bulldoze
government buildings” and reiterated
claims of four attempted revolutions in
Georgia between 2020 and 2024.

Kobakhidze also sought to align the
Georgian Dream government with the
new U.S. administration, suggesting that
Trump’s stance mirrors GD’s long-stand-
ing position. “What we have been talk-
ing about for the last three years, and
therefore accused of being pro-Russian
and anti-Western, the new [U.S.] admin-
istration is repeating word for word to-
day,” he said, also referencing statements
about Ukraine’s sacrifices in the ongo-
ing war.

Expressing optimism about the politi-
cal climate in Washington, he added, “We
have great hope that the ‘Deep State’ will
finally be defeated in the U.S., and in
such a case, the approach towards Geor-
gia will change completely.” Kobakhidze
said GD aims to renew its strategic part-
nership with the U.S. “from a clean slate”
with a roadmap delivering tangible re-
sults for both sides.

Papuashvili’s Accusation

of Promoting Unlawful

Protest Rebuked by Media and CSOs

Speaker Shalva Papuashvili has ac-
cused the online media outlet Publika of
promoting unlawful activity by sharing
a statement from the organizers of a
planned February 2 protest. Simulta-
neously, he criticized the European
Union, which partially funds Publika.
The media outlet defended its journalis-
tic duty, while several civil society orga-
nizations (CSOs) condemned
Papuashvili’s remarks as an attack on
press freedom, accusing him of attempt-
ing to intimidate journalists and incite
hostility against them.

The pro-EU demonstration aims to
block the main highway leading into
Thilisi. In a Facebook post on February
1, Papuashvili asserted that blocking a
highway is a criminal offense and accused
Publika of “advertising the commission
of a criminal offense.” He further stated
that, as Publika is funded by the EU
budget, “the EU Embassy, as the repre-
sentative of Publika’s financial sponsor,
bears responsibility for the consequences
of the planned action.”

Two days earlier, on January 31, the
GD government passed a decree adding
“highways of state and international im-
portance” to the list of strategic and spe-
cially important facilities, thereby
criminalizing their blockage.

Publika’s editorial team responded by
emphasizing that their coverage of the
protest was part of their journalistic re-

sponsibility to inform the public. They
noted that their reports had also covered
the government’s recent decision to clas-
sify international highways as “strategic
facilities” and the Ministry of Internal
Affairs’ (MIA) preventive statement re-
garding the protest.

“Shalva Papuashvili is attempting to
exert pressure on our editorial indepen-
dence, encouraging hostility and violence
against us, as evidenced by the comments
on his post. Papuashvili’s statement is
perceived as a threat by Publika employ-
ees,” the outlet stated.

Several CSOs condemned
Papuashvili’s remarks as an attack on
press freedom. The Social Justice Center
(SJC) called his Facebook post “a clear
attempt to pressure and intimidate the
media,” adding, “It is particularly unac-
ceptable that he interferes in the content
of critical media work. It is alarming that
the ruling party perceives media cover-
age of protests as the promotion of crime,
which is entirely contrary to the prin-
ciples of free media and freedom of ex-
pression.” SJC expressed solidarity with
Publika and pledged to support them if
necessary.

The Georgian Charter of Journalistic
Ethics also rebuked Papuashvili, stress-
ing that freedom of speech and expres-
sion is the cornerstone of democracy and
that the media has a professional duty to
impartially cover events. “Holding the
media accountable for covering an event
constitutes a blatant attempt to interfere
with its editorial independence. Through

his post, Shalva Papuashvili deliberately
incited hostility toward independent
online media,” the organization stated. It
called on Papuashvili to respect press free-

dom as guaranteed by the Georgian Con-
stitution and international conventions
and “cease the persecution and harass-
ment of independent media.”
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Man Who Set Himself
on Fire at IDP Agency
Dies After Five Days

Zamir Kvekveskiri, the man
who set himself on fire in the
yard of the Internally Displaced
Persons (IDP) Agency, has died
after battling for his life for five
days. The Ministry of Health
confirmed his passing on Feb-
ruary 1.

“Doctors at the Simon
Khechinashvili University
Clinic fought selflessly for five

days to save the life of 44-year-
old Zamir Kvekveskiri. On
January 27, he inflicted severe
self-inflicted injuries on his body.
He was taken to a medical facil-
ity, but unfortunately, despite
the efforts of doctors, he died,”
the Ministry’s statement read.

Kvekveskiri’s son spoke to TV
Pirveli about the circumstances
that led to his father’s tragic
decision. He stated that the fam-
ily had been requesting state-
provided housing for years but
had been repeatedly ignored.

“No one paid attention to us.
He was in poor health, his leg
was paralyzed. He had under-
gone six leg surgeries in Thilisi.
Finally, when we sent him to
Germany, they let him go with
a paralyzed leg, and they didn’t
perform the surgery here ei-
ther—they said the necessary
techniques weren’t available.”

