Central Asia is a region strategically located in a part of the world which had attracted constantly the
attention of superpowers of the world as evidenced by the term the Great Game. The term usually attributed
10 Arthur Conolly, was used (o describe the rivalry and strategic conflict between the British and Russian
Empires for supremacy in Central Asia. The term was later popularized by British novelist Rudyard Kipling
in his work “Kim”. The Silk Road turned the region into a bridge between Europe and East Asia, and
bewween North and South Asia for many centuries. The region also had functioned as a hub for the religious,
scicentific and cultural development of the Islamic world for many years in the past.

As the UNDP (2005) report notes, during 70 years of Soviet rule, when the Central Asian republics
were largely shut off from the rest of the world, their economies became closely linked with the rest of the
union. Many analysts consider that during this period living standards improved as a result of heavy
investments in physical infrastructure and human capital. However, these improvements were accompanied
with some devastating impact on the environment and culture of the region.

The collapse of the Soviet Union in 1991 resulted in the creation of new countries in Central Asia—
Kazakhslan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan—with a total population of almost 60
million. Independent states gradually began establishing real borders separating them. This process is not
over yet. The borders, tensions between some of the countries, and security policies of the countries in the
region disrupted trade links and weakened critical but vulnerable region-wide water and energy systems.

This report analyzes two important aspects of regional cooperation - trade in the region as a whole and
electricity/power as a micro case study of cooperation between Uzbekistan and Tajikistan, The main research
question of the report is “What are the main obstacles for grealer regional cooperation in these two areas and
how can these obstacles be removed?”

In general, there are many factors which. apparently, make regional cooperation necessary for the
economic development of Uzbekistan and the whole Central Asian region in general. Factors that speak in
favor of regional cooperation are the following: (a) the communication, transport and energy infrastructure
created by the former Soviet Union as an integrated national system which makes necessary a single and
regional approach (b) the presence of environmental issues which require a regional approach to their
solution (¢) the potential attractiveness of the region free of trade and transit barriers for foreign and local
investors compared with the limitations of small economies (d) the utilization of the regional cooperation to
overcome geographical deficiencies and to improve access (o global markets, thus creating opportunities for
the effective integration of the region into the world market.

Nevertheless, the research of the two aspects of regional cooperation mentioned above identified the
following impediments for greater regional cooperation. In the area of regional trade:

- A country's ability to cooperate with its neighbors depends on the level of development of the
market economy and democratic govemance mechanisms. These are not well developed in Central Asia yet,
which has become a serious impediment for regional cooperation;

- The Central Asian leaders adopted diverse economic strategies which led to divergence in their
respective trade policies and hindered harmonization of regional cooperation;

- Regional Trade Agreements involving the Central Asian republics generally have a narrow range
and complex rules of origin and most of them have remained agrecments on paper only.

- Existence of significant trade barriers and protectionist trade policies - while formal tariffs are rela-
tively low, there are many other policy instruments that Central Asian counlries use, often in a discretionary
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and non-transpan*nt manner, to regulate trade. These include taxes on imparts that are not levied on domesti-
cally preduced goods or that have higher rates for imported than domestically produced goods, foreign cur-
rency conversion probiems, export bans on some preducts, and crack downs on shuttle traders.

- Low degrez of trade complementarity between Central Asian republics;

In the power scetor between Uzbekistan and Tajikistan:

- The govermments have had self-sufficiency as a policy goal totally ignoring possibility of
cooperation. Past tensions between the governments were partly to blame for this;

- A distorted system of energy prices is a significant barrier for greater regional cooperation between
Uzbekistan and Tajikistan. Primary energy sources for thermal power generation are frequently and grossly
undervalued by the state policy. Also, there is no value attribuled to water regulation for irrigation;

- Potential nonpayment across borders.

Chapter 11 of the repont provides an overview of the benefits of regional cooperation in Central Asia.
Chapter 1] reviews the present state of regional trade in the region as well as obstacles and barriers for
ereater regional trade. Chapter IV analyzes the micro case of regional cooperation in power sector beiween
Uzbekistan and Tajikistan and Chapter V draws conclusions.

I1 Benefits of Regional Cooperation

“ost economists specializing in intemalional economics agree that there are gains from trade. When
countries sell goods and services to each other. this exchange is almost always to their mutual advantage. In
facL Krugman and Obstfeld (20Y03) notice that “the range of circumstances under which international trade is
beneficial is much wider than most people imnagine.” Textbooks on international economics try to prove with
zeal that two countries can trade to their mutuval benefit even when one of them is more efficicnt than the
other at producing everything, and when producers in the less efficient country can compete only by paying
lower wages. 7This economic postulate could well be applied in case of Central Asia as well. The five
Ceuntral Asian landlocked countries may yield significant gains and flourish if they remove the barriers to the
cross-border movement of pecple, goods and knowledge, among themselves as well as with their neighbors
and the rest of the world.

The UNDP's report (2005) argues that increased cooperation among the Central Asian republics will
produce large gains by reducing trade costs, increasing remittances from migrant workers, and improving
water and energy use. The experience of other parts of the world show that regional cooperation will
especially help the poor in the region. By the same token, the cost of non-cooperation will affect the poor
mosL As to the issue of regional trade, the UNDP report notes that opening borders or reducing trade costs is
not enough. Much wil! also depend on the business climate and the quality of financial services in each
country. Internationzl experience confirms that reforms also require measures to combat corruption, improve
the civil service, and enhance the transparency and accountability of governments. Martin Spechler points
out that the revival of civilian machine building would make sense in Central Asia only if its products gain
access to nearby markets.' The Asian Development Bank emphasizes that the Central Asian republics are all
relatively small economies. Therefore, they need Lo promote trade and closely integrate into the international
trading system 1o achieve sustainable economic development.” The imporiance and bencfits of regional
cooperation in Central are especially high compared to other regions of the world because Central Asia is a
landlocked region located far away from major scaports.” Given these circumstances, in many cases, Central
Asian countries have o pass each others lerrilory to gain access (0 major seaports or trade between cach
other more in oxder to save in significant transportation expenses associated with getting their goods to
affluent but remote markets.

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In addition to above mentioned economic factors. there are many *non economic” factors which seem
to facilitate regional cooperation in Central Asia - the people of the region have very similar language and
culture and majority of the indigenous ethnicities profess Islam. Before Soviet Union, territorial divisions
batween the “Stans” were loose, conditional, and fuzzy, which make the history of the region also common.

Multilateral institutions, donor agencies, bilateral aid programs and a number of regional organizations
have been undertaking tremendous efforts to promote greater regional cooperation in the region. However, as
many observers agree, the progress toward regional integration after the collapse of the Soviet Union has
been very modest. Along with a number of specific barriers that impede trade in general and electricity par-
ticularly, which this report will review in the following chapters, there are also obstacles of “institutional”
nature that hamper regional cooperation. In connection with this, the UNDP report (2005) notes that “a
country’s abilily to cooperate fully with its neighbors depends on the nature of its internal institutions,
regulatory system and governance culture. A nation with sophisticated market institutions is better able to
engage in regional economic integration. A country with a more open. pluralistic and democratic culture can
build stronger cross-border ties than one with a less open, more autocratic political culture and institutions™.!

Il Regional cooperalion in trade.

Before the collapse of the Soviet Union, the Central Asian republics had very high levels of trade
within the union, but it was managed centrally via Moscow. Considerations (efficiency of allocation of
resources, pricing. transporation costs) taken into account in trade in a regular market economy were
neglected most of the time. Trade with the countries outside of the Soviet Union was conducted from
Moscow. It was only after gaining independence that the Central Asian republics received an opportunity to
access world markets with their own products directly. Thus, prior to gaining independence none of the
Central Asian countries had exercised significant influence over their economy and foreign trade. For
example, Kazakhstan's government claims that before 1991, 90% of its industry was controlled from
Moscow via all - Union Ministries. Therefore, at independence, there were no national institutions with
experience of developing and managing industrial policy, supervising state owned enterprises, and
conducting foreign trade.? Before embarking on reform process and establishing their position in world trade,
Uzbekistan, as well as other Central Asian countries, had to start with the formation of a sovereign state®,
creating government institutions able to contro! fully the economy of the country. Furthermore, this process
was constrained by a variety of factors, including the need to establish new transport and trade links, the
limited competitiveness of Central Asian manufactured exports in international markets and the lack of hard
currency. As some of these constraints were eased or removed, the share of the former Soviet countries in
Central Asian countries’ trade significantly decreased (UNDP 2005).

The UNDP report (2005) points out that the decline was especially swift and dramatic in Uzbekistan,
reflecting the fact that it was relatively easy for Uzbekistan to reorient exports of internationally marketable
commodities, such as gold and cotton, from the former Soviet countries to international markets. The
reorientation of trade in Central Asia away from the former Soviet countries and towards the rest of the
world was, however, partly reversed in recent years.

It is believed that among the most important benefits of cooperation, ones that would touch every
country, could be those that come from harmonized trade and customs regulations, open borders, and en-
hanced cooperation on energy production and natural resource use. During the interviews conducted by the
author with a number of existing and potential foreign investors in Uzbekistan, many of the interviewed ex-

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pressed the opinion that the attractiveness of Uzbekistan and the whole of Central Asia as a recipient of for-
eign investments would have been much higher had the region been a single cconomic area without borders,
visa requiretents, and customs barriers. Interviewees noted that, currently, trade within Central Asia and the
trade relations of the region with the rest of the World is obstructed by serious barriers, such as, protective
trade poiicies. difticulties in crossing the borders, visa requirements. transportation issues. Interviewed busi-
nessmen noted thar 60 million consumer market size would make much more sense from the view point of
economies of scales compared to individual market of each Central Asian country taken separately.

The ADB repont (20006) also notes that given their landlocked status, the liberalization of trade policy
and regional cooperation in transport and customs transil are closcly interlinked for the Central Asian repub-
lics. Progress in any of these areas will have a limited positive impact on trade if there is no progress in the
athers. For example. liberalization of trade policy by a CAR and its nonadjacent trading partner will not
boost their bilateral trade much if movemenis of transport equipment and goods through connecting
countries remnain difficult or impossible due to deficiencies of transport infrastructure or restictive wansit
systems in those countries.

The tble below shows that it constitutes a small percentage in the foreign trade of Central Asian
republics. However. it sheuld be noled that major part of trade in Central Asia goes unrecorded. Table below
iliustrates what percentage of foreign trade in each Central Asian country is intra-regional trade.

As we see from the 1able smaller Central Asian economies (Kyrgyz Republic and Tajikistan) are more
dependent from regional trade than larger economies (Uzbekistan and Kazakhstan).

