STATE REGULATION OF INTERNATIONAL LABOR FLOWS:
THE WORLD EXPERIENCE AND GEORGIA
(Abstract)

The problems accompanying the International flows of labor led to the creation of a
complex system of state and interstate regulation.

The main characteristics of immigration laws are the following: professional
qualification, individual restrictions, quantitative quotas, economic regulations, time
limitations, geographical priorities, wages, etc.

Traditional state measures of regulating reemigration are: motivation programmes for
reemigration, skills re-training programmes for immigrants, economic aid programmes for the
states of mass emigration.

There is no promising information indicating the participation tendency of Georgia in
international labor flows, but negative migration balance for the past years will cause
demographic problems in the country, unless realistic migration policy is carried out.

CURRENT HUMAN MIGRATION PROCESSES IN GEORGIA ON THE BACKGROUND OF
WORLD GLOBALIZATION
(Abstract)

International migration and migration processes in Georgia are closely interwoven. In 1965-2000
the number of international migrants doubled and rose from 75 to 175 million. As there exist no
procise mechanisms of migrant registration in Georgia, it is very difficult to make a general analysis.
But it can be said, that after gaining independence the number of international migrants significantly
increased in Georgia, which negatively influences the demographic situation in the country. In 1989-
2002 Georgia lost approximately 120 thousand persons per year, which is the result of low birth rate,
increased death rate and strong outbound migration flows. The above will have negative results in
quite a near future and joint effort should be directed towards saving the country’s future.

INTERNATIONAL LABOR MARKET AND MIGRATION PROBLEMS
(Abstract)

By means of gradual merging of international labor markets, when legal, economic, national
and cultural limits are ultimately erased, unemployment is to some extent regulated by the interna-
tional labor markrket.

Due to migration many Post-Socialist countries have been deprived of high-qualified spe-
cialists. The number of emigrants in Georgia is increasing on a daily basis.

By the data of January of 2001, 995 thousand people migrated from Georgia.

Almost half of currency income in Georgia fall to emigrants’ transfers. The desire of going
abroad for life, expressed by 103.4 thousand people in March of 2002 is worth considering. Most
of those wishing to emigrate try to avoid unemployment or hardship. This severe problem falls
within the state’s competence.

SOCIAL-ECONOMIC ASPECTS OF LABOR
EMIGRATION IN GEORGIA
(Abstract)

The economic collapse in Georgia caused substantial worsening of the living standards and the
increase in the poverty level and depth. Therefore, the outbound migration potential of the
Georgian population has considerably expanded. According to the latest data of State Department for
Statistics of Georgia, the population of Georgia reduced by 827,9 thousand in 1993 - 2002.

Labour emigration causes a lot of negative results along with the posotive ones. The impact of
both permanent and labour migration on the demographic potential of Georgia is extremely negative.
It provokes the expansion of economic and demographic loading of the population. Employment of
labour emigrants abroad from the viewpoint of professional qualification is often extremely
discriminative. The positive effect of labour emigration for Georgia is the reduction of unemployment
scale and the negative social results characteristic to it. The most important thing is that the labour

emigrant remittances have saved a lot of Georgian citizens from physical destruction.

POPULATION MIGRATION IN KAKHETI REGION
(Abstract)

Social, economic and political processes of the transitional period let to intensification of
migration processes in the country. According to 2002 population census data 105,9 thousand
people changed their permanent residence in Kakheti region in the last decade. That amounts
24,0% of the region population. Within the administrative boundaries of the region 35,3 thou-
sand people migrated i.e. 33,4%, the rest moved to other parts of the country.

In the internal migration in Kakheti two regions may be distinguished: Tbilisi and
Kvemo Kartli. The region has a negative migration balance in their regard, though it is posi-
tive with other regions. Kakheti lost 29670 people totally as a result internal migration.

In the migration processes intensive labour emigration abroad deserves a particular at-
tention. With regard to it a sociological research was conducted in Kakheti. Sagarejo district
was selected as an object. The research showed that dominant in the age structure of labour
emigrants is 31-35 (18,4%) and 26-30 (17,8%) age contingent. The ratio of women in emigra-
tion is 48,8%.

The main flow of labour emigrants is directed towards Greece (31,9%) and Russian Fed-
eration (26,4%). 11,3 % lives in Germany, 6,6% - in the USA, 6,6% - in France, etc.

70,4% of labour emigrants has professional education, 39,0% of them are with higher
education. Engineers (19,2%), drivers (14,7%), teachers(13,0%), economists (9,6%) prevail
among emigrants. Only 17,8% works by the profession in the recipient countries, the rest are
not employed in their profession. Nevertheless, they get considerably higher salaries here that
the average salary in the country. 83,1% of emigrants support their families by remittances,
which is not only a financial source of existence, but also it becomes a basis for small business
development in our country.

It is likely that the process of return migration will start together with economic rise of
the country. However, labour emigration will be maintained in future to some extent. There-
fore the legislative basis is needed to protect the rights of our emigrants abroad and manage
these processes.

