CONTEMPORARY MIGRATORY SITUATION AND STUDY
OBJECTIVES OF POPULATION TERRITORIAL MOVEMENT IN
GEORGIA
(Abstract)

After the restoration of independence the following essential points
can be outlined in the population movement of Georgia:

- Constant mass emigration process has begun and it is on-going
to date. At the initial stage the non-Georgian population departed
abroad more intensively; then the Georgians emigration intensity
gradually increased.

- Because of ethnic conflicts and ethnic cleansing the forced
migration has included a large territory and the population was
forcibly displaced within the country and dispersed in other countries
as well.

- A high intensity labor migration has developed;

- Urbanization process became retarded; anti-urbanization
phenomena arose; resettlement system was gripped by crisis;

- Labor pendulum migration has dropped to minimum;

- Intensity and directions of educational migration have changed;
- Domestic organized migrations have practically stopped; the
potential of organized resettlement of twice deported “Turk-
Meskhetians” in Georgia has increased twice.

In the situation of intensive territorial mobility of the population
the migration optimization gains big importance. That is impossible
because migration statistics are disordered and migration processes
have not been studied at a proper level. It is necessary to enhance
attention toward migration and elaborate scientifically the mechanism
of its management. Institutions and separate researchers engaged in
migration study must play a particular role in the scientific study of
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migration processes. Namely, there are preconditions for setting up
Population Migration Study Center at the department of Labor
Economics (TSU). At first, the center should consist of a small group
of researchers. Then after derived results of conducted researches it
will enlarge and turn into a serious scientific team for solving
migration-related problems.

CONTEMPORARY TENDENCIES OF INTERNATIONAL
MIGRATION
(Abstract)

International migration has always drawn a big attention but the
interest toward it has especially increased recently. The reason is the
growth of its volume. By 2003, about 175 million people lived outside their
country of birth or citizenship. They account for about 3 percent of the
world’s population and are expanding by 3 million to 4 million annually.
In part because of the increasing numbers, immigration has leaped to the
top of the policy agenda in many of the world’s major economic powers.

Seven of the world’s wealthiest countries (Germany, France, United
Kingdom, United States, Italy, Japan and Canada) have about one-
third of the world’s migrant population.

The United States and Canada are two of the world’s strongest
magnets for international migrants. The two countries contain about
20 percent of the world’s migrant stock, although they hold only
about 5 percent of world population. In Europe foreigners are
concentrated in a few countries — nearly 60 percent are in France and
Germany alone. In smaller countries, foreigners may be few in
number, but constitute a high percentage of total residents.

There are two major types of migration in Asia. The first is the
significant emigration of “settlers” from Asia to North America and
Australia. The second type of flow is labor migration from and within
the region.

Population movements in Africa have been dominated by
temporary labor migration and refugee movements in the 1990s.
Although refugee flows have overwhelmed other types of migration in
the region — in numbers and in international attention — labor
migration remains important in many parts of Africa.
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The Middle East, which stretches from Western Asia into North
Africa, has witnessed dramatic and extensive population movement in
the past half century. The Middle East includes countries that export
and import hundreds of thousands of labor migrants. It also produces
and hosts millions of refugees.

Latin America and the Caribbean were traditional destinations for
European immigrants, and for time African slaves, between the 17t
and early 20® centuries. In the 1990s the largest migration flows were
out of the region — especially from Central America and the Caribbean
to  the United States. U.S. immigrants from Latin America are
numerous and diverse. Over the past two decades they have included
large numbers of asylum-seekers, family members of U.S. residents,
temporary labor migrants, and illegal immigrants. In the mid-1990s
most population movement within the region was labor migration.

NET EXTERNAL MIGRATION OF THE POPULATION OF
GEORGIA BETWEEN THE CENSUSES (1989 -2001)
(Abstract)

The upheavals taking place in Georgia in the 1990s entailed the
growth of the external migration intensity.

At the same time recording of migration got worse.

According to the most recent data of the Georgian State
Department for Statistics the net external migration amounted to
153.2 thousand during the period of 1989-2001.

In various estimations, the negative net external migration in 1989-
2001 reached 1 million and it was somewhat even more.

The net external migration between the censuses should have been
accurate on the grounds of the results derived from the census
conducted in January 2002 in Georgia.