The son described his father’s
prolonged suffering, stating that
he had been in pain for four years
and saw no way out. “He said, ‘I
don’t have a house, I can’t do
anything,” and he decided to do
this.”

The family had been waiting
for housing assistance for 13
years. “We were always told we
were on the list, that we would
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be given an apartment, but no
one ever knew when or where,”
Kvekveskiri’s son said.

Public Defender Levan
TIoseliani Calls for
Investigation into Police
Violence at Tbilisi Mall
Protest

Public Defender Levan
Toseliani has condemned the po-
lice violence that took place dur-
ing a protest near Thilisi Mall
on February 2. Video footage has
surfaced showing excessive force
against citizens, journalists, and
opposition leaders, including the
arrests of Nika Melia and Gigi
Ugulava.

“T am concerned about the
facts of police mistreatment and
excessive force, as depicted in
video footage shared publicly,”
Toseliani said, expressing par-
ticular concern over reports of a
police officer injuring a journal-
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ist from TV Pirveli and the ver-
bal abuse directed at women,
including female politicians.

The Public Defender has
called on the Special Investiga-
tion Service to launch an imme-
diate investigation into the inci-
dents and ensure criminal ac-
countability for those involved.
He has also urged the General
Inspectorate of the Ministry of
Internal Affairs to conduct an
internal review of the officers’
actions.

Toseliani stated that Public
Defender representatives will
visit all detained individuals,
including politicians, and more
details will be provided to the
public soon.

Salome Zourabichvili
Meets with Youth and
Activists in Poti

Georgia’s 5% President
Salome Zourabichvili, met with
youth, activists, and representa-
tives of the non-governmental
sector in Poti to discuss ongoing
protests and reported intimida-
tion tactics.

According to her press ser-
vice, locals informed
Zourabichvili about instances of
pressure, intimidation, and ha-
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rassment aimed at discouraging
participation in protests. They
asserted that these tactics were
intended to instill fear in society
and suppress dissent.

Zourabichvili emphasized that
the main force behind protests
in the country is the unity of
society, collective support, and
shared solidarity. She high-
lighted the importance of the
widespread nature of the pro-
tests, noting that their reach into
all regions of Georgia is a posi-
tive development. “We know
that the smaller the city, the
more difficult activism is,” she
stated.

Expressing her support for
the protesters, Zourabichvili re-
assured attendees, “I stand with
you, and we will see this through
together to the end!”

UNFPA and TIKA donate gynecologic chairs and a hysteroscope to
the Georgian National Screening Center for women with disabilities

n January, the United Na-

tions Population Fund
(UNFPA) and the Turkish Co-
operation and Coordination
Agency (TIKA) donated 4 acces-
sible gynecological chairs and a
hysteroscope to the Georgian
National Screening Center.

With its mechanism, the acces-
sible gynecological chairs, donated
to the National Screening Center,
enables women with locomotor
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disabilities, older women, and
those overweight, equally use the
screening programme and prevent
cervical cancer timely.

“The cooperation spearheaded
by the UNFPA and the Turkish
Cooperation and Coordination
Agency marks an important en-
deavor to ensure that no one is
left behind the development, and
everybody has equal access to
quality services. This is the pos-
sibility to implement crucial ini-
tiatives to support the health and
well-being of women and girls in
Georgia” - said Head of UNFPA
Georgia Country Office, Mariam
Bandzeladze.

From 131 803 people with dis-
abilities registered in Georgia, 49

803 are women and girls. The joint
initiative of the UNFPA and TIKA
aims to improve their accessibil-
ity to cervical cancer screening,
and overall - to sexual and repro-
ductive health services in Georgia.

“By supporting women’s
health, particularly for those
with disabilities, we aim to con-
tribute to a brighter and
healthier future. It is an honor
to collaborate with UNFPA on
this vital initiative and to stand
together in advancing the health
and rights of women in Georgia”
—said TYKA Thilisi Coordinator,
Zeynep Bayrak.

Women and youth with dis-
abilities lack access to basic ser-
vices and information, including
on sexual and reproductive
health, which has been caused
by nonexistence of an accessible
environment, including gyneco-
logic chairs, as well as the lack
of knowledge and practice of the
medical personnel.

“The National Screening Cen-
ter cares about ensuring quality
healthcare services for citizens,
including by providing an acces-
sible environment for people with
disabilities so that they could use
all the services available. Our
branches are equipped with the
pandouses and now within the
joint effort of the UNFPA and
TIKA, medical equipment, which

makes our services more inclu-
sive and accessible” —said Direc-
tor of the National Screening
Center, Eter Kiguradze.
Cervical cancer 1s the second
most common cause of cancer
death among women in Eastern
Europe and Central Asia. To in-
crease early diagnosis of cancer
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in Georgia and reduce mortality,
the UNFPA Georgia has been
providing technical assistance to
the National Screening Center in
the implementation of cervical
cancer screening programs since
2009. To reduce the cancer death
rate, at least 70% of the popula-
tion should be screened.
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