Further the UNDP (2005) points out that today, notwithstanding the recovery compared to the first
vears of independence, Central Asian countries trade relatively little among themselves. There may be a
statistical bias - as mentioned above in this report, since local trade is more likely to go unrecorded than
long-distance trade. But even allowing for this, trade within the region is probably low. The ADB (20006)
explains this with the low degree of their trade complementarity and the existence of trade barriers. Although
Kuazakhstan can potentially absorb a relatively large proportion of the Kyrgyz Republic, and Tajikistan's
expons and supply a substaniial proportion of their imports, the latter can potentially absorb small fractions
of Kazakhsan's exponts and supply small fractions of its imports. Further, there is a litle overlapping
between the profile of the Kyrzyz Republic’s imports and the profile of Tujikistan’s exports. These countries
will ultimately find greater opportunities for trade with dissimilar and hence complementary economies
farther away. provided they overcome the barriers that stand in the way of access to world markets. Both
trade within the region and with the rest of the world, however, will depend on regional cooperation to re-
duce 11MeMinra cuse study of conperation between Uzhekistan and Tajikistan in electricity sector

Currently, Uzbekistan is the largest electricity producer among the Central Asian republics and a ney
experter of electricity. The country has a total instalied generation capacity of 12,300 MW. Uzbekistan
achieved self-sufficiency in encrgy afier gaining independence in 1991. Today, about 50% of power generay-
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ing facilities of the Central Asia Integrated Power Grid s located in Uzbekistan. This power grid also incor-
porates the power systems of Turkmenistan, Tajikistan, Kyrgyzstan and southern Kazakhstan.

However, maintenance of Uzbekistan's power systems has deteriorated over the past years. Much of
the equipment in generation, transmission and distribution systems is outdated. At present it needs serious
renovation and upgrading to meet the growing demand of the economy.

The Tajikistan Energy System’s installed capacity is 4,354.5 MW. The annual average power
generation of the hydropower plants is 15-17,000 GWh. The Nurek hydropower plant of 3,000 MW installed

capacity is the biggest in Central Asia. It has the seasonal-storage reservoir of 10.5 billion rn’. and it
regulates the Vaksh flow for the irrigation needs in the Amu Darya basin countries. The Nurek hydro
structure operates in the irrigation regime at the beginning and in the middle of the growing season (June -
July) to meet the interests of the Republic of Kazakhstan and Uzbekistan. Therefore, Tajikistan has to buy
power in Uzbekistan, Turkmenistan and Kyrgyzstan, and pay for it hard currency. The power system of
Tajikistan experiences shortages in winter and surpluses in summer within the range of 1 to 1.5 kWh. The
Soviet period electricity transfer system was destroyed. During the Soviet period, the republics sharing the
Amu Darya were also involved in water-energy transfers directed from Moscow. Tajikistan received
Turkmen and Uzbek gas in return for electricity produced to power irrigation pumps in summer. Tajikistan
also received electricity from Uzbekistan during winter. After the Soviet collapse, bilateral trade replaced
this arrangement. Tajikistan, for instance. unable to cover domestic energy demand through hydropower
production, continues to import Uzbek electricity and gas. The latter is used in Tajikistan’s thermal power
plants. The UNDP (2005) notes that given the diverse national interests, the post-independence years have
seen a serious weakening of the longstanding Soviet water and energy exchange arrangernent among the
republics. Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan, the upstream countries along the two main rivers of the region—the
Amu Darya and the Syr Darya—prefer to maximize the use of the water for generating electricity for export
and to meet domestic energy demand, especially in the winter. The downstream countries, Kazakhstan,
Turkmenistan and Uzbekistan, prefer to have maximum access to water for irrigation during the summer
months, while also avoiding the floods caused by winter water releases. To cope with these interrelationships
in regional trade, the Central Asian governments have resorted to bilateral and multitateral agreements that
determine the quantities of water and energy (coal, electricity, and gas) that are exchanged between the
countries and the values at which they are exchanged. The ADB report (2002) notes that pricing is the key to
providing incentives for power trade. Regional approaches to the water-energy nexus in Central Asia would
bring large benefits in terms of more efficient management of these scarce resources, a greater potential for
exports of electricity, more reliable availability for communities and a reduction in the potential for conflict.
However, such regional solutions would require compromises involving each country’s interests and
principles, and a fundamental trust that agreements once entered would actually be implemented.

Bilateral trade is not without its problems, though. Uzbekistan has several times cut gas supplies to
Tajikistan due to the latter’s inability to pay in cash, and Uzbek gas supplies are often unreliable due to low
pipeline pressure.

In an attempt to reduce its energy dependence on Uzbekistan, Tajikistan is currently contemplating
how it can exploit its huge hydropower potential—only 10 per cent of which has been developed. Tajikistan
is actively pursuing the completion of two hydropower schemes initiated during the Soviet period. According
to the former minister of energy of Tajikistan Nurmakhmatov, capita! investments to the tune of $2 billion into the
Rogun and Sangruda in the course of 5-7 years, the couniry may generate electricity for exports minimum 10
billion kWt/h a year. When these stations become operational power generation in Tajikistan will reach 31-33
billion kWuh a year. Tajikistan’s plans for expanding upstream hydropower capacity have roused concemn in
Uzbekistan because this would mean possibility of decrease in irmigation water in Uzbekistan.

In this light, increased intra-regional trade could provide benefits by allowing individual countries to meet
future demand at a lower cost than if they were to rely solely on their domestic resources. For example, Kazakh-
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stan and Uzlekistan could both benefit from importing hydroelectricity from existing hydropower stations in
Kyrgyzsian and Tajikistan during the summnier. ratlier than generating power in their own thermal power stations.
The expioitation of differences in the marginal cost of production across countries and seasons, however, requires
a much greater level of ransparency in the electricity sectors of the vatious countries.

Cenmral Asia has considerable electricity export potential. Possible markets such as Pakistan and Iran
have the added auraction of cxperiencing their peak demand in the summer, when the largest electricity
surpluses exist in Central Asia. Access 10 these markets will particularly benefit Kyrgyzstan and Tajikistan,
since they could develop the capacity (o export significant quantities of electricity. Uzbekistan and to some
extent Kazahhstan could expon thermal power in the winter. and also serve as transit countries and power
traders. According 10 World Bank (2004a), the Central Asian Republics will need to get an intra-regional
agreement on electricity transit in place for having access to export markets including Pakistan, Iran and
some other countries. Major new power gencration projects in Central Asia will only be feasible if there is
assured access 10 export markets outside the region. Western investors currently view the new generation
proiects as high-risk ventures. Pakistan and Iran have the added attraction of experiencing their peak demand
in the summer when the largest potential electricity surpluses exist in Central Asia. Once agreements are in
place they will then have to be carefully managed to ensure the benefits from intra-regional trade are
optimized. Access to these markets like Afghanistan, Pakistan, Iran, China and Russia will particularly
benefit the Kyrzyz Republic and Tajikistan since they are the countrics with the potential to export
significant quantities of electricity. Uzbekistan {and to some extent Kazakhstan), have the potential to export
thermal power in the winter and also bencfit in their role as prospective transit countries and as potential
power teadmter to promote regional cooperation in the power sector the ADB allocated a loan for a Regional
Power Transmission Modemization project in 2001. One of the important conditions of the loan was signing
of the new type of power trade agreement between Uzbckistan and Tujikistan market players. However, this
agreement was not approved and the loan was cancelled.

The main reasons for not signing the power trade agreement and abandoning this loan which would definitely
contribute to regional cooperation between Uzbekistan and Tajikistan in power sector were the following:

- The financial framework didn’t not exist that would allow an efficient settlement of transactions in
those cases where they are not barter-based and are dolarized.

- Potential problems of currency convertibility and absence of bank guaranices easily available, if at all,
for such trunsactions.

- Potential nonpayment across borders.

- The desire to preserve energy security on both sides.

¥V Conclusion

The UNDP (2005) argues that developing a consensus and implementing follow-up action for regional
cooperation and inegration cannot happen overnight. In view of the many obstacles of history, current politics and
inslitutional weaknesses. and bearing in mind the slow progress with similar efforts elsewhere in the world, one must
realisticuily expect thal serious progress with regional cooperation and integration will take years, and even decades.

The efforts 10 improve regional cooperation in Central Asia in the area of trade should focus on improving
uade regimes in the countries in coordination with the WTO entry process, developing market economy and
democralic institutions, harmorization of trade and customs policies, removing significant trade barriers such as
taxes on imports that are not levied on domesticaily produced goods or that have higher rates for imported than
domestically produced goods, export bans on some products, and crack downs on shuttle traders.

In the power sector bet»een Uzbekistan and Tajikislan there is a need for strong negotiator/broker to
mediate the negoiiation process inductive to greater cooperation in this important sector. Russia might be
suitable for this role provided they prove 10 be fair 1o both sides. Cooperation between Uzbekistan and
Tajikistan could bring sizeabie gains for both countries but this also means that the governments should
curtail energy sell-sufficiency as a policy goal. tackle a distonied system of energy prices, and deal with
potential nonpayment problems across borders.
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MANAGEMENT OF QUALIFIED LABOR RESOURCES MIGRATION FROM GEORGIA

1. INTRODUCTION

Migration is currenly regarded between the mainly discussed themes of the 2Ist century.
Approximately 192 million people. about 3% of world population. live elsewhere, than at the piace of birth,

and this number is constantly growing. For a better imagine, it's like a fifth most populous nation in the
world. That’s why i1°s catural. that this trend is reflecting the economic and social spheres of each state.
Well-managed migration may be the benefit of countries. individuals and entire society.

Many destination countries, traditionally have adopied a restrictive approach to migration because of
fears of threats to the local wages and working conditions. or security and social problems. However,
experience shows (hat migration has only a minimal negative impact on wages and employment in target coun-

For source countries is beneficial the positive impacts of remittances on: poverty reduction, foreign
reserves and balance of payments. Furthermore benefit is, when migrants, alter gaining knowledge and
skills, are rewrning home tcmporary or for a leng-term. Migration helps reduce unemployment and sectoral
unemployment. also contributes 1o the emergence of new opportunities for the private sector. Respectively,
the negutive impact may be: the dependence of source country on the emigrants’ remittances, or the so-
called: "brain druin” as a reason of outflow of skilled labor. In order to avoid these negative effects, it is
necessary 10 manage migration in cooperation with source and destination countries.

2. Georgia

Intensive emigration process from Georgia, took place since Soviet Unicn collapse. when Georgia and
other south Caucasian countries gain independence from Union. For Georgia, the post soviet period begins
with deep social-economical. political and demographic problems, two elhno-conflicts and civil war
encouraged Georgian citizens to become IDP's and part of them just emigrate Lo find better life abroad.

There is no cernain numbers of emigrants in the period of crises, but regarding to some researchers, till
year 1996 almost million citizens emigrate from Georgia.’Most of them immigrate to Russian federation,
because of: - Historicul ties; - Geographical closeress; - "Open"” borders; - A coramon transport
infrastructure: - Psychological aspects (lack of language barrier, the former common territory).