INVISIBLE PROBLEM OF GEORGIA_TRAFFICKING AND VARIOUS STRUC-
TURES' ATTITUDE TOWARDS IT
(Abstract)

Struggle against trafficking will remain unsolved problem until some measures for its
elimination are taken in the country.

First of all the population should be informed. Mainly NGO and mass media deal with
it. We can say, that as a result of recent trainings and seminars, as well as publications more
often appearing in our media the increase in informed population is evident compared with
1998, when the majority of population did not know what the word “trafficking” meant.
Consequently, the problem has become actualized in the society.

On the second hand, the corresponding legislation should be adopted. Georgia unfor-
tunately did not adopt the UN Convention against Transnational Crime, namely protocol
Ne2 concerning the prevention of trafficking, which seriously complicates effective struggle
against this negative phenomenon. At the same time, Georgia adopted a number of legisla-
tive amendments and additions in the current criminal code. Among them: 143(1), 172(1)
and changes in article 172, directly dealing with trafficking. At the same time the legislation
doesn’t include provisions concerning the prevention of trade in human beings. Victims re-
main undefended both physically and morally as state structures do not know how to use
the existing information.

Also, reintegration and rehabilitation of victims of trafficking is crucial. This is the
most serious problem of our society. The government does not do anything to solve it. Be-
cause of shortage of finances NGOs are only able to establish “hot lines”, but it’s too little.
That’s why most women who have once been made victims of sex business aren’t able to
give up. And sometimes they even become traffickers.

There are still some measures taken but only with collaboration between NGOs, state
structures and mass media the results can be achieved. Only with joint effort trafficking can
be minimized, if not eliminated.

However, the informing, adoption of new legislation and rehabilitation of the victims
isn’t enough (but it’s very important). The main thing is to raise the economic situation in
the country, improve social conditions and create favourable living conditions, so that peo-
ple do not travel abroad in search of work, but stay confident and see their future in their
native country.

DIRETIONS OF IMPROVING LABOUR
MIGRATION ADMINISTRATION
(Abstract)

Deep economic crisis and mass unemployment in Georgia caused the outflow of labour forces
from Georgia. Today, the only source of income for the significant part of Georgian population is the
remittances of their family members from abroad. Together with the mentioned positive effect, exter-
nal labour migration caused many problems in Georgia.

The research showed that the great part of Georgian migrants live in recipient country illegally.
Because of this the cases of trafficking are frequent, their health and mentality are endangered and the
level of professional qualification falls. The facts of decreasing population, high share of single young
people among migrants, divorces and the decrease in birthrate caused the process of depopulation.

The mentioned process needs active reaction from the government, which means the formation
of effective state regulation system of outbound labor migration from Georgia.

GEORGIAN LEGISLATION CONCERNING TRADE
IN HUMAN BEINGS (TRAFFICKING)

Presented work deals with trafficking in persons. Problems and causes of trafficking, as well
as factors which have facilitated to even more development of the problem are being discussed in
the introductory part. Herein, trafficking is considered as a worldwide problem. The process of
trafficking, how an individual may become a victim of trafficking, feelings and emotions of a per-
son while being in the positions of a victim, Georgian legislation and International Acts on traf-
ficking in persons are provided for in separate chapters.

It is noteworthy, that for the last decade of years ongoing international events (dissolution of
the Soviet Union) have significantly assisted to the development of trafficking in persons. After
opening of boarders a lot of people have immigrated in economically developed states from post
Soviet courtries and Eastern European states in search of better living conditions and well paid
jobs, as a result of which trafficking in persons have acquired unimaginable scales.

In the whole world, the crime has become one of the leading spheres of criminal industry.
In developed countries, where certain experience has been attained pertaining to combating traf-
ficking, the problem due to its complex and troublesome character and wide scale as well as for its
illegal incomes is discussed together with drug business and arms traffic. Trafficking in persons is a
global problem and nearly all states, among them Georgia, try to deal with it. Currently we do not
possess any official data either on the facts of trafficking or its victims, that makes even more diffi-
cult to create the exact picture of the crime. If we take into account the fact, that legal migration
from Georgia to other countries is nearly impossible, it is obvious, that majority of immigrated
persons are illegal migrants i.e. they reside on the territory of other countries illegally. Being ille-
gally on the territory of foreign countries reduces possibilities for human rights protection of those
persons and turns them into easy target groups for any type of exploitation and violence. Due to
the aforementioned, trafficking in persons is a well known crime and our citizens who have left
for the foreign countries either in search of employment or for educational purpose face the great
risk of becoming victims of trafficking. Only on June 6, 2003, after introduction of two additional
article to the Criminal Code of Georgia pertaining to trafficking in persons and trafficking in mi-
nors, have commission of trafficking been criminalized. It should also be mentioned, that special
draft has been elaborated on trafficking, which should be submitted to and adopted by the par-
liament of Georgia in the nearest future.