The system of questions prepared for that purpose did not “work.”

Despite this, it is possible to determine the net external migration
between the censuses by the indirect method.

In using this method, we can take into account the difference of
the population number drawn from the census, natural increase for
the same period and the number of the population residing on the
territory not controlled by Georgia (Abkhazia, Tskhinvali region)
until 1994.

By using of the noted method it has been found that net external

migration for Georgia between the censuses (1989-2001) made up
998.5 thousand.

ANALIYSIS OF INSTITUTIONAL AND LEGAL FRAMEWORKS TO
COMBAT TRAFFICKINGIN PERSONSIN GEORGIA
(Excerpt of Report) OQTOBER 2003

Georgia is primarily a source country for trafficking in persons and,
to a lesser extent, is also a transit country. Furthermore, there are
indications that Georgia is targeted as destination country, though it is
not known to what extent. In 2000 and 2001, IOM conducted research
to obtain a better understanding of the scope and trends of trafficking
in persons from, through and to Georgia (IOM Thbilisi, 2000; 2001).
The research showed that trafficking in persons was a serious problem
in Georgia. Traffickers frequently took advantage of their victims’
limited and distorted information about the realities and opportunities
of going abroad in order to exploit them in indentured servitude,
forced commercial sex work, and agricultural and industrial labour. In
addition, the aforementioned research demonstrated that the
occurrence of trafficking in persons in Georgia is tied to a lack of
adequate counter-trafficking legislation and, above all, the poor socio-
economic conditions affecting the majority of the Georgian
population.

The major destination countries of trafficking victims from Georgia
are Turkey, Greece, the United States of America and a number of
European Union Member States, such as France, Spain, the
Netherlands and Germany. Other recent research has indicated that
Georgian women are also trafficked to the United Arab Emirates (IOM
Baku, 2002; 31). According to IOM’s 2000 and 2001 research, typical
trafficking victims were young women, often single or divorced,
interested in study or temporary work abroad.

Until quite recently, the Government of Georgia demonstrated a
lack of awareness and sense of urgency regarding trafficking.
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However, the Government has recently displayed an increased
initiative to establish a national counter-trafficking policy. This has
resulted in a number of important milestones, such as the recent
adoption of a national counter-trafficking action plan and counter-
trafficking legislation, as well as the creation of a special unit in the
Ministry of Interior to deal with counter-trafficking issues. A
governmental inter-agency committee was established in June 2003 to
coordinate the National Action Plan for counter-trafficking.

Despite the positive developments the Government of Georgia has
not yet established efficient policy and government structures to
prevent effectively trafficking, prosecute traffickers and assist
trafficking victims. In addition, the lack of allocation of budgetary
resources will most likely present an insurmountable obstacle to the
full implementation of government plans for combating trafficking.

ABOUT INTERRELATIONSHIP BETWEEN LOCAL POPULATION
AND FORCIBLY DISPLACED PERSONS
(Abstract)

There are many acute problems related to forcibly displaced
persons and their interrelationship with the local population is one
of the most important ones. These relations are formed in a certain
setting and as it is noted by both categories of population,
neighborhood is of great importance. At the same time 20 percent of
the local population has no contacts with forcibly displaced persons.

The attitude of local population and expellees towards each other
changed significantly; positive views declined and negative ones
increased. It should be noted that in the first years of their
expulsion 63.8 percent of the local population we polled said that
they condoled with expellees as opposed to 38 percent at present. At
first this condolence was felt by 46.7 percent of expellees compared
to 17.5 percent at present.

The share of those who have neutral attitude has increased
recently; especially it can be said about the youth.

The rate of tolerance that is drawn by the ratio of positive
rates to the negative ones comprised 3.5 in local population and
1.32 in expellees. It means that local population's attitude towards
expellees is more positive than vice versa.

FACTORS AND SOCIO-ECONOMIC CONSEQUENCES OF LABOR
EMIGRATION OF THE POPULATION OF GEORGIA
(Abstract)

The study found that labor emigration of the population of
Georgia is determined by economic factors, sharp reduction of the
demand of labor force and price on the internal market, development
of unemployment and precipitous fall of the population living
standards.

The main migratory streams are directed towards four countries:
Russia (39%), Greece (14%), US (14%) and Germany (13%).