A big punt of Georgian populalion live on remittances from their relatives working in Russian
tederation (retail. trade).When in year 2000, Russian federation implemented visa regime for Georgian
citizens. the classic tarpet countries for labor migration from Georgia became: Greece (construction and
domestic work), Turkey (unskilled labor and erotic) and other Mediterranean countries (agricultural work in
Spuin and domestic work in laly). A similar impact was, when Bulgaria implemented visa regime for the
citizens of Georgiz, who tifl 2001 traveled through Bulgaria without a visa to work in Greece and other
European countries t Ausiria, Czech Republic. Germany, Switzerland, France, Netherlands and Belgium).

But. when we are going 10 discuss emigsation of qualified labor resources from Georgia, at first we
musl indicale who are to be considered as “qualified labor*?! The main criterion is education; qualification
of workers depends more on the cducational system of the stale. Next criterion is a practice, which
coniributes to the Jevel of qualification. The additional criterion may be knowledge of language of the
receiving country. or the communicative level one of the intemational languages.

Talking sbout educatior in Georgia in post-Soviet period, we should remember that Georgia's educa-
tional system was part of the Soviet Union’s, this explains the massive immigration of Georgians in the Rus-

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stan Federation, since 1990 up to 2000, including the qualified workers. But, Qeorgians also Immigrate to
other countries, where they have minimal opportunity to work by their qualification.

Georgian educational system got worse, than it was before independence. Growing socio-economic cri-
ses had directly and strongly affected the educational system. The state budget for the sector in 1996 was only
5% of what it was in 1989 (in the Soviet period). The share of GDP on education in 1991 amounted to 8.2% in
1992 fell 10 5.0% in 1996 - 1.3% in 1997 it was 1.5% in 1998 - 1.4% and remained at 1.4% in 1999".

Poverty and less than minimum funding of educational system, causes corruption grow in whole system,
what meant: obtaining the high education diploma after bribing professors or high school seniors. Graduates lost
trust in front of national employers. System disruption changed the existing stereotypes and also produced new
demands. Many educated people, despite a significant proportion of highly skilled people among them, found
themselves unprepared to carry out and intervene in solving urgent and vital socio-economical and political
problems. This has led to the discrediting of education in the public eye. Many prominent scientists, who had
contacts with Western research centers, went abroad to work. Some others founded private organizations and tried
to altract international funds, or got down to a commercial business, often in less inspiring sector, which did not
require any academic qualifications. So, as the main problem remained regressive changes in the structure of
national economy and big errors in the functionality of educational system, which produced an unnecessary
number of professionals on the labor market, without identifying demand and supply on it. During the crises. from
1989 to 1999, in Georgia the number of students increased 1.5 times, even when the economy did not demand
them®. In such a situation in educational system, Georgia lost more than a decade, before starting any effective
reform of the sysiem and more than ten generations of students, who could contribute to the socio-economic
development of the country.

The real problem is what to do with diplomas or degrees obtained, if a person wants to pursue a career
in the chosen field. Beside carried out reforms in educational system, the important role play economic
reforms and development trends of the country. High unemployment, corruption, criminal threats and
political instability are the most important factors pushing Georgian graduates, qualified labor forces, to self-
fulfillment in more developed countries, than Georgia.

The probability of this view, | tried to found by my own research. by surveying qualified Georgian
citizens in the Czech Republic. In whole, by the information of Georgian embassy in Czech Republic, lives
957 Georgians, with permanent residence 553 persons and the rest with temporary residence. But part of
them did not match to my survey criteria’s or just did not respond to my enquiry. Despite of all barriers |
successfully interviewed 100 respondents, who emigrated from Georgia between 1989 and 2009. Among
respondents were 60% men and 40% women. Only 50% of the respondents were in a marital union and the
other 50% were single. According to the age difference: 36% were between 21-30 years old, 32% between
31-40 years old, 18% between 41-50 years old and 14% elder then 50 years old. High school education had
100% of respondents. Professional qualifications: Economical 48%, Technical - 24%. Humanitarian 28%.
Work experience by qualification before emigration had- 36% men and women 22%, were not experienced
42%. Purpose of visa gaining: students visa - 36% and business visa - 23%. family unification 13%. better
job seeking and improvement of social life conditions-28%. Work experience in Czech Republic:
temporary, so called — "brigades™ had 62%, by qualifications 36%. On question: if in foreseeable (uture (1.5
-2 years) were intending to return to homeland? Answer was: YES - 24% and NO-76%.

After careful analysis of the data, I discovered a very interesting case and the trend of emigration of
qualified labor resources from Georgia. As it shows, numbers of emigrants decrease by increasing the age of
them, what points on the fact that people are emigrating in economical and productive age. That means
“nation aging™. The situation is getling worse, because of the 50% of unmarried emigrants, who have
minimal obligation to return to homeland.

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As it shows. ncarly half of the emigrants have an cconomist qualification and only half of those quali-
ticd economists were able 1o cinploy by qualification, in Georgia; and others were employed not by qualifi-
cation. or even remain unemployed. It can be assumed that in Georgia, supply of economists on the labor
market is excessive and the competition is high. leading to a reduction in wages. This hypothesis, in addition
to my research. is veriticd by the other Georgian labor market researchers. By my survey: in Georgia, by
qualification. were employed 58% of the emigrants and after emigration, the work experience by qualifica-
tion. in Czech republic hud only 36% of emigrants. But those 62% (2% slated thal they were not employed in
Czech Republic, after emigration) were employed not by their qualification. In such a situation, the number
of emigrants (76%). who don’t want to return to homeland , indireclly indicates that the Georgian profes-
sionals prefer to work abroad. not by qualificalion. but on a high wage, rather than by qualification and on a
low wage in homeland (the phenomenon of paor workers). This tendency did not surprise me and [ got down
defining the reasons and factors causing such a decision of migrants.

1think the first factor is immigrants’ arrival period in Czech Republic. After the Soviet Union collapse
and economic crises, the largest stream of emigrants from Georgia took direction to Russia, some of not
cthric Georgians left for their countries of origin (Greeks, Jews, Armenians, and Russians). By my survey, in
2001-2009 inflow of Georgian immigrants in Czech Republic increases more then 40%, because of internal
and external economic and political instability.

The second factor is the socio-economic stability of the Czech Republic. 98% of the respondents were
empioyed in the Czech Republic, among them only 36% worked by qualification. Over years they have been
long term or permanently employed and motivated by efficient income, but in the case of retuming to
Georgiw their integration and job seeking process could be long and painful.

As 4 third factor can be considered the fact. that many skilled emigrants invest so much money, time
and effort in their personal human capital, that Georgia's job market does not appear advantageous for their
self-fulfillment.

Here. | described one of the forms of bruin drain from Georgia, but legal emigration is not the only
way of outflow of skilled workers from the state. For qualified workers, there are many *“push-pull™ factors
for migration. as from abroad so in homelard. The question is, if the Georgian government, at present socio-
economic, political tenses and with high unemployment, considers emigration, and especially the emigration
of qualified workers, as a problem?

Actually, Georgian government is paying attention, and by support of intemational organizations, he
tries 1o conuol. regulate and manage the migration process. But the problem is complex and need a
comprehensive approach. Govemment consider whether: to force their emigrant citizens to retwrn to Georgia,

and thereby increase social-economic tension, or do not control emigration and continue orienting national
economy on rermuuing investments. After long consultations with foreign and international organizations,
appeured the solution. As the govemment is aware, that for development of national economny and social
subility is important big investments and also foreign remittances from Georgian Diaspora. Therefore the
government decidad 10 creale (in 2008) a position of Minister for decpening relations with Georgian
Diaspora abroud and called him: “Siate Minister of Georgia on Diaspora Issues”. This governmental
apparalus from Lhe beginring. via the Georgian Embassy, were gathering data on the Diaspora. And today he
already starts realizing, with th.e Ministry of Economic Development, the project named:" return to Georgia".
In frame of the project, in 2610, 17-19 of May, was held a business tour for Georgian businessmen, from
abroad. (o present them investment environment and its prospects in Georgia. With the Project “return to
Georgia” and the business tour. Georgian government effort to atiract foreign investors with Georgian origin.

Another project is in cooperation with Ministry of Education, by which, both govemment agencies are

financing Georgian weckend schocls abroad. The project also developed and supplied study program to
weekend schools abroad, in consistent with national schooling. Also provide all schoolbooks in Georgian.

Regarding to qualified workers, who are the leading fuctors for national economy development, gov-
emment chose complex way of solving problem. First, he trics to find the necessary qualified workers abroad
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(through the negotiation with the apparatus of the Diaspora) and glve them motivation for moving to Georgia
(offer them motivating working conditions). For such cases, government made a change in the constitution
and allowed the dual citizenship only after the president of Georgia’s confirmation. But for growing ccon-
omy, to fill a demand, it is not enough qualified labor resources, attracted by Diaspora ministry. So the revo-
lutionary reforms in the education system could not meet the growing demand for skilled labor too. There-
fore, by Lhe initiation of President in 2005, was created. a state funding, Master studying program for Geor-
gian citizens in foreign universities. Under this program, about 400 Georgian students have studied abroad in
leading universities. If we look at the Table N1; we'll see the increasing tendency of funding the program. It
means, that in spile of deep crises in Georgia since 2008 1ill present, government rapidly increased budgeting
program for producing high skilled professionals for national job market. But unfortunately, not all the
graduates of the program were employed as it was intended by program, after they return to homeland.
Researching the problem of Georgia, made me to find any developed country who had the similar past, but
successful present in migration regulation. in and out of the country. By my point of view, this is Czech Republic,
the country which was occupied by Soviet Union (1968-1989); borders were closed and controlled, had socialism
(planned economy) and totally werc depend on Moscow decisions. Czech Republic managed to get free from
Russian occupation, transform his economy and became the member of powerful union, European Union. Of
cause being member of EU brought a lot of wellness to Czech Republic, but by opening borders with other more
developed countries of union, he faced to the problem of brain drain. Even today, Czech Republic is fighting with
problem of Brain drain, but during transformation period (rom developing to developed country, he has used lot of

strategies and programs against emigration and especially brain drain.

Czech Republic is actively supporting Georgia in managing its borders, migration and unemployment
problems. Following Czech experience, Georgia must explore its lubor market, make parallels to economic
development, make data base of unemployed labor resources and dala base of employers on nationat market,
and create the upgrade system of supply and demand on national labor market. The main aim of reforms is to
develop national labor market in cooperation with national economy and not separately. But unfortunately
Georgia is still struggling ecconomically and there are partly external forces to be blamed.

3. Conclusion

As we see, a problem of brain drain from Georgia is indicated and its solutions are under intensive
consideration. But all above mentioned projects and programs will be useless, if economical and investment
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cnvironment won't improve, which is the main factor for creating job places and decreasing unemployment
in the country.