The impact of labor emigration on the demographic potential of
Georgia is extremely negative. It takes place against the background of
intensive depopulation, migratory decline of population and the fall of
fertility to the critical level.

The essential characteristic mark of labor emigration of the
population of Georgia is high level of education. 44% of them have
higher education. Their departure significantly lessens the labor
potential of the country. At the same time, the employment of labor
emigrants of Georgia abroad is extremely discriminatory from the
professional and qualification point of view.

The average amount of monthly cash remittances sent by labor
emigrants to Georgia amounted to 168.1 USD. This amount is mainly
spent for satisfaction of the population's major requirements.

The study found that labor emigration is rather continual. Return
emigration is of economic nature. Due to economic stagnation of
Georgia, return potential of migrants is still weak.
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The existing situation requires from the government to pursue
effective migration policy. It is necessary to enhance the interstate
cooperation on the issues of labor emigration that would increase the
economic and social benefits of regular labor migration.

EXISTING SITUATION ON THE LABOR MARKET AND ITS
IMPACT ON LABOR EMIGRATION
(Abstract)

Existing situation on the labor market of Georgia, limitation of
employment possibilities and low cost of labor force are main
conditioning factors of labor emigration.

According to the statistical data in 2000, the rate of unemployment
in Georgia made up 12.6%; in the estimation of some experts the actual
level of unemployment in the country is 30-35%. Only 35.5% of the
employed work through employers and the rest are self-employed.

Distribution of the employed by the sectors and fields of economy is
not rational and doesn’t correspond to the demands of the country’s
future development.

The cost of labor force is low in both state and private sectors. The
incomes of the absolute majority of the employed are less than the
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subsistence minimum and the employment is often of forced nature,
imperfect and ineffective.

There is a sharp imbalance between demand and supply of labor
force by both quantitative and qualitative parameters. The problem of
“the unemployed with diploma” is unduly severe like the problem of
“poor employees.”

The area and scales of the functioning of labor market are limited
and because of this, the market is unformed, inflexible and less mobile.
The labor market infrastructure is not developed and the job-seekers
don’t have proper skills for active job seeking and self-presentation. The
labor market of Georgia is “closed” — the selection and acceptance of
personnel as well as their lay-off are problematic for the majority of
organizations.

Unfavorable economic environment considerably lessens the
effectiveness of the state employment policy. Therefore, to solve the
existing problems in the population employment sphere depends on the
change of the country’s economic environment and formulation and
implementation of fair economic policy.

LEGAL GROUNDS OF THE REGULATION OF LABOR
MIGRATION
(Abstract)

At present in Georgia the role of the state in the sphere of labor
migration is uncertain and the problems of emigration are ignored.
There is no legal base or leverage for labor migration regulation.
Although the draft law “on labor migration” has been prepared, it is
not consistent with the contemporary tasks of the regulation of labor
migration in Georgia and it won’t promote legalization of labor
emigration.

In the draft law the directions and mechanism of the state
regulation, tasks of state policy and the ways of realization are not
determined clearly. The system given in the draft law will favor the
existence of many bureaucratic barriers and won’t provide legalization
of labor migration. In the draft law the focus is shifted to the state
permission of the manpower import or export and to the
administration dues. The role and obligations of the state in the sphere
of international cooperation and organization of migratory processes
are not determined. By noted draft law the government is entrusted
with controlling functions which are characterized by fairly tough
and inflexible mechanisms.

After the perfection of the draft law “on labor migration” the
Parliament of Georgia must expedite its passing. At the same time the
joining procedure of Georgia with the UN and International Labor
Organization convention must be finalized. It will create legal grounds
for the regulation of labor migration at the international level.

MAIN CHARACTERISTICS OF LABOR EMIGRANTS DEMOGRAPHIC
STRUCTURE
(Abstract)

The impact of labor emigration on the demographic potential of

Georgia is extremely negative and this is expressed by:

a)  decrease of the absolute number of de facto population;

b)  deformation of population age structure;

c)  labor emigration in part turned into permanent emigration and
the likelihood of its turning into permanent emigration is still high;

d)  reproduction behavior of the contingent of labor emigrants is
drastically worsened.

A third of labor emigrants is female; 57% of this contingent is
married. Age composition is characterized by equal distribution, but
there are some substantial differences by the countries of immigration
and that is conditioned by the differences in the purposes of labor
emigration.