Of course. the socio-economical and political stability depends also on external factors. Georgia, be-
cause of its strategic geopolitical placement is involved in global geopolitical war. Unfortunately the core
warrior in this wer is Russian federation, the Georgia's north neighbor. who is the main energy resources
supplier in to Europe. Europe. on his hand is trying to release from dependence on Russia monopoly and is
diversifving ways of energy supply from central Asia to Europe. Georgia is already a transit country of such
pipelines and is considered as transistor of additional pipeline named “NABUCO"” (main competitor to
Russian altemmative “NORTH STREAM™). The next factor is Georgia’s wish to join “NATO". Russian
federation sees this against its nalional security, and always declares that he will never let Georgia to join
NATO and he proved his declaration by occupying two rebel regions of Georgia in August 2008. But
foriunately. because of his geopolitical situation Georgia have “friends” also. EU and USA are strongly
supporting him 1o become stubile and developed country in order to fulfill their strategic plans, whose
realization mostly depend on s1ability of Georgia.

Soon after a brief war with Russia. EU and Georgia, in the frame of project "Eastern Partnership”,
signed an agreerment on readmission and constructive cooperation in the field of migration regulation, in
order to facilitate the visa regime between EU and Georgia. This fact shows that Georgia is not restricting
emigration of their labor resources, even more he supports their international mobility. Government
understood that the regulated lcgal emigration is an excellent tool for reducing socio-economic tensions by
loosing unnecessary lubor resources and increase inflow of foreign money in the state. But from my point of
view, this straiegy could make Georgia on remiltance depended country. Georgia has (o generate national
migration concept or policy, what is not so easy. For such a national policy should be modified complex of
laws and legislative norms; Even more, most important part for creating such policy is full research of
naticnal labor market and creation of professions demand and supply prognoses system, this kind of system
allow Georgian education system to produce just demanded professionals on the Georgian labor markelt.

According to my research and the experiences of developed countries, for solving the problem of brain
drain from Georgia, government should begin by creation of:

L. national sirategy of economy development

2. national strategy of human resources development. oriented on realization of “natiunal strategy of
economy development”

3. national migralion strategy, oriented on realization of “national strategy of human resources
development™ and “national suategy of economy development™

This is the brief conclusion of mine, which is hard to fulfill, but necessary for development of Georgia.

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Globalization and International Labor Migration: The Macroeconomic Impact of Migrants®
Remittances

One of the main recent changes in contemporary international affairs is the increase in the scope and
intensity of social relations or the development of what has commonly been tenmed as globalization. Globalization
has increased the interconnectedness in nation states speeding up the flow of goods, services, ideas and people
across national boundaries. The intemational migraion existed long before the age of globalization, but the speed,
scope. complenity and value of world migration under the era of globalization are unprecedented.

Today internalional migration is one of the most important factors affecting economic relations
between developed and developing countries. There are now about 192 million people living outside their
place of birth, which is about 3 % of the world's population. This means that roughly one of every thirty-five
persons in the world is a migrant. Between 1965 and 1990, the number of intemnational migrants increased by
45 million-an annual growth rate of about 2.1 %. The current annual growth rate is about 2.9 % [1].

Tie international remittances sent back home by these migrant workers have a profound impact on the
developing countries of Asia. Africa, Latin America, and the Middle East. Officially recorded remittances
flows to developing countries reached 336 billion in 2008 [9, 1]. Afier the latest revision to data for 2009,
India. China. Mexico and Philippines rewain their position as the top recipients of migrant remittances in US
dollars terms. Other large recipients among developing countries include Bangladesh, Nigeria, Poland,
Pakiswan. Egypt. The top recipients in ierms of the share of remittances in GNP in 2008 include many smaller
economies such as Tajikistan (where remittances (otaled 50% of GNP). Tonga (38% of GNP), Moldova
(31% of GNP). Sumoa (26% of GNP), Lesotho (27 % ), Kyrgyz Republic (28% of GNP) [9, 2}.

Given the large size of aggrepate remitlance flows, they should be expected to have significant
macroeconomic effects un the economies that receive them.

Many researches suppose that remittances have both welfare and growth effects. One of the most
coinprehiensive research of remitlances' influence on poverty was made by R. Adams and J. Page by con-
structing and analyzing 2 new data set on international migration, remitiances, inequality, and poverty from
71 developing countries. The results show that both interational migration and remittances significantly re-
duce the level. depth. and severily of poverty in the developing world. After instrumenting for the possible
endogeneity of international migration, and controlling for various factors. results suggest that, on average, a

10% increase in the share of international migrants in a country’s population will lead to a 2.1% decline in
the share of people living on less than $1.00 per person per day. After instrumenting for the possible endoge-
reity of international remittances, a similar 10%% increase in per capita official international remittances will
lead 10 2 3.5% deciine in the share of people living in poverty |2]. Other researches in Sub-Saharan Africa,
made by S. Gupta et 21 [7), in Pakistan, made by R. Siddiqui et al [11], also prove that migrants' remittances
direcily alleviate poverty leveis by increasing recipient family’s income and living standards. D. Ratha and
S. Mohaputra state that remiuznces have reduced poverty and resulled in better development outcomes in
many low-income countries {10, 3. Remittances may have reduced the share of poor people in the popula-
tion by 11% points in Uganda. 6% points in Bangladesh and 5% points in Ghana. Studies in El Salvador and
Sri Lanka find that the children of remitance recipient households have a lower school drop-out rate and that
these households spend more on private wition for their children. In Mexico. Guatemala, Nicaragua and Sri
Lanka children in remittance recipient houschoids have higher birth weights and better health indicators than
otner households. Remiliances are also often used for small business investments, especially in countries
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with a good investment climate (10, 3-4). Studies of Ch. Woodruff and R. Zenteno show that remittances
provide capital to small entrepreneurs, reduce credit constraints and increase entrepreneurship. For instance,
remittances from the United States accounted for about one fifth of the capital invested in microenterprises in
urban Mexico [12]

S. Drinkwater and P. Levine cxamine the rclationship between remittances from intemational migra-
tion and imperfections in labor and capital markets. The authors use a search-matching model of the labor
market to show that remittances can have two opposing effects on the labor market of the source country.
First, they raise the utility of the unemployed members back home and, if 2 worker’s bargaining power is
low. this causes the unemployment rate to rise. Second, remittances available for investment will relax credit
constraints encountered by firms. If the invesiment effect outweighs the “search income™ effect, then remit-
tances will reduce the unemployment rate. Their empirical analysis suggests that remittances have a small
negative effect on unemployment. but a positive and significant effect on investment [5).

Al the same time D. Ratha and S. Mohapatra state hat, nolwithstanding the fact that migrants® remit-
tances are an importani, stable and countercyclical extemal finance in developing countries, which has many
positive effects, but their effcct on long-term growth is inconclustve (10, 5]. Beside that, large and sustained
remittance inflows can cause an appreciation of the real exchange rate and therefore a loss in relative export
competitiveness, by making the production of cost-sensilive tradables, including cash-crops and manufactur-
ing less profitable. Although empirical evidence on the adverse effect of large inflows of foreign exchange
on terms of trade and growth is limited, it is plausible that this effect exists and is significant for some small
economies where remittances are very high. Several countries such as El Salvador, Kenya and Moldova are
concemed about the effect of large remittance inflows on currency appreciation (10, 5). A doubling of
worker’s remittances may have resulted in real exchange rate appreciation of more than 20% in countsies in
the Latin America and Caribbean region [3). The real exchange rate appreciated in parallel with an increase
in remittances during 1993-2005 in 7 out of 8 countries with the highest remittances to GDP ratio in Latin
America, except for Nicaragua. This may have affected export competitiveness in these countries [6).

Thus, the controversial effect of migrants' remittances raise the main issue, or even challenge 1o poli-
cymakers: how to manage their macroeconomic effects in receiving country? At the same time the appropri-
ate macroeconomic policy concerning remittances management should take into account the following im-
portant factors:

® Measurement. The category workers’ remittances in the balance of payments best represents
what economists have in mind when modeling remittances. The properties of this series differ sig-
nificantly from those of employee compensation and migrants’ transfers, so combining these three
iterns into a single measure of remittances. as is common practice in the literature, can lead to invalid
conclusions about the properties of remitlances and, in turn, suboptimal policy decisions {8, I].

e Fiscal policy. Remittances should not be taxed directly. Consumption-based taxation pro-
vides the optimal incentive structure for maximizing the benefits of remittances, whereas labor in-
come taxation exacerbates the labor-leisure incentives of remiltances and encourages the use of in-
flation as an indirect 1ax. Remittance-receiving countries should be advised to shift toward consump-
tion-based tax systems to mitigate possible negative effects on economic growth, minimize the level
of distortion generated by fiscal and monetary policy, and benefit from any tax-induced increase in
investiment resulting from remittances.

® Debt sustainability. Remittances can Icad to reduced country risk and improve the sustain-
ability of govemment debt. In addition to increasing household saving. significant inflows of remit-
tances can directly or indirectly incrcase the govemment’s revenue base, thereby reducing the mar-
ginal cost of raising revenue.

o Fiscal discipline. Remittances inay reduce the government’s incentive to maintain fiscal pol-
icy discipline. The empirical evidence suggests that govemments take advantage of the fiscal space
afforded by remitiances by consuming and borrowing more (8, 1.

e Economic growth. Remittances are usually associated with an increase in domestic invest-
ment especially in countries with a2 good investment climate. Remittances have both wellare and
growth eltects by declining the share of people living in poverty although analysis reveals that remit-
tances do not have statistically significant elfcct on GDP growth.

® Exchange rate. Since large and sustained remittance inflows can cause an appreciation of the
real exchange rate and therelore a loss in relative export compelitiveness, policymakers must find
ways to mitigate this real exchange rate effect or address any loss of competitiveness arising from

equilibrium real exchange rate appreciation.

® Role of imernutional financial institutions. Outside engagement may be required to prompt
governments to undenake needed reforms in the presence of remittances. In particular, international
institutions have an important role to play in encouraging remittance receiving countries to undertake
or accelerate necassary reforms. A one-size-fits-all reform strategy is likely to be counterproductive.
Instead. an approach that differentiates among countries based on their remittance-driven
characteristics will be more helpful in achieving its targets.

The main challenge for policymakers, stated in general terms, is to design policies that promote
remittances and increase their benelitls while mitigating adverse side effects. Getting these policy pre-
scriptions correct early or is imperative. Globalization and the aging of developed economy populations will
ensure that demand for migrant workers remains robust for years to come. Hence, the volume of remittances
likely will continuc to grow. and with it, the challenge of unlocking the maximum societal benefit from these
wansfers.

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Georgia’s Economic Integration into European Space: Challenges and Prospects

In early 1990, after gaining an independence, the newly established state of Georgia among the numerous
important goals faced the problem to deal with the country’s foreign economic relations which required a to be
set up by totally different approaches than that of during the Soviet period. The main question: how does the
country use the opportunities offered by the world economy for economic growth in a such way to avoid negative
impacts of external development occurring outside the national economy?- was high on the agenda of Georgia.
The issue was especially important as the country had to make dual transition towards market economy and
democratization making the national economy vulnerable to the intemational changes.