The ethnic structure of labor emigrants reflects the ethnic structure
of the entire population of the emigrants regions. Through the research
it is found that remigration potential of Georgian and Ossetian labor
emigrants in comparison with the other ethnicities of Georgia is higher.

PRINCIPAL TENDENCIES OF LABOR EMIGRATION IN THE
AUTONOMOUS REPUBLIC OF ADJARA
(Abstract)

In the period of current economic crisis the characteristic signs of
the developed intensive labor emigration in Adjara are:

a) Drastic fall in living standards;

b) Greater share of females in the flows of labor emigrants;

c) Labor emigrants’ contingent represents unduly high-skilled labor
force (57.5% has higher education), who are employed abroad in low-
skilled jobs;

d) Principal countries of emigration are: Russia (41.4% of labor
emigrants), Greece (14.5%), Germany (13.4%), USA (12.9%).

In contrast to the other regions of Georgia, the average monthly
amount of cash remittances sent to Ajara amounted to 281.1 thousand
US dollars. This amount is sufficient to provide families with
subsistence minimum and to raise initial capital for starting small
business.

PERMANENT MIGRATION OF POPULATION FROM THE
MINING REGIONS OF GEORGIA
(Case of Chiatura and Tkibuli Industrial Regions)
(Abstract)

In 1990s the economic crisis hit the industrial regions of Chiatura
and Tkibuli more profoundly than other regions of Georgia. 12
thousand people were laid off from industry alone when mining
stopped there. That in its turn gave rise to the development of
intensive migration processes. Between the censuses (1989-2002) the
number of population of the noted regions declined by 16.8 thousand.
That is a result of stationary migration directed to one side.

Current rehabilitation projects only partially provide for the
employment of the remaining labor resources and it is likely that
population redistribution process from the noted regions will
continue. But it should be given relatively organized nature and it
must be taken into account during the formation of the state
migration policy.

PECULIARITIES OF THE ORGANIZATION OF LABOR
EMIGRATION FROM GEORGIA AT THE PRESENT STAGE
(Abstract)

Efficiency of emigration, socio-economic and legal situation largely
depends on the ways and methods of emigration and its organized
forms.

According to the results derived from the special research conducted
in 2002 in various regions, in most cases the relatives, friends and
acquaintances help emigrants to leave abroad; through the assistance of
tourist firms the country left 5% of labor emigrants, the same number
left the country through private persons, 7% - through the private
employment agencies; 5% - through the students exchange programs
and invitations of specific employers. The number of those who left the
country “to seek fortune” made up 16%.

By the results of the research the absolute majority of labor emigrants
(62%) are employed abroad illegally — without labor contracts. This rate
is much higher for those who went abroad “to seek fortune” as well as
for private persons and those who went through the assistance of
tourist firms. Nearly one-third of the emigrants who went abroad
through the private employment agencies is employed illegally.

The above once more confirms the necessity of regulation of labor
emigration processes and the strengthening of the state control. At the
same time the regulation strategy at the contemporary stage must not
be its prohibition but the enhancement of the legalization quality and
the growth of its effectiveness.

GENDER ASPECTS OF LABOR EMIGRATION
(Abstract)

New peculiarity of current labor emigration in Georgia is women’s
participation in it. Through our researches it found that every third
labor emigrant is a woman. Their major recipient countries are Greece
(24% of female labor emigrants), Germany (23.5%), US (18.7%) and
Russia (14.3%). Women in Greece and Germany made up 70% of the
labor emigrants.

Through the research it found that women are employed in the
service sector (33,1% out of them are nurses, 9.2% - babysitters, 4.8%
- waitresses, 9.2% - office-cleaners, 5.5% shop assistants and so on).
Women suffer separation from their native countries and relatives
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more than men. In fact, in most cases many families are separated due
to labor emigration.

The cash remittances sent by labor emigrant women to their
families were substantial. Through our research it found that cash
remittances sent by women to their families were more by $40 than
men’s.

The research showed that the potential or return migration of
married women is much higher compared to men. Likelihood of
staying abroad for unmarried women is higher than men’s.

The reproductive indicators of labor emigrants are very low. The
impact of women’s emigration on Georgia’s demographic potential is
extremely negative.
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