Despite these new challenges Georgia actively began renewing the existing political-economic
relations and establishing the new ones for a very simple reason: in modem reality during the intemational
division of labor it's impossible to live on your own, especially for such a liule country as Georgia. Here in
the article we will focus our attention on economic aspects as the political issues which are closely linked to
the development of the democratic institutions of the country should have separate judgment Though that
doesn’t mean that political and economic factors could be easily separated, just visa-versa, they are
thoroughly related to each other. However, from country’s development point of view, it is not important
which factors, economic or political, first boost the advancement of the country.

Nowadays, the key words are the interdependence of nations and the imperative that a globalize economy
imposes on us. The current globalization has political, economic, military, social and cultural dimensions, though
inegration initially started with economic relations. Today integration speed rises and economic inlegration
continues to gain greater importance. Globalization of the world economy often goes (hrough regional integration. In
modem market economy. the primary objective of regional policy is to reduce negative phenomena arising from
nawral conditions, geographical location, political situation or economic processes, and to create as favorable
conditions as possible for closing the development gap and for encouraging innovative economic activities of
developing countries. All above mention appears fair for Georgia too. Thus, there is no surprise that from the very
beginning integration into European economic and political space become top priority for Georgia's independent
Foreign Policy Agenda. Nemely, Georgia's foreign Policy goal is to ensure increased access to the EU’s intemal
market, deepening the political relations, enhancing the cooperation on security policy and conflict resolution. as
well as further promotion of educational and scientific links.

The question that one may ask hearing about European Union enlargement are: what are the
consequences of this extension?

While in afiermath of the Second World War was characterized by ideological and strategically bipolarity, the
more recent period has been changed by the multi-polar world creation tendency. An era of competitive coexistence
between capitalism and socialism as Lthe two altemative social systems has ended with the victory of the market
system that facilitates a single global system to emerge. The communication and information revolutions are tuming
the world into truly ‘global village". The single global system has political, economic, social and culwral dimensions.
As nations achieve higher economic development, societies become increasingly pluralistic and complex. Thus, the
world appears to be moving towards an era of global cooperation and integration.

Global system entails interdependence of those regions and nations that are not interconnected yet.
The main problem is that majority of states do not regard globalization as a principle and key trend of their
own political and economic policies. The attention is focused on national interests’ strategies resulled by
country's social-economic needs. On the other hand, ignorance of globalizalion and regionalization or, to say
in other word the global environment of the planet, or non adequate recognition of its importance is likely to
lead to missing the chance of participation in intemational relations and gain profits. Globalization does not
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mean that national fesiures are disappeared: just on the contrary, national advantages are being strengthened.
The country’s place in the world market is direcily connected to the ability of national firms fruitfully and
efficiently uses the national advantages that are unique by their nature.

The political Economy of integration in Europe

Towards the end of XX cenwry the process of globalization has gained more speed of development
Globalization of the world ofien zoes through regional integration. One of the most vivid illuslrations of regionalism
is development of multilateral institutions. Development of regional institutions and degree of their activity

significantly depends on relationship between region and intemational system. The growth of number of regional
institutions and increase of regional onganization levels taking place simultaneously and are linked to each other.

Regional integration deselopment includes economic, political, social and cultural aspects, and goes
far beyond free trade. This has been proved by experience of European Comraunity, the Northern American
Conwnon Market ané other examples. Here we are discussing the EU is a vivid example of successiul
regional imegration. The process of closuring of European nations begun in the beginning of 20™ century
went through several legislative agreements and by the beginning of 21* century Wm into one of the major
plaver of the global system. which dictates further development and trends of evolution of surrounding aria.

After almost the hundred years, the primary objectives of regional policy is stifl the same: to create as
favorable conditions as possible for development, for achieving democracy, respect for human rights, rules
of law, for encourging inncvative economic activities. As a whole, the success of intcgrated groups in
significant degree depends on elaboration such motivating forms of political and economic relations, that
most of all appropriates specific features of concrete region and nation.

Over the history of its existence the EU went though Decpening the integration from Free Trade up to
Single Mariet and Common currency (EURO) and five stages of Enlargement beginning with 6 states and
end with 27 states.

Expansion process of EU scems to be continued. The EU actively tries to establish harmonized space
on borders for long-lerm goal of extension. The policy tends to iransform partmer countries through its
foreign political instrument: intergovernmental agreements, common strategics and joint actions.

Theoretically. implemertation of such intergovernmental agreements might enable any country to
achieve such levei of developiment that it would be enough 10 become the member of the EU. In early 90th
number of so calied European agrecments were signed with central and Eastern European countries. The
anticles of these agreements proved the EU aspiration to prepare these countries for membership. 2004 year

was marked by great enlargement when 10 CEE countries became the member of the EU, and later in the
beginning of 2007 1wo imore countries joint the big family of Europe.

In the beginning of 2151 century some of iraditional concepls are needed to be revised due to the new
solid arguments which enable the concepts to gain a new, contemporary meaning. . 1'd like to draw attention
to two concepts which profoundly changed their meaning and that lay down the basis for future development
of Georgia and ils intemational relations:

1. The new concept of security:

2. The new concept of economic couperation;

A new concept of securily suggests us to use such a structure of economic cooperation, which is
bascd on the balance of intsrests of the states, and secures the most stable politica! climate in the region in
stand of measuring the security by the quantity of arms and ammunitions.

As for new concept of economic cooperation, it is no longer treated as "hostage” of political tension.
Just the vice-versa, it is throush aclive economic cooperation that various political conflicts can be solved.
Even if the solutions are not =asy to reach, the proper atmosphere for it is being created, which earlier or
later. would inevitably bsing the expected results in this issue.

These two new concepts of security ard economic couperstion define the basic philosophy of the develop-
ment and evolation of the new economic and political links and refations of the state. Georgia is still in period of a
great political and economic transformation. The country faces numerous sources of challenges and uncertainties.
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Thus, to rely on obove-mention new paradigm some sort of cooperation among challenging sides has become neces-
sary to ulilize the economic opportunities. In this regard Georgia's integration into the huge region of Europe is very
imporant. Sides should try to find common interests and thus, gain maximum profit from the cooperation.

This short overview shows that Georgia has no other way but to become the part of global society, the
foremost past of which is the EU itself. Afier the gaining independence all former societ countries began to build
new political and economic relations with each other and surrounding world, becoming the members of various
intemational or regional organizations. In this context, the moving of towards the Europe seems quite natural.

EU-Georgia legal relation is based on PCA which was singed in 1996. This was the first legal docurnent that
acknowledged Georgia's European Aspiration. In 1999 the agreement countries (The European Union has
concluded nine parinership and cooperation agreements with countries of Eastem Europe and Central Asia) entered
into force. It represents the basis for relations with the EU and separate countries. The goal of this agreement is to
move lowards the closing the gap between states belonging in the past to deferent systems: socialist and capitalist
The accompanied goals of the agreement are to encourage strengthening the democracies in new independent
countries and development market economy through cooperation and political dialog in wide range of fields.

The PCA aims to provide a basis for cooperation in the legislative, economic, social, financial,
scientific, civil, technological and cultural fields.

After enlargement, in 2004 The European Neighborhood Policy (ENP) was developed, with the
objective of avoiding the emergence of new dividing lines between the enlarged EU and its neighbors and
instead strengthening the prosperity, stability and security of all concerned. It was the other and more strong
instrument for creation fertile environment around the EU for enlargement (though in long term future) in
European space, that the EU offers its neighbor countries. ENP covers 16 countries among them Georgia.

In November 2006, ENP Georgian Action Plan was adopted by the EU-Georgia Cooperation Council
on 14th of November, 2006 afier prolonged consultation with different line ministries of Georgia.

ENP is considered as a preparatory stage for entering EU, but not immediate acceptation in EU. The fact that
within the framework of the ENP the process of harmonization of legislative bases and gradual movement towards
European regulations is going in neighbor countries, which creates necessary environment for common policy is
very important because it guarantees the faster movement toward European integration.

This policy was elaborated for slates to overcome their domestic difficulties and challenges and have
common strong strategy towards the similar goals. The implementation of ENP in every country entails to
put into action real changes.

This fact further reinforced the political and economic interdependence between the EU and Georgia and
offered the opportunity for the EU and Georgia to develop an increasingly close relationship, going beyond co-
operation, to involve a significant measure of economic integration and a deepening of political cooperation.

Nowadays, the Georgian Government is strongly committed to fully exploit the opportunities of ENP.

Extension of four freedoms is the most attractive in the ENP policy. Georgia's economic reforms and
trade liberalization is an integral part of our reform agenda.

We are actively implementing ENP AP agenda significant part of which denotes economical
approximation of Georgia and ensuring progress in improving business and investment climate, ensuring
more transparency and eternal fight against corruption, steady economic development through prudent
monelary and fiscal policies including promotion of social cohesion and poverty reduction.

Last year was remarkable by launching of the Eastern Partnership at the Prague Summit on May 7 in
2009. This new partnership is intended to tum into an effective mechanism bringing Eastern European
countries to functional arrangements with the EU in all directions based on tailor-made approaches and
ensuring the possible highest degree of integration with the EU.

The main principles and perspectives offered by the initiative for Georgia, which are reflected in the
Commission Communication on Eastemn Partnership (of December 3, 2008) and EaP Joim Declaration (of
May 7, 2009 are mainly in line with Georgia’s priorities
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Eastern pannership’s bilateral format divine gradual visa liberalization, creation of a free trade arca,
conclusion of an Association Agreement, energy sccurity, economic and social convergence with the EU and
etc. We are also developing multilateral cooperation with other partner countries in the framework of the-
matic platforms aid different Flagship initiatives through implementing joint projects.

Currenily Georgia is intensively negotiates different articles of the Association Agreement, which
represents a rather high form of integration with the EU. It includes wide commercial preferences in the trude
of goods and services, which among other priority issues, includes the DC FTA as its integral part and serves
as a general frame ior deepening of EU-Georgia relations.

Trade liberalization with the EU and issues related to DC FTA representing one of key priorities for
Guoryia are discussed within bilateral format of Eastern Partnership. Therefore, the question to start
negotiations with the EU on DC FTA is actively discussed on every level. Political decision (o sign the
agresment is already made. therefore we are going to carry oul every neccssary actions in reasonablc time-
table. The Georgian side has undertaken concrete steps 10 meet the recommendations outlined in the
Commission’s asssssment of Georgia's preparedness for the DC FTA. A special inter-ministerial task force
was created accomding to the European Commission recommendation to work on DC FTA preparation
procesDCFTA preparatory process [ocused on a set of udministrative measures and legal and institutional reforms in
the area of technical barriers to trade (TBT), tood safety. intellectual property rights (IPR), competition policy.
strengthening the administrative capacity of institutions to be involved in the eventual negotiations. Strategies in the
area of foad safety. competition ard TBTs were already discussed with the EU and adopted.

As for multilateral dimension of the Eastern Partnership,

Eastern Pastnership consists of 4 plaiforms:

Considerable progress is in place in negotiating with EU: L. Visa Facilitation and Readmission
Agreements. 2. the EL-Georgia bilateral agreemem on Mutual Protection of Geographical Indications of
Agricullural Products and Other Foodstufi (Gls); 3. Agreemeni between the EU and Georgia on Common
Aviation Arza are already initialized and wiil be sing in foreseen fuwre.

To summarize. there are significant achievements in place under European integration agenda, includ-
ing: Sircngthering of institutional Guarantees for opposition pasticipaticn in the govermance, together with
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Parliamentary governance and decision-making; Drafting new constitution upon the principles of the rule of
law, protection of fundamental rights and freedoms, clear separation of powers and system of checks and
balances with increased role of the Parliament; Continuation of the reforms of Judiciary system aiming at
strengthening its independence; Drafting of a new Election Code; Facilitating media pluralism; Establish-
ment of National Mechanism to Prevent Torture under the Public Defender's Office; Establishment of Edu-
cation Activities in the Penitentiary and Probation System; Enhancement of Legal Aid; Adoption of a new
law on the Chamber of Control by bringing it in line with the EU standards. Institutional Reforms in Border
Management; Increased security of travel document and introduction of Biometric Passports: Effective fight
against Trafficking, Money Laundering, Corruption and Organized Crime; Effective support to [DP’s and
adoption on the Action Plan for Implementation of State IDP Stralegy: Signature of the Joint Declaration of
the “Mobility Partnership”. Successful Fiscal and Monetary policies minimizing the effects of the world eco-
nomic crises; Increased social spending and public investments in labor-intensive construction projects: In-
vestments and improvement of infrastructure, Introduction of the new social insurance schemes oriented on
vulnerable gropes of society, Further modemnization of the Custom Service; Increased diversification in En-
ergy sector and focus on renewable sources especially utilization of country’s huge hydro potential.

Ovenrall, it can be regarded that country’s progress on the way of European Integration will be one of
the most important facilitating factors for further development Georgia. Reports of different international
organisalions prove the advancements made by the country, for instance: Georgia advances from 15th place
in 2009 to llth place in the WB “Ease of Doing Business" report; the Heritage Foundation’s “Index of
Economic Freedom 2010 notes Georgian economy as mostly free and the Transparency [ntemational
improved Corruption Perception Index for Georgia in 2009.

Thus, to conclude, significant efforts were done to accomplish Georgia's European integration agenda.
But this process does not end yet; The Country still much to implement and significant efforts are needed to
secure our achievemnents and get closer (o the EU.
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THE POLICY OF THE FOREIGN DIRECT INVESTMENT ATTRACTION IN BELARUS

Foreign direct investment attraction is perceived by many countrics in transition as an imponant task.
Such policy is based on the expectation that FDI would positively affect the economy, bring new lechnolo-
gies, open new markets, and improve management and administration.

Since 2002 in the Republic of Belarus investment activity has been getting up. During the last years
we have high rates of growth of investments in the fixed asscts, the ycar-on-year increase of which was ex-
ceeded by the increase of GDP in 2 times. Thus the major parameter of economic security of country is the
correlation of investinents and GDP. On the level of his threshold values, the stake of investments in the
fixed assets must make no less than 20 percents trom GDP. Actually in 2000 it made 19,8 percent, in 2005 -
23,2 percent, in 2006 - 25,7 percent, in 2007 - 26.8 percent, in 2008 grew up to 27,9 percent, and in 2009 -
31,5 percent.

The system of measures developed and accepied in a country in the ficld of investment activity pro-
vided both the growth of investments and playcd a positive role in a technical rearmament and the modermi-
zation of economy.

Large-scale investment projects are realized in the country, such as an input of new power of “Indus-
trial Association *‘Belaruskaliy”, building of a factory on the production of newsprint in Shklov, a recon-
struction and technical rcarmament of the Minsk tractor and motor-car factories is conducted, cement facto-
ries, modemizalion of power-stations and olher projects.

One of the measures of state administration of investments is organizing the monitoring system of
investment projects realization.

The data of monitoring sysiem showed that the LED rates are carry out in realization of such projects,
lakecn Government into the group of major, as: "Organization of production of sheet glass in "Gomel’

)

glasses", "Building the seuting of gidracleaning of fuel-0il" in "Mozyrskiy oil-processing factory", "Recon-
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struction of production of starters and generators” in "Borisovskiy factory of inotor-vehicle and tractor
equipment”. "Reconstruction of cheesemnaking production with setting the automated line with 10 tons power
per day" and etc.

In the conditions of reduction of intermal sources (budget, personal funds of enterprises) for the main-
tenance of high rates of growth of investments the fixed assets with the purpose of realization of large-scale
modernization of production potential of our country, maintenance of stable competitiveness of producible
products. development of sphere of services, sharply a requirement grew in foreign investments.

Therefore. in spile of the fact that forcign investments while do not play a considerable role in invest-
ment aclivity in a republic, most attention is spared this sector.

Resuits tesiify to the rightness of the accepted measures in area of bringing in of foreign investments.

During January-December, 2009 the economy of Republic of Belarus has received 9303,7 million dol-
lars USA of forcign investments, that there is a more then in 2008 on 43%. 4821 million dollars USA of
which were the direct foreign investments, and that exceeds more then 2 times the level of 2008 year. Other
foreign investments (credits and loans, financial leasing) was acted in a volume 4480,8 million dollars USA.

The most amount of foreign investments is atiracted in the followings industries and sectors of econ-
omy"

- transpon is 3572,1 million dollars USA (38,4% from the general volume of the attracted foreign in-
vesiments),

- industry is 2816,8 million dollars USA (30,3%),

- general commercial activity for providing of market functioning is 1479,3 million dollars USA
(15.9%),

- trade and public food consumption is 945,9 million dollars USA (10,2%),

- connection is 153,8 million dollars USA (1,7%).

Among the countries the leadears on the influx of foreign investments are Russia (6076,6 million dol-
lars USA or 65,3% from the general volume of the attracted foreign investments) and Austria (931,7 million
dollars USA or 10% from the general volume of the attracted foreign investments).

Also among the investing countries we can sec:

- Cyprus is 536,5 million dollars USA (5,8%);

- The United Kingdom is 467,7 million dollars (5,0%);

- Netherlands are 439,3 million dollars USA (4,7%);

- Switzerland is 371,2 million dollars USA (4,0%).

Since 2007, the banking sector has been considered as a highly attractive sector of the Belarusian
economy and many foreign investors have actively entered through the acquisition of controlling stakes in
privale and slate-conurolled Belarusian banks. Currently, 25 out of banks operating in Belarus have signifi-
cant foreign ownership (20 banks with 50-100 per cent of foreign investments and 8 banks with 100 per cent
foreign investments). As a result, the quota on foreign capital participation in the Belarusian banking system
has been recently increased. Since 4 Sepiember 2008, the quota on foreign capital participation is equal to
50 per cent instead of the former 25 per cent. The actual share of foreign capital in the Belarusian banking
sector have grown from 9.8 per cent in early 2008 to 17 per cent as of 1 January 2009.

The creation of favorable investment climate and attraction of foreign direct investments are the prior
areas of the new economy libcralization initiatives of the state.

In general the main recommendations for creating favorable investment climate and attracting foreign
direct investments are the foilowing:

- restructurization of state regulation of economy system
- implementation of further economy liberalization

- reforming of investment legislation for FDI protecting
- development of active measures for FDI attraction

- claboration of trade policy and regional integration
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- development of financial sector

- development of insurance service
- development of infrastructure

- development of human capital.

Improving the investment climate in such areas as taxation, competition is necessary precondition not
only to FDI attraction but also to foster the development of competitive Belarusian private sector that can
efficiently compete with and supply the TNCs. The key areas for improvement of invest climate are general
taxation, labour, property of land, competition, licensing.

Notwithstanding resent reforms in the area of general (axation, Belarus’ fiscal competitiveness is held
back by multiplicity of flat taxes based on sales, introduced at he local level, by ad hoc contributions to the
various innovation funds of the public administration and by the complexity that tax reporting and payment
impasses on business. The main recommendation on re-orienting of the tax policy including establishing loss
carry-forward for at least five years and fixing the capital depreciation rates at the highest end of the current
ranges; abolishing the sales and services taxes introduced by the local authorities; replacing the “innovative
funds™ and other ad hoc contributions by “payments for services offered”; replacing the mostly payments of
the corporate tax and most other taxes by threc payment year.

The current wage delermination system is overly rigid and does not allow investors to attract and re-
ward managers and employees based on the skills and productivity. It is recommended that the government
revise the wage classification system such as protection of the lowest paid workers by introducing different
minimum wage levels for different categories of workers, while allowing entrepreneurs the freely negotiated
wage above the minimum levels. Belarus should also consider introducing the possibility for employers to
term contracts upon provision of sufficient notice, in accordance with good international practice.

The new Land Code entering into force in January 2009 lays the grounds for the development of a
proper real estate market. Until sufficient number of titles are accessible thought this market, however, inves-
tors will continue to find it extremely difficult to obtain land title from the state. During this transition pe-
riod, it is recommended that access to the land should be facilitated in a number of ways, including identify-
ing sufficient land areas to the pre-zoned and made available for commercial and industrial use; benchmark-
ing regions against each other with respect 1o the suppont offered to investors in facilitating land access; and
streamnlining both the producers for land zoning and those for land allocation by carryiog out a step-by-step
diagnostic of the current administrative and procedural requirements and rationalizing the coordination be-
tween the local and central authorities.

A property level playing field among the different economic agents will be key to maximizing the
benefits of FDI for the development of the local private sector and reducing potential crowing out cffects
from the entry of TNCs. In this respect, the competition policy and regime in Belarus need significant
strengthening. The main recomendations in this field connected with reviewing all discriminatory practices
with respect to the access to inputs with a view 1o removing distortions where these are not strictly justified
by public interest; creating an independent, professionally staffed and adequately funded National Competi-
tion Authority; and amending the competition legislation to bring it up to international standards.

The licensing regime should be further streamlined and reviewed to ensure that licenses are required
only for those activities that pose potential public interest concerns with respect to health, safety or consumer
protection. In the process, it is important rot the autherity to ensure that repealed licenses are not replaces on
a systematic basis by equally burdensome certification requirements. Morcover, the license performance re-
quirements should be streamlined so as to protect the relevant public interest without imposing unnecessary
restrictions on the licensed activity, and appropriate administrative and judiciary appeal mechanism should
be introduced in case of license withdrawal.

Developed financial sectors provide payment services, mobilize savings. and allocate financing to
firms wishing to invest. When they work well, they give fims the ability (o seize promising invesunent op-
portunities, especially small and innovative enterprises and entrepreneurs that nced external funding to ex-
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pand and develop their business ideas. Well-functioning financial markets also impose discipline on firms to
perform, boosting efficiency, both directly and by facilitating new entry into product markets. They also en-
able firms and households to manage better risks. Based on experience, the key factors that support the de-
velopment of modern (inancial seciors include macroecononiic stability; competition in financial services,
including foreign enterprises; secure rights of borrowers, creditors, and shareholders; transparency and the
flow of information: and prudcntia) oversight of risk taking in accordance with international standards. Al-
lowing foreign investors paricipation in the domestic banking sector does not prejudice the non-
discriminatory application of existing policies to facilitate the financing of rural and disadvantaged areas.
Host countries’ authorities should also take advantage of information sharing arrangements to facilitate ade-
quatc supervision of foreign financial institutions operating in the countries, and generally international co-
operation initiatives designed to support the development of a domestic financial sector. A large, vibrant and
competitive financial sector with adequate prudential safeguards minimizes risks in terms of systemic insta-
biliry. with consequences for macroeconomic and investment performance.
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INTERTWINES OF DYNAMISMS ON THE GLOBAL AND DOMESTIC LEVEL:
HOW TO SET THE DYNAMIC DEVELOPING POLICY THROUGH CULTURE AND CAPABILITIES IN
TAJIKISTAN

“Dynamic governance is the key to success in a world undergoing
accelerating globalization and unrelenting technological advancement.

Introduction

Globalisation is a dynamic multifaceted concept. Practically every state of the contemporary world is
being affected by globalisation mechanisms socio-economically, politically or culturally. It is unavoidable
that the dynamisms of global processes affect Nationa! Governments. However, whether these effects work
towards or against the Nation-States is a questionable issue. This paper will argue that unless the States set
their governance practices towards dynamism', they risk losing domestic control over the pressing global
malters, and instead of the progress, the static and uncoordinated policies may lead to the countries’ stagna-
tion. The paper will be based on the central argument provided by Professor Neo Boon Siong in his research
of Dynamic Governance concept (NEO & CHEN, 2007), where the positive change in society is only possi-
ble through the duet of dynamic capabilities’ and culture' within the state.

In the realm of this argument, the paper will review two globalisation-related cases from contemporary
Tajikistan. It will first provide their analysis, move into the challenges that the State has faced in resolving
them, and finally, provide the results and suggestions for the state policy on facing globalisation.

Seclected cases provisions

After the collapse of Soviet Union, many developing countries, like Tajikistan. have inherited the
centralized decision-making mode! of governance. One could argue that such model is preferable in dealing
with the pressing and dynamic global issues, since those issues often require immediate reaction from the
Central Governments. However, as the evidence shows, such countries lack the dynamic capabilities of
visioning and strategising, quick adaptation (o the new realties, and leaming from the exiernal experiences
(NEO & CHEN, 2007). Besides, they also lack the enabling cultural environment, with the important
principles of transparency, meritocracy and incorruptibility required for the development. Let us try to
review this through the below cases.

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a) Is Islamism a threat?

The first global issue case to be explored in this paper is related to the domestic management of Politi-
cal Islam (Islamism®). expansion in Tajikistan. The shift of Islamism from national to transnational (or *neo-
fundamental™, as defined by Oliver Roy (Ray, 2004)) took a new radical trajectory particularly after the
dramatic events of September 11, 1999. Tajikistan, at the time, economically impoverished country with the
GDP of $178.23 (NationMaster.com), lacking a clear ideological line after the Soviet-based moral was col-
lapsed. and having the two Tajik (Persian)-speaking and pro-Islamic countries of Iran and neighbouring Af-
ghanistan as its counterpans. could not avoid falling into the trap of Islamism expansion in the country. Un-
der the influence of external Islamist forces signs of increased religiositly in the country have increased -
wearing Arab-style head-scarves by women and growing beard and “Islamic™ outfit by men, increased
number of mosques across the country and high visitorship at the mosques, increased number of students a1
the madrassas. The more threatening though was the expansion of the radical ideas through secretive,
membership in global and regional Islamist organisations, such as Salafia, Wakhabism and others® (Akiner,
2000).Mislead by the increased religiosity and missing the threat of radicalism expansion in the country, the
State have started major campaigns supporting religion, assuming this will help to fill in the gap between the
Tajik state and its society which was getting more and more obvious. The support was also within the
framework of Nationa! Identity construction for a young and confused nation that went through a number of
geopolitical turmoil. However, State had to draw back quickly soon after the reactionist mood in the society
have started to significantly intensify the risks to the national security in the country in the late 2009 and
2010 - signing off the international contracts on grand Mosques construction, and banning wearing of the
hejabs.

b) Economic development through fixing traditions?

The second case will demonstrate the way Tajik State is tackling poventy, as a global issue, in Tajiki-
stan. Most of the anti-poverty measures in the couniry with 60% of population below the poverty line
(Nazriev & Manzarshoeva. 2009), are circled around the international aid models. The list of challenges with
such models may reach the infinity, but the most obvious ones include: lack of overall coordination of aid
mechanism. lack of transparency as to how the aid funds are being employed, ‘templated’ approach of aid
apencies thal does not consider the capacity of the State in implementation of the programmes.

One of the altemnative measures that the Tajik government undertook in eradicating poverty in the
country is ratification of the “Law on Traditions of the Republic of Tajikistan™ in May 2007. The law, initi-
ated by President Emomali Rahmon, was ratified with minimal debate in parliament and without much input
from civil society groups and the general public. The law, which was originally intended to reduce the eco-
nomic costs that Tajik households have to bear on extravagant traditional ceremonies, heavily regulated the
nature of these ceremonies up to the point of specifying how many guests a celebrant could invite to the
wedding. Critics of the law argue that the policy makers did not consider the crucial cultural component that
weaves the social fabric of Tajik community where weddings, as social gatherings, have become more than
just ceremonies.

This has led 10 a number of externalities which, contrary to the economic rationale provided by the au-
thorities. has increased the lotal expenses of households. To circumvent the law while still maintaining tradi-

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tion, households have simply split the grand celebration into two, practically doubling their spending. In
other cases, the law has provided a platform for unofficial payments to the authorities who were checking the
standards of the events. Today, while the law is still in operation on paper. in reality its impact on poverty
eradication didn’t prove to be efficient.

Where do the problems in approaches reside?

The above cases, while representing a minor segment of political decision-making in Tajikistan, have
demonstrated a few fundamenial challenges in Tajik Governance with regards to the dynamic governance
framework that we utilise in this paper. These challenges become panticularly important to understand when
dealing with the dynamic global issues, and include the following:

o Lack of the “ability to perceive early signals of future developments” (NEO & CHEN, 2007) — as it
has been shown in the case of Islamism above, the State finds it difficult to forecast the potential out-
comes of the policies it implements. In policy analysis it often considers the immediate needs only, with-
out the potential Jonger-terms implications. Similarly, the poventy eradication case has shown that the
State did not conduct a comprehensive evaluation over the extent of benefits the Law on Traditions ratifi-
cation will bring. The empirical evidence was missing. As a result, the expectations of the State to signifi-
cantly impact the poverty level were not met.

* The insufficient “ability and willingness to rethink and remake currently functioning policies”
(NEO & CHEN, 2007) — when we (alk about this challenge, it is not the willingness, but the ability of Ta-
jik State to re-think functioning policies. With the Isiamism expansion the State did remake its policy and
put religion in a very tight framework of Siate control. However, these action, again. were reactionist in
nature, in response to the growing radical moods in the society. The policy didn’t fit into a longer-term
strategy of the State. Talking in a Public Policy language, in the decision-making, the state jump from the
“Agenda Setting” to “Policy Implementation”, while missing the important stages of formulation and
analysis.

o The insufficient “ability and openness 1o cross boundaries to learn from the experiences of oth-
ers” (NEO & CHEN, 2007) - No problems of the State are 100% unique to a particular country. I have
found the analysis of this challenge in Tajikistan rather paradoxical. For example, from one side, the State
allows the Aid agencies 10 implement their programs in Tajikistan without any adaptation to the local
context. From the other, with regards to religious and cultural matters, the State believes in its uniqueness
and makes decisions purely based on their intuitive understanding of the siation. All in all, the major
problem observed here, is the lack of analytical tools and the capacity to conduct a constaut analysis at all
level of what may or may not work in Tajikistan.

The lack or insufficient utilisation of the above capabilities is being “complimented” by the unfavour-
able cultural environment of corruption and nepotism in the country. The latest corruption perception report
indicates Tajikistan on the 158" (Transparency International, 2009) position. Such political culture hinders
the good governance processes in the country, and as a result, the development.

Ways forward
The goal of this paper was to review how the contemporary Tajik government reacts to the globalisa-
lion-related issues from the perspective of domestic decision-making capacity, identify the challenges in its
approaches, and propose possible solutions for improvement.
Some of the ways forward to improve the current govermance challenges include:
- Identify a comprehensive list of all the current and potential global issues that may impact Tajikistan
in one way or another;
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- Ensure a holistic National Development Strategy is in place. It is important to ensure that the Strategy

is available with all levels of government and that the officials are aware of the context. Once the urgent

global problem arises the State will be able to evaluate as to what part of the strategy, solving of this

problem fits. That way, the State will be able to approach the problem not just from the top-down, but get

constructive and quick contributions from various levels of government;

- Ensure that the number and quality of public servants meets the needs of the State. For that, and ena-

bling uncorrupted and meritocratic environment needs to be established, where the public servants would

receive adequate benefits;

- Ensure that proper strategic management training mechanisms for different levels of public servants

are in place. As the practice shows, it is important to not only send a public servant for a training, but cre-

ate proper pre- and post-training accountability and implementation control mechanisms;

These measures, while giving more leverage to different layers of government, will help to improve

the dynamic capabilities and culture in Tajikistan that would enable (he State to have a better-quality reaction
in dealing with global issues that constantly impact the country.
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MACROECONOMIC STIMULATION OF MANUFACTURED EXPORT IN UKRAINE

The qualitative growth is one of the main sources of economic development under the conditions of globaliza-
tion of world economic processes. It should be based on the innovative activity and its efficiency is direculy reflected
by the commadity structure of foreign trade. The manufactured export growth is considered by many as an engine of
suslainable economic growth in contrast to the mainly negative effects from primary exports. Such observations are
tvpical equally to industrial countries (1, 3, 7) as well as certain groups of developing countries (2, 5).

For specific conditions of Ukrainian economy with prevailing primary export (Fig. 1) the increase of manufac-
tured exports is considered as an important element of improving the structure of foreign trade exchange, accelera-
tion of the dymamics of long-term growth and implementation of investment and innovative model of economic de-
velopment. It is known that higher share of manufactured export reflects the higher level of development of the
economy while a significant share of raw matenials and energy in expont structure indicates primary orientation of
country’s exports and most likely low level of economic development. The macroeconomic policy undoubiedly de-
fines the directions of the economy's development and may significantly influence short- and long-term quantitative
and qualitative dynamics of export However the commonly recommended macroeconomic insouments of manufac-
tured exports stimulation differ significantly between the authors and precise mechanisms and relationships are still
not clearly understood. Therefore. the aim of the paper is to study the impact of macroeconomic policies for manu-

Despite the permanent debates of politicians and economists on effective instruments of manufactured exports
prumotion there is no consensus on the conclusions and recommendations. Most authors emphasize the usefulness of
the programs of wrgeled govemment incentives [6]: focus on innovative development [4], the policy of "strong”
currency [8. 9]. Less attention is paid to the microeconomic aspects: the involvement of world's technological leader
companies, cross-border regional programs of innovative development, export orientation in the special/free
economic areas. Significant conflict concems the identification of a favorable macroeconomic environment for
manufactured exports. It is important o emphasize that some policy instruments can boost total exports, but
predominanty by the redistribution of its export struciure with the increase of primary sector. It is important to
emphasize the following issues: 1) the charucteristics of macroeconomic environment which supports manufactured
seclor development, 2) the complex of siructural measures aimed to accelerale the technologically driven
reformation, 3) the proper geographical oricntation of the foreign trade. Specific issue is to choose correct option of
two - 10 strengthen the currency versus mainiaining an undervalued exchange rate. The implementation of structural
changes could be provided with the government suppon or in the sclf-regulatory manner. The optimal geographic
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orientation of Ukrainian export remain to be equivocal while it is not clearly understood which country could play
the main role in stimulating of demand on its technological, or at least manufactured production.

Figure 2 presents a generalized scheme of manufactured exports basic functional connections. The
research hypothesis is that the export structure determinates the dynamics of long-term economic growth.
The driving force of the manufactured exports increasing is the state macroeconomic policy, which should
stimulate structural changes in the economy in favor of high-tech industries.
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The macroeconomic policy defines price and non-price stimuli for the values of export and its qualita-
tive structure, while significant importance is concentrated on price and monetary stability, attraction of
foreign investment and technology transfer. Low level of technological development in Ukraine provides the
evidence of reasonability technological import involvement for the expansion of export sector based on the
qualitative reforms. Geographical orientation of exports is important because it can increase or decrease the
amplitude of selected macroeconomic policy and structural measures.

Suggested scheme consider the methodology and results of similar studies however offers a different
approach, based on the simultaneous consideration of functional correlations between the main insruments of export
promotion (the structure of production, fiscal and monetary policy. geographical orientation of foreign trade).

The empirical estimations of high-tech export determinants for the quarterly data of 1998-2010 reveal
negative dependence on currency devaluation and positive relations with budget discipline (1). In the other
words national currency stability serves as the solid base of qualitative growth and restriction of budget
deficit provide controlled level of inflation. Technological industry in general is much more competitive and
less dependant on price factors, while the primary exports rely predominantly on low prices which, in case of
Ukraine, are supported by tax preferences and parliament and government lobby.

The most important factors of macroeconomic stimulation of manufactured export are the exchange rate of
national currency, the limitation of budget expenses, foreign investment in export-oriented industries, the import of
raw materials and equipment for the technology sector. The currency revaluation (for the Ukrainian economy it
happens in the context of increase of real exchange rate 10 a cerain equilibrium levet), which is supported by a
budget surplus, can reduce inflationary expectations and thus enhance the production of technology products by
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increasing the real money supply. The localization of capital in high-tech branches and the development of
intellectual property market are the major factors of labor productivity improvement FDI provide technology
mansfer for the modemization of the technological and organizational capabilities. For specific Ukrinian conditions
the factor of salary is considered (o be relatively insignificant (it is remarkably lower than the equilibrium value) and
protectionism (openness de facto is provided by the “transparency” of borders and the spread of carruption).

The analysis of manufactured exports stimulation of South-Easter Asia enables an opportunity to
formulate the main priorities of govemment policy: maintaining price and monetary stability, providing of
significant role of government in defining of structural priorities, the limitation of inflationary processes,
involving FDI in technology branches and subsidizing the import of equipment, creating of preferential
2ones for manufactured exports. technology parks, preferential credit facilities for financing and taxation of
high-tech sector. rising wages and increasing a gap between qualified and unskilled workers, including
subsidies for companies providing labor training and education. In Central and Eastern Europe a positive
impact on the export structure was provided by increase in funding of fundamental sciences, the promotion
of innovative small and medium enterprises, accelerated amortization, improvement of tax legislation and the
wide state support of regional innovative development programs.

Among the mechanisms of influence on the manufactured exports, the major may be considered: The
national currency revaluation supported by a budget surplus, FDI involvement in high-priorities industries,
improving productivity and skilled labor demand, providing favorable conditions for import of industriat
equipment. promoting availability of credit resources and revenues from primary exports in the technological
sector. European integration. Favorable effects of the reorientation of the Ukrainian export to the EU markets
are associated with technological diversification of exports based on modem technologies due 10 the
intensification of cross-border cooperation and increasing quality demands.

The perspective branch of Ukrainian manufacturing exports is engineering, including primarily aircraft
manufacturing, shipbuilding, power equipment manufacturing etc. The situation for high-tech export
development in Ukraine is rather contradictory whether the realization of large scientific potential and
available qualified personnel is significantly restricted by administrative constraints and insufficient govern-
ment support for investment in high-tech sector.

To swengthen company’s financial stability it is necessary to correct tariff rates according 1o the type of insur-
ance. expansion of reinsurance protection, atraction of additional financial resources by issuing securities, review the
structure of assets, use of inscrance agreement with additional opportunities, for example, web-based and etc. cost re-
duction. optimization of staff numbers, sell unfinished buildings, automation and purchase of software packages, im-
provement of the labor organization, inventory of property, change heads of departments and etc.

Labour Migration of Georgian Population

Since 1992 due to migration and reduced birth rate the population of Georgia decreased by 1082 thousand peo-
ple. 400 000 of them are labour migrants. According to the research, 56,7% of the migrant families consisted of 6 and
more memebers, 40% of which were above 40 years. 60% of labour migrants are male and 40% - females. Our research
showed that 74,7% of male migrants and 83,3% of female migrants have higher and dary special education. The
research conducted among the students showed that 7,4% of them are willing to emigrate from Georgia forever. and
58,5% would leave the couniry temporarily. The efficiency of migration can be measured by the ration of the families,
which resolved some problems using the money trasnfered by the migrants. The efficiency of migration is 82% accord-
ing to our evaluation. Thus, labour migration is incfficient for 18% of families.

Eatrepreneurial Attitudes in Georgia (Empirical Research Results, The Case of Tbilisi)

The anicie highlights the peculiarities of entrepreneurial attitudes in Georgia. According to the empirical re-
search results 91.5% of Georgian respondents would like 10 be self-employed. In contrast, Europeans remain far less
keen on becoming an entreprencurs. Several factors explain why people prefer to remain employees. Nations differ
according to their concerns and fears of becoming entrepreneurs. In Georgia the greatest fear of respondents is related
o the uncertain income from entrepreneurship — 48% of respondents consider uncertain income from entrepreneurship
as the preatest fear of becoming an entrepreneur. 39.6% of respondents are concerned of bankruptcy. One of the spe-
cific characteristics of Georgians® entrepreneurial attitudes is the Georgians® expectations of becoming self-employed:
about 51.4% of Genrgians sex the feasibility of becoming self-employed in the next five years. Georgians' positive atti-
tudes towards feasibility of becoming self-employed show the self-confidence and expectations of success of market
oriented economic reforms and feeling of sccial and political stability in Georgia.

Globalization and Neoprotectionism

The article is devoted to the activization of protectionist measures under conditions of the modern finacial-
economic crisis. It is mentioned, that advantages of free trade are confirmed by the classical theories of international
trade and supporters of these heories offer to carry out an appropriate policy. The free-trade policy is widely declared
in the WTO regulations and the concepts of the developed countries foreign trade policies. Tariff barriers as the basic
form of restriction of international trade have decreased as a result of the negotiations within the framework of GATT,
and later WTO. But reality of the world economy shows that absolutely free trade is an exception, rather than a rule
loday. Developing countries and the countries of transitional economy face big obstacles for entry the external markets.
In addition, between the developed countries there are "the nondeclared™ restrictions of trade. Actually, on a global
scale there are many examples of the conspired prolectionist foreign trade policy. Many countries have concidered pro-
tectionist policy implementation as the mean for saving national economy. That creates almost nonregular situation in
the international trade relations and causes great concern in the managements of WTO and other intemational organiza-
tions. Actualy world trade relations develop in the context of neoprotectionism. A number of global-scale meeting are
devoted to the regulation this situation. Georgia, with its nondiversified export and the negative foreign trade balance
(after 90s of the last century), consistently chose the free irade orientation. The author believes that some kind of protec-
tionist measures need to be implemented. This does not mean (the traditional sense) the direct restriction of import or
direct stimulation of export. For increasing the efficiency of entry the foreign markels it is very important to carry out
modern protectionist measures, also used by developed countries to protect their own economy. Our businessmen feel
information deficit up 10 present. In this repard using the latest international information systems, which provide the
newest analitical information about countries economie policies and its effects, will be very useful.

Their argument is that the situation in the external environment is beyond the
control of high schouls and they can use only operational planning which includes making the annual budget or
preparing for periodic cenification.

Other researchers consider that the high school neceds strategic planning, through and within the limits of
intluence so-called “historical forces™. Keller, Blau Dudershtadl, ete. in their works not only have proved the necessity
of strategic planning for high schools. but also have allocated the most important components of this process. Keller has
distinguished three intermal aspects (traditions and values, strenpths and weaknesses, possibilities and management
priorities) and three external aspecis (tendencies of environment, a direction of development of the market and a
competitive situation).

CHARACTERISTICS OF THE ACTIVITIES OF COMMERCIAL BANKS DURING THE PERIOD
OF TRANSITION TO MARKET ECONOMY

The work deals with the main operational principles and specifics of commercial banks during tran-
silion to market economy. It is pointed out, that during domination of command-administrative system, the
role of banks was considerably restricted. Banks, being the constituent part of the state machinery, under the
overall central planning conducted credit operations within the strictly regulated framework for appropria-
tion of monetary funds and limited loan fund capital. With transition to market economy, reasonable libera-
tion of the banking system from the state pressure and tuming it into an active instrument for managing part
of the economy’s financial pattern became prerequisite. In the work the author's own interpretation of the
concept of a bank is suggested, namely: a commercial bank under market economy is a joint-stock type uni-
versal commercial credit institution, conducting its activities in compliance with the rules, limits and norms
established by the national (central) bank in order to make profit.
